AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
State officials, weary for a
victory in the 10-year-old
prison lawsuit, are happy

with an appeals court ruling
that a federal judge went too
far when he ordered major
reforms in Texas prisons.

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“cruel and unusual punish-
ment,” the 5th U.S. Circuit
Court of Appeals said
Wednesday.

But the three-judge panel in
New Orleans also said, ‘“The
duty to protect inmates’ con-
stitutional rights, however,
does not confer the power to
manage prisons, for which
courts are ill-equipped, or the
capacily to second-guess
prison administrators.”

The court threw oul many
reforms ordered by U.S.
Distriet Judge William
Wayne Justice, including his
requirement of private cells
for inmates in the
33,000-inmate system, the na-
tion's largest.

Gov. Bill Clements, a
longtime Justice critic, said,
“‘Briefly stated, Judge
William Wayne Justice was
wrong and the state’s position
was right on key issues such
as single-celling of inmates.

“Single cells for inmates
was an extreme edict, and,
happily, that is no longer an
issue in this case,” he said.

Attorney General Mark
White, whose handling of the
case drew criticism from
Clements, said the appeals
court decision was a major
victory for the state.

“The impact of it apparent-
ly fairly well gives the slale
of Texas a sweep on the
issues that were before the
court,” he said in a telephone
interview from Cuernavaca,
Mexico, where he was vaca-
tioning Wednesday.

The appeals court affirmed
Justice's order that the state
reduce the prison population
by Nov. 1 to a figure equal to
iwice the number of ' cells,
plus the number of inmates
who can be housed in dor-
mitories. The dorms can hold

one inmate per 40 square feet,
the appeals court said.
Justice had ordered 60 feet
per inmate,

William Turner, lawyer for
the inmates who filed the civil
rights suit, said the ruling
was not the clear victory

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Hinckley Jurors Summoned

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
Senate panel, hoping to get
quick congressional action
changing federal law on in-
sanity pleas, is summoning
three members of the jury
which found presidential
assailant John W. Hinckley
Jr. innocent by reason of in-
sanity.

“They want to find out ex-
actly what led members of
the jury to accepi the insanity
plea,” said a spokesman for
Sen. Arlen Specter, R-Pa.,
the acting chairman of the
Senate Judiciary subcommit-
tee on criminal law.

In a highly unusual step,
the subcommittee announced
Wednesday that jurors
Maryland Copelin, 50,
Nathalia Brown, 30, and
Lawrence Coffey, 22, all of
Washington had been asked
to testify today.

Testimony was also ex-
pected from legal specialists
on the issue.

Miss Brown and Mrs.
Copelin have said they believ-
ed Hinckley, 27, was legally
sane when he shot President
Reagan and three other men
on March 30, 1981, but they
said they were pressured by
other jurors to go along with
the majority and provide a

Texas’ Population

Gaining On NY

COLLEGE STATION,
Texas (AP) — Up from the
land of oil and armadillos, a
new population giant is ris-
ing, a census expert says.

By the end of this decade,
Robert Skrabanek predicts
New York no longer will be
the second most populous
state.

Instead the Texas A&M
sociologist and demographer
said by 1990 the second
largest state will also be the
second in population.

Texas is the fastest grow-
ing state in the country, a

“giant human magnet pulling
people from all regions," said
Skrabanek.

“Texas added more people
than all the 22 northern states
put together’ in the past 15
months, Skrabanek said.

While New York's popula-
tion has increased slightly
since the 1980 census, the Em-
pire State, along with Rhode
Island and the District of Col-
umbia, lost population from
1970 to 1980, he said.

Recent census data shows
Ohio, Indiana, Michigan,
lowa and South Dakota have
been added to the lost of

states with declining popula-
tions.

“For the first time, Texas
had a larger growth rate in
percentage and in number of
people than the nation’s most
populated state, California,”
he said.

“The wide gap between
California’s 24 million people
and Texas’ 15 million means
it will be a long time, if ever,
before Texas could caich
up,”’ Skrabanek said.

“We're still going to pass
up New York before 1990,"" he
said.

““Texas’ population should
continue to grow at a faster
rate than the nation as a
whole. The question now is
how long it will be before
migration creates a problem
of unemployment, as the
state's economy can’t expand
as rapidly as there are people
moving this way,"” he said.

Skrabanek said the rate of
increase of Texas' population
should begin to level off soon
because people migrating to
the state, particularly blue-
collar workers, will have a
harder time finding jobs.

Americans Evacuating
War-Torn Lebanon

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) —
Israeli jets downed two
Syrian MiGs over central
Lebanon today and pounded
Palestinian strongholds in the
slums near Beirut airport as
Americans prepared lo
evacuate the war-torn coun-
try.

Intense Israeli-Syrian tank
and .artillery battles blazed
along the Beirut-Damascus
highway and Israeli
warplanes hit Syrian and
Palestinian positions in the
mountains southeast of the
capital,

The Tel Aviv command
said its jets downed the
Syrian planes when the MiGs
tried to intercept Israeli
planes attacking Syrian
targets during an artillery
battle. Lebanon’s state radio
also reported the downing of
the MiGs.

The dogfight, the first
reported by Israel. since a
short-lived cease-fire two
weeks ago, appeared to inten-
sify the Israeli-Syrian ground
fighting that flared two days
ago.

Today's kills raised to 87
the number of Syrian
warplanes Israel claims to
have downed since it invaded
L.ebanon June 6. Despite
Syrian claims to the con-
trary, Israel says it has lost
no planes in air combat, but
has acknowledged losing only
one jet to Palestinian ground-

fire,

The Israelis and their
Syrian and Palestinian foes
accused each other for the
third day running of breaking
a U.S.-sponsored cease-fire
that has virtually ceased to
exist.

The Israeli armored forces
in the mountains appeared to
be trying to consolidate their
grip on a 20-mile stretch of
the highway linking the
Lebanese and Syrian capitals
in an effort to bar the Syrians
from bringing up supplies

and reinforcements for a
possible battle for Beirut,

The Christian Phalangist-
run Voice of Lebanon radio
station said the artillery bat-
tle resumed soon after dawn
along the Bhamdoun-Mdeirej
sector of the highway east of
Beirut.

The Syrians fired Katyusha
rockets into Israeli lines and
the Israelis replied with an
air strike, destroying the
rocket launchers, the radio
said.

Argentines Fed Up
With Military Rule

BUENOS AIRES, Argen-
tina (AP) — Civilian political
leaders agreed to sit down
and talk today with ‘the
army’s president-designate,
Reynaldo Bignone, but warn-
ed that Argentines are fed up
with military governments.

“The people have again
been mere spectators at the
designation of the president
of the nation,” said a state-
ment issued Wednesday by a
coalition of the nation’s five

~ largest political parties.

It said Argentina's six-
year-old military regime had
‘“‘severely degraded (the
country’s) standard of living
and put Argentina in the
worst crisis of its history” —
the disastrous Falkland

Islands war.

The statement called on the
military to set a date for a
return to civilian rule and
said, ‘“The promises of future
consultations with the
political forces can't hide
these frustrating and recurr-
ing developments.

“The people have reached
the limit of their tolerance,”
the statement said, hinting of
possible street violence if
civilian rule is not restored.

Just a few days before
Argentina invaded the
Falklarids on April 2, police
used force against thousands
of demonstrators protesting
the worsening state of the

Livestock Theft Not
Affected By Recession

SAN ANTONIO, Texas

(AP) — Unbranded animals '

are easy prey for urban cow
and horse rustlers in Texas,
and livestock stealing is one
enterprise not suffering from
economic recession, a cal-
tleman’s association says.

Thieves have been taking
increasing numbers of horses
and cattle, especially around
big cities, said Cullen Ribon-
son, special assistant for the
Texas and Southwest Cattle
Raiser's Association in Forth
Worth.

Rustlers prey particularly
on unbranded animals
because ‘‘a brand is a cow’s
return address,” Robinson
said in a telephone interview.

“Livestock producers in
the metroplex areas such as
Dallas-Fort Worth and even
San Antonio are losing more
to rustlers than those in the
wide-open spaces,’’ he said.

Robinson said one reason
for increased urban livestock
thievery is that the animals
are more concentrated and
often are not branded. Many
owners consider it too time-
consuming or expensive to
get a few hands together to
brand the animals, he said.

In rural areas, residents

become suspicious if they see
strange people and vehicles
moving across the rangeland,
“and ranchets are more atptto

The TSCRA has 32 field in-
spectors and 87 brand inspec-
tors that attend every
livestock auction in Texas.
They have been investigating
a series of 11 cattle thefts
along IH-35 between Austin
and Oklahoma City.

One narcotics addict also is
suspected of stealing five un-
branded cattle and selling
them at an auction,
Robinspon said.

Rustling has increased in
trailer-load lots along with
freezer rustling, in which a
thief takes only one head for
meat to put in his freezer,
Robinson said.

Thieves have to sell stolen
jewelry and electronic ilems
at large discount to a fence,
Robinson said, but unbranded
stolen livestock can be sold at
market value.

“Livestock is the only thing

they can sell at market
prices, and it's all profit,” he
said.

With * moderi transporta®
tion, rustlers cap reach
markels and sell the cattle or
horses before TSCRA
bulletins on thefts can be cir-
culated, Robinson said.

“They can load at midnight
and have them sold by 10 or 11
the next morning at a markel
far away."

The most polenl weapons
against rustling are branding
and ear tagging.

“Those items are 75 per-
centl of the battle. We find a
lot of stolen cattle that have
been branded, but the others
are hard to trace. Branding is
by far the most effective,"”
Robinson said.

The TSCRA, which has
15,000 rancher members in
Texas and Oklahoma, keeps a
computerized-microfilm
record of registered brands
which can quickly reveal
when, where, to whom and by
whom an animal was sold.
But first the animals have to
be branded, Robinson said.

“We've always had a lot of
rustling. You have people
who say, ‘do they really steal
cattle?"” Yes they do, and it's
bad."

Officials Begin

Fort Hood Crashes

LAMPASAS, Texas (AP) — US.
Army officials have begun trying to
piece together the causes of two
unrelated accidents near Fort Hood
that killed one soldier, injured eight
others and left one man missing.

A 1st Cavalry UH-1 Huey helicopter
crashed into remote hill country near
the Colorado River Wednesday after-
noon, killing one and injuring the
eight others on board.

Later that afternoon, an M113 ar-
mored personel carrier overturned on
the base and fell into Cowhouse Creek.

Divers planned to resume their
search of the rain-swollen river
Thursday morning for one soldier
believed to have drowned in that acci-
dent, said Fort Hood spokesman Maj.
Tony Geishauser.

Geishauser said two soldiers were
operated on Wednesday night for in-
juries they suffered when the
helicopter carrying nine men crashed
at about 4 p.m. six miles from Lemons
Fishing Camp on the Colorado River
in San Saba County.

“All I can tell you right now is that
some ‘aré in pretty bad shape,” he

HOUSTON (AP) — Firefighters and
police officers, who had been at odds
with the mayor over her desire to
scrap the city’s old civil service
system, have given overwhelming ap-
proval to a compromise plan.

Members of two police employees
groups and the firefighters associa-
tion approved the plan in three days of
voting, officials said Wednesday
night.

The compromise worked out bet-
ween Mayor Kathy Whitmire and
representatives of the employees’
groups was ratified by a vote of 1,709
Lo 687.

The compromise ended a petition
drive by a citizens group seeking to
replace the state civil service system
with a locally controlled system.

Ms. Whitmire favored scrapping
the old plan, which prevented the
chiefs of the police and fire depart-
ments from appointing their own
choices to assistant and deputy chief

posts.

—Prohibit double-celling in
administrative (punishment)
segregation cells that contain
60 square feet or less.

Mitsubishi Admits Buying Info

TOKYO (AP) — A Mit-
subishi Electric Corp. official
admitted today that one of the
firm's employees in Califor-
nia paid an undercover FBI
agent $20,000 for ‘‘sample in-
formation” about IBM com-
puters.

The acknowledgement
came a day after Hitachi
Ltd., another major Japanese
electronics company, admit-
ted paying a total of $548,000
for computer information to a
consulting firm that turned
out to be an FBI front.

The FBI claims Hitachi
paid $622,000 and Mitsubishi
paid $26,000 for stolen IBM
computer design secrets.

Mitsubishi on Wednesday
denied any attempt to steal
computer secrets from IBM
or make any illicit payments.
But Mitsubishi spokesméan
Hideo Ohta said today he had
just learned of a $20,000 tran-
saction in long distance
telephone conversations with
Takaya Ishida, who was ar-
rested by the FBI in San
Francisco and later released
on bail. i

FBI agents have arrested
six Japanese and an

American in California in'

connection with the case. The
agency has issued warrants
for 12 other Japanese here,
but the United States has not
yet asked for their extradi-
tion, as permitted by a
U.S.-Japanese treaty,
Foreign Ministry spokesman
Taizo Watanabe said.

One man charged, 30-year-
old Tomizoh Kimura of Mit-
subishi, was arrested in San
Francisco after boarding a
flight to Tokyo on which he
checked a suitcase containing
stolen IBM information, U.S.
authorities said.

The case has ballooned into
the most sensational
U.S.-Japan business scandal
since the Lockheed payoffs
case of the mid-1970s.

An editorial today in the
nationally-circulated
Yomiuri Shimbun linked the
FBI charges to growing anti-

Japanese sentiment in the
United States, and questioned
“the real intentions of U.S.
authorities.”

The daily Mainichi Shim-
bun also implied the U.S. in-
vestigation was politically
motivated.

U.S.-Japan relations,” it
said.

Congress has been discuss-
ing possible trade restrictions
against Japan to help counter
a massive imbalance in
Tokyo's favor in trade with
the United States.

Storms Flood Wichita Falls

A flood warning was in ef-
fect in Wichita County early
today after very heavy
thunderstorms dumped flood
producing rainfall on the
Wichita Falls area during the
night.

Several streets, including
Midwestern Parkway, were
closed by high water and
travel in southern portions of
Wichita Falls was being
discouraged, authorities said,

A line of heavy
thunderstorms moved
through the Dallas-Fort
Worth area early today, dum-
ping heavy rainfall as it mov-
ed slowly southeastward.
Forecasters warned of possi-
ble flooding of streets and low
lying areas,

The thunderstorms were
triggered by the combination
of a low pressure trough and
several minor upper level

disturbances.

At least two tornadoes were
sighted in Lynn County in
Northwest Texas late
Wednesday, but there were
no reports of injuries.

One was reported about two
miles northeast of Tahoka
and another was reported
near McCoy.

Lynn County sheriff’s of-
ficers said some power poles,
barns and silos were damag-
ed near McCoy. They said
they had no reports of
substantial damage from the
tornado near Tahoka.

While the thunderstorms
moved across northwestern
and northern sections of
the state, the rest of the siate
had clear to partly cloudy
skies early today.

Early morning
temperatures were in the 60s
in the Panhandle and portions
of West Texas and in the 70s

elsewhere. Extremes ranged
from 61 at Lubbock to 80 at
Brownsville.

Some early morning
readings around the state in-
cluded 62 at Amarillo, 66 at
Wichita Falls, 70 at Dallas-
Fort Worth and Lufkin, 74 at
Houston, 77 at Corpus Christi
and San Antonio and 67 at
Midland and El Paso.

Forecasts called for scat-
tered thunderstorms over all
but South Texas today.

Highs were to be mostly in
the 90s, ranging from the up-
per 80s along the upper coast
to near 105 in the Big Bend
area of Southwest Texas.

Lows tonight will be mostly
in the 70s except in the moun-
tains of Southwest Texas
where the mercury is ex-
pected to dip into the upper
50s.

Va tsp. salt

1 tsp. shredded lime peel

% c. oleo

salt, and lime peel. Cut in the
butter until fine crumbs
form. Work dough with hands
until a ball forms.

Using a rounded teaspoon-
ful for each tart, press into
small muffin tins. Dough may
be covered and kept at room
temperature between bat-
ches,

2 c. sugar

Ya c. flour

Y4 tsp. salt

4 ¢. cream of coconut
2 Thsp. lime juice

2 Thsp. water

2 Thsp. melted oleo

2 ¢. coconut

Beat eggs; stir in sugar,
flour, and salt. Add cream of
coconut, lime juice, water,
and oleo, mix well. Stir in
coconut.

Spoon a rounded teaspoon-
ful into each 1 % inch tartlet.
Bake at 325 degrees for 25
minutes. Brush melted apple
jelly over hot tarts. Makes 3

Crumb Crust:
1 c. flour
Y4 c. brown sugar
Y2 c. melted oleo

. % c. chopped nuts _
Mix and put in shallow bak-

ing dish. Bake at 350 degrees
for 20 minutes, stirring
several times during baking,
Cool.

Strawberry Mixture:
2 egg whites
1 c. sugar
2 c. sliced strawberries
2 Thsp. lemon juice

Never have they departed
from that agreement to re-
main tight-lipped in Geneva
about the results of their
twice-weekly meetings. The
sessions allernate between
the Arms Control Agency of-
fices and the Soviet mission
compound where there is
seldom occasion even Lo
glimpse the negotiating
teams.

Chief U.S. negotiator Paul
H. Nitze, who has crafted and
criticized American arms
control policy since World
War 11, is known literally to
turn his back on reporters
asking about the course of the
talks.

While staying well within
the prescribed limits, Nitze's
Soviet counterpart, Yuli
Alexandrovich Kvitsinsky,
delights in dropping cryptic,
one-line hints. Asked once
how the negotation was pro-
ceeding, Kvitsinsky smiled
and said, ‘*As it should be."’

Questioned on another oc-
casion about what he was
looking for from the talks, the
45-year-old Soviet, Nitze's
junior by 30 years, replied
with a smirk: ‘‘Success.”

The Soviets, in return,
would dismantle their impos-
ing arsenal of about 600 SS-
series weapons, most fear-
some of which are 300 mobile
§S-20 systems, each bearing
three warheads with a range
of 3,100 miles. They can strike
targets anywhere in western
Europe, as well as points in
the middle East.

NATO has no weapon com-
parable to the S§-20.

The Kremlin has belittled
the offer as ‘‘absurd,’” *“ill-
famed<' and tantamount to
unilateral disarmament. It
insists that the U.S. medium-
range bombers and missile-
launching submarines
assigned to Europe, as well
as British and French
ntuclear strength, must be in-
corporated before there can
be any genuine ‘‘zero option"’
negotiation.

Elephant Depressed
By Companion’s Demise

TOLEDO, Ohio (AP) — A
zoo elephant who sank into
loneliness after the death of
her companion is being sent
away for a cure because now
she does nothing but pace in
her cage, perhaps troubled by
elephantine memories.

Wally, the Toledo Zoo's on-
ly female elephant, ‘‘has got
some real problems,” zoo
Director William Dennler
said Wednesday. “I'd say it
will take a good elephant
trainer a couple of months to
bring her around.”

Zoo officia-s hope that sen-
ding her to an animal farm in
Texas will soothe her psyche
and end the lonely blues that
set in after-the 1980 death of
her companion, Amber,

Wally, an 11-year-old Asian
elephant, probably was
traumatized when she watch-
ed 31-year-old Amber die two
years ago, Dennler said. Wal-
ly hasn't been the same since.

“I know it sounds strange,
but she really has become
neurotic,” Dennler said. ““All
she does is pace back and
forth in her cage. Elephants
are very social animals, and
two females will develop
closer bonds than a male and
afemale.

“When Amber died, Wally

was in the next cage area,
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and stuck her trunk through
the bars to sniff, trying to find
out what was going on," Den-
nler said. ‘‘She has never
been without another
elephant. Who knows whal
ran through her mind?"

The zoo checked initially to
find out whether there were
any Asian elephants
available in the Unitled
States. There weren't, and
having one shipped from
overseas could cost $40,000 or
more.

So in a two-for-one deal,
Wally is being traded for two
female African elephants,
each about 3 years old, Den-
nler said.

The deal js & good one for
the Toledo Zoo and for the In-
ternational Animal Exchange
of Ferndale, Mich., Dennler
said.

Wally is an untrained
elephant, making her care
more difficult, Dennler said,
and animal trainers will
begin working with her at the
Safari.
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Congress Predicts Record Deficit For '83 $

WASHINGTON (AP) -
The record $104-billion deficit
Congress is forecasting for
1983 may seem like loose
change compared with the
shortfall the government
could actually run up.

In each of the past three
years, the initial budget plan
approved by Congress was
wildly optimistic when it
came to forecasting the
deficit for the following fiscal
year. In fact, congressional
estimates — abetted by White
House budget experts — have
grown progressively worse.

In mid-1979, Congress ap-
proved a 1980 budget plan
calling for a $23 billion
deficit. The actual red-ink
total for the budget year was
$60 billion, the second largest
deficit ever.

In 1980, after rejecting Jim-
my Carter's red-ink budget
for 1981, Congress wrote a
whole new plan that promised
the first balanced budget in a
dozen years. The actual
deficit: $58 billion, third
largest ever.

Last year, Congress bought
Ronald Reagan's budget-
cutting, tax-cutting plan and
predicted a $38 billion deficit
for the current fiscal year,
which began Oct. 1, 1981.
Now, the Reagan administra-
tion is predicting an actual
deficit of $100 billion, which
would be the largest on
record. Other forecasts put
the total red ink as high as
$114 billion.

As for the 1983 budget,
many forecasters think the
real deficit will be in the
neighborhood of $150 billion,
assuming interest rates come
down, the economy returns to
health and Congress enacts
some of its planned savings.
But if the economy remains
weak or grows sicker, the
deficit could swell above $175
billion, possibly beyond $200
billion.

One reason for the poor
deficit estimates seems to be
that politicians can't help but
put on rosy glasses when it
comes to predicting the
economy'’s future course and
their own ability to hold down
government spendingorou

Another reason,.some
budget observers suspect, is
that when the November elec-
tions are near, the White
House and Congress handle
an economic dilemma with a
political solution: if they
don't like the real deficit
numbers, they cook up more
appealing ones.

“If you were going into an
election facing a 150-t0-160
billion dollar deficit (for
1983), wouldn't you try to get
it down anyway you could?”
asked Carter's budget direc-
tor, James T. Mclntyre,
whose own estimates were
called into question when he
was running the budget of-
fice.

An official in Reagan's
budget office said the ac-
curacy of the latest budget
estimate depends on whether
the economic forecast comes
true and whether Congress
follows through on the spen-
ding cuts and tax increases
on which the $104 billion
deficit is based.

“I admit that in both of
these cases, the economic
assumptions and the follow-
through in Congress, the
dangers are toward a higher
deficit,” said the official, who
did not want his name used.
“But we don't regard the
estimate as being wildly
unrealistic.”

Nevertheless, there is skep-
ticism in the financial
markets about the govern-
ment’s ability to stay within
the deficit figure for next
year.

Even before the Senate
gave its final approval to the
budget plan Wednesday, the
nmn-partisan Congessional
Budget Office re-estimated
the likely deficit at $116.4
billion.

Moreover, the budget
assumes Congress will raise
$21 billion in new taxes and
cut some $19 billion from non-
defense spending, no easy
feat just before an election. It
counts on the administration
coming up with an ambitious
$13.6 billion in “‘management
savings.” It depends on fall-
ing interest rates to lower
debt payments by $14.5
billion.

“Chances are the real
deficit will be higher than the
first budget resolution,’ said
former Rep. Robert N.
Giaimo, D-Conn., who
chaired the House Budget
Committee until his retire-
ment in 1980.

“It's one terrific job that
has to be done,” Giaimo said
of the battle still to be fought
over tax increases and spen-
ding cuts.

Giaimo's successor as
Budget Committee chair-
man, Jim Jones, D-Okla.,
would not return telephone
calls to comment on the
deficit outlook. Neither would

Jones' Senale counterpart,
Pete Domenici, R-N.M.

ABC and its Atlanta af-
filiate, WSB, are angry over
Turner's plans to broadcast
NCAA football on WTBS, his
Atlanta-based ‘“‘super
station,'”’ according to
knowledgeable sources.

It is unclear what effect the
matter might have on this
fall's TV football slate. ABC
and CBS, which share the
four-year, $283.5 million net-
work contract for college
football, and Turner have an-
nounced the backbone of their
respectives schedules, and
the sources stressed that this
skirmish could not scuttle the
multimillion-dollar deal.

But, the case underscores
the growing competition bet-
ween the television networks,
which have controlled home
sports viewing for decades,
and the cable industry, which,
is taking an increasingly
large bite of the TV spo

WTBS is the anchor of the

when he paid an estimated
$17 million for the cable
rights earlier this year. It will
botince its signal off a
satellite for distribution to
cable systems nationwide.

McEnroe Battling
Himself, Wimbledon

WIMBLEDON, England
(AP) — At times he looked as
if he wanted to cry. At other
times, as if he wanted to
fight. Then, at still other
times, as if he’d like to stroll
over to the sideline, cradle his
six wooden rackets in his arm
and flee the premises.

It's John McEnroe's battle
with aged, starchy
Wimbledon and with himself.
It’s virtually the only game in
town now that Bjorn Borg,
who won five straight men's
titles, refused to attempt
qualifying for the All-
England tennis champion-
ships.

Young McEnroe, the defen-
ding champion, now has
played two matches — the
first without incident, the se-
cond marked by moments of
frustration, petulance and a
near — but not quite — erup-
tion.

To those who watehed=
America’'s ‘‘Superbrat” — as
English tabloids have dubbed
him — almost effortlessly
dispatch a young South
African, Eddie Edwards, in
Wednesday's rain-plagued
second round, it was a study
in reluctant restraint on the
part of both the combatants,
Wimbledon and McEnroe.

Before he struck the first
ball, McEnroe acted as’ if
there was a beast inside him
itching to get out, .

He became annoyed at the
moving crowd. Noises
distracted him. He made his
displeasure known by stall-
ing, gesturing and even ap-
proached the umpire’s stand.

He questioned two fool
faults, objected — not violent-
ly — to several calls which he

ing it fly across court.

“Code violation, abuse of
ball, warning,” intoned the
umpire, George Armstrong, a
meek-sort of man in his 50s.
The penalty procedure is first
a warning, then penalty point
followed by penalty game and
out.

McEnroe was stricken with
disbelief. He strode
belligerently to the umpire’s
stand.

“] asked him what con-
stituted ball abuse,’”’
McEnroe said later. ‘'l
thought you had to hit the ball
inta the stands or at a
linesman (a rule on the WCT
circuit)."”

McEnroe swallowed and
went back to the base line. He
declined to let the monster
escape, bul he came across
as a siale-making genius
whose emgptions cannot be
smothered by an order or a
VOw.

He could be the greatest

— with his left-handed serv-
ing power, his quickness and
natural instincts — but he
also is a perfectionist, subject
to subtle disruptions.

He bounces the ball and
goes into his unique serving
stance. A figure moves in the
crowd. He pulls up quickly.

He glowers at the offender. .

Hotel Fire Investigation
Ends In Accident Ruling

HOUSTON (AP) — Arson
investigators have ended a
15-week inquiry into a hotel
fire that killed 12 people by
deciding no charges will be
filed because of the blaze they
said was started by a dropped
cigarette.

“We can't prove neglect
and can't prove intent,”
Leonard Mikeska, chief arson
investigator, said Wednes-
day. ‘“There is no reason lo,
believeXthe'firé wais amathing,
other thanaccidental.”

Mikeska said the March 6
fire at the Westchase Hilton
Hotel apparently began when
a cigarette was dropped into
an overstuffed chair in room
404,

The chair smoldered for
about an hour, then exploded
into flames when one of the
guests returned early in the
morning and threw open the
door to rescue another man
who was nearly overcome by
smoke.

Guests above the fourth
floor - told investigators they
smelled smoke about an hour
before the blaze was reported
at 2:28 a.m., Mikeska said.
He said investigators took
that as evidence the fire was
accidental.

“This is not indicative of an
accelerant, but is indicative
of a smoldering-type fire,”
Mikeska said.

Mikeska said two misde-
meanor fire code violation
charges, one against a hotel
employee and the other

against ils management,
were dropped in the course of
the investigation in an effort
to keep the hotel manage-
ment's good will.

“We felt the cooperation
and communication that we
had with the hotel would be
hampered if the charges were
proceeded with," he said.

One count had named a
desk clerk who repeatedly
turned off a preliminary
signal on, the hotel's fire
alarm system. He was charg-
ed with failure to report a fire
immediately. The clerk said
later he did not realize he was
disarming the entire alarm
system.

Mikeska said fire depart-
ment officials based their rul-
ing on a series of lests con-
ducted.in the last three mon-
ths. He said similar chairs
burst into flames after 105
minutes of smoldering set off
by a burning cigarette.

DALLAS (AP) — The
printed word still has power
— and money — in America,
but that' could change if
newspapers don’'t improve
the services they give adver-
tisers and readers, an editor
tells publishers.

Robert J. Haiman, ex-
ecutive editor of the St.
Petersburg (Fla.) Times,
told the American
Newspaper Publishers
Association convention
Wednesday that the new elec-
tronic media — ‘“‘videotext"
and ‘‘teletext” news and in-
formation systems — need
not kill daily print jour-
nalism. .

“Newspapers are going lo
survive; you can bet on it,"”
Haiman said. Then he added,
“Some newspapers are going
to survive."

“Some of us are not going
to be winners,” he said.
“Some of us are going to be
losers’ in the war with the
video ‘‘press."”

‘““Newspapers are the No. ]
advertising medium in the
United States,” Haiman said.
““There's plenty of money and
we're getting our share. But
if we blow it, we deserve lo
lose."

Haiman urged the
publishers to ‘‘keep elec-

tronic newspapers rather
small and insignificant” by
improving newspapers’
quality and by controlling the
new industry as much as
possible.

“For example, if classified
ads go electronic, make sure
they're OUR classifieds,” he
said.

“There's no easy way out,"”
he said. “What we're talking
about is quality. ... But trends
and innovations give heart.
Editors have never been
more alert to their respon-
sibilities (than now) in the
aftermath of Vietnam and
Watergate."

Newspapers are in danger
if standards fall, but ‘“‘ex-
cellence is invulnerable,”
Haiman said.

The speakers at the
American Newspaper
Publishers Association
meeting here discussed ‘‘The
Wiring of America: Should
We Be Holding a Wake For
Printing?"’

Ben B. Smylie, who said he
grew up in a newspaper fami-
ly and “loves” the business,
was pessimistic about the
fate of the press. He urged
publishers to switch to the
teletext ‘‘newspaper.”

“There seems to be a grow-
ing public and advertiser

feeling that newspapers are
dying,” said Smylie, vice
president of KEYCOM Elec-
tronic Publishing of Chicago.
“It's only a question of when,
not if."”

Publishers should begin
thinking electronically
because in the new industry,
‘“‘anyone can play — anyone,
including the phone com-
pany, can set up the new
machinery” for teletext or
videotext systems, he said.

“Watch out, because the
competition will be coming at
you," Smylie said.

Leo Bogart of New York,
executive vice president and
general manager of the
Newspaper Advertising
Bureau, said some form of
printed newspapers will sur-
vive, but they might not be
mass publications, which is
unfortunate because
newspapers are ‘‘not just a
vehicle for advertising, but
(help) maintain a free socie-
ty."
