Pope John Paul Il on

way to Central America

LISBON, Portugal (AP) —
Pope John Paul II, en route to
a nine-day tour .of Central

.- America, said today the first

—rae

papal mission ever to the
strife-torn region would be “‘a
triumph of love, of concord,
of peace.”

While his plane from Rome
refueled at Lisbon’s Portela
Airport, the pope told
thousands of well-wishers
that a successful tour would
mean ‘‘peace among spirits,
peace among men and peace
among peoples.”

High Vatican officials say
this journey is among the
Polish-born pontiff's most
politically sensitive of his 17
trips overseas.

During his 10-minute ad-
dress, John Paul, the leader
of the world's ‘Roman
Catholics, indirectly referred
to the violence that has
plagued parts of Central
America in récent years.

My heart suffers with all
the hearts that are wounded
by the evil of violence in any
part of the world,”” he said.

Thus, the pope said he was
making the trip to meet “my
brothers in countries very
beloved to my heart” and
gshow that “love is stronger
than sin and stronger than
death.”

The pontiff thanked the
people of Portugal for the
warm welcome and called his
visit last spring to the Por-
tuguese shrine Our Lady of
Fatima in this country ‘‘un-
forgettable.” .

During that trip, an
_eftimated 1 million Por-
tugese atterided an outdoor

Mass he said in Lisbon and
,almost as many came to see

the pontiff during the annual

Fatima pilgrimage. That

journey was marred when,

from the throng, a Spanish
renegade lunged at

John Paul with a bayonet.

The pontiff escaped injury.

The incident happened ex-
actly a year after another un-
successful assassination at-
tempt was /in St. Peter's

v

Square on May 13, 1981 when
a Turkish gunman shot and
wounded him.

Among today's crowd was
Portugal's President Antonio
Ramalho Eanes and Prime

More than 500 people, near-
ly half of them wearing law
enforcement uniforms,
mourned the death of DPS
trooper Ernesto Alanis at his
funeral Tuesday. Alanis had
been commended three times
for his efforts to stop drunken
driving in the lower Rio
Grande Valley.

Alanis, 26, was killed Sun-

day as he attempted to ques-

tion another motorist
suspected of being drunk,
authorities said.

Before the afternoon ser-
vice, Alanis’ family was
presented the Memorial
Cross, an honor created by

the department Jan. 1, 1982,
“as a method of recognizing
one of our officers killed in
the line of duty,” said Sgt.
Stan Clark of McAllen.

His death was a ‘‘tragic
irony,” the Rev. Maurice
Hime said during the brief
funeral service at fthe Com-
munity Chucch of Alamo. _

‘“‘While investigating a
DWI, he was killed by a
motorist who himself was in-
toxicated,” Hime said.

“Ernie made the supreme
sacrifice in the service of his
community and state,” ‘'he
said. “He was a man whose
job it was to keep our roads
and our highways safe,”

said Hime, ‘“‘often have to en-
dure abuse, scorn and long
hours ... fora job.”

WASHINGTON (AP)

The government's main

economic forecasting gauge took its biggest leap in nearly

. 33 years in January, the government said today, adding to
recent evidence that the nation's recovery may be
stronger than modest administration forecasts.

"The 3.6 percent gain in the forward-pointing Index of
Leading Economic Indicators — the fifth monthly in-
crease in a row — was the biggest since the 4.1 percent of
July 1950, the Commerce Department reported.

In addition, the accompanying Index of Coincident In-
dicators, designed to measure current conditions, rose 0.6
percent for the month, the second gain in three months
and a new indication the recession has ended.

Most economists already assume an economic rebound
has begun, and top Commerce officials said Tuesday the
recovery almost surely will be stronger than the ad-
ministration’s forecast of a 3.1 percent overall business
expansion from the fourth quarter of last year to the
fourth quarter of 1983. Private analysts have been saying

much the same thing.

Such a view was reinforced by Tuesday’s government
report that U.S. construction hit a record total in January,
with increases in nearly every category of building.

As for the leading indé®ators, a single month’s gain in
itself is not considered significant. The index rose last
February, for example, though the recession had nearly a

year Lo run.

But a long string of increases - such as the present
10-month run, broken only by moderate declines last June

and August —
based on past experience.

would seem to indicate a sustained upturn,

The index is a compilation ¢f 12 separate economic
figures, each of which tends to point the way the overall

ecoriomy is likely to move.

Of the 10 indicators available in January, the main
positive contributors were a big increase in the nation’s
money supply, a jump in the average workweek and a
large gain in new orders for consumer goods and

materials.

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Senators voted to

AUSTIN (AP) — Senators have
voted to prohibit candidate-swapping
such as the Republicans did last year
in an unsuccessful bid to win two
statewide races.

The current law “is capable of be-
ing abused," said Sen. Kent Caperton,
D-Bryan, the bill sponsor.

Last year, state GOP chairman
Chet Upham picked poultry scientist
Fred Thornberry as the party’s
substitite nominee for Waller rice
farmer Don Hebert in the race for
agriculture commissioner. Allen
Clark Jr. replaced Millard Neptune in
the state treasurer's race. Both
Thornberry and Clark lost.

Caperton’s bill, which was sent to
the House on voice vote Tuesday,
would prohibit such substitutions.

If, for example, a candidate declin-
ed the nomination 45 days or more
before the general election, his or her
name would be removed from the
ballot.

If the candidate declined the
nomination within 45 days of the
general election, the name would re-
main on the ballot. If the name
garnered more votes than other can-
didates, a special election would be
held to fill the position.

Rumbaugh was admitted to the
hospital last week in critical condi-
tion, Following surgery for a gunshot
wound in the chest, the Texas Death
Row. inmate has remained under
24-hour guard by off-duty sheriff's
deputies.

The hearing, requested by his
parents, was ordered by a federal
judge who granted Rumbaugh a stay
of execution to determine whether the
prisoner has the mental competence
to waive his appeal rights. He has said

; he wants to be executed.

Rumbaugh has been sentenced to
die for killing a jeweler during a 1975
robbery in Amarillo.

During the hearing, after Rum-
baugh finished his testimony, he stood
in the witness box, announced he had
chosen his ‘‘own way to die,”” and —
yelling ““Shoot me!"" — lunged at the
marshal with a crude knife that had
been fashioned from a window latch.

According to Potter County Sheriff
T.L. Baker, Rumbaugh said he tore
the latch off a window ledge in the
recreation area of the Amarillo jail
shortly after speaking to an area class
of high school students about the need
to obey the law.

He took the latch to h:s jail cell,
sharpened one end by grinding it into
the floor, then used a rubber band to
attach the weapon to his body inside
his undershorts, Rumbaugh told of-
ficers.

Two days later, during his cour-
troom appearance, he transferred the
weapon to an inside coat pocket, then
made his charge, Baker said.

Panel’s ruling on

Braniff slots delayed

NEW ORLEANS iAP) —
Officials of Braniff Interna-
tional and Pacific Southwest
Airlines waited today for
three federal appeals judges
to decide on the fate of a pro-
posed -operating agreement
between the two carriers.

“We are obviously disap-
pointed that there has not yet
been a decision,” said PSA
spokésman Bill Hastings.
“But we will back Wednesday
for the decision.”

A Tuesday .deadline had
been set by PSA officials, who
said that they would abandon
their plans for a division bas-
ed at Dallas-Fort Worth
Regional Airport if the agree-
ment still awaited approval
by the three-judge panel of
the 5th U.S. Circuit Court of

Appeals.
The panel on Monday ruled
that U.S. District Judge

Eldon Mahon of Fort Worth
was within his jurisdjction in
approving the package deal
by which PSA would operate
some of Braniff's planes and
hire former employees of the

grounded -airline in a new
Texas division
Mort Rible, PSA general

counsel, said, Tygsday that
the company would continue
to wait until the-ruling. PSA
has said its deal with Braniff
was off unless it could be clos-
ed in time for the new Texas
division to be flying by June

15.

We have already commit-
ted $1.5 million in costs to this
venture,” Rible said. “‘We
spend that even if the deal
falls through. So obviously we
will have to continue to wait.”

Still undecided by the
federal panel is whether the
package approved by Mahon
would include ‘‘time slots”
for landings and takeoffs
once held by Braniff.

The Federal Aviation Ad-
ministration argued that it
alone has jurisdiction over
the issuance of the slots and a
federal judge cannot treat
them as property to be con-
veyed by contract.

Judge Thomas Gibbs Gee
of Austin said the panel would
rule promplty on the issue of
landing and takeoff slots.

PSA proposes to lease 30 of
Braniff's 62 idle jets and hire
about 2,000 people — most of
them former Braniff
employees — in extending its
service to 16 other cities, in-
cluding such major routes as
Washington, Newark,
Chicago and Miami.

Braniff collapsed under the
weight of its $1 billion debt
last spring and filed for pro-
tection from its creditors in
federal bankrutpcy court in
Fort Wortfi.

* A Fort Worth federal
bankruptcy judge said that
with the Pacific Southwest
takeover, Braniff would be
able to pay 12 cents on the
dollar when liquidated — in-
stead of the 9 cents that could

Owner George Steinbrenner, who has promised to re-
main silent even if the New York Yankees lose every ex-
hibition game, has indicated it may be different once the
season starts.

“If Billy Martin can't win with this team, we can never
win,"” Steinbrenner said Tuesday at the Ynnkou spring
training camp in Fort Lauderdale, Fla.

Steinbrenner said he would ‘‘have to shoulder some of
the blame for our poor showing last season,” réferring to
the Yankees’ finish one game out of last place in the
American League East. ‘I probably demanded and med-
dled too much.

*“I think from the top down the whole team is embar-
rassed and disgraced by the perfarmance. I get the feeling
that all the guys are eager to redeem themselves. I sense
a different aftitude out there. Guys like Goose Gossage,
John Mayberry and others coming in with their weights
down. They're all businesslike and working hard. Per-
sonally I think this team has as much all-around talent as
the 1977 (world championship) team, which I have con-
sidered our best — maybe even more."

Meanwhile, in West Palm Beach, Fla., Atlanta's Bob
Horner passed his first test as a left fielder and showed
that no matter what position he plays he can still hit.
Horner had only one chance defensively in an intrasquad
game and handled it flawlessly. At the plate, hie smacked
a home run — off Phil Niekro — and triple in two at-bats.

Court ruling probably
not to be appealed

BEAUMONT, Texas (AP)
— South Park Independent
School District here probably
won't appeal a 5th U.S. Cir-
cuit Court of Appeals ruling
upholding a desegregation
order, a school official says.

The appeals court ruling
was 50 strongly worded, said
Bill Boardman, assistant
superintendent of the South
Park schools, that ““I don't
think anything will be done."

Boardman,said Tuesday of
the suit: ‘It was an exercise
in futility. They (the court)
were not receptive to any
points.”

Acting with unusual speed,
the federal appeals court
heard arguments on Monday
and then ruled on Tuesday,
less than 24 hours later. The
ruling upheld a desegregation
order created by U.S. District
Judge Robert M. Parker of
Beaumont.

The panel began the ruling:
“This is our third, and we
hope final, round with this
case..."”

The court called Parker's
desegregation orders ‘‘clear-
ly constitutionally permissi-
ble"" despite arguments by
school district attorneys that
Parker went beyond legal re-
quirements.

Beaumont's South Park In-
dependent School District has
a student enrollment of about
10,000 students, with about 60
percent white and 40 percent
black. The district was
originally desegregated
under a U.S. Justice Depart-
ment suit filed in 1970. In 1976,
the Justice Department
claimed integration was not
accomplished and asked for a
more extensive court order.

A district judge.ruled two
times that there were no legal
grounds for a new desegrega-
tion order. And twice the ap-
peals court overruled, saying
that there were. Parker final-
ly devised the new plan in
1981.

With no chance for parole
from the Bedford Hills Cor-
rectional Facility until 1996,
Mrs! Harris pins her only

hope for freedom on a request
that the U.S. Supreme Court
hear her appeal.

Puzzled and perhaps afraid
of close friendships between
women, Mrs. Harris remains
a loner, the author says.

She likes to read and write
in bed propped up against her
old mink jacket beneath a
sign that says “‘To live is to
suffer; to survive is to find
meaning in suffering.”

“‘What still makes it easy to
be here is that if I get out of
here — I don't have a home,"”
Mrs. Harris told the author.
“There isn't any place I'd
rather be. There is no place 1
belong on the outside."

The suspects involved *'just
don’t pose a threat to the
public gafety,’ said Tyson.

The offenses covered by the
proposal include homosexual
conduct, disorderly conduct,
prostitution, gambling and
possession of two ounces or
less of marijuana.

Sondra Buckner of
Garland, a War on Drugs sup-
porter, testified that young
Texans would interpret the
bill as condoning marijuana
use.

“Let's not weaken our
laws,” she said, calling the
bill a ‘'strong do-drugs
message to our youth.”

Blanton does not want to
reduce the penalty — up to
two years in prison and a
$1,000 fine — for misde-
meanor" marijuana posses-
sion.

But John Dowell of
Richardson, another War on
Drugs supporter, called the
measure an ‘‘abomination to
moral, law-abiding citizens.”

“This is exactly what the
criminal would want,”
Dowell testified. It would
“allow prostitutes, gamblers
and potheads to reamin on
the street ... with very little
inconvenience to them."

The bill was sent to sub-
committee for further study.
Rep. Terrel Smith, R-Austin,
who will chair the subcom-
n{ittee. said some of the War

on Drugs witnesses seemed to
misunderstand the bill, think-
ing it would reduce penalties.

The bill could aid law en-
forcement by keeping police
on the sTreet, Smith said.

Rick Salwen of Dallas, a
War on Drugs leader, said the
Blanton bill get§ away from
the idea of ‘‘getting the of-
fender off the street as soon
as we catch him."”

“If you change this pro-
cedure you will have

decriminalized these of-
fenses. You won't be treating
these people as criminals the
moment they are apprehend-
ed,” Salwen said.

DEAR DR. LAMB — 1
was hospitalized with a type
of stroke and with difficulty
in speaking and walking
which corrected itself with
bed rest and oxygen. A week
later paralysis of the left
side developed.

I had therapy to learn to
walk and use my left hand.
In about six weeks I was
walking on my own. What is
the possibility of a recur-
rence and how much
exercise and strain can I
take in trying to build up my
endurance? I maintain a
walking program but I
notice difficulty when it is
slightly uphill.

1 try to keep doing the
same amount and addin
slightly to it as I progress.
take four Persantine tablets
and two Bufferin a day and
gain strength each week.

DEAR READER - I'm
lad to hear that you have
one so well. You were

fortunate. Some people are
seriously disabled after a
stroke and others recover so
well that 70 one knows they

have had one. It a
lot on how much n dam-
age occurred and what areas
were affected.

You should progress slow-
ly and use your heart rate as
a guide to your exertion. Tri\:
to stay at a level at whic
your heart rate does not
exceed 120 beats a minute
If that makes you tired or
uncomfortable, try 100 a
minute. If you keep with
your program you will find
you can do more and more
and still stay within those
heart rate limits.

1 hope you are getting
physical therapy. Exercises
to improve flexibility and
improve range of motion are
important.

embolus, such as a small
clot, that caused your stroke,
rather than one artery that
became occluded with fatty
cholesterol deposits.

DEAR DR. LAMB My
nephew, who is 38 plays
baseball: One day he shd
into first base hitting his
elbow on the plate. The next
morning there was a ball of
liquid on his elbow. He went
to his doctor and he drained
it. Now it has filled with flu-
id three times and each time
the doctor -has drained it
The doctor wants to operate
on his elbow. That will mean
three days in the hospital
Should he let the doctor
operate? My nephew does
not know what to do. He
works every day and cannot
get three days off.

DEAR READER — You
have described olecranon
bursitis. This involves the
little sac at the outer bend of
the elbow. When it is injured,
and sometimes without
apparent injury, the litfle
sac fills with excess fluid,
like a cyst. It may be about
the size of a hen egg. In case
of injury, draining it may
show bloody fluid.
