No plans exist to deploy troops

WASHINGTON (AP) -
President Reagan says he's
not preparing to send
American troops to war in
Central American or the Per-
sian Gulf, although he is
pledging to keep the gulf open
to oil tankers despite the
brewing crisis in the region.

However, when pressed,
the president refused to une-
quivocally rule out the
possibility of sending U.S.
forces to either region.

At a nationally broadcast
news conference dominated
by foreign policy questions
Tuesday night, the president
also said:

—The Soviet Union may not
return to the nuclear arms
reduction bargaining table
until after the November
presidential election, but he
is not willing to make any
concession to get them back
earlier.

—The increase in the
number of Soviet submarines
off U.S. shores doesn’t worry
him. “'If I thought there was
some reason to be concerned
about them, I wouldn't be
sleeping in this house
tonight,”” he said.

Soviet dissident Andrei
Sakharov, to seek treatment
of heart and eye ailments in
another country,

During the East Room ses-
sion, the president was asked
about the likelihood that U.S.
servicemen would become in-
volved in a war in the Middle
East, where Iran and Iraq
are al war and have attacked
oil tankers plying the Persian
sulf.

“l think very slight,”” he
replied. ‘I can’t foresee that
happening. As things stand
now, no, I don’t think so."

In a nearly identical ques-
tion — this one concerning the
possibility of committing U.S.
troops to El Salvador if that
nation ever appears ready to
fall to the communists — the
president said:

“We'd lose all those friends
and neighors (in the region ) if
we did that. They want our
help But they don't want
American manpower there."”

Asked if he could be une-
quivocal, Reagan said,
“You're asking me a
hypothetical question, and
one in which I think that I
would be very foolish to try
and answer."”’

At another point, the presi-
dent was asked why so many
people believe the world is
moving closer to war rather
than peace. ‘I would say that
is because that's all that most
of the people have been hear-
ing in political dialogue ...
that I somehow have an itchy
finger and am going to blow
up the world. ..."

Separations set for Texas prisons

HOUSTON (AP) — Texas
prison officials have filed
court papers promising to
separate deranged, ill,
violent and weak inmates
from other prisoners and to
improve recreation facilities.

The papers, filed in federal
court in Houston, call for
separate housing for inmates
with medical or psychiatric
problems, physical han-
dicaps and intellectual im-
pairments.

The prison system also will

ouse in single cells prisoners

med to be ‘‘assaultive or
inerable to the extent they
ot be safely housed with
other prisoner,'’ the papers
related court filing
ils the prison system’s
ram for special handling
intellectually impaired
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Weak, agressive, insane, ill

prisoners whose 1Q is 70 or
below.

The system has also pro-
mised to improve its recrea-
tion facilities.

The steps outlined in the
papers will postpone a June
hearing on crowding before
U.S. District Judge William
Wayne Justice, an attorney
said.

Crowding in recreation
areas is a major unresolved
issue in Justice's nmassive
1981 order to implement
reforms in the Texas Depart-
ment of Corrections.

Donna Brorby, attorney for
the inmate plaintiffs whose
suit resulted in the reform
order, said Tuesday the long-

awaited hearing will not take
place before September.

“We have always given
TDC time to put its own house
in order,” she said. “‘They
are making a heroic attempt
to prove that no matter how
overcrowded the prison
system is, they can solve it by
moving people around."

Ms. Brorby said she is
skeptical of such efforts, but
said lawyers are pleased TDC
has made a commitment to
build recreation facilities and
increase common areas.

In the court stipulation filed
in Houston, TDC has agreed
to construct gymnasiums and
outdoor recreation yards ade-
quate to serve the capacity of
each prison unit by Sept. 1.

The prison system has also
agreed to provide enlarged
prisoner day rooms with 35
square feet for each prisoner
using the facility at one time.

Prison officials have said
recently that with a dwindl
ing population of 35,000 in-
mates, overcrowding is not a
major problem. But prisoner
lawyers say inmates’ recrea-
tional areas are jammed.

Four cellblocks in the Beto
I Unit have been set aside for
mentally retarded inmates,
according to court
documents.

Ms. Brorby said the pro-
gram should result in ‘“de-
cent, humane treatment for
mentally retarded inmates.
Those prisoners are natural
victims of abuse and tools of
amusement for other in-
mates."”

Reagan began the news
conference with a statement
urging Congress to approve
his request for $62 million in
emergency aid to EI
Salvador, now awaiting ac-
tion in the House. House
Speaker Thomas P. O'Neill,
D-Mass., has predicted
Reagan will win handily

“If Congress offers too lit-
tle support, it will be worse
than doing nothing at all," the
president said.

Asked to confirm reports
that the United States had of-
fered to provide air cover o
vessels in the Persian Gulf,
Reagan replied: *‘We havent
specified what we would do
but we have told them ... that
neither we nor the Western
world as such would stand by
and see the straits (of Hor-
muz). or the Persian Gulf
closed to international traf-
fie.”

The president added, “‘We
have not volunteered to enter,
nor have we been asked to in-
tervene ... It seems as if the
gulf states want to take care
of this themselves. They're
concerned, as I think we all
should be, about not enlarg-
ing the war."" Iran and Iraq
have been at war since 1980.

Asked if there were any cir-
cumstances in which the
United States would take
unilateral action in the gulf,
he responded: ‘I can't
foresee that ... We are in con-
sultation also with our allies
— with those nations that
would be affected — because
we're not contemplating
anything unilaterally here.
This problem is one that af-
fects all of us.”

He said the United States
receives only 3 percent of its
oil from the region, and
acknowledged there were
contingency plans in the
event the gulf nations seek
U.S. help, but he would not be

specific.

The trial of Hereford
farmer Robert Strain ad-
journed for the day at 2:30
Tuesday afternoon after
222nd District Judge David
Wesley Gulley ruled that one
of the state's key witnesses
should have his attorney pre-
sent before answering any
further questions.

Thomas Martinez Sr., 55,
who pleaded guilly in
January to selling stolen mer-
chandise to Strain, took the
witness stand when jurors
were called back after lunch.

Martinez had been given
concurrent five-year
sentences for the two charges
for which he pleaded guilty.
He is now serving time in the
Texas Department of Correc-
tions.

Martinez told of meeting
Strain through his cousin,
Daniel Martinez, a former
employee of Strain's who liv-
ed at the Strain farm. He said
he had known Strain for about
a year when he first asked
Strain to buy things from
him.

“I told him I went Lo garage
sales and flea markets and
had vacuum cleaners, air
conditioners, things like that
I had bought and asked him if
he wanted to buy them. He
said “‘yeah," he would."

Martinez said he later of-
fered to sell Strain ‘‘tools and
things like that. 1 told him
that it might be stolen. He
said ‘well.” That's all he
said.”

Martinez said that at an
even later date he asked
Strain to buy some air com-
pressors and larger tools, and
made a point of telling Strain
they were stolen. ‘“‘He said he
didn't care,’”’ Martinez
testified.

‘“*“How many times did you
sell things to Strain?" asked
Deaf Smith County Criminal
District Attorney Roland
Saul. “Four times,” replied
Martinez

“You mean four times that
you want to talk about," Saul
suggested

Shelton objected at that
point, and the jury was
ushered from the courtroom

“The problem here is that
he (Saul) insinuates there are
many other instances where
he sold items to Strain,”
Shelton argued. Shelton went
on to say that the comment
prejudiced the jury and
should be stricken from the
record.

“In fact,” he continued. ‘It
is so prejudicial in nature
than an instruction to the jury
is not enough. I ask that the
court declare a mistrial.”

Saul's argument was that
Martinez was required by law
to testify about those offenses
he had already pleaded guilty
to, because he no longer had
fifth amendment protction in
those instances.

‘“‘He and his attorney
agreed that he does not wish
to incriminate himself by
testifying about other times
that he might have sold stolen
goods to Strain,” Saul pointed
out. “‘The witness insisted he
understood his rights and that
he is here of his own free
will.”

Shelton said, ‘1 have never
in my career seen a case
where a witness gave a par-
tial testimony and then plead-
ed the fifth amendment on
some questions."

“It's a very sensitive area
of the law,” Gulley admitted.

Martinez, who remained in
the courtroom during most of
the discussion about his
rights as a witness, was ques-
tioned a few minutes longer
before Gulley announced that
the man’s attorney should be
present.

When Shelton asked Mar-
tinez why he was so anxious
to testify, he said that he had
thought about it a lot and
decided it was something he

B War games begin in Central America

TEGUCIGALPA, Hon-
duras (AP) — More than
4,000 American, Honduran
and Salvadoran troops begin
combat exercises today that
will take them near troubled
border areas of El Salvador
and Nicaragua.

It is the first time that El
Salvador's government, lock-
ed in a 4'%-year war with lef-
tist rebels, has sent troops to
participate in military
maneuvers here,

The war games, to last until
June 30, are the second phase
of Granadero I, the latest in a

A counterinsurgency exer-

HOUSTON (AP) — The
bodies of seven workers from
an American drilling ship are
to be shipped home in zinc-
lined coffins late this week,
seven months after their
vessel sank during a typhoon
in the South China Sea, an at-
torney says.

The younger Martinez said
that Strain paid his father
$500 for the planter boxes and
that he cashed the check
himself in Lubbock.

Cecil Cooper is back in the
swing of things because his
back is finally letting him sw-
ing at things.

After sitting out 11 games
with back spasms and driving
in only four runs in the 26
games in which he appeared,
Cooper snapped out of his
RBI doldrums Tuesday night.
He drove in five runs with two
singles, a double and his first
homer of the season and
powered the Milwaukee
Brewers 1o a 7-1 victory over
the Texas Rangers.

“I'm a lot better, but I can't

economist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University
System.

“The question at issue is
what effect expected in-
creases in cow slaughter
resulting from the new dairy
program will have on the 1984
import trigger level,” Paggi
said.

. Last year U.S. cattle pro-

ducers generated more than

was close, Paggi said, the
product mix was quite dif-
ferent. Exports fall into five
major commodities while
amost 80 percent of U.S. im-
ports is beef and veal.

billion pounds. Quotas are im- .

Where's the beef?

COLLEGE STATION -
When it comes to the
American diet, that popular
question ““Where's the beef?”
has a simple answer - it's on
the dinner plate.

Beef is clearly a staple of
the American diet, says
Marilyn Haggard, a Texas
A&M University Agricultural
Extension Service nutri-
tionist.

The American Meat In-
stitute estimates that the
average American consumes
a little under 19 pounds of
hamburger per year. Other
studies have shown that
ground beef is served in 96
percent of all U.S. households
and fresh beef other than
ground beef is eaten in 97 per-
cent of households, explains
Haggard.

DEAR DR. LAMB — I'm
a 73-year-old with osteopo-
rosis. 1 had two fractured
vertebrae that have immobi-
lized me. 1 also have
arthritis all over my body
and a sciatic problem

How is osteoporosis dif-
ferent from osteoarthritis?

DEAR READER -
“Osteo” means bone and
“porosis” means porous. you
have “porous bones.” You
lose calcium from the bones,
which lose their strength and
size. As a result, they break
easily. A high percentage of
hip and other fractures in
g:ople older than 50 occur

cause the person has
0steoporosis.

A young person may fall
from a considerable height
and it may not hurt, but an
older person may miss his
footing, stumble and fall,
and end up with a broken
hip. The difference is in brit-
tle bones.

As the bones soften and
decrease in size the involved
vertebrae begin to topple
like a stack of dominoes.
This results in the hump in
the back called the
dowager's or buffalo hump.

Osteoarthritis is a dif&r-
ent process. It's not associat-
ed with loss of calcium.
Rather, the weight bearing
joints begin to wear, result-
ing in the term “wear-and-
tear” arthritis. As new bone
forms in areas of wear it
may form spurs. Some peo-
ple think osteoarthritis is
associated with too much
calcium, but that's not true.
Taking calcium is important
to control or prevent osteo-
porosis and it doesn’t cause
osteoarthritis.

Since both problems occur

in people as they get older,
it's not unusual for a person
to have both wear-and-tear
osteoarthritis and porous
bones or osteoporosis.

Please tell me what causes
boils. I get them often, in my
groin or underneath my
breasts or even under my
arms. Is there anthing I can
do to help prevent them?
They're very painful.

DEAR READER -
They're caused by bacteria
called staphylococci. Usual-
ly they gain entrance to the
skin thrqugh a hair follicle.

If you have frequent
abscesses (boils) you should
see your doctor. Sometimes
people who are diabetics are
more prone to these prob-
lems. And if you have sta-
phylococci on your skin that
are causing this problem,
your doctor may want you to
use an antiseptic on your

skin.

they eat, but total beef con-
sumption has stayed about
the same since 1981, says the
nutritionist.

Heavy users serve beef
twice a week or more,
moderate to light users serve
beef one to three times during
a two-weeks period, and
others serve beef only occa-
sionally.

From a nutritional stand-
point, beef makes an impor-
tant contribution to the
American diet, says Hag-
gard. For example, a person
who has a daily diet of 2,000
calories, gets only eight per-
cent of his calories from a
3-ounce serving of beef, but
gets 57 percent of his protein
need, 34 percent of his
vitamin B-12, 32 percent of his
zinch, and 21 percent of his
phosphorus.

Many consumers have
become concerned about the
amount of animal fat and
cholesterol in their diets,
notes Haggard. However,
beef — especially as eaten
rather than as purchased at
the store—contains less fat,
less saturated fat and less
cholesterol than many people
assume, say sthe nutritionist.

United States Department
of Agriculture studies show
that once you trim the fat
from your meat, beef is not
high in fat when compared to
many main dish items in
Americans' diets. USDA
research also show that less
than half the fat in beef is
saturated fat.

While animal sources still
contribute the greatst
amount of fat to American
diets, vegetable sources like
oils and margarine account
for the increase in fat in the
food supply, says Haggard.

Well-trimmed beef is part
of a good balanced diet which
includes other meats, fish
and poultry, fruits and
vegetables, cereals and
grains, and dairy products,
she adds.
