Thunderstorms pound nation

Thunderstorms packing heavy rains, tornadoes and
hurricane-force winds today cast a drenching shadow
from California to Florida, forcing.more than 700 people
from their homes in Nebraska and Iowa as rivers crested
up to 15 feet above their banks.

Seven tornadoes were reported late Thursday around
the nation — two in Texas and one each in Iowa,
Nebraska, Louisiana, North Carolina and Wyoming — but
no damage or injuries were reported.

In the East, meanwhile, 11 high school students in
Mullica Township, N.J., were briefly hospitalized Thurs-
day night after being overcome by a stifling heat wave
blamed for the deaths of at least 14 people in the past
week.

House legalizes farm workers

WASHINGTON (AP) — The House has moved to grant
legal status to the hundreds of thousands of aliens who
now risk arrest every harvest season by crossing U.S.
borders to work in farm fields.

The action Thursday, which some members of Congress
said could jeopardize passage of the overall immigration
reform bill now before the House, was praised by
agriculture interests but condemned as a form of legaliz-
ed slavery by opponents, including organized labor.

The bill also for the first time imposes federal penalties
on employers who hire undocumented foreign workers,
and provides amnesty and legal status for illegals who
have been in the country since Jan. 1, 1982.

President Reagan, in his news conference Thursday
night, said the bill was needed because ‘‘the simple truth
is, we've lost control of our borders and no nation can do
that and survive."”

Reagan says he won't retire

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Reagan says “a
young fellow like me’ wouldn't know what to do with
himself if he stepped down from office partway through a
second term.

During his nationally broadcast news conference at the
White House Thursday night, the president was asked
whether he was ‘‘committed to serving all four years" if
he wins a second term in November.

The question was asked by Mike von Fremd of ABC
News, who said he had seen a Washington magazine
report that Reagan and his wife, Nancy, had discussed
“turning over power” if everything was going well when
he is 75 or 76 years old.

Soviets might meet with U.S.

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet-led economic bloc wrap-
ped up a three-day summit with an agreement to drop an
8-year-old oil pricing system — an apparent concession to
East European nations — and an attack on the United
States.

Communist Party leader Konstantin U. Chernenko clos-
ed the meeting of the Council for Mutual Economic
Assistance on Thursday by accusing the United States and
its allies of locking the Kremlin into ‘‘a dangerous test of

Kremlin Leonid Zamyatin, speaking at a
news conference, said the summit “‘expressed profound
concern over the enhanced threat to peace and the serious
of international tension due to the confronta-
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“That does it — we're g'blng to have to do something about all this toxic

Defeats MX missile

Bush breaks tie in Senate

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The MX missile has survived
another close call in Congress
as Vice President George
Bush cast a rare, tie-breaking
vote to give the Reagan ad-
ministration’s prized nuclear
weapon its narrowest victory
yet.

Bush broke a 4848 tie late
Thursday in the Republican-
controlled Senate, casting the
ballot that provided a 49-48
defeat of an effort.to ban 1985
production of 21 of the
10-warhead weapons.

His vote capped eight hours
of MX debate, during which
President Reagan lobbied by
telephone for the weapon.

Shortly before the vote,
Reagan appealed in his na-
tionally televised news con-
ference for Congress to ‘‘sup-
port our strategic moderniza-
tion program to keep
America strong and convince
the Soviets it is in their best
interest to choose the course
of negotiation, not confronta-
tion.”

Earlier in the day, the
Senate had voted 55-41 to kill
a proposal that would have

* eliminated all money for the

MX. That measure was more
sweeping than the amend-
ment on which Bush voted.

The votes came as the
Senate worked into the early
morning hours today on a bill
authorizing the Pentagon to
spend $291 billion in the fiscal
year starting Oct. 1.

In other votes, the Senate:

—Voted down, 5543, an at-
tempt to limit the Pentagon
increase next year to 5 per-
cent, rather than the 7 per-
cent hike now in the measure.

—Killed on a 4945 vote an
amendment aimed at pro-
viding a 5.5 percent pay hike
for the 2.1 million men in
uniform. Reagan proposed a
5.5 percent hike, but the Arm-
ed Services Committee trim-
med it to 4 percent.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Reagan, softening
his tone toward the Kremlin,
says he’s opening the door to
a possible summit with Soviet
leader Konstantin
Chernenko, while
acknowledging he's not quite
ready to extend an invitation.

“The door is open,” the
president declared at a na-
tionally broadcast news con-
ference dominated by
U.S.-Soviet relations. ‘‘And
every once in a while, we're
standing in the doorway, see-
ing if anyone's coming up the
mps.ll

But when asked if his
remarks could be taken as an
invitation to his Soviet
counterpart, the president
replied: ‘“We haven't reached
that point yet.”

Reagan also said he hasn't
given ‘‘a flat no' to
Chernenko’s suggestion that
the superpowers negotiate a
ban on anti-satellite and other
space weapons. ‘‘We're stu-
dying that whole situation,”
he said.

Several times, Reagan
spoke positively about his
willingness to talk with
Chernenko.

~If re-elected in
November, he intends to
serve all four years of a se-
cond term. ‘“What the devil
would a young fellow like me
do if I quit the job,” asked
Reagan, who is 73.

—He's not willing to say yet
whether he’d support chang-
ing the federal civil rights
laws to prohibit job
discrimination against
homosexuals.

Irwin leads U.S. Open

MAMARONECK, N.Y.
(AP) — The monster that was
Winged Foot one decade ago
was tamed, and Hale Irwin
was one of those with the
whip.

Returning to the site of the
first of his two U.S. Open
triumphs, Irwin shot a
2-under-par 68 and tied 1977
Open champion Hubert
Green, Jim Thorpe and Mike
Donald for the first-round
lead Thursday at the 1984
U.S. national championship.

“Winged Foot is not quite
the monster it was,” Irwin
said. But both he and Green
warned it could turn tiger
again, if cornered.

Ten yedrs ago, at age 29, Ir-
win captured the Open with a
7-over-par 287. It was called
the ‘‘Massacre at Winged
Foot,” as no more than seven
golfers could break par for 18
holes in any of the four
rounds.

On the first day this time,
11 players broke par-70 on a
course that had been made
purposely easier than it was
10 years ago.

‘““The rough is more
manageable, and the greens
are intentionally slower,”
said Irwin, who also won the

Open in 1979 at Inverness.

Rain that fell Wednesday
further slowed the greens and
they might stay that way a
while longer after a
thunderstorm Thursday
evening which caused a
45-minute halt in play. The
delay forced six players in
the 156-man field to finish the
first round today.
Temperatures were in the
mid-80s with a cooling, clear-
ing trend predicted for today.

By apologizing

Man ends 46 years of guilt

TRENTON, NJ. (AP) —
Arthur H. Dauer says he has
finally ended 46 years of guilt
by apologizing in a
newspaper ad for “the worst
thing I've ever done” — false-
ly accusing a 6-year-old
classmate of stealing a pen-
ny's worth of peanut butter
and crackers in 1938,

“Viola, I am sorry,” begins
the $70 advertisement placed
by Dauer, 51, who still
remembers how his “very
quiet, very meek'’ classmate
didn't return to school for
several days after he wrongly
named her as the thief.

“I've carried a guilt feeling
about this for many years,"”
said Dauer, who left Trenton

after graduating from high
school in 1950 and now lives in
Jupiter, Fla.

“I've thought about it many
times since then,”’ the
stockbroker said. "l just
wanted to get something off
my mind and my
conscience.’’

Viola's vindication. comes
in an ad prepared for today's
editions of The Trenton
Times. It reads: ‘“In the Mc-
Clellan School in East Tren-
ton in the school year 1937-38,
we were in Miss Cunn-
ingham’s first-grade class. I
was forced to accuse you of
stealing a 1-cent peanut but-
ter and saltine sandwich. I
did not think you were guilty

— and I have always been
sorry. Arthur H. Dauer.”

Dauer said he was
“pressured’’ into accusing
Viola, although he was cer-
tain the dark-haired girl had
not eaten the sandwich. He
refused to say who pressured
him into accusing the girl,
and he refused to provide
Viola's full name, although he
still remembers it.

“I remember the incident
because she was a little girl
and her feelings were hurt,”
Dauer said Thursday. “‘I can
see her face in front of my
eyes like it was yesterday.”

Dauer said he doesn’t know
whether Viola is still in the
Trenton area or even still liv-
ing.

Party rules make it difficult

WASHINGTON (AP) — If
Gary Hart and Jesse Jackson
thought the primary and
caucus rules were rigged
against them, they should
take a look at the obstacles in
the way of their efforts to
strip Walter F. Mondale of
crucial delegates.

It’s not -just Mondale's
delegate majority that may
stall Hart's ‘‘tainted
delegates’’ charge and
Jackson’s ‘‘one-man, one-
vote"” demands a month
before the Democratic Na-
tional Convention.

Once again, it's the party
rules that are in the way.
They make it difficult for
either man to win his case in
San Francisco — or to even
make it to the convention
floor with their presentations.

Whether the arguments are
successful or not this year,
they could have a big impact
on how the 1988 presidential
nominee is picked.

Neither man has filed any
complaints with the party,
the convention Credentials
Committee or the convention
Rules Committee — and time
is growing short as the com-
mittees start their sessions in
10 days.

Hart said about 600 Mon-
dale delegates were elected
with the aid of illegal commit-
tees, backed by political ac-
tion committee money.

Mondale said the commit-
tees were legal — a question
now before the Federal Elec-
tion Commission — and that
they have been closed down.

To begin with, such an
argument might be thrown
out by the Crecdentials Com-
mittee. The party rules say
the committee can consider
only challenges based on a
state's failure to follow its
own approved plan for pick-
ing delegates or its refusal to
follow national party dic-
tates. And such are not Hart’s
arguments.

If Hart were to get his
challenge past the commit-
tee, he might have a chance
of winning on the floor — so
the argument goes — because
challenged Mondale

delegates could not vote on
their own status.

That would drop Mondale
from about 2,000 delegates to
only 1,400 of the 3,400 then
eligible to vote on the matter
— well short of the 1,700-plus
needed to win.

But that argument has at
least one weakness.

The only way to challenge
delegates is state-by-state —
all 600 can’t be challenged at
once. The delegates were
picked state-by-state and
that’s how they can be
challenged.

So, if Hart challenged Mon-
dale’s 96 pledged delegates
from Illinois, they couldn’t
vote on the Illinois challenge.
But Mondale’s 129 pledged
delegates from New York —

who also might be under a
separate challenge — could
vote.

On any one state challenge,
Mondale might be short of the
majority he would need to
win. But he would only be a
handful short — with about
200 uncommitted delegates
available to give him the
number.,

Jackson’s argument is dif-
ferent, but the problems are
similar,

Jackson says he has receiv-
ed more than 20 percent of the
popular vote and less than 10
percent of the delegates. This
‘“disenfranchises” his sup-
porters, Jackson says,

demanding a straight propor-
tional, “one man, one vote’
allocation system.

Aides to Jackson cite the
party charter that says
delegations should ‘‘fairly
reflect the division of
preferences expressed by
those who participate in the
presidential nominating pro-
cess.”

If Jackson took such a
challenge to the Credentials
Committee, it would face the
same problem as Hart: it
does not deal with whether a
state failed to follow its plan
for picking delegates.

On the other hand, if he
took it to the Rules Commit-
tee, Jackson might get a
hearing — as might Hart on
his arguments.

But even if one won in the
rules body, it would be too
late for 1984.

Because of the order of
business at the convention,
Mondale’s delegate majority
would be in place on the floor
and essentially impossible to
dislodge before the first vote
on any rules report.

Fights over rules are part
of almost every Democratic
convention, and 1984 looks
like no exception. But this
year, the fights might be im-
portant only for the years to
come.

Mondale, looking tanned
and rested after a week at the
beach, on Thursday called his
vice presidential choice the
“‘single most important deci-
sion made by the nominee."

In his first public ap-
pearance since claiming on
June 6 that he had enough
delegates to win his party's
presidential nomination,
Mondale insisted that he has
not ‘“‘included or excluded
anyone’ in his search for a
running mate.

At a news conference, he
said he would announce,
perhaps as early as today, the
names of the first three possi-
ble vice presidential can-
didates whom he hopes to
meet with in Minnesota.

But he sidestepped ques-
tions on whether Gary Hart,
his rival for the presidential
nomination, or Sen. Lloyd
Bentsen of Texas would be on
his list.

And asked whether he was
committed to naming a
woman, he responded: ‘‘The
question is who would be the
best vice president and who
would be prepared to be
president ... I think you have
to look at the particular per-
son and the merits of that per-
son and that's what I will do.”

Mondale was assured of
control of the committee that
will draft the proposed party
platform next week. Party of-
ficials on Thursday decided

to give Mondale eight of the
15 seats on the panel, despite
calls by Hart and the Rev
Jesse Jackson for larger
representation of their
delegates

Meanwhile, Rep. Morris K
Udall, D-Ariz., head of a
special committee that will
listen to Jackson's com-
plaints about the party
delegate selection process
said the panel will not dea
with challenges to delegates
to the 1984 convention

Udall, named as chairman
of the panel on Wednesday by
Speaker of the House Thomas
P. O'Neill Jr., said it would
concern itself with Jackson's
grievances only ‘‘as they may
relate to the need for prospec-
tive rules changes."

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House Committee votes
against appointed board

AUSTIN (AP) — Calling it
a “‘sacred matter' to Texans,
a Farmers Branch lawmaker
persuaded a House commit-
tee to retain the elected State
Board of Education blamed
for many of the state’s school
woes.

Republican Bill Blanton
also won House Public
Education Committee ap-
proval Thursday for com-
petency testing for teachers.

The appointed board
measure, pushed by educa-
tion reformer H. Ross Perot
as vital to improving schools,
won a 4-3 Senate subcommit-
tee vote Thursday that moves
it to a committee made up of
the entire Senate.

Blanton told the House
committee that all his mail
has been in favor of retaining
the 27-member, elected State
Board of Education.

“We would be remiss if we
try to force something on the
people of this state that they
don’t want,’" he said. ‘“‘There
are times the state board has
not performed as it should.
But there are times the
Legislature has not perform-
ed as it should.”

Perot, chairman of the
Select Committee on Public
Education, has griped about
the elected board for months.
He has said he would lobby
against an education reform
package that does not scrap
the elected board.

Blanton's amendment, ap-
proved 53, was to a com-
promise bill endorsed by

Speaker Gib Lewis and Gov.
Mark White. The bill would
set up a 12-member board
picked by the governor. The
board would revert to an
elected panel in 1989.

Committee member Milton
Fox, R-Houston, voted for the
elected board Thursday and
said he does not fear a battle
with Perot.

“That suits the hell out of
me,” said Fox. “If Ross
Perot wants to kill it, let him
kill it and explain why he
did."”

Rusty Kelly, a Perot lob-
byist, and Lewis, who sat
through the five-hour
meeting, called the House
vote '‘just the first step.”

I know there is a lot of sup-
port in places for an ap-
pointed board. But I don't
think the whole thing is going
to sink if we maintain the
right of the people to elect
their board," he said.

But Speaker Pro Tem Hugo
Berlanga, D-Corpus Christi

and sponsor of an appointed
board bill, said the vote could
be an indication that the
special session called by
White will fail to approve
education reform.

“I think the whole package
is in trouble on the (House)
floor,” he said. ‘I don’t think
I can support an education
package or a tax bill without
some restructuring’ of the
State Board of Education.

The committee vote is not
the House's final action on the
board question. Assuming the
committee sends some
education bill to the House, a
floor amendment could
revive the appointed board.

Any differences between
House-and Senate bills would
be worked out in conference
committee.

The amendment approved
Thursday actually leaves the
bill with no mention of the
board. The committee con-
tinues its work Sunday. Lewis
wants the bill on the House
floor by Tuesday.

The 30-day special session
ends July 3.

Diverticulitis diet

DEAR DR. LAMB — I'm
a 37-year-old mother of
three. I've been diagnosed as
having diverticulitis. I'm

| confused about the diet for

this. My doctor has pre-
scribed a bland diet with lit-
tle or no bulk.

Many of my friends say
that bulk is necessary in the
treatment of this. I say bulk
is necessary for those who
have diverticulosis, not
diverticulitis, which is an
inflammation of the diverti-
cula.

Why is there so much con-
fusion over this? Are there
newer diets than the one the
doctor prescribed for me?
How long must you maintain
a diet for diverticulitis?

DEAR READER — I'm
glad to see you realize-
there’s a difference between
diverticulitis and diverticu-
losis. Many people have
diverticulosis, pockets in the
colon. Often a person doesn’t
even' know he or she has
them until a colon X-ray
reveals them.

If one of the little pockets
gets inflamed it can behave
like appendicitis. In a way,
the appendix is a specialized
diverticulum

Fortunately, the inflamed
diverticulum may subside
without perforating or

Tricks of composting

DEAR POLLY -

Last summer I made a compost of

leaves, grass clippings, weeds, kitchen waste. etc. By the end
of the summer, the compost didn't seem to have decayed
very much. It was very coarse, with the leaves and large
weeds still whole, making it difficult to mix in with my gar-

den soil. What did I do wrong?

- BR

DEAR B.R. — You didn’t really do anything wrong; even-
tually the large pieces of organic matter will decompose
However, when you want to make rich compost quickly and
efficiently, there are a couple of things you can do to speed

the process.

Leaves and other organic matter will decompose much
more quickly if you shred or grind them first. You can do
this with a manual or electric shredder (the electric shredd-
ers, while expensive, not only do a wonderful job of shredd-
ing soft green matter, but can reduce tree branches and
other tough materials to small chips as well), or you can run
over a batch of leaves and weeds with your power lawn

mower.

Layer organic matter with garden soil and fertilizer or
manure. This speeds the composting process and enriches

the mixture with vital nutrients.

Moisten the pile periodically; don't soak it. Turn it over

with a pitchfork eccasionally.

Garden-supply stores sell compost starter — a powder
containing the necessary microorganisms needed to start
decomposition. Follow container directions.

Any or all of these tips will help you to produce soil-
enriching compost. I'm sending you a copy of “Polly's Vege-
table Garden Pointers” which contains directions for start-
ing and maintaining a compost pile plus tips for starting
seeds, increasing your harvest, combatting insect pests and
other gardening know-how.

requiring an operation. But
during an acute inflamma-
tion, many doctors limit
what a person eats. The
same is true if a person hap-
pens to bleed from a diverti-
culum.

There's no agreement on
how long one has to stay on a
restricted diet. Many of the
doctors who favor using bulk
in managing diverticulosis
think that the sooner a
patient can be returned to a
diet that provides a reason-
able amount of bulk, the
better. To many, the bulk is
not roughage but “softage”
because bran and similar
substances absorb water and
are soft, improving bowel
function

Diverticulitis should be a
short-term complication of
diverticulosis. So 1 would
question your remaining on
a low-residue diet for any
length of time. As soon as
the evidence of acute
inflammation subsides you
should follow the diet com-
monly used by patients with
diverticulosis.

that can irritate vour diges
tive system as other alcohol
ic beverages

Vodka is often the
offensive because it's nearly
pure alcohol, not adulterated
with a variety of chemicals

Of course, the obvious
solution is to stop using alco
hol in any form. That would
be an overall healt}
improvement anvway
