SAN ANTONIO, Tex. (AP) —
President Reagan, campaigning in
one of the key battlegrounds of the
1984 presidential race, today accused
liberal Democrats of trying to block
his administration’s policies but
said, ‘*Here's a flash from the Gipper
— they’re not going to win.”

Opening a new assault against
Democrats controlling the House of
Representatives, Reagan said, *“This
is the same liberal leadership that
has done nothing but stand in the way
of initiatives the American people
want and need.”

In a speech billed by the White
House as non-political but steeped in
partisan rhetoric, Reagan addressed
the Texas Bar Association conven-
tion in the hometown of Mayor Henry
Cisneros, one of the half-dozen peo-
ple interviewed by Walter Mondale,

.the likely Democratic presidential

nominee, as a potential running
mate.

Reagan accused House Democrats
of blocking action on a long-stalled
package of anti-crime legislation,
constitutional amendments requir-
ing a balanced federal budget and
allowing voluntary prayer in public
schools, tuition tax credits and other
economic programs.

“The liberals in the House can
stand in the way again if they want
to, just as they did when they oppos-
ed spending cuts and lax cuts,
rebuilding our military strength or
helping El Salvador and other na-

tions resist totalitarian rule,” .

Reagan said in his prepared text. - =

“But they didn’t win then — and
here’'s a flash from the Gipper —
they're not going to win now."”

LONDON (AP) - A British Celedo-
nian jetliner carrying 180 passengers
and 14 crew members was being held
at Nigeria's main airport today after
police in Britain rescued Nigeria's
“most wanted man,” who had been
stuffed into a crate at an airport.

The airliner incident o¢curred one
day after the abduction and rescue of
Umaru Dikko, a leading Nigerian
dissident found drugged in a crate
which a Nigerian Embassy official
reportedly described as diplomatic

baggage. It was unclear if the two in-

cidents were related.

Dikko, 47, and the two other men
were under police guard and being
treated at hospitals today, according
to the domestic news agency Press
Association. The BBC said Dikko
was in satisfactory condition.

Dikko was a close adviser to
former President Shehu Shagari and
the Sunday Observer newspaper
reported in January that his wealth
was estimated at $1.4 billion.

He had vowed to launch a holy war
in the West African country to over-
throw the six-month-old military
government of Maj. Gen. Muham-
madu Buhari, which overthrew
Shagari last Dec. 31.

The new government has accused
Dikko of taking massive kickbacks
for approving contracts under the
former government and has called
him its “most wanted man.” It has
vowed to bring him ack for trial.

The London Daily Mail said British
officials were taking the line that
Hannaniya was not personally in-
volved. When Dikko was snatched,
the high commissioner was lunching
at the Foreign Office as the guest of
the Foreign Office minister of state,
Malcolm Rifkind.

Witnesses said two kidnappers
forced the struggling Dikko into a
yellow van in front of his London
apartment at about 12:30 p.m. Thurs-
day, said police spokesman Mike
Cobb.

Police have refused to make a
detailed statement about other facts
in the case.

Press Association said the first
hint of trouble at the airport 30 miles
northeast of London came when
customs officers telephoned the
Foreign Office and reported doubts
about a diplomatic consignment,
which apparently didn’t meet the
specifications of diplomatic bag-

gage.

The BBC said an embassy staff
member told customs officials that
the crates were diplomatic baggage,
although they apparently were not
labeled as such. Police opened the
boxes in the presence of the embassy
official, Press Association said.

Inside were Dikko and the other
two men, who have not been iden-
tified.

Oil wells may cause earthquakes

AUSTIN (AP) — Oil and gas production may have caused earth-
quakes that were recorded near the towns of Fashing and Pleasan-
ton in South Texas, according to a University of Texas scientist.

““The earthquakes all appear to originate on known faults where
those faults form boundaries of an oil or gas field,” said Dr. Wayne
Pennington of UT’s Institute for Geophysics and Department of
Geological Sciences.

Pennington said Thursday that two earthquakes in Atascosa Coun-
ty within the past year have reached magnitudes of 3.2 and 3.9 on the
Richter scale.

The Richter scale is a guage of energy released by an earthquake
as measured by the ground motion recorded on a seismograph. An
increase of one means that the motiearthquakes have caused no ap-
preciable damage and can be expected to pose only minor hazards to
the communities involved, Pennington said.

He said oil and gas production lowers fluid pressure in reservoir
rock, and this affects the strength of the rock.

" Spence, 25, was found guilty Tuesday of capital murder in the slay-
ing of 17-year-old Jill Montgomery of Waxahachie, who was killed
July 13, 1982 and found the following day in a park near Lake Waco.

Jurors could begin deliberating Spence’s punishment late today.

The stabbed and mutilated bodies of two other teen-agers —
Raylene Rice, 17, also of Waxahachie, and Kenneth Franks, 18, of
Waco — were also found.

Spence has been charged but has not stood trial in the deaths of the
two other teen-agers. He faces life in prison or death by injection for
Miss Montgomery’s death.
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Unemployment takes a tumble

WASHINGTON (AP) — Civilian unemployment tumbled to 7.1
percent in June, the lowest in more than four years, as 460,000
Americans found jobs, the government reported today.

The 0.4 percentage point drop in the seasonally adjusted rate, the
steepest plunge since unemployment fell from 8.8 percent to 8.4 per-
cent from October to November last year, took this key economic in-
dicator to its lowest ebb since April 1980.

At that time, unemployment stood at 6.9 percent.

Last month’s good news from the Labor Department was spread
across all population groups, with black Americans, whose
unemployment has been more severe than that of whites, enjoying
the strongest improvement.

An alternative unemployment rate, which combines the
113.8-million member civilian labor force with the 1.7 million
members of the armed forces stationed in the United States, fell by a
commensurate amount to 7.0 percent.

Editorial writer freed from jail

BELLEVILLE, Ill. (AP) - An editorial writer freed from jail after
the sources whose identities he had steadfastly refused to reveal
stepped forward voluntarily has vowed to “‘fight to change this law
from a typewriter and sleep at home each night.”

Richard Hargraves, 34, was ordered released from St. Clair Coun-
ty Jail by Circuit Judge Roger Scrivner on Thursday -aftrer at-
torneys reached an agreement in the case. He was the first jounalist
jailed in a civil libel suit in 26 years.

Hargraves was jailed Tuesday for refusing to identify two sources
he consulted before writing a 1981 editorial for the Belleville News-
Democrat critical of Jerry Costello, chairman of the St. Clair County
Board of Supervisors.

In a copyright story in today's News-Democrat, board member
Dave Hickey said, ‘‘Apparently, I am the source who talked to Rich
Hargraves prior to him writing an editorial...Apparently Mr.
Hargraves is referring to me as one of the people he talked to.”

Ed Anderson, another board member, revealed his connection to
Hargraves Wednesday night on a St. Louis radio program.

Jurors to decide suspect's sanity

LOS ANGELES, Calif. (AP) - Jurors who took just 4% hours to
convict Marvin Pancoast of first-degree murder must now decide if
he was sane when he bludgeoned Vicki Morgan, fistress of the late
multimillionaire Alfred Bloomingdale, with her son’s baseball bat.

Before Thursday’'s verdict, defense attorneys had argued that
others had better reasons than Pancoast to kill Miss Morgan, resur-
recting earlier claims that videotapes exist showing Bloomingdale
and Reagan administration officials in sexual escapades with the
31-year-old ex-model and other women.

They sketched Pancoast as a masochist-turned-patsy, an
acknowledged homosexual even though he was Miss Morgan’s
sometime roommate. They said he took the blame for the killing
because he thrived on humiliation and said there was no physical
evidence to support his widely publicized confession.
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Hostages freed in Pakistan

ISLAMABAD, Pakistan (AP) - More than 250 people held hostage
in a hijacked Indian Airlines plane were freed unharmed today when
eight Sikh militants surrendered unconditionally to Pakistani
authorities, a government spokesman said. ¢

The hijackers, who had threatened to blow up the plane and
everyone on board, were in custody, while the passengers and crew
members were taken to the Lahore airport lounge after their 20-hour
ordeal, the spokesman said. ‘

The airline said there were 255 passengers listed for the flight,
presumably including the hijackers, in addition to a crew of nine.

Pennsylvania looks like battleground

Power lines and trees were twisted
in tangled knots today after
thunderstorms packing 60 mph
winds and unleashing up to 2 inches
of rain in 90 minutes raked the Nor-
theast, damaging dozens of homes
and leaving parts of Pennsylvania
looking “like a battleground.”

Thunder and lightning also blasted
its way across the Midwest, buffeting
parts of Kansas, Nebraska, Illinois
and Missouri with high winds and
golf ball-size hail, the National
Weather Service said.

Four people were killed Thursday
in a plane crash near Winchester,
Ind., that authorities said may have
been caused by lightning striking the
twin-engine craft.

Rains continued in the Northeast
this morning, while heavy
thunderstorms hammered away at-
south-central and southeastern Kan-
sas and parts of northeast Missouri
and western Hlinois.

Experts in Massachusetts and
Pennsylvania were to take a look at
damaged buildings to determine if
the destruction Thursday night was
caused by tornadoes, as reported by
residents.

“These are the kinds of storms
summer brings,” said Harry Gordon
on the National Severe Storms
Forecast Center in Kansas City, Mo.
“It rained last night and continued
today from New,h England into
Georgia and along another band
from Wisconsin into New Mexico,”
he said.

A series of storms slammed into
eastern Pennsylvania, damaging
more than two dozen homes Thurs-
day, authorities said.

MADISONVILLE, Texas (AP) - A
bullet-riddled, bloodied van belong-
ing to an East Texas man identified

Madison County Sheriff Ed Fannin
said Thursday he believes James

“My personal opinion is that I
think he skipped the country,” Fan-
nin said. He said the shooting of the
van ‘“‘could be his doings also.”

Fannin said he was hoping tests of
the blood found in the van would be
returned today.

Asked why Pitts might do such a
thing, Fannin said, “‘He’s in trouble.
And the more I've looked into it the
more trouble I find him in."”

“It'’s been a devil of a thing for us
but it sure looks like a set-up deal
now,” said Fannin after learning
Pitts cashed a $2,000 payroll check at
9:30 a.m. Tuesday at the Elkhart
State Bank in Elkhart, 10 miles south
of Palestine.

Fannin also said drivers and
customers at a truck stop reported
seeing a man who looked like Pitts
walking about six miles south of
where his van was found.

Soviets ready to talk
about space weapons

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet
Union said today its offer to the
United States to hold talks this fall on
space weapons was limited only to
that subject. It said talks cannot con-
vene until the United States agrees.

The announcement was made in an
official statement issued by Tass
news agency. Tass said the Reagan
administration had given a
“negative” reply to the Soviet offer
by saying it was willing to discuss
weapons in space in Vienna this fall
but would also raise the issue of
nuclear arms.

Lactase is an enzyme which
breaks down lactose, or milk sugar.
For people with a lactase-deficiency,
the lactose from milk remains un-
digested in the intestine and can
cause discomfort, explains the nutri-
tionist.

This milk intolerance is usually
recognized between the ages of ten
and 20, the years when active
teenagers need four servings of dairy
products daily, she notes. Yogurt can
provide a salution to this problem.

One cup of plain yogurt provides
about the same amount of protein,
calcium and riboflavin as one cup of
milk, she says.

However, low-fat yogurt may not
be fortified with vitamins A and D, so
other sources will be needed, advises
Cooksey. Dark-green and orange
vegetables, egg yolks, butter, for-
tified margarine and whole-milk
cheeses all provide vitamin A.

The fruit-flavored yogurts are as
nutritious as milk, but have two or
three times more calories than skim
or low-fat milk, the nutritionist says.

A staff of 22 doctors has been
assembled for the race, as well as
paramedics and nurses. The SCCA
will have six crash rescue vehicles,
five ambulances, six wreckers and
two chase cars for on-track use, with
two ambulances for off-track
emergencies.

About 15 off-duty firemen and
paramedics on the Grand Prix
payroll will be on location at the
park, Lt. Blaine Danyluck said.

Meanwhile, after their first few
spins around the 2.42-mile track,
drivers described the course as
“bumpy.” Drivers also that the
Dallas course contains some unusual
hazards.

Stop look

The light changes at the busy in-
tersection of West Mount Houston
and Interstate 45, and the cars surge
forward. Within seconds a new line
takes their place.

Big Bucks reaches the beginning of
the intersection again. Like a soldier
on guard duty he slowly turns to
march alongside the cars proffering
the blood-red roses.

Nothing happens, except drivers
begin turning on headlights as a
yellow sun sinks.

Big Bucks isn't living up to his
nickname today.

“It’s an all-right job, and it pays
almost as much as being on the
clock,” says Big Bucks, the
nickname for Jimmy Burks, a
15-year-old Hoffman Middle School
student. He's big for his age and
could pass for 20.

Hours before, he was picked up by
a florist shris County.

Burks is one of an unknown
number who sell flowers, balloons or
other impulse items on the streets in
the time it takes for a traffic light to
change.

“We're a pretty good group of
friends,” he says of his fellow flower
vendors. *‘We hang out together and
eat dinner together when we're
working. Sometimes when we're
through, we'll go play video games."

Burks has memorized a brief
catechism that passes for the sales
technique.

“All you got to do is walk traffic,
look 'em dead in the face and hold out
the flowers,”” he says.

Burks, like other flower vendors,
judges potential customers by their
cars, not by their appearance.

““The limousines and the Corvettes
always buy,” he says. “Sometimes
the little cars like Toyotas will buy if
there’s a guy in there on a date with

his girlfriend." BT o na

Weekends are the busiest timé,
and Burks is trying to get a head
start. He smiles sheepishly when
asked if he capitalizes on last-minute
guilt pangs by peddling flowers on
such days as Mother's Day.

The next day, Saturday, will be a
big one, and Burks says he will work
from about 11 a.m. to 10 p.m.

“I've been doing this for a couple
of years,” he says. ‘I mostly use the
money to buy things for my drum
set.”

Burks says he gets 25 percent of
the cash he collects for selling the
small bouquets of flowers at $5
apiece.

Across the intersection, a neatly

He almost comes to a stop beside
the battleship gray limo. But theré s
no electrical whirr, the tifted win:
dow does not descend.

The light changes, and the limo
silently moves on.

Burks' face exhibits neither
amusement nor disappointment at
the loss of what should have been a
sale.

A taxi pulls up and for the first
time Burks’ face flickers, just bare-
ly, with a hint of disdain. *‘Taxis are
the one kind of car that never buys
flowers, at least the taxi drivers
don't," he says.

Burks has witnessed such events
as the robbery of grocery stores,
automobile collisions, people smok-
ing marijuana and a lot of arguments
in automobile front seats.

Burks says his parents don't like
his selling flowers on the streets and
that he and his mother regularly ex-
change sharp words over it.

“It's my job though; it's the way 1
make my money,"" he says.

No one has tried to rob him, Burks
says, although motorists will occa-
sionally shout obscenities for no ap-
parent reason.

Burks is selling his flowers just
outside Houston, for in the city it is il-
legal to sell to cars on public streets.

“Selling anything on the streets of
Houston is illegal,” says city pro-
secutor Ronnie Beylott. The only ex-
ception is the downtown area, where
people can sell things along the
sidewalks if they obtain a city per-
mit.

“Violating the city ordinance
against street vending is punishable
by a fine of up to $200.”

Police officials say they enforce
the ordinance, but youths frequently
work intersections inside the city.
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However, Beylott says, groups
such as Houston firefighters can
solicit for charitable causes along ci-
ty streets as long as they don't in-
terfere with the flow of traffic. Mak-
ing a profit on Houston's street cor-
ners is strictly ‘““verboten,”” he says.

Across the city, Anthony Hender-
son has sold 12 bouquets of roses
wrapped in white butcher’s paper as
he makes his slow promenade
alongside traffic at the West Loop
and Westheimer.

This is a choice location because
the volume of traffic is high and
many of the motorists well-heeled.
But Henderson is risking being asked
to move on by police if any should

pass by.
