Justices resign as anti-Marcos

purge continues in Philippines

MANILA, Philippines (AP) —
Justices of the Philippines’ second-
highest court announced their
resignations today in response to
President Corazon Aquino’s request
that all appointees of Ferdinand E.
Marcos step down, the justice
minister said.

Court of Appeals Justice Ramon
Gaviola met with Mrs. Aquino to sub-
mit 18 resignations from the ap-
pellate court, and assured her that

all 38 of the justices would relinquish
their posts, according to Justice
Minister Neptali Gonzales.

Some resistance to Mrs. Aquino’s
request has been reported among
Philippines Supreme Court justices,
but Gonzales told The Associated
Press some retired judges had been
sent to convince the 12 high court
justices to step down.

Gonzales said it was necessary to
clean out the judiciary because it

The protest was one of several
against Mrs. Aquino’s moves to oust
Marcos supporters from both local
and national government across the
islands. The efforts have also caused
rifts among her own supporters,
primarily because of disagreements
over who get the posts.
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City approves four

new voter districts

The Hereford City Commission ap-
proved Monday a proposed judge-
ment of a suit filed by a group
represented as ‘‘All Mexican-
Americans persons who are eligible
voters of the City of Hereford” by
agreeing to create single-member
districts and adding two at-large
seals on the commission.

The resolution must next be ap-
proved by U.S. District Judge Mary
Lou Robinson. If approved, the April
§ election would be cancelled and
another election could not be
scheduled until 60 days after the U.S.
Department of Justice approves the
‘resolution.

In the agreement, four commis-
sioners will be elected from single
member districts identified as
Places 1, 2, 3 and 4. Commissioners
for Places 5 and 6 and the mayorial
post will be elected at-large by all ci-
ty voters.

Candidates running for mayor and
at-large commissioner positions
must reside with the city limits. The
candidates for Places 1, 2, 3 and 4
must reside within their respective
districts and only voters in those

districts may vote for those seats.

Currently, all commissioners are
elected by a citywide vote.

The present members of the city
commission will be allowed to com-
plete their terms. The length of the
terms shall remain at two years.

The at-large commission positions
shall be elected from the same
ballot. The candidate receiving the
most votes will be seated in Place 5
and the runner-up will be seated in
Place 6.

By 1987, the two extra seats will be
added. The election which will be re-
scheduled later this year will begin.
the transition into the single district
commissioners.

The election that was to have taken
place in April, would have been to
elect commissioners for Places 2 and
4. If the judgement is approved,
Places 2 and 4 will be elected as
single member districts. The 1987
election will see Places 1 and 3 up for
election as single member districts
also. The at-large seats will also be
up for election in 1987 but they will be
for a one-year term only. Aecording
to the proposed judgement, the elec-
tions held during odd numbered
years will elect two single member

commissioners and the mayor, while
the even number years will be set for
the election of the other two single
member commissioners and the two
at-large commissioners. In 1989, the
at-large commissioners will begin
running for two-year terms.

The suit, filed by Flora Aguero,
Domingo Landin and Criselda I.an-
din, on behalf of minorities in
Hereford, was established because

the defendants felt that the current
system of electing commissioners
was diluting the voting strength of

minorities.

The attorney for the plaintiff , Bill
Garrett of Dallas, said that the suit
was brought before him in July of
1985. “We had heard some com-
plaints before, but we did not take on
the case officially until June,” Gar-
rett said.

The plaintiffs claimed that the cur-
rent system was not providing equal
representation for the minorities

Hereford Mayor Wes Fisher said
that the city had not recieved any
complaints until the time the suit
was filed. **We had not heard of any
problems, but we were sure willing

Court clears way for

AUSTIN (AP) — Texas teachers
must take a March 10 reading and
writing-test to determine if they are
competent to stay in the classroom,
State District Judge Harley Clark
has ruled.

““The decisions made by the State
Board of Education ... are found to be
lawful and in keeping with the intent
of the statute and the Legislature,”
Clark said Monday.

The Téxas State Teachers Associa-

tion, which challenged the constitu-
tionality of the 1984 law said the
decisison “will allow the state to
make or break the careers of profes-
sional Texcas educators’ based on
the outcame of a single test.

Gov. Mark White said he had
“‘every confidence that Texas
teachers will meet the challenge of
the test.”

Lawmakers trim
their own budgets

AUSTIN (AP) — Lawmakers trim-
med their own budgets and the state
treasurer predicted Texas would
soon have to write hot checks as the
Legislature began dealing with a
projected $1.3 billion budget short-
fall.

“Right now, money is going out
faster than it is coming in,”
Treasurer Ann Richards told a rare
caucus of Senate members Monday,
called to discuss the oil price dilem-
ma that has brought on the budget-
cutting.

In long day of budget actions, the
House Administration Committee
slashed $6.89 million from the House
budget and laid off several
employees. The Senate administra-
tion cut spending by some $2.8
million and imposed a hiring freeze.

But the gloomiest forecast came
from State Treasurer Ann Richards,
who said the state might be forced to
write up to $600 million in overdrawn
checks by year’s end.

“By mid-December, we will have
paid out almost $2 billion more than
the state’s General Revenue Fund
has in the Treasury. This puts the
state into a serious financial
crunch,” she told senators.

If oil prices — and oil tax revenues
— remain at lower than anticipated
levels, state government may find
itself asking banks to honor checks
for which funds won’t be immediate-
ly available, Ms. Richards said.

While up to $1.4 billion could be
transferred from other state funds to
help cover the checks, she said, up to
$600 million might remain outstan-
ding.

“We are working on short-term,
temporary solutions designed to get
us through critical periods of a few
days' duration. Should these
measures fail to cover the state's
obligations, the Treasury would have
to enter into some varriation on an
old-style arrangement used in the
past which calls for the state banks
to honor hot warrants,” she said.

Elsewhere, House Administration
Chairman Mike Millsap, D-Fort
Worth, said House budget cuts were
designed to both help make up the
shortfall and set an example for state
agencies.

“Failure to undertake similar
measures across state government
may only presage a cut in more basic
services,’’ Millsap said.

The cuts totaled 19 percent of the
House administrative budget. Gov
Mark White has asked all state agen-
cies to reduce spending by 13 percent
through Aug. 31, 1987.

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Seat belt law is saving lives

AUSTIN (AP) — State officials say there is a “definite lifesaving
trend" appearing because of the state’s new mandatory seat belt law

‘‘More people are alive today with the seat belt law than would
have been without it,"" Sen Ted Lyon, D-Rockwall, told a news con-
ference Monday.

Lyon, a sponsor of the mandatory seat belt legislation, joined in
the news conference with Director James Adams of the Department
of Public Safety and George Gustafson of the Texas Coalition for
Safety Belts.

DPS statistics for September, when the law took effect, through
December show front seat fatalities in passenger cars and light
trucks were down more than 14 percent, Lyon said.

“‘This indicated 114 fewer deaths occurred than in the same period
for 1984, Lyon said.

Gas antitrust violations looked at

AUSTIN (AP) — The attorney general's department said Monday
it is looking into possible antitrust violations in the sale of gasoline
by major oil companies in Texas.

Ron Dusek, spokesman for Attorney General Jim Mattox, said the
investigation began after his office received complaints from the
Texas Service Station Association and the Lone Star Gas Station
Association.

The complaints said there was a major price difference in gasoline
sold in Oklahoma and in Texas. *“Major oil companies are selling gas
in Texas at higher prices than in Oklahoma," Dusek said.

Dusek said the associations also said gasoline was selling for more
in major urban areas than in rural areas.

"‘There is sometime a difference of 15 and 20 cents," he said.

Still another complaint was that major oil companies are selling
gasoline to jobbers who sell it to independent stations for less thant
the majors sell gasoline to their own stations.

*Our antitrust division is looking into all this with the idea there
might be some antitrust law violations," Dusek said. *“That is the on-
ly action so far."
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Unmanned rockets being considered

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Reagan administration is debating
whether to resurrect unmanned, throwaway rockets as a temporary
replacement for the grounded shuttle fleet in delivering military and
commercial satellites into space.

Acting NASA Administrator William Graham announced Monday
he has ordered investigation of the possibility as part of a search for
“‘alternative approaches,” based on the premise that the Jan. 28

The announcement said unmanned rockets — used infrequently in
recent years as shuttle flights multiplied — could deliver national
security, scientific and commercial equipment, and communica-
tions satellites, into space. Graham did not say what he meant by na-
tional security items, but that apparently was a reference to
surveillance satellites.

In addition to NASA's own efforts, one source, who asked not to be
identified by name, said an inter-agency group is considering the
same approach and is expected to forward its recommendation to
President Reagan shortly.

Proposal for drug tests decried

WASHINGTON (AP) — Charging “witch hunt” and illegal sear-
ches, a civil liberties group and a labor union said a presidential
panel’s proposal for drug testing in government work places would
violate the constitutional rights of federal workers.

The President’s Commission on Organized Crime issued a report
Monday saying the U.S. drug problem has become a threat to na-
tional security and justifies drastic measures such as drug testing on
the job.

““Forcing someone to submit to drug testing is the equivalent to il-
legal search and seizure,” said Kenneth Blaylock, president of the
American Federation of Government Employees, the largest
federal workers' union with 210,000 members.

"‘Drugs have no place at the federal work site or any other work
site. We'll support any reasonable plan to eliminate drug abuse or to
rehabilitate employees suspected of having a problem,” Blaylock
said, but, **We oppose the witch hunt approach.”

2nd claim made on Palme murder

STOCKHOLM, Sweden (AP) — Police hunting for the killer of
Swedish Prime Minister Olof Palme reported they had been told of a
second claim that he was shot by a West German terror group, and
said the kilier could have slipped through border controls.

Police reported little progress in their search for the killer. The na-
tional news agency TT on Monday quoted Police Inspector Jan Win-
ner as saying: “‘We stand about where we were at the beginning.”

Alerts at border points and the Stockholm airport continued, but
security officials said someone who planned carefully might have
gotten through because the controls were not airtight.

Police have said that the killer apparently had stalked Palme for
some time, and that the attack was meticulously planned.

Palme, the 59-year-old head of Sweden's powerful Social
Democratic party, was shot in the back with a .357 magnum revolver
as he walked home from a movie with his wife, Lisbet, in central
Stockholm. Mrs. Palme, 55, was slightly wounded.

Thousands of Swedish workers stood silently for five minutes Mon-
day in honor of Palme. At Volvo automobile plants alone, 15,000
workers laid down their tools.

White has insisted that state
agencies can elimiate the potential
budget deficit through spending cuts,
and he has refused to call a special
legislative session.

However, Sen. John Traeger,
D-Seguin, said Monday that failure
to call a special session could have
dire consequences if oil prices con-
tinue to drop.

“I guarantee you that if that deficit
continues to mount, by the time they
meet next year we're going to be in
stark terror as far as meeting the
state budget,” Traeger said.

Traeger said a special session
should be called and the sales tax
raised to 5 percent from the current
4's percent.

“It's whether you want to gut up
now and anticipate it or wait until
you get into a big hole,"" he said.

For 10 years, atmospheric
scientists at Texas - Tech

Universeity have been
categorizing the
characteristics of various
types of clouds to determine
which of them are most
suitable for rain-making ven-
tures.

Everything -they have
learned about clouds and
seeding them with rain-
enhancing chemicals will be
applied this spring and sum-
mer in a project with the City
of San Angelo and the Col-
orado River Municpal Water
District (CRMWD) in Big
Spring. Atmospheric Science
Professor Gerald M. Jurica
and Dr. William L. Woodley,
a private consultant from
Boulder, Colo., are co-
directors of the project.

Along with a team of
graduate students and
meteorologists for San
Angelo and CRMWD, they
will observe cloud formations
for the right opportunity to in-
duce rain,

“Clouds are alot like peo-
ple,” said Dr. Jurica. ‘‘Dif-
ferent clouds behave dif-
ferently. Before we can
change behavior, we have to
understand it. We had to
learn what causes clouds to
rain, which clouds are likely
to rain and what area of the
cloud causes rain.” .

Texas Tech scientists and
others across the nation have
been collecting that data
since the mid-1970s when the
federal government became
interested in seeding clouds
to increase rain on the High
Plains.

“There is a shortage of
rainfall during the growing
season almost every year on
the High Plains,” Jurica said.
“If rainfall can be increased
at that time, agricultural pro-

ductivity could be higher.

‘““More recently, Texas has
experienced needs for addi-
tional" water for municipal
and industrial use.”

Jurica said if rainfall were
increased only a few inches,
the value of the additional
moisture would be high in
terms of increased
agricultural productivity and
of benefits to cities and in-
dustries.

The City of San Angelo, in a
contract with a Utah firm,
began its cloud seeding effort
last summer. Jurica said it
appears that the amount of
water entering the city's
reservoirs during that time
was higher than average.
However, the data are still
being anaiyzed to d« lermine
if the water level rose as a
result of cloud seeding.

“The basic idea behind
seeding clouds is that when
water drops in clouds freeze
into ice particles, heat is
created. That heat helps the
cloud to grow,” Jurica ex-

plained. “Most clouds don't

develop enough to produce

measurable rainfall.”

Clouds which are most like-
ly to produce at least a little
rain on their own are chosen
for seeding in hopes that rain-
fall will be increased.

“After you have been stu-
dying clouds for a while, you
get to where you have a feel-
ing about which clouds will
rain. That's based on know-
ing that there is no hope for
some clouds, that some are
too big and some are too
small."”

By radar, a cloud system
which will probably produce
some rain is identified.
Researchers then fly into the
cloud and find an area where
water drop material is con-
centrated. Silver iodide, a
chemical which causes water
drops to freeze, is burnt in
flares mounted on the belly of
the aircraft.

“If we can find the right
part of the cloud at the right
time, we should be able to
cause it to get bigger than it
would have on its own,~
Jurica said. “The bigger and
higher the cloud, the greater
its chance for producing rain.

“This is a very delicate
balance we're trying to ad-
just. The timing of adding the
silver iodide is critical.”

Within a few minutes of a
successful application, the
water begins to turn into ice,
he said. The cloud begins to
reach higher into the at-
mosphere and within 15-30
minutes the cloud begins to
produce rain.

Determining whether the
application produced more
rain than would have fallen,
is done by comparing
precipitation with the rainfall
produced by a negrby cloud
system which was not seeded.
Jurica said the procedure is
somewhat crude, but by com-
paring two cloud systems
which were very similar
before the procedure, scien-
lists get a good idea how

'much extra rain is produced
by seeded clouds.

“We try to do this on a day
when the atmosphere wants
to make clouds grow natural-
ly,” Jurica said. ‘‘Clouds
grow because of atmospheric
conditions—either the ground
is being heated or a front
pushes them up into the at-
mosphere

“Most small clouds shoot
up and then die out because

there is just not enough to
them. If a group of cloud
sbegins to develop together,
they cluster to maintain
themselves. Even so, they
just don’t make it most of the
time. We want to give them a
boost
