Included in the package of farm
law changes was a non-binding state-
ment urging the Reagan administra-
tion to make advance crop loans to
farmers in time for spring planting
season. The amendment was
adopted on a 65-18 vote.

Such loans would cost farmers only
about 8 percent interest, rather than
the 13 or 14 percent they otherwise
would have to pay, said Sen.

The agency was expecting a surge
in demand for money beginning to-
day, as farmers began signing up for
price- and income-support programs
for their 1986 crops. Under the law,
they are eligible for immediate sub-
sidy checks when they sign up, as ad-
vances against payments that nor-
mally would come after harvest.

Money also is needed for a range of
other routine programs, including
purchases of surplus dairy products
to support milk prices at levels set by
law.

The House last week passed an
emergency $5 billion money bill for
the CCC that would keep the agency
running at least through the sum-
mer. But when the measure reached
the Senate, it became snarled in a
politically charged debate over the
proposed changes in farm policy.

As finally passed by the Senate, the
money bill was stripped of House
language that conservationists said
would have endangered a new and
ambitious program designed to take
millions of acres of highly erodible
land out of cultivation in the next five
years. It was unclear whether the
House would accept the Senate revi-
sion.

The package has become the vehi-
cle for a controversial change in how
the budget cuts required by the
Gramm-Rudman balanced-budget
law will be achieved in the dairy
price-support program.

DHS says it can't

AUSTIN (AP) — One of the largest
state government agencies says it
can only make about half Gov, Mark
White’s recommended 13 percent cut
in spending.

White urged all state agencies and
universities to trim spending by t
amount to help cover the pro
$1.3 billion budget shortfall brought
on by falling oil prices. Under the
Texas Constitution, White lacks the
actual power to require such cuts.

Wednesday, Department of
Humam: Services Commissioner
Marlin W. Johnson submitted a spen-
ding reduction plan he said will save
$125.9 million over the next 18 mon-
ths — only about half White’s target.

The department’s total two-year
state appropriation was $1.88 billion.

A full 13 percent cut would trim
$245 million, Johnson said, adding,
‘‘We cannot reach that level of reduc-
tion without carving away critical,
primarily fragile elderly and
vulnerable children.”

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Teachers' union blasts Clements

AUSTIN (AP) — Former Gov. Bill Clements’ claim that teacher
pay went up 49 percent during his administration is “hogwash,” says
the leader of a state teacher group.

“Teachers did receive pay raises in Texas during the time
Clements lived in the governor's mansion, but not 49 percent.
Neither were the pay raises due to Clements’ work on behalf of
teachers,” said John Cole, president of the Texas Federation of
Teachers.

The 49 percent claim is carried in campaigri ads for Clements, who
is seeking the Republican nomination for governor.

“Bluntly put, that claim is hogwash,” Cole said at a Wednesday
news conference,

Cole contended that teacher salaries rose at a slower pace and that
much of the increase came over Clements’ opposition.

"“Those who remember Clements’ term in office may be somewhat
surprised by his claim, since it frequently seemed that his zeal for a
war on drugs was second only to his desire for a total war on
teachers,”’ Cole said.

Reggie Bashur, Clements’ press secretary, said TFT’s opposition
to Clements stems from more than his TV ads on education issues.

‘“The whole point of their exercise today is that they don’t like Bill
Clements. They never have and, unfortunately, they probably never
will,” Bashur said Wednesday. °
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Reagan expected to seek shuttle

WASHINGTON (AP) — Reagan administration officials are
preparing a multi-billion-dollar request for Congress to replace the
lost Challenger and to build unmanned rockets to help launch
satellites held Earth-bound by the grounded shuttle fleet, congres-
sional and administration sources say.

These sources, who spoke Wednesday only on condition of
anonymity, said the overall price tag for the space shuttle, related
equipment and at least 10 new Titan rockets could be as much as $4
billion.

It was not clear whether the proposal would seek the full amount
immediately or spread the request over several years; one ad-
ministration official said whether to include some smaller proposals
was still being debated.

The sources said an inter-agency task force is expected to present
the proposal to President Reagan within the next several days, and
decisions on the package are still subject to change.

The administration is under pressure from some members of Con-
gress to move quickly on the proposal, which would represent a com-
prehensive response to the Jan. 28 accident that destroyed the
Challenger arid killed its seven-member crew.

Study links Vietnam with suicides

. BOSTON (AP) — A study suggesting that Vietnam-era veterans
are more likely to commit suicide than those who didn’t serve means
authorities should weigh all the costs involved in military conscrip-
tion, the author says.

“The casualties of forced military service may not be limited to
those that are counted on the battlefield,” researchers wrote in a
study published today in the New England Journal of Medicine.

It concludes that Vietnam-era veterans were 86 percent more like-
ly than non-veterans to die of suicide in the years after the war, and
were 53 percent more likely to die in traffic accidents.

The study ‘“indicates that pefore sending young men to war,
especially one in which they may have experiences similar to those
of Vietnam veterans, those who make the decision should weigh all
the costs,’’ the researchers wrote.

The researchers said their work shows a cause-and-effect relation-
ship between military service in Vietnam and the elevated suicide
risk.

“I'think it demonstrates the experience of being drafted during the
Vietnam era had profound, long-term psychological effects on peo-
ple,” said Dr. Norman Hearst of the University of California, San
Francisco,

WASHINGTON (AP) — Congress
dealt President Reagan a pair of
first-round defeats in the fight over
whether to provide $100 million in aid
to the U.S.-backed guerrillas who are
battling the leftist government of
Nicaragua.

Two Democratic-controlled House
panels generally followed party lines
Wednesday as they voted against
Reagan's request for aid, which in-
cludes $70 million that could be used
for military help and $30 million in
non-lethal aid.

The votes came after Reagan,
leading a lobbying blitz, said the
‘monéy Is heeded for the Contra guer-
rillas **so we will never have to send
our own American boys" to fight the
Sandinista government he says is a

The House Intelligence Committee
turned down the package on a 9-7
vote, with nine of the panel's 10

That was followed minutes later by
an 8-5 vote against the package in the
House Foreign Affairs subcommittee
on the Western Hemisphere.

GATESVILLE, Texas (AP) —
“Three little old ladies’’ helped track
down an old wagon reported stolen
from Gatesville recently that turned
up in bits and pieces aboard the Ses-
quicentennial Wagon Train, officlals

say.

{ﬁemherl of the Coryell County
Historical Museum Society léarned
in early January that a wagon they
were storing for a proposed museum
had disappeared.

After following clues given to them
by people who thought they saw the
wagon, they say they found what
they were looking for — in parts — on
the wagon train.

No one has been charged with the
reported wagon heist, but an in-
vestigation is continuing, said Car-
roll Duke, a Coryell County assistant
district attorney.

It was through the detective work
of retired school teacher Roberta
Powell and her husband, Sam
Powell, that the Coryell County
Sheriff’s Department secured the
wagon when the trail drivers made
camp at a Christine-area ranch in
Atascosa County, south of San An-
tonio.

The wagon's running gear and
some of the side boards were found in
the possession of one of the train's
wagon drivers who said he had
bought the wagon for $200, Duke
said.

Coryell County is in Central Texas.
The wagon train began its journey
Jan. 2 at Sulphur Springs in East
Texas and it has been several hun-
dred miles since.

The parts were retrieved Feb. 25
while the wagon train camped at the
ranch, Duke said. The rest of the
wagon was found on a plece of land
formerly leased by the wagon driver
in McLennan County, Duke said.

The missing wagon first was spot-
ted Jan. 30 by three “little old ladies”
— Mrs. Powell and two of her friends
— who followed the train to Giddings,
Mrs, Powell said.

“I was trying to sneak around and
examine it without being too
obvious,"” she said.

The wagon belongs to the museum
society, a group soliciting funds and
equipment for a proposed county
museum. It was willed to the society
by the Voss family, who asked
Powell to care for the wagon until a
museuin could be built.

‘“Sam had done so much work on
it,” Mrs. Powell said. “He saved it
and preserved it for the museum and
I was just really upset.”

The wagon had been fenced inside
a former lumber yard but was
discovered missing in early January.
Mrs. Powell issued a plea for clues in
area newspapers, and through the
response, managed to track it down.

DEAR ANN LANDERS: I was in-
terested in the letter from “‘Slow
Burn in Kansas.” She had given her
boss an expensive gift for Christmas
and he gave her a jar of honey that
was 50 old it crystallized.

As a spokesperson for the honey in-
dustry, it is my duty to inform the
public that honey never spoils. In
fact, a jar of honey at least 2,000
years old was found recently and it
was still good.

Crystallized honey is very easy to
reliquify. Simply put the jar of honey
in a pan of warm water (about 97
degrees) for an hour and it will
return to its natural consistency.

In ancient times a gift of honey was
considered a thoughtful and signifi-
cant gift.

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) —
Oilman-rancher Clinton Manges has
lost another battle in his bid to hold
onto the San Antonio Gunslingers, his
United States Football League team.

Wednesday, the Fourth Court of
Appeals invalidated his 30-year lease
on Alamo Stadium, a high school
facility owned by the San Antonio In-
depéndent School District.

The court, jn reversing a lower
court’s order, ruled the description
of the property was inadequate in the
lease :

The appeals court also decided im-
proper public notice was given for
the school board meeting where the
lease was signed May 31, 1983. The
notice said the emergency ‘meeting
was for discussions only.

Manges' attorney Marynell
Maloney said the decision would be
appealed to the state Supreme Court.

‘“He has to have a stadium to play
in. We've got to get this reversed by
this fall,” she said.

The USFL goes to a fall schedule
this year, but so far, the Gunslingers
are not scheduled to play in the
league.

Manges waived his players last
June after he failed to meet two over-

A jury trial on the suit was held in
February 1984, but the jury was
dismissed after visiting Judge
Claude Williams of Dallas ruled
there were no facts in dispute.

Williams ruled the lease was good.

The association and the other in-
dividuals appealed, resulting in
Wednesday's ruling.

: The German Catholic influence
prevalent in many turn-of-the-
rentury Texas settlements is still
flourishing in many areas, including
the small Panhandle town of
Nazareth.
. Texas Tech University German
r Meredith McClain said the
was originally founded as
Wynne by two Irish families named
McCormick, but drought forced all
but the two original families to leave
the area. !
. “The nearest Roman Catholic
community to the McCormicks was
the German community of
Rhineland,” McClain said. ‘“The
priest renamed the town Nazareth
and agreed to help recolonize the
town with German settlers.”
. Begun in 1902 with sons and
daughters of German immigrants,
Nazareth remains the oldest surviv-
ing German Catholic settlement in
the Panhandle, McClain said.

Today Nazareth encompasses an
area of approximately 14 square
miles with a population of 700, ap-
proximately 85 percent of which are
of German Catholic heritage, she
said.

McClain said while the German

ethnicity of the town is dwindling, the .

catholic influence is not.

She points to the strong anti-
German feelings during World War 1
and II as possible reasons for the
decline of the German influence.

“During both wars, hostilities
towards German immigrants were
she said. ‘‘Because of
Nazareth's isolation, its citizens felt
more vulnerable than German
Americans grouped together in
larger cities. To prove their

Americanism, the citizens dropped
German from public use and were
constantly over their war bond sales
quotas.”

The continued strong catholic in-
fluence in the town is demonstrated
by a close relationship between
church and school.

The first school in the new town
was a parochial school consisting of
grades one and two. The Benedictine
Nuns from Arkansas were brought in
to teach the classes, she said.

When the parochial school was ab-
sorbed by the public school system in
1939, the nuns remained as part of
the teaching staff and were paid by
the state, a tradition that continues
today, MeClain said.

The school-church relationship
was taken a step further in 1975 when
the school was granted release time
by the state allowing an extra hour
each week so all students could at-
tend catechism class, she said. The
extra time is made up by expanding
the school day.

Because of the isolation of the
town, McClain said the church and
its social orders became a vital part
of the town's social life that con-
tinues today.

“While the town is not as isolated
as it once was, the church social
clubs continue to be a major part of
town life,"”” she said. Through these
clubs the value of the religious com-
munity are further solidified and in-
stilled in each new generation.

The importance of the social clubs
and the heavy involvement of
religion in the school system have
worked to guarantee that the beliefs
and principles of the Catholic Church
are reinforced every day.

““When we first went in they
told us he had between four
and 22 years,” Bubba's
mother, Becky Williams,
said. “But the last time we
went, they told us he only had
six months to a year. His
lungs are just getting weaker
and weaker."

Bubba is not only a victim
of metachromatic
leukodystrophy — which af-
fects the brain’s white matter
— but also of a governmental
policies that do not allow
state agencies to help dying
children.

Janet Barkley-Booher,

Health Department'’s Bureau
of Crippled Children’s Ser-
vices, said the 1933 statute
setting up the agency stresses
that children who can be
rehabilitated should be those
aided.

‘““We have to have a
doctor’s statement,” Mrs.
Barkley-Booher said. “If the
doctor says a child’s condi-
tion can be improved he pro-
bably can qualify for the pro-
gram. If the doctor says the
condition cannot be improv-
ed, he doesn’t qualify.”

Mrs. Barkley-Booher said
the policy, which does allow
assistance to those with the
always-fatal cystic fibrosis,

bureau chief of the State '

has become even more str-
ingent since the last
legislative session, when the
agency’s funding was cut by
15 percent.

“Now Gov. White is asking
us to cut another 13 percent,”
she said. ““There are kids who
are on the program who are
being taken off right now.

Don't top’ landscape trees

COLLEGE STATION -
This is the season when
homeowners and others get
the urge to “top” or “‘dehorn”
landscape trees with the
assumption that the trees will
be better off.

“On the contrary, topping
is one of the worst practices
that can be employed against
shade trees,” emphasizes Dr.
Mike Walterscheidt, forester
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service.

“Topping Trefers to cutting
back branches to stubs and
sometimes all the way to the
trunk," explains
Walterscheidt. “‘This severe-
ly injuries trees and sets
them up for attack by
diseases and insects. Topping
can even kill a treg outright.”

People top trees to reduce
their size (where power lines
may be in the way, for in-
stance), to save money on
competent tree care, and
because they think the prac-
tice will hep the tree, the
forester points out.

“Proper pruning, on the
other hand, involves remov-
ing trashy side branches in
the top of the tree,” explains
Walterscheidt. “This prac-
tice is not nearly as
noticeable as topping and
therefore often goes unnotic-
ed.”

Severe topping causes a
proliferation of buds at the
point where the branch was
cut. Shoots then arise from
these buds, forming a dense
mat at the end of the branch.
This dense growth is shallow-
ly attached and subject to
easy breakage by wind
storms, adds Walterscheidt.

This new mass of growth
also puts a strain on a tree’s

root system since food
reserves have to go to support
it. Thus the tree’s root system
is weakened and overall vigor
is reduced, making the tree
more susceptible to attack
from insects, diseases and
other environmental condi-
tions, Walterscheidt points
out. Sunscald can also be a
problem.

Topping also reduces a
tree’s life expentancy and
therefore affects its value in
the landscape.
Knowledgeable appraisers
will severely reduce the value
of a topped or dehorned tree,
the forester points out.

“Good pruining practices
will retain a tree's natural
form and enable it to be a
much greater asset to the lan-
downer,”' emphasizes
Walterscheidt. ““Considering
how long it takes a tree to
reach full size, proper prun-
ing and care should be a top
priority for the homeowner.”

before, but this is the first
time I have had a personal
experience withit."”

Czepiel said when he first
became aware of Bubba's
case, Mrs. Williams was us-
ing the same suction catheter
— used to help clean her son’s
tracheotomy - day after
day.

“In the hospital, they use
one of these things once and
then throw them away
because of the danger of in-
fection,” Czepiel said. ‘‘She
was just having to use them
over and over."”

Czepiel said workers at the
health district took up a col-
lection and bought a case of
30 catheters, which could last
up to a month.

““We don't have any money
for anything like this, but I
just couldn’t stand it,”
Czepiel said. “There was a
tremendous danger of staph
infection. So everybody chip-
ped in a little to help out.”

Bubba and Mrs. Williams,
who is divorced from her hus-
band, had also been given
other help even before the
newspaper story. The Chris-
tian Information and Service
Center donated a suction
machine and recently paid
the bill so the gas could be
turned back on to Mrs.
Williams' small trailer. A
local medical supply house
has also given Mrs. Williams
time to pay for the oxygen
and equipment they rent.

When the family's
refrigerator went out last
month, a worker for the
Department of Human Ser-
vices donated a small one of
her own and even put
something inside.

““When she brought out that
gallon of milk, I thought I was
going to cry,” Mrs. Williams
said.

Since the newspaper story
last week, more than $600 has
been donated to a special ac-
count at Lufkin Federal Sav-
ings and Loan, food and
medical supplies had been
taken directly to the health
district and more persons
were calling asking how they
could help.

The Angelina County Peace
Officer’s Association, which
donated $500, will also pro-
vide funds for Bubba to take a
special trip, probably to Six
Flags.

A Lufkin service station
owner has also pledged to
give the family $50 per month
for Bubba’s medical supplies,
one free tank of gas per week
and do minor repairs on the
Williams' car.

“I told him that any one of
those things would be
enough,” Czepiel said. “That

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he didn't have to do all of
that. He told me that he could
afford it and that it would
make him and his wife feel
good to doit.”

Mrs. Williams said her
other son's Sunday school
teacher brought the family
some food and the teacher’s
husband paid a $125 debt Mrs.
Williams owed.

“Tell Lufkir thank you,”
Mrs. Williams said. “I
wouldn’t know how to thank
everybody for all they have
done. I feel bad that I can’t do
it properly. There are a lot of
people with love in their
hearts in Lufkin.”

‘““Last Friday things
couldn't have been any
worse,” she said. “We were
wondering how we were go-
ing to make it. Now, look at
all of this. Look at what peo-
ple have done.

“Bubba is really happy
about all of it, too. All he can
do is talk about Six Flags."

The “fatal disease has
weakened Bubba to the point
where he can hardly speak,
but he manages to say two
words clearly: “Thank you."”

The often-smiling Bubba
has developed normally men-
tally through the course of his
disorder, but his body has
steadily weakened so that he
now can no longer hold up his
head.

Mrs. Williams said doctors
first suspected his disorder
when he was 18 months old,
but did not finally confirm it
until a few months ago.

“We felt like something
was wrong from the beginn-
ing,” she saldl. ‘‘He was slow
to do things and he never
would put any weight on his
feet. The doctors told us he
was just developing slowly."

When Bubba could not
walk, other than without help
from his parents, though,
doctors looked for other pro-
blems.

“One time he took 13
steps,” Mrs. Williams said.
“I thought the sky was fall-
ing. He never did that again,
though.”

Mrs. Williams said she
wants to work, something she
has not been able to do
because she has been taking
care of Bubba, and eventual-
ly go to college, perhaps to
become a nurse. She said the
constant worrying is one of
the most difficult things for
her to handle.

ago, when I was newly married, I was
told that I had a slightly tipped uterus.
I had a pessary inserted, ceased hav-
ing severe menstrual cramps and be-
came pregnant. Now my daughter has
been told that she has a slightly tipped
uterus, causing bad menstrual
cramps. The doctor gave her the
choice of Motrin or the Pill. He dis-
missed the idea of a pessary as old-
fashioned, ineffective foolishness.
This is a frustrating situation, given
my own experience. Any suggestions?

DEAR READER — A pessary is a
rubber or plastic device that is insert-
ed deep in the vaginal canal to help
hold the uterus in a more forward po-
sition. Uterine retroversion (bending
backward) can be a cause of menstru-
al cramps when the womb is heavy
with congestion during certain times
in the menstrual cycle.

Pessaries are a nuisance because
they should be removed and cleaned
daily. Therefore, many gynecologists
recommend using medication to re-
lieve menstrual cramps. Nonetheless,
pessaries still can be useful. I don’t
agree with your daughter’s doctor that
pessaries are old-fashioned and inef-

18. Around the time of my parents’ di-
vorce, my menstrual cycle became
very irregular. Can a tragic experi-
ence like a divorce disrupt a menstru-
al cycle? Will it become regular
again?

DEAR READER — Stress can alter
the menstrual cycle. Grief, illness and
malnutrition have been associated

with discontinuation or irregularity of
the cycle. Once the stress is resolved,
the menses usually return to normal.
As time passes and you adapt to your
parents’ divorce, your periods will
probably become regular again. If not,
check with your gynecologist.

DEAR DR. GOTT — I was in a car
wreck and was bruised very badly.
Both my arms and legs go numb. The
doctor said this is because the muscles
in my neck get tense and he gave me
Amitriptyline (10 mg.). Is this a mus-
cle relaxer? Will I ever get over this?

DEAR READER — Amitriptyline
is ordinarily prescribed as an antide-
rressant, Perhaps your doctor be-
ieved that your muscle tension and
pain are partially caused by depres-
sion. If your symptoms are due to the
auto accident, healing will occur with
time and you will feel better.
