LONDON (AP) — Police arrested
21 Libyans in a series of raids early
today, including 4 pilot who threaten-
ed to form an anti-American suicide
squad. The Home Office said they
would be expelled from the country
as a matter of national security.

The Home Office said the Libyans
were suspected of involvement in

The Libyans were detained a day
after the 12 Common Market
members, with Britain leading the
way, decided to clamp down on Li-
byan trade and represen-
tation in Western:

Last month, after the confronta-
tion between the United States and
Libya in the Gulf of Sidra, Tripoli
Radio broadcast a telephone call
from Masaoud in which he said he
and his Libyan classmates in Britain
were offering themselves as ‘‘suicide
squads against America and its ar-

British authorities reacted by
ordering the Libyan cadets, who are
being trained to fly for Libyan Arab
Airlines, to be barred from flying
solo.

Masaoud was the only one of the
estimated 250 Libyan aviation,
engineering and technical trainees in
Britain to be arrested, the Home Of-
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Libya has criticized Britain bitter-
ly for allowing U.S. F-111 bombers
based in Britain to be used in the U.S.
air strike on Libya last Tuesday. Bri-
tain was the only member of the
12-nation Common Market to public-
ly approve of the raid.

A Home Office statement said the
move against the 21 came as the
result of information about their in-
volvement in ‘‘Libyan student
revolutionary activities in the United

Kingdom"' and said their deportation
was “‘conducive to the public good in

the interests of national security.”

Britain severed diplomatic rela-
tions with Libya in April 1984, after
gunfire directed from the Libyan em-
bassy at a crowd of demonstrating
opponents of Col. Moammar
Khadafy killed London policewoman
Yvonne Fletcher.

In 1983, 28,500 Libyan nationals
were admitted to Britain. The
number was cut to under 8,000 in 1984
and in the first six months of last
year, only 1,300 were admitted, about
one-third of them students.

HOUSTON (AP) — The United States’ war on drugs and drug
smugglers nabbed 1.7 million pounds of marijuana, about 11 tons of
cocaine and over 1,300 arrests during a 15-month effort, Vice Presi-
dent George Bush said.

The vice president, in a visit to Ellington Field on Monday, said the
government has joined with Latin American countries to destroy
drug-producing crops in the fields, drug processing laboratories and
to seize illegal drugs.

~~~~A"The war on drugs is precisely that — a war,” Bush said. “And it

will be waged on every front, with every tool the federal government
can bring to bear and in full cooperation with the state and local

An in-take is a tip from someone in law enforcement, the schools, or
the neighborhood, suspecting that a child is being abused.

‘‘Sometimes we even get family members within the family to call
in saying there has been abuse in the home," ssiid Ortiz. “‘But this is
rare.” And, he added, the victims themiselves never call in. - - -

He said Hereford also has an alarming high rate of sexual abuse.
“This mostly involves family members but we do get some that are
non-family members,” said Ortiz.

One morning last week, two calls were received within a half hour.

‘‘Sexual abuse is any sexual act or practice by persons responsible
for the child's health or welfare which threatens or harms the child's
physical, emotional, or social development,” detailed Ortiz.

He said little boys are the hardest to deal with because they have
the hardest time admitting they've been abused.

After getting the intakes, the caseworkers go to the home or
wherever the child is at and talk to the family members.

“‘We determine if there is any abuse and what type or neglect there
is on the part of the child and then we confront who is suspected of
doing the abuse,” explained Ortiz simply.

Once abuse and neglect is found in the home, Ortiz said confron-
ting the parents is the next hardest duty he has. ‘‘Parents tend to

said Ortiz.

Scientists studying

cancer causing genes

The of genes that can
transform healthy cells into
cancerous ones offers a greater hope
of understanding cancer than any
other previous finding. This and
other facts on cancer are in the April
issue of Texas Medicine.

According to author K. John Mor-
row, Jr., PhD, oncogenes are
segments of DNA that can turn nor-
mal cells into malignant cells. DNA
is the basic material of a cell that
carries human ftraits and

the oncogene and come to this con-
clusion, writes the author, who is in
the of biochemistry,
Texas Tech University Health
Sciences Center, Lubbock.

Dr. Morrow writes, “over the
years, cancer has emerged as a
bewildering disease, and it has been
difficult to develop a mechanism that
would éxplain its confusing and con-
tradictory characteristics. The
discovery of oncogene has suc-
cessfully explained many features of
malignancy.” Some of these features
include how oncogenes permit the
cancerous change in cells as a result
of environmental hazards, such as
radiation or ultraviolet light from the

changes in chromosomes, the
material that carries hereditary

Q. I received a substantial
commission in 1985 in addi-
tion to my regular salary.
May I benefit from income
averaging?

A. You could lower your
taxes by income averaging.
Income averaging is an elec-
tive method of computing in-
come tax benefitting an in-
dividual who has unusually
large income in the current
taxable year compared with
income from the three
preceeding years. Although
the Tax Reform Act of 1984
generally tightened the rules
on income averaging,
Schedule G should still be
completed to determine if in-
come averaging is beneficial.
