Sales Tax Check Here 
Total Shows Increase

State Comptroller Bob Bullock 
this week sent checks totaling 
$131.1 million in local tax 
payments to the 1,017 cities that 
levy the one-present local sales 
tax.

Mulcshoc’s check reflected a 
slight decrease over receipts 
received at the same time last 
year. Current payments were 
$29,934.44, compared to 
$28,140.59 for the same pay­
ment a year ago. For the year to 
date, a total of $42,528.87 had 
been received compared to last 
year’s figure of $45,969.08.

In Cochran County, Morton 
rebate checks show a ‘hefty’ 
increase over last year. For the 
second pay period this year, 
Morton received $11,783.50. up 
48.56 percent from the 
$7,932.00 received a year ago. 
Their current payment was 
$8,001.89, as compared to the 
previous year’ s payment of 
$4,186.96. '

Littlefield showed a 1.13 
percent decrease in sales tax 
receipts for the year, with 
payments to date this year of 
$52,172.27, compared to the 
$52,770.98 for the same time 
last year. Their payment a year 
ago was $38,218.69, and the 
current payment was
$38,581.75.

For Friona, a 2.38 percent 
reduction in receipts is noted. 
Friona had received $21,344.18 
for their first two payments last 
year, and the first two payments 
this year total $20,836.37. The 
current payment was
$15,109.48, while for the same 
period last year their payment 
was $14,856.69.

Houston’s check for $21.3 
million was the largest, up 12 
percent from last year’ s pay­
ment of $19 million. Dallas 
received $14.7 million, up eight 
percent from the $13.5 million 
sent last year

San Antonio’s payment ot 
$8.3 million was up 22 percent 
from I985’s figure of $6.8 
million. Austin received $5.9 
million, up 17 percent over last 
year's February payment of $5 
million.

Fort Worth's check for $5 
million was a 27 percent 
increase over last year's $3.9 
million check. El Paso's pay­
ment was $3.1 million -  a 27

The program places wild 
horses and burros from the 
western range with qualified 
individuals that agree to give 
them good homes. The Mule­
shoe center will now be able to 
handle all aspects of the 
adoption program, including 
processing applications for in­
dividual adoptions. Group adop­
tions will still require BLM 
inspection and clearance.

To be eligible to adopt a wild 
orse or burro the adopter must 
e 18 years of age or older;

have no prior violations of 
regulations or convictions of 
inhumane treatment and must 
not have adopted more than 
four animals in the past 12 
months.

A corral fence must be at 
least six feet high for horses, or 
4 Vi-five feet high for burros and 
should consist of rounded pipes, 
poles, wooden planks or similar 
materials that do not pose a 
hazard to the animals. Small 
mesh woven wire fencing with a 
board along the top is accept­
able. Size should be at least 
20x20 feet for each animal. 
Once gentled, the animals may 
be maintained in pastures.

A shelter should include a 
run-in-shed adjacent to corral or 
box stall and barn with a stall 
space at least 12x12 feet per 
animal.

And. that's not quite all! 
Adopted wild horses and burros 
do not automatically become the 
buyers after one year. The BLM 
will send am Application for 
Title about 12 months from the 
adoption date. It must be 
completed with the freezemark 
number for each horse or burro, 
and the buyer’ s veterinarian 
must check each animal and fill 
in the statement on the Applica­
tion to Title that the buyer has 
provided proper care and treat­
ment.

Dear editor.
A lot of people are concerned 

xthat foreign countries are get­
ting the best of us when it 
comes to making cars, television 
sets, cameras, shoes, steel and, 
for all I know, clothespins.

The situation is worse than 
they fear. Some foreign coun­
tries are even ahead of us in 
high finance.

For example, take Peru, Big 
city banks, a lot of them 
American, have loaned Peru 
nearly 14 billion dollars. The 
money has been spent and Peru 
can’t pay it back right now. 
Maybe next year or next 
century or some time or other.

To make this legal, if the 
work can be stretched that far, 
Peru has declared a moratorium 
on those debts, including the 
interest.

How many credit card holders 
in the U.S. whose Christmas 
purchases have come home to 
roost would like to employ this 
Peruvian system of high fi­
nance? Do 'foreign-built cars 
come equipped with debt mor­
atoriums?

Furthermore. Peru has an­
nounced that when it resumes 
paying the interest on its 
foreign debts it ’ ll set the 
interest rate.

Has Washington thought of 
this financial idea? About a 
fourth of the U.S. budget goes 
to paying the interest on the 
money Washington has borrow­
ed and spent and can’ t pay 
back.

Nobody knows for sure how 
much money big U.S. banks 
have loaned not only to Peru 
but to dozens of other countries, 
but we’ll get the exact figures 
when the banks ask Washington 
to bail them out.

When my subscription to the 
Journal comes due, can 1 handle 
the bill with a moratorium? You 
could mail it to me via Peru.

Snacks Accounting 
For More Nutrients

Recent research shows that 
snacks are making a greater 
nutritional contribution to the 
diets of women and children, 
says a Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Service 
nutritionist.

According to Dr. Alice Hunt. 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) scientists compared 
data on the food intake of 
women and children in 1977 to 
new data collected in 1985.

The 1985 data showed that 
more women and children 
reported eating four times a day 
than three times a day.

Seventy-six percent of the 
women and 83 percent of the

children in the current study 
identified one or more of their 
eating occasions as a “ snack.”  
Those figures were much lower

60 percent for women and 62 
percent for children - in 1977.

“ Because we’re eating more 
snacks, they are making a 
greater nutritive contribution to 
our diets,”  says Hunt. For 
example, women in the USDA 
study got nine to 19 percent of 
their calories and nutrients from 
snacks in 1985, compared with 
six to 15 percent in 1977.

Children got to 22 percent of 
their food energy and nutrients 
from snacks in 1985 compared 
with six to 16 percent in 1977.

“ Figures like these should 
make us stop and think about 
the kinds of foods we’ re eating 
and feeding our children for 
snacks,’ ’ she says. “ Many 
standard snack foods - chips, 
cookies, sodas, candy bars - are 
relatively high in sugar, sodium 
and fat for the nutrients they 
provide.”

Hunt says that if a snack is 
going to be the fourth “ meal”  
of the day, it should fit into a 
balanced diet.

A balanced diet will include 
protein foods, dairy products, 
grains and cereals, fruits and 
vegetables each day, while 
going light on fats, sugars and 
alcohol, explains the nutrition­
ist.

A diet without exercise is like 
a car without an engine, it 
won’ t go anywhere. Aerobic 
exercise, like walking, jogging, 
swimming, or bike riding, can 
mean the difference between 
effective weight loss and just 
another failed diet.

Here’s why: exercise drives 
up your metabolic rate. Have 
you ever been on a diet and 
found that your rate of weight 
loss slows down the longer you 
diet? That is because the 
metabolic rate decreased with a 
diet by 10-15%.

Combining exercises with diet 
counter balances the problem by 
increasing your metabolic rate 
to burn more calories.

Many people believe that 
exercise increases the desire to 
eat, but the researchers don’t 
agree. Studies show a decrease 
in appetite follows strenuous 
exercise in most people, es­
pecially those who are normally 
inactive. Exercise also releases 
fat into the bloodstream which 
maintains blood sugar levels. 
Since a drop in blood sugar 
stimulates hunger, exercise re- 
duees hunger pangs.

When you exercise, food 
passes through your intestinal 
tract much faster. This means a 
smaller precentage of the day’s 
calories are absorbed. Exercise 
also has psychological benefits. 
It can give you a sense of 
accomplishments, self-esteem, 
well-being, and self-control. 
With these positive feelings, the 
committment necessary to stay 
on your diet will be easier to 
find.

So, if you’ re on a diet or 
thinking of starting one, put on 
your walking shoes. You’ ll get 
to your weight loss goal a lot 
faster than you will in a car with 
no engine.

tures, grass waterways and 
shallow w ild life ponds are 
eligible for cost-sharing.

All these practices are de­
signed to protect erodible crop­
land which is taken out of 
production as part of the CRP, 
points out Tanksley, and farm­
ers evaluating the various alter­
natives for permanent cover on 
land to be put in the program 
need to consider such areas as 
wildlife enhancement, wildlife 
leasing, investment and returns 
and effectiveness of erosion 
control.

Choice of the conservation 
practice to be used must be 
specified at the time a farmer 
submits his bid for the rental 
payment on his land, Tanksley 
added.

They will also receive annual 
rental payments over the life of 
the 10-year contract which will 
be based on the bids submitted 
at the time of sign-up. The 
sign-up period is March 3-14 at 
local ASCS offices.

As far as the bid is 
concerned, a farmer must deter­
mine a price that will provide 
acceptable net returns per acre 
as compared to traditional 
cropping with and without 
participating in commodity pro­
grams.

This Land 
Is Your Land

Garry Mauro

In the early days of Texas, the founding fathers of Texas 
had great foresight in recognizing that education was a precious 
commodity.

In 1854, our Texas forefathers dedicated 16 million acres 
of public land to help finance public education in Texas. Income 
from these lands, to be managed by the Texas General Land 
Office, was deposited into a special endowment fund for educa­
tion called the Permanent School Fund.

Fortunately for Texas schoolchildren, the income from more 
than 16,000 oil and gas wells flows into the Permanent School 
Fund.

Thanks to this foresight, Texas has an endowment of $4.7 
billion for education, growing steadily every year, because on­
ly the income from its investments—not the principle itself— 
can be spent each year on education. Last year, income from 
these investments was $417 million—enough to provide $145 
per public school pupil for basic education purposes.

Ever since this endowment was set aside by Texas’ founding 
fathers, Texans have invested in education with their land.

Congress is about to approve a bill that will provide Texas 
another $456.37 million for public education. Of that figure, 
$296,865,027 would go into the Permanent School Fund with 
the rest to go into the Available School Fund for immediate 
use in public education.

Why does a cold front 
often arrive unexpectedly, 
without warning? Does it 
move faster than its count- 

. erpart, the warm front? 
w A cold front often 

speeds along at 25 to 35 
miles an hour and gives no 
high-in-the-sky advance 
notice, as do the cirrus 
clouds of a warm front.

This is because the cold 
front, unlike the warm, ar­
rives on the surface before 
it passes over you high 

f  above.
Its leading edge slants 

backward. Therefore, the 
first notice you may have is 
one of gusty, chillier winds, 
and often the cold front 
produces short, intense 
showers-followed by 
colder, and clear, weather.

Cold fronts arrive all 
through the year and do not 

0  n ecessa rily  produce 
precipitation.

In summer you may 
notice nothing other than a 
cooling of the weather. This 
usually means a cold front 
has passed in unnoticed, 
bringing with it more 
pleasant-and usually drier 
-air.

In winter the fronts 
0 bring with them corres­

pondingly colder weather, 
as would be expected.

COLLEGE STATION — Although a 
national survey shows Texas high school 
students who want to be teachers rank 
among the lowest in the nation in math 
and verbal skills, students who graduate 
from college as teachers in Texas will be 
qualified, says Texas A&M University’s 
dean of education.

A study released by the Carnegie 
Foundation for the Advancement of 
Teaching reports that Texas high school 
students who indicate a preference to 
teach ranked 47th in the nation on math 
and verbal skills on the Scholastic Apti­
tude Test (SAT). But Dr Dean Corrigan 
maintains that students who successfully 
complete the state's new teacher re­
quirements will be qualified.

“It’s important to understand that the 
study is based on responses from high 
school seniors who say they want to be 
teachers, not students who are actually 
enrolled in teacher education pro­
grams," Corrigan said.

“Just because people say they want to 
be teachers does not mean they can 
meet the new requirements for teach­

ing, especially in Texas, he said. I ve 
been trying to get this message across 
for years."

Corrigan said it’s wrong to assume 
that Texas teachers will be among the 
worst because students from Texas who 
list teaching as their career preference 
do poorly on the SAT.

“On the contrary, they will be among 
the most qualified if we stick to the new 
standards, continue to attract the kind 
of people who can meet these standards, 
and stop issuing emergency permits to 
unlicensed teachers who are by-passing 
all of the new requirements,” says Cor­
rigan.
