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Grant Culminates Dream for San Jose Community

An announcement by the Department
of Housing and Urban Development
Thursday that a $320,000 grant has been
approved for upgrading the water system
at the Sen Jose community south  of
Hereford marked the fryition of a year
and a half of community effort, and the
culmination of a dream harbored by San
Jose residents for numerous years.
Rafael Quinones of the Environmental
Health Services -office of the Texas
Department of Health Resources in
Canyon reported that the establishment
of an approved water system for the San

Jose community may well mark a major
step toward eventual upgrading of the
environment within the area, long known
as the Hereford ‘‘labor camp."’

**After a water system is established at
San Jose; our next goal will be to secure a
grant for a modern sewer system. This
will-epen the gate to home improvement
loans,"’ said Quinones.

Securing the water system grant for the
San: Jose area has been a long and
cumbersome process, involving residents
of the community, county officials, and
representatives of the Texas Department
of Health Resources.

According to Quinones, the TDH first

identified major health problems within
the San Jose area in late 1976. But a lack
of manpower within the TDHR restricted
the attention which could be devoted to
the problem. '

Then, in 1977, a combination of factors
fell into place and led to an all-out effort
by TDHR representatives, ecounty
officials and San Jose residents to secure
a safe and reliable source of water for the
community, which lies just outside
Hereford's southern limits.

In January of 1977, the Migrant Labor

Program within the TDH was launched,
and immediate attention was focused on
severe health hazards then present at San
Jose.

Health officials began to inform
residents of the community of the need to
remove livestock from the inhabited area,
and started laying groundwork for future
projects.

, Perhaps the crucial turning point in the
whole San Jose water project came inMay
of 1977, when a number of San Jose
residents, remembering a time in the

past when they had no water in their
community, became concerned and

began to request outside help to secure a

better water system.

It was at that time that The Brand

launched a series of articles on the water,
health and sanitation problems at San
Jose, and possible solutions.

_ Ironically, in the second aay of the
series on water problems within the

community, the only well at San Jose

went out, and the residents of the area
were forced to haul their own water for a
number of days while the well was under
repair. £

At this point, when San Jose was

once again reminded of its critical
vulnerability to a shortage of water that a

‘committee of residents, was formed to

explore sources of water system
improvement grants,

According to Quinones, TDH officials
originally consulted with the Farmers
Home Administration on low interest
loans for . improvements at the
community.

“We were told that FmHA couldn’t’
approve any loans, because of the lack of
a public water and sewer system,”’ he
stated. 4

Hereford city commissioners Monday
night awarded a $754,000 contract for
building a new city hall to C.B. Thompson
Construction Co. of Lubbock.

At the same time, commissioners
authorized the issuance of certificates of
obligation which may be redeemed for
cash, to pay for construction of the
building.

The commission will use the
certificates for interim financing and pay
for them as revenue-sharing funds
allocated to the City of Hereford by the
federal government are received. The city
will receive approximately $450,000 in
revenue-sharing funds through Septem-
ber, 1980, City Manager Dudley Bayne

meeting.

Bayne said the city already has
$319,000 in revenue-sharing money set
aside for construction of the 18,000
square-foot city hall.

“*We won't have to issue most of these
certificates of obligation,” Bayne said.
““Probably under $200,000 worth will
have to be issued."”’

Revenue-sharing money is received
each quarter during the year. The next
allotment will be in January, 1979.

The original resolution considered
Monday which stated that the mayor and
city secretary would issue the certificates
drew criticism from Commissioner Emory
Brownlow.

“1 think it should be up to the city
commission to issue them instead of the

Brownlow also questioned the
financing of the soon-to-be constructed
building.

““We've still got a parking lot to build.

Bayne said he could not understand
Brownlow's ‘*hangup.’’ The city manager
added, ‘'l thought everybody was
familiar with this.”" /

$17.291 net operating margin of revenue
over expenses in October, a delighted
administrator Jim Bullard told the county
hospital district board in this morning’s
regular monthly session.

“‘We had more patient admissions in
October than we had the same month last
year,"" said Bullard, explaining the profit.
*‘But total patient days were down. '

1 think it's meaningful to say that .

because our patients, on the average,
don't stay in the hospital as long, our
average cost per stay is $300 less than our
peer group.”’

Bullard defined the peer group as
being *‘other hospitals our size."

There were 239 patients admitted to
Deaf Smith General last month, as
compared to 200 in October, 1977.
However, there were 28 less patient
days--1,040 to 1,068.

The average daily census last month
was 13.5, down 2.1 persons from last

OKLAHMA CITY (AP) -

Suing Over Gas Policy

and the 10th Amendment, which reserves

Charging
to tht ‘states all powers not specifically

+*regional discrimination,”’ and a federal

violation of states’ rights, Oklahoma,
Texas and Leuisiana filed suit Monday
seeking to overturn the Natural Gas
Policy Act of 1978, a key part of President
Carter's energy legislation.

“‘It may be a landmark case, not only in
energy matters but in the matter of state
sovereignty,'’ said Larry Derryberry,
Oklahoma attorney general, ‘‘The issues
in this case go far beyond what is being
contested. They go te the heart of the
question of where state sovereignty ends
and federal authority starts."’

The suit by the three major
gas-producing states was filed in federal
court here against the Federal Energy
Regulagory Commission, which is
responsible for enforcing provisions of
the natural gas act. It attacks the act by
challenging its constitutionality.

The three states are specifically
challenging provisions in the act that for
the first time allow the federal
government to control the price of natural,
gas sold within a state and that compel
states to participate in enforcing the act.

Enforcement of the act would cost
Oklahoma alone an estimates $750,000 a
year, Derryberry said. ;

In their suit, the three states will argue
that the gas act violates the interstate
commerce clause of the U.S. Constitution

State Labor Leaders Uncertain
About Benefits of Carter Plin

DALLAS (AP) - Area labor leaders
attended a briefing Monday by members
of President Carter's Wage-Price
Council, but came away unconvinced the
administration's voluntary controls will
benefit their cause.

The federal panel met with
management in a mild morning session,
then spent the afternoon trying to placate
union representatives.

Deputy Directors Robert Russell and
wage specialist Sean Sullivan outlined the
program before opening the floor to
remarks and questions.

Gene Freeland of the Dallas AFL-CIO
office set the tone when he told Russell
with some vehemence that the 7 percent
average annual wage ceiling is

mandatory in that management would
enforce it.

“'Find ‘me one employer who
won't...and I'll tell you about Santa
_Claus,” Freeland said. ‘“The extremely

poor, and the extremely ich will-comie -

out of it extremely rich.”’

Attending but not taking part in the

give-and-take was Charles Haddock, a
representative of thé Teamsters whose
members will be voting on a key master
freight contract in the first quarter of next
year.

Haddock $aid it had been proposed
from the floor at a local meeting that the *
union seek a 43 percent pay boost in the
first year of their new contract. 1 doubt
that 7 percent will cover the fringes."’
Heddock, who left the meeting early, said
he doubted  if any of the union
representatives present favor the Carter

program.
“‘We should be prepared to endure

more strikes,”’ Russell told the
management representatives, although
he said he was not predicting more
strikes.

Sullivan said the master freight and
petrochemical industry contracts coming
up in the first quarter would set the tone
for labor acceptance of the voluntary
program.

The briefing was the first of a series of
regional sessions scheduled across the
country.

The question of enforcement came up

during the management session, and
Russell hiid a ready answer. He said
Carter plans to publicize- a list of
industries not complying with the
standards, and government agencies will
be prohibited from doing business with
*‘violators."'

Price guidelines ask businesses to hold
annual price increases to one-half of a
percentage point below the average rate
of increase in 1976 and 1977.

WASHINGTON (AP) -
Carter’s anti-inflation program, in its
mere four weeks, is encountering deep
trouble over its voluntary wlge-beneﬁl
guideline.

A growing list of unions is threatening

to ignore the 7 percent lid on annual wage
and fringe benefit increases. and at least
one union is striking over the issue.

Others engaged in current bargaining
arc saving the program exempts~them
and are seeking wage hikes of about 10
pergent.

Carter administration officials. mean-
while. say they may make the program
more flexible by altering the way fringe
benefit ¢ost increases are calculated.
Such refiguring. labor observers say.
would have the effect of relaxing the
wage standard.

The AFL-CI0,and many member
unions have rejected the guideline as
inadequate to protect workers from rising
prices. which are guing up at a rate of
nearly 10 percent a year.

The two-million-member Teamsters
union. which does not belong to the
AFL-CIO. has taken a similar stance.
Teamsters President Frank E. Fitzsim-
mons has said he won't feel bound to the
7 percent guideline when he stans

bargaining next month on a new contract

for 450,000 truckers.

On Monday. the 250.000-member
International Union of Electrical. Radio
and Machine Workers IUE said it, too,
would ignore the guideline.

The IUE said its president. David J.
Fitzmaurice. has told union locals to
conduct negotiations '*as if there were no
guidelines.™

Fitzmaurice said he opposes the
guideline because it does not exclude
cost-of-living wage adjustments and
fringe benefits.

He was taken there by
paramedics after being found in the
Ramada Inn where he was staving since
last Tuesday. said Wapeto.

Authorities said Newman. known
professionally as William Scott. had been
under the care of a clinical psychologist.
Scott Steinberg. an associate of the
psychologist. took Newman to the motel
at 11:50 p.m. Sunday from a residence in
West Hollywood.

Wapeto said- Steinberg called the
parademics after he noticed Newman was
having difficulty breathing shortly after
midnight.

Newman also appeared in films. He,

played an athletic, sadistic fraternity
member in the Paramount movie
**Fraternity Row™" about one year ago.

His father, who 1s married to actress
Joanne Woodward, was notified while on
location in Ohio. police said. but was
unavailble for comment.

Cultist Survivors Sought
in Guyana
GEOR(:ETOWN Guyana (AP)
searched " the jungle

today for hundreds of American cultists
who fled from a mass suicide in which

more than 400 others died. some shot hug_
- most poisoned by a mixture of Kool-Aid

and cyanide.

The U.S. Defense Department uas
flying about 200 troops to Guyana to get
the bodies of the dead in the Jonestown
agricultural settlement which the Rev.
Jim Jones and members of his People’s
Temple established in northwest Guyana
_ four years ago.

The American lroops‘lncluded 29
identification experts. THe troops were
bringing helicopters to facilitate the
transport of the bodies, and the Guyanese
government waived a law requiring
autopsies in homicide cases so that

transfer of the bodies to the United States -

would not be delaved.

The bodies of Jones and his wife were
among 409 corpses which a police
spokesman said Guvanese troops have
counted in and around the meeting hall in
Jonestown. One reporter who visited the
scene said it *'looked like a garbage dump
where somebody dumped a lot of rag
dolls.™

Jones and -several others had been
shot, presumably by themselyes. The
others had drunk Kool-Aid into which the
camp doctor mixed cyvanide.
