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Attention is called to the fact that 
this week, January 27. to be exact, is 
the one-hundredth birthday anniver-
sary of the Reverend Charles Lut-
widge Dodgson. But just who, you 
might ask, is this most Reverend Dod-
son. Among all.the important people 
I might possibly have heard of, the 
Reverend Dodgson's name seemed the 
least familiar. 

On the other hand, how many have 
not heard of Lewis Carroll and his 
famous "Alice in Wonderland." And 
how few know that Lewis Carroll and 
the Reverend Dodgson are the one 
and same person. 

Dodgson was noted as a distinguish-
ed Oxford scholar who wrote mathe-
matical works only an Einstein could 
understand. Altho he later became a 
deacon of the Church of England, and 
a professor in Christ Church College,. 
he is most remembered for his amus-
ing bits for children. Even Queen 
Victoria is said to have been charm-
ed with the "Alice" stories in the 
first glow of their popularity.. 

Those same "Alice" stories have now 
become classics. Who 'is not familiar 
With: 

"The Mad Hare's tea party?" 
` The soup of the evening, beauti-

ful soup?" 
"The Queen of Hearts who made 

some tarts all on a summer .day and 
the Knave of Hearts who stole those 
tarts And Took them away?" 

,(Or those who came) "To talk of 
many things 

Of ships and shoes and sealing wax 
Of cabbages and kings?" 
"Alice in Wonderland" has been 

translated into 12 different languag-
es. These include: French, German, 
Italian, Spanish, Swedish, Norwegian, 
Dutch, Gaelic, Chinese, Arabic, Yid-
dish Esperanto, as well as in Gregg 
and Pitman shorthand. 

The translation of the Chinese ver-
sion of the conversation of the Dutch-
ess with Alice is interesting to ob-
serve: 

"The moral of that is," said the 
Dutchess, "be what you would seem 
to be or, to put it more simply-
Never imagine yourself not to be oth-
erwise than what it might appear to 
others that what you were or might 
have been was not otherwise than 
.what you had been would have ap-
peared to them to be otherwise."

Since youth is always called upon to 
do the fighting, it is interesting to 
inquire how youth feels about war 
and the preparedness for war. 

Such an inquiry has just been made 
by the Intercollegiate Disarmament 
Council of New York. A straw vote 
in 70 colleges thruout the United 
states, among students of both sex-
es, reveals that— 

Out of 24;345 students voting 92 
per cent favored reducing armaments 
and 63 per cent favored the United 
States setting the example by begin-
ning to disarm without waiting for 
action of other nations; 

One third favored 100 percent cuts 
in armaments, provided all nations a-
gree to the same ratio, while one in 
seven advocated a 100 per cent cut 
for the United States regardless of 
action by other nations; 

Out of 19,750 students voting on 
the question of military training in 
colleges, 81 per cent opposed com-
pulsory training. On the other hand 
hand only 38 per cent favored abolish-
ing all military training; 

These tests are highly signified. 
The students voting were smaller 
children during the Great War and 
have no shocking memories of that 
horror to guide their sentiments. In 
spite of . persistent propogan.da by 
the patrioteersand jingoes they are 
choosing the way of' peace.

heavy expense to sheepmen, who have 
been forced to feed hay, grain, cot-
tonseed, dried beet pulp, and other 
concentrates, due to the .poor fall 
pastures. Some supplemental feed-
ing is still being done, but heavy 
winter rains this season give assur-
ance of splendid feed for early lambs, 
as well as ewes. It is believed that 
California spring lambs will be mar-
keted largely in April, May and June. 
Some early lambs will be ready for 
market in January, February and 
March, but supplies during that per-
iod will not be burdensome by any 
means. 

No early contracting of lambs has 
been reported. Wool growers are 
hopeful of better market conditions 
than prevail at present, and will also 
have heavier lambs to market than in 
1931.

Los Angeles, January 26.—Sheep-
men and lamb feeders are encouraged 
because of sharp advances in fat 
lamb ,markets during the past week. 
The advances have taken good and 
choice fat lambs out of the $5.00 
bracket both at Los Angeles and at 
Missouri river points. Los Angeles 
had the highest top in the country 
January 11 when choice Utah lambs 
scored $6.35 here. Since then a great 
many good and choice lambs have 
sold at $6.00, to $6.25 at Los Angeles 
and Chicago. 

The fat lamg market appears to be 
in stronger strategic position than in 
some time, as feedlot supplies are 
rapidly disappearing both in Califor- 
nia and in adjoining states. 	Utah 
and Idaho put only a fraction of the 
usual number of lambs into. feedlots 
for the wirter and it is likely that 
Pacific Cot packers will be forced 
to go some distance for fat lamb sup-
plies between now and April 1st. 
California's spring lamb crop will be-
gin moving in volume about that time, 
it is believed. 

It would not be surprising if this 
week's advances were pretty well 
maintained .and some further price 
improvement does nqt seem unlikely 
during the next few weeks. Colora-
do is feeding about a normal number 
of lambs this year and it is evident 
that Pacific Coast packers will offer 
stronger competition than ever before 
for these lambs. 

California is expected.  to produce a 
heavy crop of milk lambs this spring, 
and promising feed conditions should 
result in a very large percentage of 
fat lambs as contrasted to the poor 
condition of California lambs last 
season, when less than 50 per cent 
were fat. California is producing 
around 2,500,000 lambs annually, of 
Which about a half million ordinarily 
are shipped east, either on foot, or 
under refrigeration after being 
slaughtered at Coast points.

Making More Sur- 
veys of State Line

veys have been made on the state line 
between Texas and Oklahoma on the 
north. By a close check on the gov-
ernment documents I have found that 
this line has never been agreed upon 
by the Congress of the United States 
or has either state government signed 
any agreement on this boundary. 
This does not mean, however, that 
there has ever been a dispute over 
the line in any way, but it does mean 
that the line should be establish-
ed and agreed upon by every one con-
cerned. 

It seems to me that instead of the 
government going to the expense of 
surveying this line so often that they 
could adopt some line of the past, we 
will say one made in 1859 between the 
north and the south over the slave 
question, which was the 36 degree and 
30 min. north latitude line, or take 
the old Clarke survey that was com-
pleted in 1892 by John H. Clarke at 
which time a monument was placed 
at the Northeast corner of the Pan-
handle and was adopted as being 0. 
K, The adopting of either of these 
lines would mean several changes to 
be made by the folks living along the 
line as it would be only a few rods 
off the present used line.

An acre was reckoned in England as 
the amount of land that a yoke of 
oxen could plow in a day, until the 
establishment of a definite measure 
by the laws of the thirteenth century 
and later. Larger units of power and 
the development of new plows have 
elimiated the significance of the 
early meaning of this word, states 
the research department of the Na-
tional Association of Farm Equipment 
Manufacturers. 	A, farmer with six 
good horses driven in tandem can 
now cover at least five acres a day 
with a two bottom plow. Where a 
two plow tractor is used, seven or 
eight acres may be plowed in a ten-
hour day. With more power and an 
extra share 12 acres may be covered. 
If a one-way of vertical disk plow is 
used, 40.  acres or more may be. turn-
ed, depending upon the size of plow 
and power used.
