The general election will 
bear the names of candidates 
nominated in demecnatic and 
republican primaries held 
last May. With one exception 
all contested elections will be 
those that are statewide, , in-
cluding U. S. Senator, gover-
non and other state offices. 

The lone exception is a lo-
cal race Per justice of the 
peace in which B. A. Butler

No other county or district 
offices are in contest.

Less we forget, Tuesday, 
November 3 is election day. 
Down in this country where 
the Democrats have so long 
dominated the political polls 
that nomination for a politi-
cal office by the democrat 
voters has been tantamount to 
election, we tend to down-
grade the general election ex-
cept in presidential years, and 
tc stay away from the voting 
boxes in droves. 

We take a big interest in 
the primary elections which 

me are held in May, and then ig-
r'hore the really official voting 

in November. The primary 
electionsc are party affairs, 
conducted under rigid State 
regulations, but paid for by 

4 ithe candidates, and their re-
sults are nominations for the 
offices sought, not election to 
those offices. 

The general election in 
November conducted by the 
state and paid for by public 
funds, is the important one. 
It decides who is to be elect-
ed. 

The nominations of all part-
ies are printed in appropraite 
columns on the general elec-
tion ballots, and there are 
places for write-in if the 
voter doesn't like the choices 
which the electors of the var-
ious parties made in their pri-
mary elections. 

But only one democratic 
candidate, one republican 
candidate, one independent, 
etc, can be printed on the gen-
eral ballot. 

If you failed to vote in the 
primaries or if you fail to 
vote in the general election, 
you are allowing somebody 
else to cast your vote, so to 
speak, and it may or may not 
be the kind of a vote you 

p would have cast had you gone 
to the polls and made your 
choice of record. 

If you voted in one of the 
primaries you are morally ob- 

e  legated to vote for the candi-
date nominated in that pri-
mary, but politically you are 
not. You ca.i vote for the 
candidate of another party if 
you wish and no one is going 
to throw your vote out if it 
is properly cast. 

But the important thing is 
to vote .... to make your own 
choice, and not let some vo-
ter who thinks seriously of 

ts obligalions as 'a citizen 
the vote you failed to 

record. As has been said a lot 
of times, there are no vacu-
ums in politics, religion or 
life—if you fail to, fill your 
place, someone else will take 
it. 

Besides the elective offic-
ers there are seven proposed 
amendments to the constit-
tution of the State of Texas to 
be voted upon. There has been 
a great deal of discussion of 
these amendments in the 
Press, and there will continue 
to be until the time for the 
voting. If you have not in-. 

.med yourself about them, 
y I suggest that you do so 

between now and the election 
and make a decision on how 
you are going to vote before 

cryou go to the polls. It is easier 
that way, and it makes for 
sounder judgment.

The easeern one-third of 
West Texas, east of the 100th 
meridian, showed a larger 
growth than other areas in 
both population and other 
economic factors.

and a small building housing 
the community scales just 
south of the Masonic Hall. 

Filling stations across the 
street were in great danger 
'but were saved by valiant 
work of ;firemen. 

The bigest fish story ever 
told in this area was in the 
mouths of every; citizen in 
this section in the spring of 
1952, when the fishing com-
mittee for Lakewood Lake at 
Lakewood Country Club de-
cided to completely rid the 
lake of fish while the water 
was low, in order to get rid 
of undesirable fish and re-
stock the lake as it filled a-
gain. 

The committee was made 
up of Bob Needham, Elmo 
Smith and Cecil Carr. 

Game Wardens were con-
sulted as to the best process 
to use. Warden John Wood of 
,Brownwood advised the use 
of Rotentone, a substance 
that did not poison the fish 
but closed their gills and thus 
they died from suffocation for 
the lack of air. 

Warden Wood said, "the 

fish are definitely not poison-
ed and could be used for food 
with no danger whatsoever." 
As Rotontone took effect the 
fish came to the top of the 
water at once. 

The committee invited the 
general public to come out and 
help remove fish from the 
lake. A number of boats were 
used and the work started in 
the early morning of March 
21, 1952, and lasted until all 
fish were removed from the 
water. Game wardens were on 
hand to supervise the work. 

The lake had • been stock-
ed in 1934 with bass and cat-
fish. The largest catfish can-
gth on fish day weighed 48 
pounds. 

Discarded fish were used by 
farmers for fertilizer. There 
were numerous fish fries dur-
the ensuing days.
