Others are to combine 
safety agencies that perform 
criminal justice functions, 
establish laws permitting 
judges to advise juries of 
certain term possibilities, 
provide for use of permanent 
school fund for bonds, pro-
vide a bill of rights for crime 
victims, regulate raffles of 
certain nonprofit organiza-
tions, pass laws to create 
hospital districts, give 
assistance to fire depart-
ments, repeal time limita-
tions on water conservation 
bonds, allow local govern-
ments to invest funds and 
issue college savings bonds.

Now and then the book 
seems to take aim at the 
human condition, and there's 
a considerable target to shoot 
at! "On the fringes of Christi-
anity wander many who al-
low their materialistic crav-
ing for possessions to lead

There is a better, more sat-
isfying way to live, the book 
seems to say. first, you ac-
knowledge that nothing re-
ally belongs to you - it was 
entrusted to you by God, your 
Creator. How you handle the 
things trusted to you reveals 
your heart and probably the 
destiny of your existance. 

There are highlights in each 
chapter, including the ones 
on "A Christian's Value Sys-
tem," and "Stewards In the 
Home." On parenting, 
Brazell says that "Parents 
cannot choose to transfer their 
character development re-
sponsibilities to a grandpar-
ent, a baby-sitter, a teacher, 
friend, or even to the minister 
and the Church. Children 
begin forming their charac-
ters as they watch their par-
ems, who are their first and 
most influential teachers." 

Brazell says there are seven 
gifts that parents owe their 
children. He has this list: 

1. A good name.

—Pain spreading to the 
shoulders, neck or arms. 

-Severe pain, dizziness, 
rhilliit tie sweating, nausea or 
shortness of breath. 

Not all these warning signs 
occur in every heart attack. 
And sometimes the symp-
toms subside and then 
return. But if you notice any 
of them, don't wait to see 
what happens next. 

Don't push the panic but-
ton. 

During a heart attack, the 
heart muscle doesn't die in-
stant!) — the damage in-
creases with time. There are 
medications that can help 
stop the damage if you can 
get them early enough. So, if 
you have chest discomfort 
that lasts two minutes or 
more, stay calm, tell so-
meone near you what is hap-
pening, and:

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A PETITION SIGNATURE AT THIS TIME -- 

COULD SPELL ECONOMIC DOOM 

FOR EASTLAND COUNTY!!!!!! 
Certainly, the right to petition is an American right and no one ob- 

jects to an election, but the timing could be critical. The election 
may not be held until after the Texas Department of Corrections 

makes its final selections on Nov. 13th, and Eastland County could 
be rejected simply because of its lack of positive action. 

Eastland County can expect significant eco-
nomic advantages If It is chosen as the site for 
a 2,250 bed maximum security prison. But 800 
new permanent Jobs with a $19 million payroll 
would be Just the beginning. 

Cr itics of the effort to loca tea prison in Eastland 
County have noted that the land to be donated 
to the State would go off the local tax roles. 
Current taxes on the land to be donated in-
cludes 51051 to the Carbon Independent School 
District and $332 to Eastland County. 

School enrollment gains, however, would 
more than make up for any lost tax reve-
nue. Ray Saunders, Superintendent of 
Cisco IS D, notes, "The State of Texas 
provides approximately $2,000 for each 
child enrolled in the public schools." 

Tax revenue from two new homes in the 
Carbon district would more than offset that 
lost by the prison acreage. 

Today, Texas communities are looking 
at alternative ways to help assure their 
continued economic viability. A state 
prison has become an attractive alterna-
tive. 

The primary reason so many Texas communi-
ties are trying to secure a prison is pure and 
simple ... economic. Gone are the days when 
Texas communities can rely coley on our state's 
abundant natural resources for survival. 

Texas communities need an economic boost. 
Many have seen the economic advantages 
offered by a state prison. 

800 permanent Jobs and a $19 million annual 
payroll are two reasons Texas communities 
are vying to be selected as a site for a new state 
prison. But those significant economic bene-
fits are Just the beginning. 

Most of the cost of the water and sewer addi-
tions have been planned whether the prison 
locates here or not. 

If Eastland County is successful in secur-
ing a maximum security, 2,250 bed cor-
rectional facility, some 800 new perma-
nent Jobs with an annual payroll of $19 
million would be added to the county's 
economy. But the impact of those jobs 
and that payroll would be much more 
far-reaching. 

The income of workers increases the income of 
the merchants with whom the workers trade, 
the incomes of the merchants' suppliers, and 
so on. 

The McGraw-Hill Dictionary of Modern Eco-
nomicsk explains the economic concept called 
the "multiplier." Money spent sets off a chain 
reaction, or the multiplier concept. 

Of course, the dollars do not multiply In-
definitely because people ordinarily do 
no spend all their income. They spend 
some and save some. 

According to the McGraw-HIII book, the 
multiplier's final effect can be calculated by 
dividing the numeral 1 by the percentage of 
new income saved. 

A state prison in Eastland County would 
create some 800 new permanent jobs with 
an annual payroll of $19 million. And 
that's Just the beginning of the economic 
impact. 

The cost of wa ter and sewerage facilities to the 
prison would be self-liquidating because of 
the revenue received from the prison. 

In other prison counties, the prison em-
ployees are a valuable and public-spir-
ited group of people. 

Applying the multiplier formula in the 
McGraw-Hill book to the $19 million dollar 
annual payroll a prison would bring to Eastland 
County would yield the following results: 
If people on the average save 20% of their 
income, a $19 million increase in income will 
raise total Income by $95 million (1/0.20=5; 
5x$19 million-495 million). In other words, 
money multiplies and means more money for 
Eastland County and its businesses and resi-
dents. Theimpact of locating a prison in the 
county would be major. 

A prison in Eastland County would have 
significant economic Impact. It would of-
fer long-term, stable employment that 
would make Eastland County less suscep-
tible to economic slumps. 

The addition of a stable, "recession proof" 
employer like a state prison would be helpful 
as school districts, hospital districts, and city 
and county governments forecast revenue for 
their budgets. 

"People who work at a prison are consumers 
and taxpayers," says Dr. Charles M. Barnes, 
who headed the preparation of Eastland 
County's proposal for a prison. "They buy 
from local buisnesses and contribute ad val-
orem and sales tax revenues to local taxing dis-
tricts."

This year marks the 67th 
anniversary of National Fire 
Prevention Week. The week-
long observance was first 
established in 1922 by Presi-
dent Warren Harding in 
memory of the so-called 
"Great Chicago Fire" of Oc- 

tober 9, 1871. 
That conflagration killed 

250 people and destroyed 
17,430 buildings at a cost of 
$168 million. People began 

thinking in terms of fire pre-
vention in addition to fire 
fighting as a result of this fire. 

times have to beg for equip-
ment and the funds to keep 
the department going, and 
they may have to listen the 
screams of a parent while they 
remove the burned body of a 
dead child from a burning 
home. Or it may be the dis-
membered and bleeding body 
of a car wreck victim. 

Why do people endure the 
hardships required to be a 
fireman? Each individual 
must have his, or her, rea-
sons, but they probably in-
clude words like: concern, 
community involvement, 
pride in their comm unity, and 
pride in doing a job that 
someone must do. 

They hold insurance rates 
lower by protecting homes 
and businesses, and even 
entire cities, from total disas-
ter, and even more important, 
they save lives and hopes. 

FIRE PREVENTION GlUIDELINES 

A volunteer fireman is a 

man, or sometimes a lady, 
who at the sound of an alarm 
or a beeper leaves what he or 
she is doing to go to the aid of 

a neighbor. 
A warm building in winter 

or an airconditioned building 
in summerare usually quickly 
exchanged for blistering in-
tense heat, chocking and 
blinding smoke, and the dan-
gerof bums,collapsing build-
ings, and suffocation. And if'

types of weather and at all 
hours of the day and night.

The State Board of In-
surance, State Fire Mar-
shal's Office offer the follow-
ing guidelines for practicing 
fire prevention in the home: 
1) Keep matches and 
lighters away from small 
children. 
2) Do not use gasoline or 
flammable liquids for clean-
ing in the home. Do not use 
them to start or freshen a 
fire for heating or cooking. 
3) Provide proper ventila-
tion for portable gas and oil 
heaters or fire places. 
4) Do not smoke in bed. 
5) Before going to bed, check 
upholstered furniture to en-
sure that smoking materials 
are not lodged in the fur-
niture. 
6) Dispose of smoking 
materials safely. Store them 
out-of-doors in a metal con-
tainer and immerse them 
with water to make sure that 
they are completely out. 
7) Make sure that heating 
and cooking appliances are 
properly installed and used 
according to instructions. 
8) Make sure that all elec-
trical cords are safe. Elec-
trical cords should not be 
placed under rugs, over 
hooks, in door openings or 
other traffic paths. Check 
cords routinely for wear. Do 
not puncture cords with 
tacks, nails or other sharp 
objects and do not use cords 
which appear to be cracked, 
pinched, punctured or other-
wise damaged. Electric 
cords that are worn or 
damaged should be discon-
nected and immediately 
disposed of. 
9) Use only the correct size 
fuses in fuse boxes. 
10) Keep basement, closets, 
attic and garage cleared of 
combustibles such as 
papers, cartons, old fur-
niture, clothes or oil-soaked 
rags. 
11) Store gasoline and other 
flammable liquids in closed 
containers away from heat, 
sparks and children, 
preferably away from the 
house. Never store flam-
mable liquids in glass jugs, 
old bleach bottles or 
makeshift containers. 
12) Keep paint stored in clos-
ed metal containers and 
discard paint-laden brushes. 
13) Furnaces, stoves and 
stove pipes should be kept 
will away from combustible 
walls and ceilings.

Fire departments in Texas reported 102,849 
fires which killed 299 people, injured 2,476 and 
destroyed more than $346 million in property 
during 1988, according to data submitted by 
Texas fire departments through the Texas Fire 
Incident Reporting System (TEXFIRS) 

When compared to fires reported in 1987, the 
number of fires increased nearly ten percent in 
1988 and property loss by a little over one per-
cent. 

Residential properties suffered the most 
damage from fire. Of the 25,419 building fires 
reported in 1988, 18,870 or 74 percent occured 
in residences. In addition, more people were 
killed (175 fatalities), and injured (935 in-
juries) in residential fires than in any other 
type of occupancy. 

The major cause of fires or fire-related in-
juries in residences last year was careless 
cooking. More than 4,000 residential structure 
fires involved cooking appliances. These fires 
resulted in at least 206 injuries, nine fatalities 
and an estimated 13.8 million in property 
damage.

These fires caused over $40 
million in residential property damage, the 
highest estimated dollar loss of any residen-
tial fire. 

The greatest number of fatalities in residen-
tial fires ocured in fires 'caused by careless 
smoking. Careless smoking caused 1,046 
residential fires which resulted in 25 
fatalities, 85 injuries and an estimated $8.5 
million in property damage. Incendiary and 
suspicious fires ranked second as the cause of 
fatal residential fires with 19 fatalities. 
Heating-related fires ranked third among 
fatal residential fires with 11 fatalities, 104 in-
juries and more than $15 million in residential 
property damage. 

Among all fire related fatalities reported 
last year, young and old people were more 
severely affected than people in other age 
groups, according to data from TEXFIRS, the 
Texas Health Department, and the Federal 
Census Bureau. 

Children aged four and under comprised 18.7 
percent of all fire related fatalities, but 
children of that age group only made up 8.9 
percent of the state population. Also, fires 
ranked third among the leading causes of ac-
cidental deaths of children in that age group. 

Adults aged 60 and over made up 40.8 per-
cent of all fire deaths but only 13.9 percent of 
the state population. Among the leading 
causes of accidental deaths, fire ranked fourth 
for people in that age group. 

Together children aged 14 and under and 
adults aged 60 and over accounted for more. 
than 201 fatalities, or 67 percent of all fire 
related fatalities in Texas last year, even 
though the people in those age groups only 
comprise 33.9 percent of the state population.
