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100th Anniversary

During this year,
Higginbotham Bros. &
Co., a corporation
operating eighteen
locations in Central
Texas, is celebrating
its 100th year in
business.

Lucy and John
James Higginbotham
moved from Water
Valley, Mississippi,
with four of their
twelve children and
settled in Dublin,
Texas in December,
1880. Five of their
children were already
living in or near
Dublin, two of whom
were married
daughters. Several
members of this fami-
ly immediately started
opening general mer-
cantile stores, the first
two being in De Leon
and Dublin and both of
these are still in the
same location today.

The De Leon store
was established in
January, 1881 -hy the.
oldest and youngest
sons, B.T. and J.M.
Higginbotham. In the
early days this store
operated under the
name of Higginbotham
& Co. The Dublin store,
Higginbothamn & Son,
was also opened in
1881. Mr. Higgin-
botham died in 1883,
soon after moving to
Dublin, but his wife
managed to hold the
family together and
they continued the
business and opened
other partnership
stores.

Three of the sons,
R.W., J.M., and Ben
started the store in
Stephenville in 1891. It
was Higginbotham
Company. The Town-
send Oldham Co. was
established in Gorman
in 1900 by R.W. Higgin-
botham and Clem
Oldham and F.W.
Townsend, son and
son-in-law of Jenny
Higginbotham
Oldham, and Robert
Fry, son of Sue Higgin-
botham Fry.

Other stores that
have been in operation
since the early 1900’s
are Comanche, Rising

Star, Ballinger,
Gustine, and Cross
Plains. The present

manager of ‘the Ball-
inger store is C.R.
Ayers, who is a grand-
son of Sarah Higgin-
botham Williams, and
he has been an
employee of Higgin-
bothams for fifty
years.

The Brownwood
location was added to
the chain in 1926 and
Hamilton and Brady in
1928. A lumberyard in
Winters was purchas-
ed in 1942 and one in
Weatherford in 1955.
During the 1970’s
lumberyards have
been opened in Gran-
bury, Cleburne, Cop-
peras Cove, and Glen
Rose.

From 1881 to 1917,
the stores operated in-
dependently. In 1917,
the business was
reorganized and all of
the stores became Hig-

ginbotham Bros. & Co.
the corporations pre-
sent name, and a
General Office was
established in Coman-
che. The eighteen loca-
tions now under its
management and
supervision retail
general merchandise
which includes piece
goods, ladies’ and
men’s wear, shoes, fur-
niture, hardware,
plumbing, and lumber.
Four of the locations
operate funeral homes.
They employ approx-
imately 265 people.

It has not always
been smooth sailing for
this pioneer company,
but it has managed to
survive droughts and
oil booms and busts
and continued to grow.
Some of their stores
have been discon-

tinued due to the

changing times were
located in Texarkana,
San Angelo, Blanket,
Lee Ray, Desdemona,
Breckenridge, Snyder,
Hico, Rotan, Coleman,
Carbon, and Pioneer.

This corporation is
still family owned with
several still active in
the business as officers
and directors. Owner-
ship is now in the fifth
generation. Their 100th
Anniversary
Stockholders’s
Meeting was held in
January and approx-
imately 200
stockholders and their
families attended this
celebration. It was
more like a big family
reunion.

about use if the insec-
ticide malathion to
control Mediterranean
fruit flies, the material
has a proven track
record of being safe
and free of health
hazards.

‘““Malathion has been
with us a long time—
since the early
1950’s—and is one of the
most commonly used
insecticides by
farmers, homeowners
and gardeners,’’ points
out Dr. Phil Hamman,
entomologist with the
Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, Texas
A&M University
System. Hamman says
he has been innun-
dated with telephone
calls since the Califor-
nia controversy from
people wanting to
know about the safety
of malathion.

Tests sponsored by
the National Cancer
Institute have shown
malathion to be both
non-carcinogenic (not
causing cancer) and
non-mutagenic (not
causing genetic
changes).

According to Dr. Bill
Plapp, research tox-
icoligist with the Texas
Agricultural Experi-
ment Station,
malathion is one of the
least dangerous insec-
ticides in use today.

‘““Malathion is
routinely used by
many homeowners and
gardeners to control
insectss and mites on
trees, shrubs,
houseplants, flowers
and vegetables. It is
also used to control ex-
ternal parasites on
pets,” says Hamman.

sect pests of crops. For:
instance, it has been:
used in large area con-;
trol programs for boll:

pers in West Texas.

Another major use of
malathion in Texas has {
been for mosquito con-:

1966-67 and again in:

malathion to control.
outbreaks of St. louis:
encephalitis  and:
Venezuelan '
encephalomyelitis,
diseases spread by’
mosquitoes.” -

The entomologist
points out that in all of
these uses of:
malathion, there has
been no record of pro-
blems involving
human health.

Of course, Hamman
cautions users of
malathion as well as
other insecticides to
follow common sense
precautions for safe
and effective results..
This means following
directions on the pro-
duct label, avoiding
any unneccessary con-
tact with the insec-
ticide, and washing
your hands after use.
He also suggests
scrubbing sprayed
fruits or vegetables
before cooking or
eating.

AUSTIN,
TEX.--State Comp-
troller Bob Bullock
Friday

“What the Attorney
General is suggesting
makes about as much
sense as burning down
your house to get rid of
mice. Texas con-
sumers will end up be-
ing burned and burned
bad,”” Bullock said.

Bullock said an
analysis of a 30 percent
severance tax on oil
and gas will increase
the taxes the average
Texas motorist pays in
severance taxes each
year for the purchase
of gasoline from $26.56

Vital to Ag Producers

COLLEGE STATION-
-Estate planning at
some point becomes a
concern of every
farmer, contends an
economist in manage-
ment here.

Dr. Wayne Hayenga,
an attorney as well as
economist with the
Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, Texas
A&M University
System, says an ‘‘asset
freeze” is one of the
biggest estate planning
ideas with respect to
preparing for disposi-
tion of farm land.

The first goal of an
asset freeze is to fix, at
today’s price levels,
the taxable estate of
the landowner and to
let all future apprecia-
tion in the land pass
directly .to the next
generation without be-
ing subject to tax in the
landowner’s estate,
Hayenga explains.

A second goal is to
make sure that the lan-
downer can still retain
operating control and
the income from the
. land as he or she lives.

To secure this right,
the landowner sets up
a corporation. This
‘corporation is

authorized to issue two

classes of stock--
common stock and
preferred stock.

The landowner
transfers his farm land
to the corporation for
both some common
stock and some prefer-
red stock. At this point
the landowner is still
the sole owner and the
stockholder of the cor-
poration, the
economist explains.

After the corporation
is set up, the lan-
downer then chooses
one of the two benefits
under the gift and
estate tax laws. These
benefits are the annual
$3,000 exemption, and
the lifetime unified
credit equivalent ex-

emption of $175,625.

By using the annual
$3,000 exemption, lan-
downers can give
anybody and
everybody up to $3,000
worth of property each
year gift tax free. Also,
the landowner can give
a one time gift of
$175,625 away using his
equivalent exemption
credit and not pay any
gift taxes with cash out
of his pocket, Hayenga
adds.

‘“After selecting the
best gift program for
his goals, the lan-
downer can make gifts
of the common stock to

his expected heirs. As

the. land value in-
creases, the increase
will go to the common
stockholders if the cor-
porate charter is struc-
tured properly. The
value of preferred
stock will remain cons-
tant at its original
value,” he explains.

Thus, the landowner
gives away all of the
common stock and
keeps only his prefer-
red stock. The amount
he keeps depends on
how he used his gift ex-
emptions and credits,
Hayenga says.

For example: A lan-
downer transfers
$500,000 of farm land to
a corporation in 1981.
He or she receives
$100,000 of common
stock and $400,000 of
preferred stock in a
tax-free exchange. In
the first few years, the
landowner transfers
all of the common
stock to the children.

Then, 10 years later,
after incorporating,
the landowner may
die. At this time, if the
land continued to ap-
preciate at 10 percent,
the farm would be
worth $1,290,000. Since
the landowner gave
away all common

'stock anf kept only the

preferred stock, the
estate would contain

 RESIDENTIAL

only $400,000 of prefer-
red stock.
“Depending on how
the landowner made
use of gift exemptions
"and  credits, approx-
imately $890,000 would
escape taxation and
probate costs in the
estate. Estimated tax
and administrative

savings of approx-

imately $336,000 would
result,”” Hayenga ex-
plains.

To gain benefit, the
landowner first has to
respect the corporate
form selected for doing
business. Owners of
each share have a vote
in business matters.
But when the corpora-
tion is set up, owner-
ship can be structured
so the landowner will
retain voting control as
long as he or she owns
preferred stock.

Income tax costs
may increase oOr
decrease, depending
on the individual
business and the
owners’ goals.

The major continu-
ing cost of corporation
in Texas may be the
state franchise tax,
which has a rate of
$4.25 per $1,000 of cor-
porate net worth. This
“net worth’” is based
on what the assets
transferred to the cor-
poration’ cost the
former owner, not
what they were worth
when transferred to
the corporation or
their current value. So,
if a farmer has owned
land for a long time,
this cost may be low.

“Finally, expect
some additionally ac-
counting and legal
costs over that of a pro-
prietorship, but these
should be small,”
Hayenga adds.

There are some addi-
tional requirements
and other minor
technicalities, but
most can be met with a
minimum of effort.
Also, other rules must
be met, but most of
these other points are

in establishing classes
of stock and will be
done by legal advisors
without any concern on,

the part of the lan-

downer.

SSI Payments
Available

There are probably
many people living in
the Abilene area who
may be eligible for
supplemental security
income (SSI)
payments who do not
think so because they
believe the small in-
come they have makes
them ineligible, Glyn
Hammons, social
security  district
manager in Abilene,
said recently.

People can be eligi-
ble for SSI even though
they receive a small
social security check
or some other small
pension or annuity,
Hammons said.

SSI payments can be
made to people 65 or
older, or blind, or
disabled who do not
have much income and
do not own much per-
sonal or other proper-
ty.

Starting this month
the maximum Federal
SSI payment is $264.70
for an individual and
$397 for an eligibie cou-
ple. The amount ac-
tually payable may be
less if the persons has
other income, Ham-
mons said. This is
because after the first
$20 of unearned income
a month, the re-
mainder reduces the
SSI payment dollar for
dollar.

A person can also
have earnings from
work and still get some
SSI payment. The first
$65 of earned income in
a month does not count
at all and only half the
amount above $65
counts.

There is a limit on
the amount of property
a person can own, but
not all property counts.
A home a person lives

in does not count, nor
do personal effects,
household goods, or a
car in most cases.
People who know of
someone who may be
eligible for SSI should
encourage him or her
to contact the Abilene
social security office
for more information
about the possibility of
applying. The people
there will be glad to
answer any questions.

AUSTIN--Texas
Railroad Commis-
sioner Mack Wallace
today expressed shock
at opposition from the
oil industry and some
states to increasing oil
and gas exploration on
‘federal lands.

“Year after year, in-
dustry has begged the
government for
greater access to
federal lands for in-
creased exploration
and production,” he
said. ‘“‘Now, instead of
rejoicing over the ex-
panded, accelerated
federal leasing pro-
gram, complaints have
been voiced from both
inside and outside the
industry.”

Recently, the U.S.
Interior Department
announced plans to
open up one billion
acres of offshore land
to oil and gas explora-
tion over the next five
years.

Wallace made the
statement to oil in-
dustry representatives
gathered for the Com-
mission’s monthly
statewide oil and gas
proration hearing
here.

The Commissioner
challenged the in-
dustry to concentrate
on domestic rather
than foreign explora-
tion, saying the in-
dustry’s increasing ex-

ploration overseas,
coupled with a lack of
U.S. production incen-
tives, apparently
makes it more pro-
fitable to drill overseas
than at home.

‘““ want to do
whatever is necessary
to insure that
American-made drill-
ing rigs are operating
on American soil - it is
in the national in-
terest,” he said.

Wallace cited the
millions of dollars U.S.

oil companies are

spending this year ex-
ploring and developing
oil resources in In-
donesia, Angola, and
China, and said, “I am
much more interested
in jobs for Americans
than I am jobs for
roughnecks in China or
drillers in Angola.”

“Why cannot the
United States
Presidents and the
United States Con-
gresses make it possi-
ble and equally attrac-
tive for companies to
drill in America?” he
asked, noting that only
two percent of

America has ever been
explored by a drill bit
and only three percent
of U.S. federal offshore
lands has ever been of-
fered for lease until
now.

“Before this nation
finance a worldwide
exploration program,
we should thoroughly
inventory our own
resources and- set
about developing a suf-
ficienct energy base
that will guarantee our
position of world
leadership,” the Com-
missioner stated.

Wallace told the oil
industry represen-
tatives that the time
has come to ‘“fish or
cut bait.”

However, we are still
almost 40 percent
dependent on unstable
foreign sources for our
daily crude oil needs.”

“There is no glut of

oil in America,’’
Wallace said.

In closing, the
Railroad Commis-
sion’s -senior member
called for the country
to stop erecting bar-
riers to all-out produc-
tion in America and to
thrust the full weight of
government and in-
dustry behind explora-
tion and production at
home.

For almost a decade we in government and vou in the
private sector have been talking about developing a
national energy policy.

We have generated enough computer printouts from
enough energy use models to bury the entire Congress, and
a substantial number of bureaucrats as well. We have
generated enough regulations to confuse the most
dedicated businessman and make lawyers rich. But until
now, we have not had anything that could honestly be
called an effective energy policy.

But in all this fruitless search for an energy policy, the
planners failed to take into account the most obvious and
the most critical element -- the American people and their
ability to respond to a changing world.

The Administration is in the process of evolving a
policy which will put the people and their marketplace in
the center of the equation where they belong. That is not 10
say government can wash its hands of the problem and
walk away.

There is a legitimate role for the federal government in
developing new sources of energy, in cnsuring energy
security and even in regulation. But this role should start
where the ability of the private sector to handle the
situation ends. We must stop the government from inhib-
iing energy indepenrlence,

All Americans are involved in making energy policy.
When an individual decides to form a carpool because the
price of gasoline is too high to drive alone, he is helping
create a conservation policy. When an independent pro-
ducer decides 1o drill an oil well on the hope of 2 return on
his investment, he is implementing a policy of increased
production.

Computers cannot gauge human responses to future
situations with precision. That is a major reason so many
projections of future energy production and consumption
have been wrong.

Increased reliance on the market decisions Americans
make every day offers a continuing national referendum
which is a far better means of charting the nation’s energy
path than stubborn reliance on government dictales or a
combination of subsidies and regulations.

; Certain mitigating measures may be required from
time 10 time 10 avoid unacceptable burdens on one sector
of our society or another, but these can best be considered
in the context of social, not energy, policy.

I he President’s action to end oii price controis and (o
dismantle the burdensome regulatory apparatus associated
with those controls was a major step in implementing an
energy policy focused on market realities. The challenge
ahead is (o provide a healthy economy and policy environ-
ment that enables citizens, businesses and state and local
governments (o make rational energy production and con-
sumption decisions -- decisions that reflect the true value,
in every sense, of all the nation’s resources.

Panicky, piecemeal efforts by government to relieve
energy supply and price uncertainties have been and always
will'be counterproductive.

I know that the citizens, the energy producers and the
industries of Texas stand ready to do their share and more
in implementing a reasonable energy policy which relies on
the traditional greatness of the American people and their
_i_n_gcnuily and resourcefulness.

Congressional Comment

WASHINGTON, D.C. —
When one embarks on an at-
tempt to effect change in
government, there are no
guarantees that the trip will be
a smooth or easy one.

During the past vear, since
I became convinced that the
political current of the
Democratic Party, with its ob-
vious strong drift toward
‘“‘spend, spend, spend and tax,
tax, tax,"" philosophical objec-
tives, needed change, I have
weathered some strong opposi-
tion to my convictions.

On November 4, 1980, the
American voting public con-
firmed what I had come to
believe, that that philosophy
had brought this nation 16 the
brink of economic disaster.
The decision that voters made
last November was not so
much a *“‘turning out’’ of some
politicians as it was a turn away
from current economic policy.
It was not a mandate to follow
any man or political party

blindly, but to open our eyes to _

the dangers such an economic
policy had pressed upon us and
to change course before it was
too late.

I remain committed to
changing that course and doing
so in the fairest and most
equitable manner that I think is
possible. The first steps toward
that change, sharply cutting
the level of government spend-
ing, were relatively easy votes
to cast. There was a clear-cut
difference in approaches
presented to the Congress dur-
ing the budget considerations.
I have voted my convictions
and my conscience, even
though those votes have been
politically difficult and have

estranged me somewhat from
some of the leadership of the
Democratic Party. While there
is talk of “‘punishing’’ conser-
vative Democrats for their sup-
port of that austere budget, I
would cast the same votes
today or any day, regardless of
the cost to my political future.

One of the first things that
members of my Democratic
leadership told me when I came
to the Congress was that at no
time would they ever ask me to
vole against my convictions or
my conscience. I have every
right to expect them to honor
that committment.

Leadership, in its truest
sense, is a very lonely business.
It 1s more a matter of following
the dictates of one's con-
science, rather than necessarily
marching in rank with one's
party or blindly following the
dictates of any one person or
giving in to political expedi-
ency.

At this writing, [ have not
decided what course I will take
on the tax cut, as I have yet to
examine final versions of the
two proposals and make a per-
sonal assessment of the issues
included in each. I realize that
whatever my decision may be,
there will be those who will
criticize my actions and 1 will
honestly and sincerely respect
those differing opinions.

As | told my colleagues on
the House Floor during debate
on the budget reconciliation,
the beauty of the American
system of government is that
reasonable men may disagree. I
might also suggest the wisdom
in agreeable men being able to
reason, as well.

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White grub worms
can do a lot of damage
to lawn grasses by
feeding on the roots.
The damage is most
noticeable in the spr-
ing when the grubs are
large. However, they
are difficult to kill at
that stage.

Now is the time to
control white grubs.
The worms hatched
from eggs during the
last month. They are
small now and just
beginning to feed on
roots of Bermudagrass
and St.
Augustinegrass. The
best time for treat-
ment is from now until
August 15.

If you are not sure if
you have a white grub
problem examine at
least one square foot of
sod for each 1,000
square feet of lawn
area. Chemical treat-

ment is needed if there
are more than four
grubs per square foot

Diazinon provides
good control and
should be used at
recommended rates
given on the chemical
container label. The
granular form is easier
to apply and to wash
into the soil than liquid
or spray formulation.
After using granules,
drag the grass with a
tow sack or water hose
to knock them down to
the soil. Then apply
enough water to soak
the granules into the
soil.

Apply diazinon
sprays at the rate of 25
gallons of water, in-
cluding the insecticide
per 1,000 square feet to
wash the insecticide in-
to the soil; wetting the
lawn before spraying
also helps. Always
keep children and pets
off the treated lawn un-
til the grass is dry.

The key to white
grub control in home

lawns is proper timing
of chemcials applica-
tion, and getting the in-
secticide through the
grass to the root zone
where grubs are
feeding.

Millions of credit
cards are lost or stolen
each year with
millions of dollars of
unauthorized pur-
chases made on these
cards.

Consumers are par-
tially protected
against financial
losses when credit
cards are stolen or
i0st. The federal Truth-
in-Lending Act pro-
vides that the max-
imum liability of a
credit card holder is
$50 for wunauthorized
charges made on a
credit card.

However, many con-
sumers carry a
number of credit cards
and if, for example,
they lose 10 cards, they
are liable for $500. To
‘avoid problems and
financial burdens of
credit card loses,
follow these tips:

1. Cut up and throw
away all cards not

needed or used
regularly.
2. Maintain a safe

place where a list is
placed of all credit
cards and numbers.
3. Keep a list of the toll-
free numbers to con-
tact if cards are lost.
Most companies that
provide credit cards
will provide a postage-
paid postcard to send
in the event that the
credit card is lost or
stolen. Keep this in a
safe place because it
usually shows the
credit card number as
well as a toll-free
number to call.
4. Notify the issuer of a
lost card immediately.
5. Upon receiving a
new card, sign it im-
mediately.
6. Never loan a credit
card to anyone who
hasn’t been authorized
to use it by the issuer -
this is a violation of
contract.
