It 
is, on the contrary, the nor-
mal condition, and our farm-
ers and ranchers have learned 
to cope with it pretty well in 
all but its most serious stag-
es. When those conditions oc-
cur they have learned to 
wait, grin and pray. It has 
always rained. It will rain 
again. You can bet on that.

EASTLAND — Eastland coun-
ty is undergoing the, most ser-
ous drought in the history of 
the county's farming, accord-
ing to County Agent J. M. Coop-
er. 

Rainfall so far this year has 
been as followS: January, 2 
inches; February, 2.10; Mareh, 
1.20; April, .30; May, 1.10; and 
June, .60. The normal average 
annual rainfall is 2 ?inches 
with the majority of the rain 
falling in May and June. The 
schedule indicates the seriouh 
lack of moisture. 

!Acording to the 1959 United 
States census, the total value 
of field crops for the county 
is $1,618,000, and the value of 
livestock and livestock products 
is $3,951,212. With values high 
as these at stake, the drought 
is a serious matter for area 
farmers and ranchers. 

Mr. Cooper recently con-
ducted a county-wide survey of 
farm and ranch conditions and 
the effects of the lack of rain-
fall. Most farmers throughout 
the county report that as little 
as 10 percent of the peanut 
crops have been planted due to 
dryness, with as little as half 
of these crops being harvested. 

Most grazing grass is short, 
thin and dry, and livestock. 
tanks are drying up. Many 
farmers are hauling water to 
livestock. The county agent's 
office has already begun to try 
to get relief for county farmers

There were 
some spots in which even 
trees seemed to be dying for 
lack of mositure — notably 
a clump of what I believe is 
called sumac. North of Gor-
man there were occasional 
patches of dying cedars al-
thouch these had been killed 
by the land owner to con-
serve the range, I am sure.

YOU CAN'T ENFORCE A BET 

Is a bet with a friend, with 
witnesses present, a valid con-
tract upon mhich you can col• 
lect in court? Can you force a 
person to pay off o bet he made 
with you? 

Jim was the town's most loy-
al supporter of the Marysville 
baseball team, even though the 
team was having a dissapoint-
ing season. Tom, a supporter of 
Johnstown, a rival team, of-
fered to bet Jim a sizeable sum 
of money that Johnstown would 
beat Marysville. 
Jim was quick to accept and 
asked several bystanders if they 
would be witnesses to the bet. 

That weekend Marysville won, 
but Tam refused to pay. Jim 
-claimed that the bet amounted 
to a valid and binding contract. 
He wanted to bring a lawsuit 
against Tom to collect the man-
e& that he felt Tom legally 
owed him. However, he was ad- 
vised that he did not have a 
rase. 

The bet that they made was a 
gambling contract, and as such 
was illegal. Where both parties 
assert rights founded on a con-
tract which is illegal and void, 
the court will refuse to enforce 
it, leaving the parties just where 
they placed themselves, and as 
they were before coming into 
court. The court has said that 
they owe it to public justice and 
to their own integrity to refuse 
to enforce contracts essentially 
violating morality or public 
policy. It is a juidicial duty al-
ways to turn a claimant upon 
such a contract out of court 
regardless of how the character 
of the contract is made to ap-
pear. 

In this case, even though Jim 
could prove that he had a con-
tract with Tom, and regardless 
of the number of witnesses Jim 
could call into court to swear 
to the :terms of the contract, 
the contract itself was an il-
legal one, made for an illegal 
purpose, gambling, and as such 
the courts will refuse to enforce

Blend one tablespoon milk 
with a drop or two of the de-
sired food coloring. For flavor, 
a drop of peppermint, vanilla 
or almond extract may also be 
added. Place 1-% cups flaked 
or fine grated coconut in a jar 
or similiar container. Pour in 
milk and food coloring mix-
ture. Shake the container up 
and down vigorously until well 
blended. Tint sugar in the same 
manner, dissolving food color-
ing in one teaspoon water in-
stead of milk. 

When chlorine bleach solu-
tions are mixed with ammonia, 
lye, , vinegar, 	or toilet bowl 
cleaners a very dangerous gas 
is liberated which can cause in-
jury or death.

It is important for pondown-
ers to fill the applicaion card 
correctly and not to "hedge" on 
the size of the pond in an effort 
to get more fish, comments 
the specialist. It is just as bad 
to stock a pond with too many 
of the right kind as it is to 
stock it with undesirable kinds. 
Just as range land has a cer-
tain capacity for a specific unm-
ber of animals, a pond can on-
ly support a specific number 
of kinds of desirable fish.

If you• want all kinds, 
then bas, channel catfish, and 
redear sunfish are compatible." 1  

Evidence indicates that it is 
not necessary to stock a for-
age fish along with largemouth, 
bass, explains Klussman. Many t 
sources still recommend stock-
ing a sunfish such as the blue-
gill alori, with bass. These cov-
er large sections of the coun-
try insluding states north of 
Texas where the growing and 
spawning seasons are shorter 
and more favorable for bass-
bluegill combinations. 

A female bluegill can spawn 
as many as four times during 
a single season in Texas, notes 
the specialist. The result is 
thousands of small bluegills 
that never reach edible size. 

Another factor contributing 
to the bluegill dilemma is that 
bluggills are not the "ice cream" 
in any fish's diet. Bass prefer 
feeding on their own kind and 
other species rather than on 
bluegills, says Klussmann. Chan-
nel catfish are scavangers and 
eat few bluegills. 

If sunfish are ddsired, the 
most suitable species in the 
redear since it spawns only 
once a year and thereby length-
ens the time befire over-
crowding occurs, says the spe-
cialist. 

Crappie or white perch should 
not be stocked in ponds having 
less than five to 10 surface 
acres because, like bluegills, 
they will overpopulate a small 
pond in one or two years. 

A pond should always be 
stocked with fingerlings that 
are approximately the same 
size, such as those obtained 
from state and federal hatcher-
ies, says the specialist. Never 
go to a nearby stream and 
sein the fish for strain?. 

"A balanced fish population 
is almost impossible to obtain 
if stocking of all sizes and kinds 
of fish is practiced. Never intro-
duce fingerlings into a pond 
containing adult fish, particular-
ly bass," warns Klussmann. "A 
pond should be stocked with a 
balanced group of fingerlings 
only after the adults have been 
removed." 

Fingerlings for stocking pri-
vate ponds can be obtained free 
of charge from either state or 
federal hatcheries.
