Falling moisture
began turning to ice Friday
evening and continuing
freezing temperatures set
the stage for more ice Satur-
day, turning to sleet in the
evening. Temperatures re-
mained in the 20’s Sunday
but the sun began to melt the
ice Monday morning,
although travel advisories

were still in effect as waler:

on streets and highways

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began to freeze after sunset.

West Texas Utilitis Co.
Manager Travis Williams
said that in the Rising Star
area there were six different
cases of trouble due to the
icy conditions. Most of the
trouble occurred Saturday
and Williams attributes the
change in weather condi-
tions from freezing rain to
sleet Saturday evening and
the calm air on Sunday to the
fact that less trouble was
reported on Sunday.

Saturday and Sunday,
Williams said. About an inch
to an inch and a half of ice
had formed on conductors.
In Rising Star in general the
power was off three times
for a total of from and hour
and twenty minutes to an
hour and a half. Although the
ice was less heavy in the
May area the WTU crew
responded four or five times
to reports of interrupted
power. In genral the May
customers were without
power for a total of an hour
to an hour and a half.

Last Year’s Rainfall Total

Rising Star’s rainfall for
1986 was an unusually large
amount. John Cooper, who
lives at the western edge of
town, kept a record through
the year and reports that the
total amounted to 49.5 in-
ches.

" Cooper reported no rain in
January, 1.9 in February, .9
in March, 1.8 in April, 10.5 in
May, 13.0 in June, 3.0in July,
.9 in August, 4.6 In
September, 6.0 in October,
3.9 in November and 2.4 in
December.

_On his farm several miles
to the southeast of Rising
Star Homer West began
keeping a record with the
heavy rainfall accompanied

by nail and high winds that
fell May 8, the beginning of
the wet year. His total for
those months was 43.7 inches
of rainfall.

Flooding occurred three or
four times during the year,
notably in early June. Heavy
rainfalls of near four to six
inches occurred four or more
times, in May, June and Oc-
Lober.

disasters, including the
holdover of drought condi-
tions early in the year, hail,
flooding and tornadoes.
Through the year the timing
of rainfall was generally not
kind to area farmers.

“Therefore I urge every
family-size farmer in the
slate of Texas to seriously
lake inlo account this new
relationship belween in-
surance coverage and
emergency loan eligibility.”

Federally subsidized
mulltile-peril crop insurance
is now available for all
wheal, corn, barley, grain
sorghum, oats, upland cotton
and rice, plus an addtional 35
specially crops in most
growing areas. The govern-
ment subsidy reduces the
program costs by about 50%,
Futch said, making crop in-
surance a worthwhile option
to consider regardless of the
newly required tie-in with
emergency loan eligibility.

If a farmer obtains the in-

swaure tequred and if the
value of his crop loss is still
30% or more after the in-
surance payment, the opera-
lion will be eligible for con-
sideration for an emergency
loan. _

Effective in January, the
new requirement will affect
crops planted in 1987 and
thus will not affect winter
wheal or_other winter-
seeded craps planted in 1986
and harvested in 1987. In-
surance must be multiple-
peril, covering most forms of
disaster, rather than hail on-
ly.

The closing date for in-
surance sales on spring-
planted crops in the state of
Texas will vary. Closing
dales for insurance sales in
the Coastal and South Texas
areas is February 15, for
East Texas and Blackland
areas it is March 31 and for
the Rolling Plains and High
Plains areas il is April 15.
Because of these dales and
the fact that a prevented-
planting endorsement for
eligible crops must be
elecled 45 days prior o sales
closing, Fultch urged
farmers to contacl their
local insurance agents pro-
mptly.

Information 1is also
available at FCTC field of-
fices and through most coun-
Ly offices of the Agricultural
Stabilization and Conserva-
tion Service (ASCS).

A glittering but
treacherous ice storm held
Eastland County in its grip
from about 4 p.m. Friday un-
til noon Monday.

The bright sun Monday
morning began to thaw
several layers of ice, sleet
and snow on roadways,
power lines and trees.

The storm, which came in
with overlapping artic
fronts, caused most public
events lo be canceled or
postponed. All but emergen-
cy travel come to a standstill
throughout the county.

There were numerous ac-
cidents and one weather-
related traffic death occurr-
ing in the county. Another
traffic fatality near Del.eon
claimed the life of a Carbon
woman, Mrs. Sherrill
(Joyce) Taylor.

A freezing mist Friday
night left the first glaze of ice
on all roads, with the
freeway and other
pavementls becoming
dangerous. A brief but heavy
rain Saturday morning froze
as quickly as it fell. Sleet
began soon after the rain,
and intermittent sleet and
snow continued through the
day and part of the night. By
that time any driver out on
the roads was traveling over
solid 1ce.

On Monday morning Sgl.
Malhews of the Texas
Department of Public Safety

LUluay  @ld clalnp culic
remedy called for tincture of
opium, red pepper, pepper-
mint and camphor, equal
portions: 'z teaspoonful
dose.

The recipe for Great
Western Linament: 1 qt
alcohol. 3 drams gum cam-
phor, 3 balsam fur, 3
laudanum. 3 oil of sassafras,
3 sulphatis ether, 3 oil
qurganum, 3 tinct.
calchicine, 3 queac, 1'z
spirits turpentine, 1'z au-
quamonia, 1'z tinct. cap-
cicum, 'z oil horse or pep-
permint, 3 chloroform. Let
stand 24 hours. then use.

LESS EXPENSIVE
DOESN’'T MEAN LESS
NUTRITION:

Spending more money on
food doesn't necessarily
mean you're getting more
nutrition. Consider the
following examples:

-Enriched specialty
breads, such as French and
Italian, cost up to three
times more than enriched
white bread with similar
nutritional value.

-Parboiled (converted)
rice and regular rice have
the same nutritional value,
but the converted rice costs
twice as much.

-Fresh, frozen and canned
fruits and vegetables have
essentially the same nutri-
tional value. Fresh produce
in season is usually cheaper.

-Nonfat dry milk, skim
milk, lowfat milk and whole
milk have the same amount
of calcium, riboflavin and
protein. Nonfat milk is the
least expensive. If there are
sales among different types
of fluid milk, you would get
the same nutrition by bying
the least expensive as the
most expensive. But do
remember that for children
under 2, whole milk is
recommended.

-Lean meat from a lower
cost cut is similar in food
value to lean meat from a
higher cost cuts. For exam-
ple, cooked lean from a pot
roast or round steak, trimm-
ed of fat, is as nutritious as
porterhouse steak, trimmed
of fat.

If you are on a tight budget
for good, you don’t need to
feel like you're short-
changing your family nutri-
tionally. Most of the added
cost for food products pays
for packaing and conve-
nience.

If you stick to basic food
products, you can save
money. And if you buy a
variety of foods from the
basic food groups of meat,
poultry and fish; breads and
cereals; fruits and

Use Clean

Microwave

COLLEGE STATION--
Compared to cleaning a con-
ventional oven, cleaning a
microwave is easy — SO easy
that many people don’t do it
often enough.

According to a Texas A&M
University Agricultural Ex-
tension Service home
economist, infrequent clean-
ing can impair the efficiency
of a microwave oven.

"*Microwaves are absorb-
ed by food, whether that food
is on the walls of the oven or
in a dish,” says Dr Susan
Quiring, ‘“so a build-up of
food particles on the oven
surfaces can slow the cook-
ing process.” :

To remove foods that have
cooked onto the oven sur-
faces, the home economist
suggests boiling a cup of
water in a bowl for several
minutes. The steam will con-
dense on the oven surfaces
and make the food easier to
wipe away.

Food soil build-up, cooking
strong flavored foods,
repeated overcooking and
smoke from overcooked
potatoes, bacon or popcorn
can cause oders in a
microwave oven, she adds.

After thoroughly cleaning
the oven, remove odors by
boiling a solution of 2 cup
lemon juice and one cup
water in a bowl for several
minutes, Quiring says. Then
let the solution stand in the
oven for 56 minutes.
