EASTLAND. —Eastland coun-

ty commissioners Friday, in an , s 
unannounced called meeting,' 
voted to renew the USDA Sur-1 
plus Food Program in this coun-
ty for another year. The ac- , 
tion came as somewhat of a 
surprise since some members of 
the court had earlier indicated 
their plans to oppose renewal 
of the contract. 

In signing up for the govern-
ment program for another year, 
the commissioners voted to drop 
their purchase of surplus food 
commodities f r o rn enough to 
serve 1900 people monthly: to 
1100 people monthly. 

The court took action after 
it was learned that during the 
past six months an average of 
less than 1400 people received 
the commodities, while the coun-
ty was paying for enough food 
for 1900 people. 

The surplus food program in 
this county would have ended 
August 31 if the court had not 
signed another one year con-
tract with the government. The 
program has been in effect since 
late in 1957 and has been re-
newed each year for an addi-
tional year since that time. 

Since 1957 it is estimated that 
some $200,000 in surplus food 
has been distributed in this 
countsA As many as 1900 per-
sons lave shared the food in 
one month alone. Lately, since 
some of te most popular foods 
—such as butter—has been cut 
off the list, the number of per-
sons asking for the food has 
dropped off sharply. 

It is estimated that since the 
program began, 53,000 "custo-
mers have received food in 33 
issues.
