I take the prophecy to be

to coerce more acreage.”

EDITORIAL

As one plans to enter college,
he will be thinking a lot about
the costs. This is perhaps one of
the most important things to con-
sider when choosing a college to
attend. Of course, part-time em-
ployment is attainable and often
necessary; however, one should
not spend so much time work-
ing to pay his way through school
that he i1s unable to keep up
with his studying. It is therefore,
essential for some students to
find other avenues to travel. For
example — acquiring loans. These
may be from either private in-
dividuals or from federal and
state funds set aside for this
purpose. The student will want
ta take into consideration that
there is usually an interest charge
on federal and state loans. If one
plans to become a teacher, he
might apply for the National De-
fense Student Loan, which will
allow a student up to $1,000 per
year with an interest rate of 3
percent beginning the year after
graduation. Fifty percent of his
loan may be cancelled if he en-
ters elementary, high school, or
college teaching. Another avenue
of obtaining money for college
1s through summer employment,
through which a student might
expect to save up to $300 or $400.
In conclusion, a lack of funds
should not discourage anyone
from attending the college of his
choice; but rather, it should be
a challenge!

The Gordon Spot

By DeWitt Gordon

This is a good time to plant
fruit trees. January and Febru-
try are considered the best
months for fruit tree planting.

One of the main things to re-
member when planting fruit
trees is to unpack them imme-

diately upon arrive from the
nurseryman. If the trees can-
not be planted at once, they

should be heeled in by digging
a ftrench sufficiently wide and
deep to receive the roots. After
putting the tree roots in the
trench, cover with moist soil.

Before the trees are planted,
any broken or diseased roots
should be pruned off. If any of
the roots have dried out in stor-
age or transit, soak them' in
water for six to "2 hours. Be
carefu]l] to keep the roots from
drying out in the planting oper-
ation.

When you are ready to set
the tree out, dig a hole large
enough so that the tree will be
about two inches lower than it
grew in the nursery. Use good
top soil or sand to fill in around
the roots. Seil should be packed
tirmly around the roots. The
top two or three inches of the
soil should be left loose so it
will absorb moisture. Water the
tree at the time ie is planted.

Choose varieties that are ad-

apted to our area. I would sug-
gest choosing varieties that will
ripen at different times. There
are peach wvarieties that will
ripen as early as May and some
will ripen as late as September.

In some areas, especially in
sandy soils, nematodes will lim-
it production or
trees. There are now peach trees
available with nematode resist-
ant root stocks.

Nematodes are microscopic
worms which occur in the soil
and represent a limiting factor
to the production of home and
commercial orchards. Nematodes
are particularly bad in areas
where peaches are planted on
land previously in peaches.

Stunted trees which defol-
jiate prematurely are typical of
root knot damaged trees. Close
examination of the root system
reveals small irregular shaped
galls on the roots.
~ Chemical control of nematodes
is possiljle, but expensive in
peach orchards.

Research done by Texas A&M
Experiment Station indicates
that both Okinawa and Nema-
guard. are rootstocks which can
grown to avoid rootknot nema-
tode damage.

Marketing Quota And Allotments

Secrcizry of Agriculture Or-
ville I.. Freeman has announced
a nz..cnal peanut marketing
quota of 1,489,250 tons and a
national allotment of 1,610,000

acres for picking and threshing
for the 1968 crop.

Growers who comply with their
allotments will be eligible for
price support at a rate to be an-
nounced later, and marketing
penalnes will apply to any “ex-
cess” peanuts produced.

Legislation provides
Secretary of Agriculture must
proclaim a national marketing
quota and a national acreage al-
lotment each year. The legisla-
tion further provides that the
marketing quota must ke estab-
lished at the higher of either (1)
the average quantity of peanuts
harvested for nuts duirng the 5
years immediately preceding the
year in which the guota is pro-
claimed, adjusted for current
trends and prospective demand
conditions, or (2) that quantity
sufficient to provide a national
acreage allotment of 1,610,000
acres.

In determining the marketing
quota for the 1968 crop of pea-
nuts, a “normal’ yield of 1,850
pounds per: acre was used. This
yield, multiplied‘by the;minimum
national acreage allotment ° of
1,610,000 acres, results in the 1968
nationzl peanut'marketing gquota
of 1,489,250 tons.

The national . peanut. acreage
allotment, less one-tenth of 1 per-
cent reserved for new farms, is
apportioned to States,, and the
State allotments are apportioned
among individual peanut-produc-
ing ferms within each State, ac-
cording to provisions of govern-
ing legislation.

Doctors prescribed caster oil,
hot lemonizde and fever powders
for colds and la grippe. Water-
melon seed tea was a popular
kidney remedy.

Al sorts of poultices, mustari
onicn, cotton seed, jimpson weed
leaf znd peach tree leaf, and
others were highly recommended
by the medicine men of that day.

If patients had pneumonia, dip-
theria, typhoid fever or consump-
tion, their doom was sealed, for
there simply was no cure for
these maladies. Neither was there
a hospital or nursing home where
they could be cared for profess-

ionzlly.

With admiration and all the
honor that is due to thoss lov-
able family doctors of other days,
we are filled with gratitude for
modern research, and scientists
who have made it possible to be
treated with wonder drugs. And
the privilege of sanitation, hos-
pitals and clinics with all kinds
of equipment and cures for the
once incurable illnesses.
