City Hall, this small town
has been victimized in the
public press, and particularly
on the airways, as defense-
less, dominated by a lawless
element and open to any in-
vasion of iniquity that an
outside ‘Mafia’ might attempt
to bring against it.

There is little, if any news
value in these stories, but the
sensation factor is high, and
the ridiculous theme has been
exploited gleefully by certain
TV and radio stations in par-
ticular, who seem to have little
sense of responsiblity for what
their broadcasts wantonly
reflect upon a small commun-
ity and its people,

These stories, as we here
know, are keyed to the de-
mand of the Rising Star May-
or, that the City Council re-
employ a police chief whom
a majority of that city govern-
ing body refused at a recent
meeting to retain.

This calculated publicity
campaign had a climax only
Wednesday in a farcical in-
terview purportedly filmed at
the City Hall and broadcast
over an Abilene TV medium.
In it the Rising Star mayor
was pictured as a beleaguered
and righteous champion of
law and order in the communi-
ty, appealing for support. This
stance of course, is open to
question. The station quite
evidently, made no effort to
canvass the whole picture, as
a responsible news medium
would have done.

It makes smal]l comfort that
the sponsors of this ridicu-
lous campaign are themselves
made laughingstock. The one-
stded mis-representation of
what is strictly a Rising Star
problem, reflects almost crim-
inally upon the good charac-
ter of our little town.

Nothing like it has ever hap-
pened here and I doubt it has
hapened anywhere else in this
so-called enlightened and civ-
ilized day. You wouldn’'t be-
lieve it could happen. For
generations Rising Star has
been known as a decent and
law-abiding community, much
as scores af other small and
homey towns which dot the

' Texas hinterland. It has had

its share of disorders, surely,
but none worse than those
that are common to other and
normal small communities.

But our image has been pret-
ty badly damaged. As a mat-

safe and its comparetments were
wrecked in the robbery.

Mr. and Mrs. Agnew said their
loss would exceed $700, two-
thirds of it in checks. Some re.
covery of the loss is being made
by issuing stop orders on checks
known to have been in the safe
and securing new checks. Persons
who gave the store checks dur-
ing the weekend and who have
not already signed a stop order
to ‘the bank, were asked to con-
tact the store as quickly as pos-
sible so that payment on the
stolen check may be stopped.

Officers who investigated the
robbery, including Texas Ranger
of Abilene, Sheriff L. E. Sublett
and Constable W. H. Kornegay,
surmised that at least three and
possibly four burglars were in-
volved. They reasoned that one
of the gang entered the store
through the air ccenditioner duct
and then admitted the rest thru
a rear door. Entrance to the office
was made by pushing another air
conditioner away from the intern-
al wall and crawling through the
hole it left. Marks on the office
dcor indicated they were unsuc-
cessful in efferts to force it.

Once inside the small room
which is windowless and tightly
built, they could turn on lights
and work withcut fear of being
seen. Any noise they made was
further muffled by the rain which
was falling cutside.

Efforts of the officers to secure
fingerprints were not successful.
The burglars, they said, evidently
wore gloves.

Another and larger safe in the
room was unlocked and contain-
ed no money. It was not damaged.

The small office was ankle deep
in business papers which were
wantonly tossed from the safe, a
large filing cabinet and ' other
containers in the little room. Mrs.
Agnew said that it would require
numberless hours of work to re-
store the business records of the
stcre to anything approaching
thir originial order.

The robbery was discovered by
Mr. Bibb, a son-in-law of the
Ray Agnews, when he opened the
store for business about 6:30 Sat-
urday morning.

Mr. A. D. Ellington of Cisco trap-
ped 92 pupae and larva and is
keeping record of their emerg-
ence. This is one of the best
ways we have of determining the
spray date. We should be able
to give you the exact days to
spray next week. This date will
be sooner in the Rising Star area
than in the northern part of the
county.

Several insecticides are ' good
for the control of the casebearer.
They include Malathion, Sevin,
Guthion, DDT, Toxaphene, Thio-
dan, Parathion and Nicotine Sul-

fate. Seven and Malathion are
less toxic and safer to use on
trees in the vard. Be sure to

add zinc sulfate to your spray at
the rate of two pounds per 100
pallons of water. Zinc is a nu-
trient which most pecan trees
need.
