Reds Gaining
Headway In
Kuban Delta

MOSCOW, April 6. (M —Ths Red
army’s growing offensive In the
Kuban Delta continued today with
new successes against the Ger-
mans who are fighting back stub-
bornly In an attempt to hold thelr
bridgehead along the Black sea
coast in the north Caucasus.

The midday communique sald
the Russians shelled large Ger-
man defense positions with big

Boviet guns, destroylng motre
more than 60 enemy firing

An earller dispatch sald the Red
army had fought Its way “into a
strip of territory strongly (forti-
fled by the enemy.,” another ref-
erence to the major objective.

The Germana now hold no more
than 78000 square miles In the
Kuban and dally they are losing
more. The Boviet map of the en-
tire front published last week

showed the Rusalan lins beginning
at Novorossisk.

This and current dispatches
show It possible for the Red
army already to be giving the
nazis st the Bilack sea port
added worries.

{The German high command
communique, broadcast by the
Berlin radio and recorded by the
Ansociated Press, claimed that the
Russinne had discounted attacks
on the Kuban bridgehead “in con-
sequence of losses suffered on the
day before™ .

(*Fighting activity of loeal Im-
portance only,” It sald, “was re-
ported from the remaining front

sectors.”

i{In eonnection with the reported
Kuban operations, the Berlin

(*Large parts of the German
army which, during the autumn
and early winter were stationed
In the Caucasus, had been with-
drawn to the region of the Ku-

ban bridgehead so that German
troops there would have at thelr
disposal particularly strong ar-
maments for defense,” the trans-
ooean dispatch sald.

(This defense position was ecall-
ed by the broadcast a “threatening

230 Russians were killed, more

AUSTIN, Aptil-6 (AP)—
A legislative committee ap-
sointed to investigate the
state department of public
welfare recommended today
‘hat the house of representa-
tives immediately prefer im-
neachment charges against
J. C. Murchison, director of
he department.

The report followed an Investl-
gation of several weeks into af-
falrs of the department. It was
signed by Chairman Ennis Favors
and all other members of the com-
mittea of five, and formally filed

with Bpeaker of the House Price
Daniel.

Thers was no Indication yet aa
to when the house would act on
the report, which It may approve
or reject

“We find that J..C. Muchison
has for many months signed
payrolls under oath for the de-
partment of publie welfare dl-
recting the comptroller to Issue
checks for thousands of dollars
without examination and with-
out knowing what salaries were
Included,” the report charged.

The commtites recommended
that “all uscless jobs existing iIn
the department of public welfare
be eliminated” and further sug-
gented that at least one-third of
the jobs existing now in the de-
partment be ellminated for the
next appropriation bilL

“We find that the department
of publie welfars has too many
employees and that most of the
salaries In the higher brackets are
too high and that many of Its
employees are Incompetent and In-
efficient,” tha report added.

“We find that every dollar
spent by the department of pub-
e welfare which could have
heen saved costs the old age pen-
sloners £2. That Is to say, ev-
ery dollar sa~ed and used for
the pavment of pensions, wheth-
er such dollar ts sinte or federal
money, would have been match-
ed by the federal government™

Murchison had testified that
ralses for deparfment smploves
had been approved by ths publle

| welfars board, and that they ware

a part of a compensation plan
npproved by the federal social me-
curity bonrd for all states

The welfare department had con.
tended before the committiea that
under a rider atiached to the last
approprintion bill, it was justified
in hiring additional employes and
raining salaries.

Murchison testitied before the
committee last month that the
reglonal representative of the
federal poclal security hoard In
Ban Antonlo informed him s year
ago that department employes
could be glven raises out of fed.
eral funds,

The federal government provides
an administrative fund for state
use, It was brought out.

Murchison sald he obtained ap-
proval of both the state welfare
board mnd the federal board before
granting the ralses,

Murchison also told the commit-
tee that the salary raises had not

resulted In reducing pension pay-
ments,
