Digging of the crcp was getting
under way in good earnest this
week although light rains were
causing some interference and
giving growers concern for the
safety of a harvest that appears
no wto be one of the best In
many years. Late planted pea-
nuts are not suffering from the
moisture, but many growers re-
ported that their early crops were
shedding the nuts and causing
loss of grade.

Despite the fact that acreage
this year is somewhat below nor-
mal, the yield is excellent
the grade fairly good, provided
‘he crop can be harvested withoul
‘0o much damage from rains.

Scientific Farming

High school vocational agricul-
ture programs are making a valu-
able contribution toward develop-
ing scientific farmers. Modern
farming demands that farmers
have a scientific knowledge of
such things as insect and disease
control of crops and livestock.
fertilization of crops, operation of
motors, etec. In high school voca-
tional agriculture programs, train
ing in these scientific aspects ol
farming is provided for youths
preparing to become farmers.
Too, such training is availlable tc
adult farmers.

Each high schecol student en-
rolled in vocational agriculture at
Rising Star High School receives
approximately seven hours of in-
struction each week In various
agriculture subjects. These sub-
jects pertain to the science of pro-
ducing crops and livestock, de-
veloping farm mechanics skills in
welding, electrification, sho p,
farm buildings, conservation of
seil and natural resources, and
farm machinery. Too, instruction
for young and adult farmers is
provided for those people who
are now engaged in farming.

Such scientific training in ag-
riculture is no doubt largely re-
sponsible for the high degree of
perfection we have reached in
Texas and the United States in
producing farm commaodities. This
perfection also is making a very |
important contribution to our na-
tional economy and to the nation-
al leadership the United States is
able to demonstrate among world

Secunty Program

Some important changes have
been made in the old-age sur-
Vviyors insurance program as a
result of the Social Security
Amendments of 1958 which Presi-
dent Eisenhower signed into law
on August 28, 1958.

All of the changes, directly or
indirectly, affect the American
public as a whole. Working per-
sons - - employed an self-em-
ployed - - need to kncw about
them; their families need to know
about them.

In the article to follow I shall
aescript the changes singly and
in detail; today, I shall restrict
myself to a summary of the most
important changes designed to
strengthen this Federal social In-
surance system which provides
partial protection against loss of
earned income upon the retire-
ment, death, or total disability of
the worker.

Most important, because it af-
fects practically all working peo-
ple and their families, 1s the In-
crease in benefit amounts. This
applies to those now getting bene-
fit payments and to those who
will become beneficiaries in the
future. Most monthly benefit
checks will be about 7 percent
higher, with a minimum increase
of at least $3.00 in the amount
payable to a worker who retired
at age 65 or later. (Wemen work-
ers who began to receive benefits
at any time between age 62 and
65 will receive slightly smaller in-
creases). The maximum mnonthly
payment a family may receive 1is
increased from $200 to $254 a
