Middle Eastern society.

In order to understand the
problemssoevident today that
plague not only the Gulf re-
gion itself, but indeed the
world community asa whole,
one must first strive 1o com-
prehend the confusing myr-
iad of perplexitics that have
created the fundamental yet
dangerous premise upon
which modern Middle East-
em sociely is based.

The religious strife began
around 632 A.D., when the
Prophet Mohammed died and
his followers splintered into
two groups over a disagree-
ment concerning who would
succeed him as spiritual and
rcligious Icader. These two
groups bccame known as
Sunnis and Shiites, two
Muslim sccts that have been
going at one¢ another in vari-
ous fashions eversince. Itisa
commonly held misconcep-
tion that theological differ-
ences alone arc the major
reason forconflictin the Arab
world; this is only partially
true. One fundamental prob-
lem that tends to break the
Middle-East along religious
lincs is the loyalty people in
the region have to their spe-
cificaffiliationand the singu-
lar, clannish nature this loy-
alty produces. This results in
socialand political affiliation
with others who profess the
same creed. So, all other
things being equal, a particu-
lar political problem will
invariable divide a group
along rcligious lines, a sce-
nario that has been played out
recently in Lebanon, where
we saw Sunni and Shiite
Muslims, Christian Druse and
Phalangists, and Jews all
fighting oneanother...a group
of religions who’s basic ten-
ets are, and for the most part
who’s reality has been an
amazing tolerance for one
another, all shedding each
others blood across religious
lines for purely social and
political reasons. ‘Another
consideration that must be
examined is how very in-
grained in Arab laws the
substance of the Koran, and
therefore Muslim culture, is.
Although this fact finds it’s

n Enigma

originsin the centuries, it was
further entrenched by the
Ottoman Turks, who encour-
aged religion-based laws for
social order during their four-
hundred year reign over the
Middle-East region. Later,
Muslim Fundamentalism
expanded further the grip of
the Koran on the laws of re-
gional nauon-stales.

In addition, to 1t's effects
on laws and social ordcer, Is-
lam has a profound cffect on
the Individual Arab and his
outlook on hife. Islam 15 a
rchigion that demands ol 1t's
followers total subscervience
o God, as an entity and as an
idea. One example of this: In
1949, a commuittee from the
Azhar Mosque 1in Egypt, n
order 1o saleguard the wel-
fare of the people, felt it nec-
essary to issuc an official
determinauon that injections
and mcdicine applied to
wounds did not constitute a
breaking of the ritual fast. In
addition, ith many Islamic
countries, fasting and other
Koranic decrees are ordained
by law.

[n spite of the obvious dif-
ferences between Islam and
Christianity, the doctrines of
Mohammed are to a large
degree, co-existent with the
Teachings of Jesus Christ, in
both content and spirit. Mus-
lims regard Christianity to be
almost idenucal to Islam, a
“protected religion,” as 1t
were, considering the prophet
Jesus to have taught the same
message as Mohammed anc
thercfore his followers to be
“People of the Book,” people
to be respected and protected.
The down-side to this is that
Muslims consider the Chris-
tians to have currupted their
scriptures by turning their
prophet (Jesus) into a God.
Islam does not believe in the
Crucifixion, the Incarnation
nor the Trinity. Nevertheless,
theirarc many pointsof agree-
ment between Islam and
Christianity.

AfterWorld War One, with
the breakup of the Ottoman
empire, the middle eastern
region began to split up into
religious and secular factions,
most of them fervently na-

tionalistic and wishing inde-
pendence of state and free-
dom from foreign domina-
tion. Due 1o a major philo-
sophical differences that ex-
isted between the religious
authoriues and the many secu-
lar, western oriented govem-
ments who unlike the devout
Muslim fundamentalists,
wanted profitable relations
with the westand moderniza-
ton of their own countrics,
many rudimentary complica-
tions arose that have lingered
and even intensified. Many
of these problems have led us
(o the crisis that now exists.

Historically, the major
obstacles 1o unity and peace
inthe Gult regionare: (1) The
Arabworld hasno geological
boundaries to give it Physical
unity, only nationalistic
boundaries that have largely
been drawn by occupying
Europcan powers. This,
among other things, has hin-
dered the formation of any
clear, national
consciousness...the Arabs
find itdifficultoidenuty with
their Western  decreed
boundarics, laws and cco-
nomic structure. The resultof
this is there is no clear, com-
mon scnse of history from
which to base a national con-
sensus on.

(2) The Arab world, duc to
it'slong heldand avid loyalty
o only faith and family, has
not yet devised a mechanism
for national unity, no frame-
work on which tobuild alarge
politcal structure. Authori-
tarian rule, scctarian disunity
and secular distrust have pre-
vented this from happening.

(3) Anotherreason for Arab
disunity 1s the inordinate

* number of groups competing

forleadership; the differences
between their political beliefs
and their socialand economic
disparity. One of the most
important things that tend to
creatc problems between
Arabs 1s cconomic differ-
ences. This is onc of the fac-
tors that have contributed to
the Largely Western analysis
thatIslamic culture has gravi-
tatedcloserto comunism than
to democratic ideals. This is
completely false, Muslims
have always had a violent
aversion o communism,
basically due to their lack of
religious beliefs...Islam’s
cconomic jcalousies arc
largely due to the consider-
able gulf they sce between
rich Arabs and poor Arabs...a
typically human reaction.
(4) Misguided and some-
umes tragic foreign meddling
in regional affairs. To a large
degree, the historical record
of forcign dealings with
middle eastem countries is a
litany of shame and racism. It
cxtends from the ume when
the Crusaders, in an orgy of
violence and death, stormed
across the region in a mis-
guided quest for converts 10
Christianity. In later years,

New Const.
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European colonization and
the idea of “The noble sav-
age” ruined further any good
feelings that still existed for
the “civilized world.”

As far as America is con-
cerned, military intervention,
the excesses of the large oil
companics, and the seemingly
inherent inability of the
United States to stay the
course and treat all countrics
in the arca with equality under
a stable, understandable for-
eign policy has doomed us to
whatcould be, withoutabasic
shift in ideas, an eternity of
enmity and misunderstand-
ing.

(5) The bizarre conspirato-
rial mentality that seems an
almost quintessential trait of
Middle Eastern civilization
which tends to make them
proscribe to the conspiracy
thcory 1n their relatuons (o
cach other and the outside
world. To Westerners who
have witnessed this peculiar-
ity first hand, 1t seems some-
what bizarre and at umes,
comical. It is in fact, tragic.
Not only does this kind ol
perspective create intramural
problems that can and have
led 1o wars, it also sufles the
region in ablanket of fearand
suspicion that suggests all
forcigners are spics and all
compartiots traitors, it also
creates the kind of twisted
logic that led a Bahrain news-
paper in 1986 to rcport that
the recent incident where a
TWA airplane as blown up
by terrorists to be: “The clear-
cst example of the West's
cnmity o Arabs.” Or an Ira-
nian (not Arabic by the way,
but Perisan) taxi driver to
blame the traffic problems in
Teheran on a Western plot to
sap Iranian conflidence and
vigor. This kind of thinking,
when itis serious in nature, 1$
very dangerous indeed, cre-
aung an atmosphere of dis-
trust in which honest busi-
nessand political negotiation
are nearly impossible.

(6) The long held tradition
of hate and distrust of for-
eigners is another factor that,
in this modem age of multi-
national trade and non-isola-
tionism, creates untold prob-
lems in Middle Eastern soci-
cty. For the most part, this
hate is institutional in
nature...on a personal level it
would be hard to find any
people more [riendly than the
Arabs, which is some proof
of the almost polar cnigma of
the Arab mind, one thatis not
always appreciated by West-
erners, thatisthe overt fricnd-
liness and kindness that is
their nature, balanced by the
bleak specter of terrorism
which by now may be the
first thought that comes to
most Americans minds when
they think of Arabs. This
perplexity can be seen in the
Koran, and therefore Arab
tradition...be friendly to your
neighbor, but stab him in the

back before he can stab you.
It is the paradox between the
traditional Arabic greeting:
“My house is you house,” and
the Lebanese proverb: “He
killed him and then marched
in his funcral procession.”
Both are intergral parts of the
Arab mind, an important fact
Westerners would do well to
remember.

Can we dcal with these
people in an effective man-
ner? Yes we can, if we deal
honestly and with continuity,
and when our interests are at
stake, with speed and with
force...because that is what
they ultimately understand.
My house is indced your
house, but when you enter,
walcher yourback atall times.
That is what makes men like
Saddam Husscin and Hafez
Assad of Synia so dangerous
and unpredictable: The siege
mentality that ferments in the
quagmire of sccular/religious
divisions and the violent jeal-
ousics authoritarian rule cre-
ates. This mentality can and
will strike back with brutality
when challenged: Witness
that Hussein killed hundreds
of his own people with a
mixturce of mustard and cya-
nide gas at Halabja...and in
1982, Assad killed anywhere
from 10,000 1o 25,000 of his
own pcople in the town of
Hama, basically because they
protested his government
policies. We must be very
carcful in dealing with Hafez
Assad, he plays by the very
same lack of rules that Sad-
dam Husscin docs...getling
him into Saudi Arabiato fight
against his arch-cnemy
Husscin is casy, it might not
be so casy to get him out, or
prevent him from starting a
war he can now be assured of
winning, considering the
forces being placed there by
the world community, allicd
against Iraq. No, Assad will
be very difficult to control
when he smells blood, and
Hussein will be even more
difficult 1o smoke out of
Kuwait by humiliaton. The
main driving force of Middle
Eastern politics  is. onc of
survival...which creates the
onebasic conviction thatmen
like Saddam Hussien and
Hafez Assad operate under:
Rule or dic.

college education is the most
expensive big-ticket item
facing the average family.

Nancy Granovsky, a fam-
ily economics specialist with
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, suggests that
if you have a 10-year-old
child, plan on saving roughly
§29,000by 1998 1ocoversuch
costs as tuition, books and
room and board.

The cstimate assumes that
you'll be paying halfthe costs,
and that your child will go to
a state umiversity in Texas.
But you'll need 1o save much
more if your child doesn’t
rcceive any scholarships,
docsn’t pay part of the col-
lege bill, or goes Lo a private
school where tuitions usually
run higher.

That amounts Lo an annual
savings goal ol about $2,200
per year, assuming you can
get 6 percent on your moncy
after taxes.

If your child is 1 year old,
youhave 17 years to save, but
college costs are expected to
be even higher-roughly total-

in a year the owner pays
qualified educational ex-
penses (tuition and fees, but
not room and board).

* Interestis fully exempted
only if the qualifying tuition
and fees paid during the year
arc equal to, or more than, the
redemption proceeds. Other-
wis¢, cxemplion is propor-
tional to the percentage value
used for tuition and feces.

* Certain records must be
kept forincome tax purposes.

Other options for financ-
ing college education include
ZCro-coupon sccuritics, mu-
tual funds, children's custo-
dial accounts and insurance
policies. However, there are
risksand limitations involved,
and a prudent investor should
check withaprofessional who
specializes in financial plan-
ning for college.

Becoming better informed
is part of the financial plan-
ning process for college edu-
cation. Parents and students,
especially those who think
they can’tafford college, need
to know what flinancial aid is

The Voting Process: Voting

Once you’ve registered to
vote, some questions may
remain about the process of
actually casung your ballot.
[t can be a bit confusing, if
you have never voted before.
[ hope the following clears up
any confusion new voters
might have.

Methods of Voting:

[nadditionto the traditional
paper ballot, there are three
types of voling systems cur-
rently used to conduct elec-
tions in Texas. These voting
systems are: (1) punch card;
(2) optical scan; and (3),
mechanical voting machines.
The majority of the counties
in this state conduct their
elections using paper ballots.
With a punch card voting
system, you insertacomputer
card intoadevice provided in
voting booth and use a
“punch” (stylus) to pokeouta
hole next o the candidates
and propositions you support.
Youthenremove the card and
place your voted ballot in the
ballot box.

With optical scan ballot,
you fill in a “grid” with a
lead-based marker next to the
candidate you choose to vete
for on the ballot. Once you
have voted, you deposit the
ballot in the ballot box.

With voting machine, you
flip levers on the face of the
machine next to the names
and measures you wantto vote
for. When you’ve voted for
all your choices, you pull a
lever that casts all your votes
at once. The machines keep
running tallies of the voltes,
although these totals are be-
hind locked doors in the back
of the machine. The totals are
read after the polls close.

If you have questions about
how to cast your ballot, any
election official can explain
the procedure and demon-
strate for you. If you need

Oil Production
Report From
RR Commission

Eastland County produced
74,595 barrels of oil in July.
With oil prices around $40
per barrel, sales of this oil
could go to0 $2,983,800 or up
to $36 million per year. Oil
production for thiscounty has
probably increased since this
last report, since marginal
wells are being cleaned out
and put back in production.

Texas crude oil production
averaged 1,699,325 barrels
daily in July, according to
preliminary figures released
by Railroad Commission
Chairman Kent Hance. July
1989 preliminary production
was 1,756,249 barrels daily.

This figure compares with
preliminary June production
of 1,702,633 barrels daily.
Final production reports for
June indicated barrels daily.
Final production reports for
June indicated average pro-
duction at 1,721,285 barrels
daily.

The preliminary Texas oil
production figure for July is
52,679,086 barrels, up from
51,638,538 barrels in June.

MENTAL RETARDA-
TION

Mental Retardation
People with mental retarda-
tion are those who develop at
a below average rate and
experience difficulty in learn-
ing and social adjustment. In
terms of 1.Q. persons with
mental retardation usually
score 70 or below. Mental re-
tardation is not a disease, nor
should it be confused with
mental illness. Children with
mental retardation grow 1nto
adults with mental retarda-
tion, they do not remain
“eternal children.” They do
leamm, but slowly, and with
difficulty.

Mental retardation is four
umes more common than
rhcumatic heart discase and
nin¢ tmes more prevalent
than cercbral palsy. It affects
10 times as many children
and adults as polio did before
the Salk vaccine. Mental re-
tardation cuts cross the lines
of race, educational, social
and cconomic background. It
can occur in anyone. As a
matterof fact, hereditary com-
ponents are known toaccount
foronlyafractionofthecascs
of retardation

Mental retardation can be
caused by any condition
which impairs development
of the brain before birth, dur-
ing birth or in the early child-
hood ycars. Probably the
greatest number of children
with mental retardation have
chromosome abnormalitics.
Other biological factors n-
clude (but not limited to)
asphyxia (lack of oxygen),
blood imcompaubilitics be-
tween the mother and fetus
and maternal infections, such
as rebella or herpes. Certain
drugs have also been linked
to problems in fetal develop-
ment.

Many authoritics agree that
people with mental retarda-
tion develop in the same way
as people without mental re-
tardation, but ata slower rafe.
Others suggest that persons
with mental retardation have
difficulties in particular areas
of basic thinking, and leam-
ing such as attention, percep-

tion, or memory. Depending
on the extent of the impair-
ment-mild, moderate, servere
or profound - individuals will
develop differently, in aca-
demic, social, and vocational
skills.

Persons with mental retar-
dation have the capacity o
leam, todevelop and to grow.
The great majority of these
citizens can become produc-
tive and full participants in
socicty. Appropriate educa-
tional services that begin in
infancy and continue through-
out the developmental period
and beyond will enable chil-
dren with mental retardation
to develop to their fullest
potential. Childrenand adults
need the same basic services
that all people need for nor-
mal development. These in-
clude ¢ducauon, vocational
preparaton, health services,
recrcational opportunities and
many more. In additon, they
need specialized services for
special needs.

Homecomings and reun-
ions not only bring ex-stu-
dents and friends together,
they bring back many cher-
ished memories.

None was more proud of
the Rising Star school system
in the early part of the century
than the late A.J. Rhone, lo-
cal grocery-mercantile store
owner who later owned the
telephone exchange.
