A minimum jail 
term is mandatory for 
any person convicted 
two or more times for 
DWI under stricter 
Texas law effective 
January 1, 1984. 

Colonel Jim Adams, 
DPS director and 
chairman of the task 
force which recom-
mended tougher DWI 
legislation, said the 
new law should close 
the back door in the 
criminal 	justice 
system for repeat of-
fenders. 

"Deferred adjudica-
tion, which allowed 
repeat violators to 
wipe the slate clean 
after a DWI arrest, 
will be eliminated 
under this new 
statute," Adams 
pointed out. "Even if 
probation is given, a 
conviction record will 
be established for the 
offender and this 
record can be used in 
subsequent prosecu-
tion of any additional 
drunk driving charges. 
Jail time is mandatory 
as a condition of proba-
tion beginning with the  

tober 22 in the follow-
ing communities,

The new law pro- 
vides 	increased 
penalties for DWI con-
victions. Conviction on 
first offense DWI car-
ries a fine of $100 to 
$2,000 with a jail term 
ranging from 72 hours 
to two years. A second 
offense conviction is 
punishable by jail time 
ranging from a 
minimum of 15 days up 
to two years with a fine 
of $300 to $2,000. Con-
viction for third and 
subsequent DWI of-
fenses carry a fine of 
$500 to $2,000 and con-
finement in jail for a 
minimum of 30 days to 
two years or in the 
state penitentiary for 
60 days to five years. 

Minimum terms of 
confinement are in-
creased by 60 days and 
fine limits are raised 
by $500 if the DWI of-
fense results in serious 
bodily injury to 
another person. If a 
drunk driver is found 
responsible for a traf-
fic fatality, the law 
prescribes a man- 

The need to meet 
State Board of In-
surance requirements 
to heat the fire station 
so that freezing 
temperatures would 
not render Rising Star 
fire trucks completely 
useless is being 
brought home to 
volunteer firemen and 
everyone the fire 
departments serve this 
week. Temperatures 
dropped to the low 
teens Sunday, froze the 
water in the fire truck 
tanks and pumps and 
disabled them. 

Those same low tern-
pratures increased the 
fire hazards in the 
town as city gas lines 
froze. City employees 
and councilmen thaw-
ed the lines and 
residents relit their 
heaters and water 
heaters. However, gas 
heaters in many 
businesses, which 
were closed Sunday, 
were not relit and 
owners and managers 
felt very relieved that 
explosions did not 
greet them as they 
aired gas-filled offices 
Monday morning. 

Temperatures re-
mained below freezing 
through Tuesday and 
city employees con-
tinued to work on gas 
regulators that were 

Effective 
datory term for the 
violator. 

Adams said the 
revised DWI statute 

will aid in the prosecu-
tion of drunk drivers. 

"Under the present 
law, a person is only 
presumed to be intox-
icated if tests reveal a 
blood alcohol concen-
tration of .10 percent or 
more," Adams said. 
"The new law 
establishes that a 
driver is definately too 
drunk to drive at the 
.10 percent level." 

The revised statute 
also contains provi-
sions for automatic 
90-day suspension of 
driving privileges for 
refusal to submit to an 
alcohol chemical teat. 
The refusal also will be 
admissible evidence in 
the driver's trial. The 
drunk driver's vehicle 
may be confiscated 
and sold upon the 
fourth conviction. 

The DPS director 
predicted that the 
statute will help deter 
DWI violations and 
provide the means to  

not operating properly. 
Gas pressure con-
tinues to be low 
through the peak hours 
of usage during the day 
while businesses are 
open.

"Despite increased

However, when these 
changes in the DWI 
law take effect, drunk 
drivers who are 
detected can count on 
being punished in a 
meaningful fashion. 
This should help 
discourage drunk driv- 
ing," 	concluded 
Adams. 

Minutes of the 
City Council Meeting 

The Rising Star city council met at a regular meeting Dec. 
13, 1983. The councilmen present were Bernie Barnes, Jamer 
New, Rudy Sayas, Pete Starks and John G. Lee. 

The treasury report for November was discussed and ap-
proved as presented. The $45,250.00 payment owed the FHA 
was paid in full Dec. 14, two weeks early. 

The third reading on late utility charges from an old City 
ordinance was read. Lee made a motion to accept the reading 
and to update the ordinance as such, the motion was second-
ed by New and the motion carried. Letters stating the or-
dinance are to be mailed to utility customers with the Jan. 
bill. 

The third reading on loitering was read; Barnes moved to 
put this reading in the city ordinance to take effect im-
mediately and Lee seconded, motion carried. 

The council went into executive session. The mayor stated 
that the session covered the employees and their working 
conditions; she also stated that the council was very pleased 
with all the employees. 

Robert Fletcher, a certified night policeman, has passed 
his three months working probation and his salary will be in-
creased from $400 to $600 a month in January. 

The council received a report on fire department incen-
tives and city utility accounts receivable. 

The Brownwood Television Cable Services Inc. 15-year 
contract was discussed. 

Materials needed to repair the bridge on Miller St. include 
three 4x40 ft. sections of conduit, reported New. The bridge 
near the Church of Christ was reported to be in dangerous 
condition and is to be checked. 

New brought up West Texas Utilities Co.'s last request for 
rate increase, which was suspended for 120 days by the city 
council and then turned over to the West Texas Council of 
Governments to study and intervene on the city's behalf. The 
cities that refused the increase are still paying the old price 
and were not charged the interim rate increase. The council 
considers that Rising Star should refuse such rate increase 
requests in the future. 

The council asked that prices on clorine bottles be checked 
to see if a cheaper supplier could be located. 

The city audit report was read, discussed and accepted by 
the council. 

The council discussed the trash contract which calls for 
every citizen to pay for trash pick-up or have their utilities 
cut off. The council is checking on this contract concerning 
elderly, crippled or citizens unable to pay the charge. The 
council will review this city ordinance and act upon it as soon 
as all questions have been resolved. 

An open hearing has been scheduled for December, 27, 
1983, at 6:30 p.m. This public hearing will cover the City 
Budget report and all citizens of Rising Star are urged to at-
tend. 

The council turned down any action pertaining to Rising 
Star joining the West Texas Chamber of Commerce at this 
time, citing the need to save the membership fees for now. 

The council discussed and acted on the city ordinance con-
cerning soliciting, this ordinance covers the door to door 
salespeople who do not go through city hall for a permit. A 
permit charge of $25 has been discussed and accepted. 

Councilman Sayas' employers have donated two gas 
pressure meters to the city; the mayor and council accepted 
these meters and thanked the oil company on behalf of the 
citizens of Rising Star. 

West Texas Utilities 
Company has been 
granted a retail rate 
increase totaling $12 
million annually by the 
Public Utilities Com-
mission of Texas. 

The overall increase 
amounts to 5.1 percent, 
much less than the 11 
percent the Company 
had said it needed. The 
Company had asked 
for $25.6 million in its 
request to the cities 
and tne PUC. 

The exact amounts 
assigned to various 
customer classifica-
tions and the effective 
date of the new rates 
awaits PUC approval 
of rate tariffs which 
will be filed early next 
week. Company of-
ficals said the rates 
are likely to go into ef-
fect around January 1.

Texas peanut growers are 
enjoying a good price for 
their crop this year, but for 
many farming small 
acreages, the outlook is dim 
because of the quota system. 

"Many peanut farming 
operations are no longer 
economical because of small 
quotas allotted by the 
government," points out 
Johnny Feagan, economist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, Texas 
A&M University System. 
(The quota system was in-
stituted by the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture years 
ago to encourage more 
stable peanut production.) 

"Thus we'll likely see 
fewer and fewer peanut 
farmers in the years ahead 
and a greater concentration 
of production," Feagan 
notes. 

Tight supplies of peanuts 
due to a good demand have 
boosted prices to growers 
the past several years, the 
economist points out. While 
the price for quota peanuts 
has been good—$550 per ton 
the past several years—the 
price for additional peanuts 
(those grown outside the

Peanut use in the United 
States is up sharply this year 
compared to 1982, notes the 
economist, but will likely be 
down in 1984. Food use of 
peanuts is up 14 percent for 
1983 compared to last year 
and use of salted peanuts is 
up more than 30 percent. 

U.S. peanut production 
this year should total about 
2.9 billion pounds compared 
to 3.4 billion in 1982. 
Harvested acres are up 
about 10 percent in 
southeastern states and 
down some 6 percent in the 
Southwest, including Texas, 
Feagan says.
