When Nell Maynard was
born at Romney (just north of
Rising Star), it was a nice
sized little town, consisting
of a Post office, grocery
storcs, a barber shop, a
combination garage-and-
blacksmith shop, filling sta-
tions, a medical clinic, plus a
hardware-and-dry-goods
store, which was owned by
the McCracken family.
Romney boasted of a good
sized school house; there was
a church directly across the
street. : '
Nell made her appearance
into the W.H. Maynard
family July 22, 1911. They
lived on their Eastland

County farm and ranch, near - -

Romney, producing cotton,
peanuts, cattle and chickens.
It was the type of small
pioneer farms which became
the very back-bone and
strength of our great nation.
Rising Star is to be
commended for her heritage
of such rural families who
lives have ever been so
closely fixed in the proud
enterprise of farming and
ranching.

As a young girl, Nell's
favorite sport was tennis,
and she liked to ride her
bicycle. Because the tennis
court was across the street
from the Post Office, meet-
ing her friends for a few
games of tennis made her
daily trip for the mail far
more interesting--even fun!

Nell was brought up in a
Christian home by parents
who believed in the
importance of being with
their children, in attendance
at worship services. The
training the children
received at home was inter-
woven with that from the
church. Most Sundays were
brought to a melodic close,
as friends gathered in the
Maynard home for singing,
after evening services.

Nell graduated from beauty
college and ran a shop in
Ranger for twelve years.
‘Meanwhile, she had married
Frank Gryder. They had one

When
the day came that Anita
decided she would like to go
to college at Ft. Worth, Nell
gave up her shop in Ranger,
to move to Ft. Worth. There,
she had a beauty shop for 25
years, and was a member of
the Beauty and Cosmetology
Association and attended
conventions at the Adolphus
Hotel in Dallas. She also was
a guest artist at the national
convention at Chicago. Nell
put a lot of herself into her
profession, and is proud of
the work she has done.

Since she passed the Ft.
Worth General Post Office,
on her route to and from her
shop, she took an evening job
at the P.O. She punched in
there at six p.m., after the
5:30 closing of her shop,
sorting mail until midnight.
Nell is a  very . out-going
‘pérson, and made many
friends at her shop and at the
Post Office.

One of her friends, Edna
QGardner Whyte, a licensed
plane pilot who flew all over
the world as a salesman for
Harry Pennington, Sr., of
Emeryville, Calif., invited
Nell to accompany her on her
flights. She closed her
beauty shop, and ‘‘took to
the air.”" The company spon-
sored her in several cross-
country air races; she won
many awards in the ‘*Powder
Puff Derbys."”' Those were
daring and exciting days for
Nell.

It was about that time that
Nell's mother became so ill,
she needed constant care;
Nell was the only family
member who could devote
full time to her care. Her
mother was so precious to
her, Nell considered the care
of her a labor of love. Nell
says. "'Everyone who visited
Mother, went away richer for
having been with her.

History Of The Owl
Barber Shop

As 1 open up my barber
shop this morning, my mind
and thoughts reflect back to
March 1, 1919, just 48 years
ago. This was the date when
I took over the “Owl Barber
Shop’ as owner and
proprietor. -

This is a brief history of
some of the many things that
have happened and the many

I will, however, before
setting down récollections of
my experiences in the Owl
Barber Shop, give yau a little
preview. of .my barbering
experiences before I had a
shop of my own. The barber
business seemed fto have
been a family “tradition on
both my father's and
mother’s sides of the house.
Many of “the Smiths
(paternal) and Harrises
( maternal) were barbers. |
can remembet when I was a
very small boy watching my
Uncle Bud ‘harris ( my
mother’s brether) do barber
work in his shop. He ran one
of the first barber ghops in
Rising Star.” As 1 watched
him, I was really fascinated
and thought to myself that
one day I am going to be a
barber. This urge stayed
with me until I was about
thirteen years old when I
began to cut the ‘neighbors
hair. Not many of them went

“customers’ seeing that I
was reasonably safe with a
razor began to give me
plenty of shaving practice,
also that with their help I did
pretty well the first Satur-
day. I earned $11.00 my first
day with the shop. Of course,
I only got 60 percent of that

+for take .home pay..] was

really happy with the money
and myself. I was still in high
school and needed the cash
as most boys did in those
days.

There were lots of people
in the town and countryside,
but those who patronized the
barber shop got hair cuts not
“more’’ than one a month
and most of them not that
often. Shaving was hard in
those days. Many men
shaved only once a week,
and they always waited then,
until Saturday to get their
shave. Saturday was by far
the busiest day for the
barbers. There was not
much b barber work the rest
of the week.

Hair cuts were 25 cents
and shaves were generally 15
cents, but sometimes they
would get down to 10 cents.
Rising Star was then as now
a farming community with
cotton the only money crop,
and the prices were
generally very low, bringing
from 5 cents to sometimes 10
cents ( per lint pound).
People traded and bought all
the year, on the credit--and
paid up in the fall. There was
little money in the

very
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days had less than
$100,000.00 on deposit. I
farmed and worked at many
other things after I got out of
high school. Only very little
of my time was spent at the
barber’s trade.

I married in 1909, after
which 1 farmed some. land
for myself and barbered
some on Saturday and on
special occasions. I did in
every way until 1214 when
the boll weevil came and
destroyed the cotton crop.
This pest stopped the
production of cotton for
several years. Farmers
stopped trying to raise cotton
and took up peanuts as a
money crop. Peanut prices
were not high and did not
bring much money and were
a lot of work. Two years of
severe drought in 1917 and
1918 caused the farmers to
make very little money
during those years. With the
outbreak of World War I in
1917 most of the men bet-
ween the ages of 18 and 32
left to go into service,

Uncle Sam did not take
any married men. Since I
was married and had
dependents, I did not have to
go into the service. The
drought, the war, the loss of
young men--all of these
things added up to hard
times. I quit the farm and
bought a one chair barber
shop just across the street
from the present site of the
Owl Barber Shop.

The Ranger Oil Field
opened up just about this
time, and many of the men
from here went there to
work, most of them bringing
their m money back home to
spend so I did pretty good
with my shop. Although
prices were low, the things
you ¢ could buy could be
bought cheap. However,
almost everything essential
was rationed because of war
restriction.

In the fall of 1918 the
terrible “‘flu”” epidemie
broke out. OnJanuary 1, 1919
because of this disease our
home was saddened by the
death of Lillian, my wife.
This left me and four
children with a feeling of
hopelessness. The path that

¢ Children under five are
not allowed to travel alone in
planes, buses or on most rail-
roads, Solo children traveling
by Amtrak must be at least
eight years old.

¢ Children traveling alone
must pay full airfare. In the
U.S. they will only be ac-
cepled for direct flights. In-
ternationally, they will be
escorted to connecting flights
by airline personnel.

* The parent or guardian
who brings the child to the
airport must fill out a form
giving the name, address and
telephone number of the
person the child will meet at
his destination with the help
of an airline representative.

* Bus lines have no formal
procedures, but they advise
that children be introduced
to the driver and seated near
him during the trip.

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CONGRESSIONAL
COMMENT
WASHINGTON, D.C.--On
December 15, President
Carter announced that he
had decided to establish
diplomatic relations with the
People's Republic of China
and break our mutual
defense treaty with Taiwan.

In negotiations with the
communists the United
States did not get a

guarantee from them that
they would not seek the
reunification of China by
military force. Despite this
fact the State Department
has tried to convince the
American people and our
allies that this new policy will
not endanger the security of
Taiwan.

Certainly. it is very difficult
to analyze the current inten-
tions of the Chinese govern-
ment, but we can learn from

history. In 1950, the then
Secretary of State, Dean
Acheson, made a speech

before the National Press
. Club in Washington delineat-
) ing the U.S. defense

perimeter for Asia leaving .

out South Korea. Several
weeks later South Korea was
invaded by communist forces
adided by China. In that
same year the Chinese ruth-
lessly put down a revolt in
Tibet. In 1954 the Reds
invaded and captured several
islands held by Taiwan. In
1958 the communists shelled
the islands of Quemoy and
Matsu, which were very
close to Taiwan. They with-
drew after the U.S. govern-
ment threatened armed
intervention. From 1959 to
1962 there were repeated
border wars with India. Dur-
ing the Vietnam conflict the
Chinese supplied North Viet-
nam with military supplies

and some troops. Recently
they have had repeated
border disputes with the

Soviet Union and have sel
out on an invasion of Viet-

Over 300 people have

nam. While trying to alalyze
the reasoning behind the
current Sino-American rela-
tions one question repeatedly
comes to mind: How can we
be so naive?

Certainly there are some
well founded justifications
for the recognition of China.
Trade between our twe
countries would be of great
benefit. China desires to buy
agricultural products and
high technological equip-
ment. They have great
quantities of oil to sell. Also,
improved Sino-American

relations could further
enhance the split in the
communist world. The

Chinese have been facing
heavy Soviet military pres-
sure since the Sino-Soviet
border clashes of 1969. By
the 70's they viewed the
Soviet Union as China's
major adversary and saw the
United States as a source of
useful leverage against the
Soviet ‘“‘threat.’’ Thus it is
the Chinese that most
desperately need improved
relations, not the U.S.

Despite the positive reasons
for the recognition of China,
the long term repercussions
of this policy could be
disastrous. Our failure to get
a guarantee that the
communists will not invade
Taiwan could endanger the
security of this long standing
friend. Also the credibility of
the U.S. is damaged by our
unilaterally withdrawing
from the mutual defense
treaty. How good are our
promises if we do not honor
our commitments? This per-
ception could endanger our
relationship with Western
Europe, Israel, and other
friendly nations. A former
Congressman once said that
American foreign policy
seemed designed to make
friends out of our enemies
and enemies out of our
friends. Clearly this is the

case is our rleations with
communist China and Tai-
wan.

We have talked a lot about
tomatoes, probably the most
popular home grown veget-
able. It is too early to put out
tomato transplants, but in
three or four weeks you may
want to start selecting your
transplants.

Bigger is not the same as
better when selecting tomato
transplants for your spring
garden. Research conducted
by universities and institu-
tions has confirmed what
growers have suspected all
along. and that is the age and
size of the tomato seedling or
transplant when set in the
garden can make a big
difference in yield.

Research has shown that
you generally get the best
results from tomatoes when
you set out 6 to 8 inch tall
plants that have 5 to 7 true
leaves. The plants should be
about as tall as they are
wide, dark green in color
vigorously growing and free
of spots or lesions on the
leaves indicating the possibi-
lity of disease problems. As a
rule, tomato plants of this
size have not yet begun to
flower. Believe it or not
plants of this description will
usually give you a greater
total weight of tomatoes
when you would realize from
planting larger and older
plants.

Most transplants purchased
at garden centers or local
stores are available growing
in some type of plantable
container usually composed
of peat. If the tomato plants
are large, chances are that
the roots have outgrown the
small container and their
growth has been affected.
This early ‘‘stunting’ will
usually show at harvest time.

What can you expect if you
set out larger plants in your
garden, that might even be
blooming or might even have
set a few small green
tomatoes? Chances are the
first mature fruit, although
early, will often be small and
misshapen. These first early
fruit may cost you dearly as
total yield can be seriously
reduced.

To obtain early production it
is highly preferable to select
smaller plants of an early
maturing variety such as
Spring Giant or Big Set
rather than using large, older
plants of later maturing
variety.

You may have difficulty in
finding the ideal tomato
transplant. But this year take
time and look around and
find good plants of the right
varieities. Remember it is
always great to have the first
ripe tomato in the neighbor-

e Money-
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hood, but those first few red
fruit coiuld be the bulk of
your harvest.

A number of high quality
tomato varieties are available
which have resistance to a
number of the important
diseases. Two of the more
important are fusarium wilt
and root knot nematodes.
Fusarium wilt is a fungal
disease which causes wilting
followed by rapid death of
plants as they reach the
fruiting stage. Chemical con-
trol has not been effective.
Resistant varieties must be
used if this disease is to be
eliminated.

Root knot nematodes are
another serious problem in
many Eastland County gar-
dens. Although funigation is
used, the use of fumigation
plus resistant varieties will
result in the best production.
Three important letters to
follow certain tomato variety
names. They are VFN. This
means they are resistant to
the following diseases:
Verticillium wilt, fusarium
wilt, and root Kknot
nematodes, If only VF is
used, then the varities are
resistant to only fusarium
wilt and venicillium wilt.

I need some help in locating
forage or hay sampler that
we loan out from our office. If
you know who has the
sampler | would like to know
it's present location.

About four years ago we
auctioned the hay at the first
hay show and some
producers donated cash. This
money was used to purchase
a hay sampler. The 18 inch
stainless steel tube fits on an
electric drill and is used to
take cone samples of hay
bales. We use it to take
samples of hay entered in the
hay show and also loan it to
anyone who wishes to take
samples of hay for protein
analysis. The last person who
borrowed the sampler loaned
it to someone else before he
got back to our office. I'm
sure some one is putting the
sampler to good use, but we
would like to have it back as
soon as he has finished using
it. There are others who are
requesting the use of the hay
sampler.

Applying a herbicide to
Coastal bermudagrass
pastures will prevent weed
problems later this spring.

In April and May, warm
season weeds and grasses
will begin showing up- in
Coastal bermudagrass
pastures. If a herbicide isn’t
applied in time, weedy hay
and grass loss due to weed

competition will result.

We recommend applying
simazine (Princep 80W or 4L)
prior to March 10 to get
ahead of early germinating
weeds. Of course, rainfall is
necessary to carry the herbi-
cide into the soil where weed
seeds germinate.

Weed problems are
virtually a certainty this vear
if weeds are a problem in a
particular pasture last vear.
An investment of $5-510 per
acre in a herbicide will
prevent most weed problems
and will result in higher
yields of grasses and bettery
quality hay.

Bureau officials remind
farmers and ranchers that
the census will include pro-
ducers of many commodities
not often thought of as
agricultural. Among these
are rabbits, goats, honey and
honey bees, fish in captivity,
worms, and ducks,
pheasants, quail, and
pigeons or squab. Green-
house and such nursery pro-
ducts as sod, mushrooms,
greenhouse vegetables, cut
flowers, and bulbs are also
on the list as farm and ranch
products. Any commerical
producer of these commodi-
ties should fill out a census
report form. Bureau officials
also remind farm operators
that the quicker report forms
are returned to the Bureau
the less it will cost in
follow-up work to complete
collection of census data.

The 28,690 square foot
Midland Hol-O-Met building
has been leased. Equipment
is now being moved in.
Operation will begin im-
mediately.

The occupant is Dallas
Royal Incorporated, an
Oklahoma corporation which
began business in Noble,

Oklahoma, in 1973 and
outgrew its plant area in six
years.

Recently completed

leasing negotiations were
between B.G. Prestridge,
Dallas Royal president, and
George E. Leckie, president
of Midland Hol-O-Met
Company of Mesa, Arizona.
Midland Hol-O-Met is a
subsidiary of Chespeake
Industries, of Phoenix,

Arizona, also headed by
Leckie.
Midland Hol-O-Met

Company operated a steel
sash and door manufac-
turing business in the
building here for several
years. In consolidating their
manufacturing efforts
elsewhere, they closed the
Purcell operation 4 years
ago. The spacious, well
designed building has been
vacant since then.
Leasing discussions
between the principals
began six months ago.
Contact was made by
Prestridge upon the urging
of Ernie R. Thompson,
chairman of the Industrial
Procurement Committee of
Purcell Chamber of Com-

Aeolus was the Latin God of wind. Eolian, the ,ffi"
adjective, means born of; deposited by; produced by:; or,
managed by the wind.

Eolian, Texas, is a community between Breckenridge
and Moran. It is somewhat northeast of Eureka. The
church is still there. A Methodist church, anyway. Not
the original church building and not exactly on the site of
the tabernacle in the trees which housed many
denominations, shaded many summer revivals and kept
errant showers off the picnic tables in times gone by.

Some people live in the area. Some like the Comptons

have lived there quite a spell. Charlie Compton is the son
. of the original Charley Compton who, along with his
brother Henry, now dead, made cattle and farming pay a
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living under extreme weather conditions for many years. was a
Uncertain weather!

Substantiate Tax

Deductible Property

Contributions

Taxpayers claiming
contributions of property as
a deduction must be able to
substantiate their donations,
the Internal Revenue Ser-
vice said. Taxpayers should
keep records, receipts or
other evidence to sub-
stantiate property donations.
In claiming the deduction,
the taxpayer must include
with the Form 1040 a
statement listing the dates
and amounts of each con-
tribution the type of property
donated and the method of
detemining the property’s
value.

If used furnitue, clothing,
securities, or other property,
are donated, the taxpayer
may deduct an amount equal
to the property's fair market
value. Fair market value is
the price the property would
change hands at between a
willing buyer and willing
seller.

For each piece of property
valued over $200 the original
cost or other basis in the
property, fair market value,
appreciation, conditions of
the gift and a copy of the
gift’s appraisal must also be
included with the tax return,
the IRS said.

Spouse Benefits

Recent changes in the
Social Security Act liberalize
benefits paid to spouses of
social security beneficiaries.
In early 1977, Congress
passed several amendments
to the Social Security Act,
making substantial changes
in the requirements
necessary for a husband or
wife of a worker to draw
benefits. These changes
include the length of
marriage requirement in the
case of divorced spouses, the
rate of the benefit for a
remarried widow or widower,
the necessity of filing for
benefits in the month of a
worker’s: death, and the
newly established offset of
benefits for a spouse who is
also receiving a public pen-
sion.

In 1965, the law was
amended to allow a divorced
spouse to receive benefits on
the former marriage partner,
so long as there was no
current marriage and they
had been married at least 20
years. The 1977 amendments
reduced this length of
marriage requirements to 10
years effective January,
1979. This is true whether
the worker is alive or
deceased.

Changes were also effective
in January, 1979 with respect
to the amount of money a
remarried widow or widower
may receive. Prior to these
amendments a widow or
widower who remarried after
the age of 60 was often
subject to a reduction in their
soical security benefit. They
were limited to one-half of
the deceased spounse’s pri-
mary benefit except in the
case of a minimum benefit
case. This often meant a

NATIONAL
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reduction to their social
security benefit. The law, as
amended provides that a
widow or widower who
remarries after age 60, can
now either continue to
receive their full survivor’s
benefit or a spouse’s benefit
on the current husband or
wife, which ever is larger.
This will prevent reduction in
benefits due to remarriage
after the age of 60.

The amendments also limit
possible retroactivity. Effec-
tive 1978, it is no longer
possible to be assured of
.several month’s retroactive
benefits prior to the month
the application is filed. This
is especially important in the
event of the dedth of a
worker. Potential widows
and widower beneficiaries
should contact their local
social security office during
the month of the worker’s
death. This will prevent the
possible loss of benefits to
them. The new amendments
provide that reduced bene-
fits, in most cases, can only
be paid starting with the
month of filing. A telephone
call to your local social
security office can prevent
any possible loss of benefits.

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Highter Interest Rates May Decrease
Number Of Future Homemakers

“More than sixty-nine
percent of all Texans will be
unable to qualify for home
loans if the state’s usury
ceiling is raised from ten
percent to twelve percent,”
said Senator Bill Patman of
Ganado last week during a
Houston press converence.

“Under 1977 interest rates,
only thirty-eight percent of
American families could
afford to purchase homes.
The interest rate went up in
1978, and only thirty-one
percent could qualify for
home loan mortgages,’’
Patman said. “If interest
rates are allowed to climb as
high as twelve percent, less
than t thirty-one percent of
the families in this state will
be able to qualify for a home
loan.”

The lending industry has
argued that the interest rate
hike is necessary to increade
the availabil:"y of loan funds.

‘““Availability of money to
loan is going to mean nothing
for the sixty-nine percent
who won't be able to afford
the new interest rates,”’
Patman said. ‘““The ten
percent rate is already
punishing enough. The
twelve percent rate on a
$50,000 loan would extract
another $27,000 in interest
over a thirty-year period.”

The veteran legislator said
the “tight money’’ situation
is only temporary and that

the loan lobby is seeking a
profitable long-term solution
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to a short-term problem.
“The savings and loans
may have to pay a high rate
on money market cer-
tificates for a few months,
but the borrower, under
these higher rates, is going

to have to pay for up to thirty
years,”” Patman said.
‘“Besides, these money
market certificates make up
only a small portion of a
savings and loan’s total
deposits. Most of their
deposits are 5.39 percent
passbook savings accounts.”

Patman, a constant foe of
higher interest rates, also
found fault with the lending
industry’s claim that they
are unable to make loans
because secondary market
money is only available to
those states that allow
higher interest rates.

(The secondary market
buys home loans and sells
them to private investors.)

“The secondary market
only provides money for
about ten percent of the
home mortgage loans
originated in Texas,” Pat-
man said. ‘“The importance
of the secondary market to
Texas loans as an exact
percentage is not disclosed
by the Texas Savings and
Loan League in any of its
promotional literature.”

If this legislation is not
passed, Patman said there
might indeed be a drop in
national market money but

there won’t be a drop in loans
made even if the rates are
allowed to climb toward
twelve percent. Patman
described California’s
eleven percent home mor-
tgage interest rate and cited
the recent housing slump in
that state,

“The California savings
and loans are finding buyer
resistance at eleven percent,
but they are not giving up.
They will force higher rates
if possible,”Patman said.

Another concern of Pat-
man’'s was the growing
concentration of ownership
of savings and loans by larg
conglomerates. :

“Right here in Houston the
two largest savings and loan
instituions in the city,
Gibraltar Savings
Association and Houston
First Savings Association,
are owned by California
conglomerates,””  Patman
said. “Houston’s University
Savings is owned by Entex,
Inc., an energy
conglomerate with
customers in Mississippi,
Louisiana, and Texas. It is

estimated that University

Savings will account for
twenty-five percent of En-
tex’s total income in 1980."”

Some people believed that

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Bullock Says Gas Rationing Could
Cost Texans *75 Million

State Comptroller Bob
Bullock today said man-
datory gasoline rationing
could cost Texas about $75
million in lost fuel tax
revenues a year and turn
major urban freeways into
permanent parking lots.

He said gasoline rationing
authority being considered
in the Congress was the most
controversial aspect of the
Carter Administration’s
mandatory energy control
measures,

Holding drivers to two
gallons of gasoline per day
will d drastically reduce the
state’s collection on motor
fuels taxes, Bullock said.

“I don't know what the
real likelihood of rationing is
at this time, but rationing
would work a genuine
hardship on thousands of
Texans, particularly those
living in Houston or the
sprawling Dallas-Fort Worth
area.” he said.

Texas drivers. because of
the great distances between
cities, simply can’t get by on
two gallons per day. Besides,
a person could burn two
gallons of gasoline just
trying to get on to a freeway
in Houston druing rush hour,
Bullock said.

He said Texas will suffer
more than many other states
and said he hoped that
Congress would not approve
mandatory gasoline
rationing unless they gave
some consideration to the
state’s geography and
population density.

“If peoEle can’t get to and
from work, the economy will
eventually suffer. I hope
Congress will consider the
political and economic ef-
fects of mandatory rationing
before they give their stamp
of approval to something
that would be a disaster for
Texas.”
