’Farmers Social

{Secunty Options
’On Tax Explaine

Most farmers in this area will
soon be filing their 1957 Federal
income tax returns. = And, ac-
| cording to R. R. Tuley, Jr, Abi-
lene district manager for the
Social Security Administration,
most of them will also be filing
Form SE, U. S. Report of Self-
Employment Income to credit
their net earnings to their so-
cial security accounts. Both the
amount of tax due and future
social security benefits are based
on the net income earned. All
self-employment reports must
show at least $400 for social se-
curity credit; under $400 is not
creditable.

Farmers will follow the same
basic rules in reporting income |
as do business and professional
self-employed persons. Internal
Revenue rules provide that all
operating expenses are to be de-
ducted from the gross income
in figuring the net earnings,
However, farm and ranch oper-

od of figuring the reportable net
lincome. This option is not avail-
!»able to other self-employed per-
isons, and is available for social
security. purposes only—it does
{not affect income tax computa-
tion.

Who may use the option?. A
farm operator may; (1) if his
igross_earnings are $1800 or less,
or (2) if his gross earnings are
over $1800, but his true net in-
come is less than $1200.

How does the option work?
Of gross earnings of $1800 or
less, the self-employeq farmer
may report either his true net
income of 2/3 of the gross in-
come~p10v1ded the gross lncome
is at least $600. If his gross in-
come is over $1800, and his true
net income is less than $1200,
he may report the actual net or
.$1200. Some examvles will il-
|lustrate this special rule:
| A. Farmer Brown grosses $1755
from his farming operation. His
operating expenses are $1050,
‘]eavmg a true net income of
[$705. For social security report-
ing he can use either $705 or
$1175 2/3 of $1755) ‘as his re-
portable net earnings.

B. Farmer Smith has gross
farm income of $2790. His op-
erating expenses come to $1700,
resulting in a true net income
of $1090. Since his gross is over
$1800 but his true net less than
$1200, he can report 2/3 of the
gross because his gross income
is over $1800.

C. Farmer Jones’ gross income
is $3300; his expenses come to
$2000. Therefore, his net income
is $1300. He has no option—

net of $1300.

January Rain
Adds To Best

Soil Season

Rain received in the Rising
Star area during the first two
weeks cf 1958 totalled 1.24 inch-
es, according to records at the
City Hall. Most of the rain fell
on Sunday, January 5, when .98
of an inch was recorded. Last
Sunday the city gauge showed
.20 of an inch and Tuesday morn-
ing ~.06 of an inch.

The precipitation . was a con-
tinuation of moisture conditions
which began early in the fall and
have now placed this section in
the best condition moisture-wise
that it has experienced in the
past ten years. . Prospects for
good crops next summer and fall
were ideal and already there
were indications that many
farmers would be looking for
more peanut land to plant, and
planning to put in large crops
of feed and other crops.

Last year’s total of 36.95 inch- !
es, fell mostly in April anq May
and none at all was received
during the summer months, but
beginning in September slow
heavy showers and an unprece-
dented and fheavy ‘snowfall in
November, sent moisture pene-
trating many feet into the clay |
where a wonderful season has |
now been stored up as an in-
surance of a good growing sea-
|son this year. Even with a min-
|mum amount of rainfall during
next spring anq summer the pros-
pects for good crops are more
encouraging than they have been
in many years.

A review. of city records shows

that 13.94 inches of rain fell in
Rising Star last May when the
first floods in¢ nearly. 40 -years
struck the business distriet but
fortunately, did only a moderate
amount of damage. In April 8.08
|inches fell. ;
t In September the lirst show-
iers of what developed into the
|first *rainy fall” in ten years,
began. The records reveal that
.86 of an inch fell during that
ymonth. In October 3.84 inches
ifell followed by 4.23 inches in
November, - including about a
foot of snow, “December had a
total of 1.21 inches and. January’s
total of 1.24 inches up until
Tuesday of this week simply ad-
ded more of the same to what
have become 1deal moistyre con-
ditions. 3

Record Stocks of
Feed Grains Mean |

Lower Prices

COLLEGE STATION—Feed
grain prices will probably aver-
age much lower in the market-
\mg year ending October 1, 1958,
than for the same period in
1956-57, according to John G.
MecHaney, extension economist.
This prediction, he says, is based
on lower 1957 support prices, a
large 1957 crop and the large
supplies already on hand.

Because of record feed crops
in 1957, the total feed concen-
trate supply has increased to a
new record of 213 million tens
for 1957-58. The utilization of
feed concentrates during the
present season is expecteq to. be
three million tons larger than
last year. But the supply is
large enough to take care of this
increase and still boost carry-
over stocks another 10 million
|tons at the close of the 1957-58
marketing year, says the econo-
mist.

The corn supply is estimated
at 4,663 million bushel—another
new record. - Exports - "are ex-
pected 1o continue heavy  but
total utilization will bé a little
smaller than last year. "As a
result, the carryover at the end
,of the present marketing year
iwill be larger—maybe 100 mil-
!1ion bushels 1arger—than last
{year. X
| The present grain sorghum
‘supply for 1957-58 is estimated
lat 595 million bushel&—more
‘thzm twice as large as the big
supply last ‘year. Comumptlon
should be well above that of last
year and exports are expected
[to be a little larger,

Keep the menu simple and
easy to prepare. Allow time for
all family members to eat lei-
surely and enjoy the meal. An
attractive centerpiece and color-
ful mats or dishes will spark
appetites, ang add interest to
this important meal,
