Patrolman Carl Boustead re-
ported today that more than 
34,000 vehicles still remain to be 
inspected in his area for the 
official 1968 inspection sticker 
before the April 15 deadline. 
Patrolman Boustead's area in-
cludes Eastland, Shackelford, Cal-
lahan, Stephens and Brown coun-
ties. This area has 50,245 regis-
tered vehicles and only 32% have 
been inspected. 

Patrolman Boustead reminded 
vehicle owners that under new 
provisions of the inspection law, 
the inspection will include front 
seat belts in cars where the an-
chorages are pant of the manu-
facturer's original equipm e n t. 
Also under the new provisions 
the steering, wheels and rims will 
be inspected. 

Those motorists who wait until 
the last weeks of the inspection 
period to have their cars inspect-
ed may find that they will need 
to install seat belts, and with the 
last minute rush, the supply of 
available seat belt kits may not 
take care of the demand. Deal-
en will have no way of know-
ing how miany sets to have on 
hand, so to be on the safe side 
we urge all owners to have the 
wcrk done as soon as possible. 

Motor Vehicle Inspection Pa-
trolmen urge motorists to have 
their vehicles inspected early in 
order to avoid the long lines 
which will develop as the in-
spection deadline of April 15 
draws near. 

A person may have his vehicle 
Inspected at any of the 5,333 in-
spection stations in Texas. Each 
authorized Station displays a 
standard sign identifying the es-
tablishment as one approved by 
the State for conducting inspec-
tions. 

"Let me recommend as a 
manner of suggestion that if 
any county official, in such 
official capacity or as an in-
dividual citizen, honestly ques-
tions the legality of your ap-
pointment and the order of 
the commissioners court ap-
proving the same, then such 
party should file an action 
for a declaratory judgment 
on this matter under the pro-
visions of the appropriate 
statute. As you know this type 
of action is designed to avoid 
the necessity for one 
having to act at his 
peril and the purpose of 
the statute is for the seek-
ing merely a judicial pro-
nouncement of the parties' 
rights or a judicial determi-
nation in a manner so as to 
minimize the emotional an-
imosity between litigants. In 
seeking a declaratory judg-
ment, one can obtain a deter-
mination of certain matters 
such as this, and if any of-
ficial there sincerely ques-
tions the legality of your ap-
pointment at the approved 
salary, then such a person 
has a right to seek such judi-
cial determination. Also this 
would appear to be the ave-
nue to be used if, as I am 
told, the question of the legal-
ity of your appointment and 
the order of the commission-
ers court is not directed tow-
ard me personally. 

"I can and would be will-
ing to work with any and 
all publiC officials there but 
I do not believe it would be 
a decision of sound judgment 
for me to come to Eastland 
until this, controversy is re-
solved.' 

That letter was written with 
common sense. Na person in 
his right mind is going to 
quit a secure job for one of 
uncertainty.

County Livestock Men 
To M'Gregor Field Day 
Several Eastland County farm-

ers and ranchers have indicated 
they would take part March 7 
in the annual Beef Cattle Field 
Day at the Livestock and For-
age Research Center near 'Mc-
Gregor. 

The Eastland County group will 
be especially interested in the 
following progress reports which 
will be made .at the McGregor 
Center: 

The early weaning of calves 
when depleted grazing forces the 
cattlemen to feed. County Agri-
cultural Agent De Gordon says 
scientists at the center explain 
that when grazing is poor the 
feed should be put, not into the 
cow for making milk, but into 
the calf for making beef. 

The use of low-cost proteins 
for wintering cows with calves 
on native pasture. Research at 
McGregor shows that, at the 
present time, urea feed mix is 
more economical than feather 
meal and cottonseed meal. Al-
though the animals relish the 
feather meal, at $100 per ton it 
is too expensive. 

The value of hybrid vigor 
which has been proved in the 
massive crossbreeding program 
at the center. Scores of different 
crossbreeds will be paraded in 
the show ring for the visitors. 

Gordon says the cr.ssbreeding 
research has also proved the 
rancher's need of purebred sires. 

The 'morning session of the 
field day will begin at 9:30, with 
guided tours of the many cattle 
pens in which research is being 
'conducted. The world's largest 
herd of mother cows used ex-
clusively for research is at the 
center. 

Master of ceremonies will be 
Charles E. Ball of Dallas, field 
editor of Farm Journal magazine. 
Lunch will be dutch treat, and 
will be catered by the Walter 
Jetton Corporation of Fort Worth.
