have spent a whole month in
the state gathering material on
& theme as traditiona] and fa-
miliar as a ten-gallon hat and
a4 pair of cowboy boots.

To be fair to the author his
piece is a travelogue designed
for visual appeal, related per-
haps to advertising what Tex-
as is doing in quest of tourism.

But I have grown a little
weary of the standard picture
of Texas as a land of big hats

‘and big towns and big places

where the people live in an
El Dorado of sorts with the
luxury of an oil well in every
back yard. There are those
who actually think so.

Mere size is not a measure
of bigness, and some day per-
haps, a more discerning and
informed writer is going to
tell the real story of Texas. It
is not going to be a recitation
of physical wonders which are
little more than a category of

what can be seen in various

but kindred forms in any of
the other states of the Union.
It will be something more than
oil wells and ducal ranches
and vast areas and great cit-
ies, something more than an
Astrodome or a Big Bend
Park, something more than the
Alamo and a San Jacinto obe-
lisk marking a pivotal step in

® America’s march to the Pa-

cific.

In the Cisco library there is,
or was, a vol ten by
an eastern ne apertnan who
visited Texas in 1852. It is an
interesting narrative, based on
intelligent observation, no
doubt reflecting Texas as it
was then, and as objectively
written as you might expect
of a writer prejudiced by the
comforts of his home envi-
ronment.

He didn’'t think +uch of
Texas. 1n his viev ¢ state
whs a lot of wasted geogra-

« In one of the chapters he
& of aw, encounter, with an
Indian, and a filthier, more
repulsive creature his pen—
they really used pens in his
day—could not imagine. His
reaction to that meeting epito-
mizes his attitude toward the
state as a whole,

Beween that account and
the oh's and ah's"” of the
Reader’s Digest article there
is a lot of history. Texas has
always had a lot that is
wrong, hard and forbidding a-

ut its features. These dif-
iculties have had as much to

' do with what it now is as have

its glamorous features.

Between the two accounts
jes a definition of the real
Texas, because Texas is what
challenge has done to people.

Warns Against Theft

against theft in Fastland Coun-
ty with the release of an out-
Jine for citizens to use to pro-
tect their property.
the property or home
owner, it 1s suggested that
when one leaves his home,
even if only for a few minutes,
that; he lock the doors and
windows. Garages should be
Kept closed and locked, whet-
her the resident is home or
not. Cars parked In drive-
ways should always be locked.

Supspicious persons or venic-
les should be observed care-
fully and reported. It is im-
portant to report the correct
license number for any sus-
pected vehicles.

All erimes should be report-
ed to the police at once and, if
necessary, the vietim or wit-
ness should testify in court.
Cooperation with officers in-
vestigating a crime is vital

Valuables— jewelry, stamp
and coin collections— should
be kept in a safety deposit
box rather than at home,
Lawnmowers. garden tools,
and other equipment should
not be left unattended in the
yard.

Everyone 18 advised to be
cautious of strangers— women
at home alone should be ex-
tremely cautious of strangers
coming to the door.

When a home is left unoc-
cupied— during a vacation or
trip— the police should be
notified of the dates of depar-
ture and the date of expected
return so that they can check
the residence. All deliveries of
mail, newspapers, and other
items should be stopped. If
possible, arrange for someone
to keep the grass cut and
pick up the circulars. A tim-
er switch to turn the lights

For

in the house on and off at
prescribed times should be
set.

Many times burglars will
call ‘a resident to gain infor-
mation' "dbout the habits of
the occupants; it is not wise
to give this type of informa-
tion to a caller that is un-
known.

The victim of a burglary
should not disturb the scene
until the police can make an
investigation.

r&:me;bmgn are adyised, to "
sure that their burglar

detection devices are working
and that connections are at-
tached to all entrances. All
trucks and other vehicles
should be perked well away
from'' buildings to prevent
them ' from being used to
screen a point of entry. Win-
dows should = be secured
with a bar or mesh
screen covering to make en-

try more, difficult.
Both inside and outside
lights should be burned at

night so officers can make a
complete check of the location.
Safles and vaults should be
placed where they can be
checked from the street.
Blinds or curtains should be
opened so that an officer can
check the interior of the
building.

The final and more stress
recommendations was that
every owner of valuable pro-
perty— appliances, guns, bic-
veles, lawn mowers,- should
have a means of positive ident-
ification. If the owner’s drivers
license number should be
marked on the article.

If property is unidentifiable,
three situations could deve-
lope:

(1.) Property taken into
- custody by the police cannot
be traced and returned to the
owner. It may be auctioned,
destroyed or auctually return-
ed to the thief upon demand.

(2.) The extensive serveill-
ance employed by the police
over the wvarious channels,
pawnhouses and second-hand
stores through which stolen
property is sold will be neu-
tralized and the thief will
be able to profit from his
crime with virtually no risk of
apprehension.

(3.) The property cannot be
used as evidence against the
criminal and he may have to
be released, without being held
accountable for the crime he
committed.

The solution is the simple
listing of all wvaluables and
their identifying serial num-
'ber. The list should be kepf
fin a safe place, that is handy
ito get to for additions or pol-
lice investigations

Before there was a town
named Cisco a small Baptist
church centered a struggling
village located just west of
the present townsite. The vil-
lage was called Red Gap.

Red Gap was known as the
“home of the Long Horns".
The Bint sheep ranch spread
over the area, hundreds of
sheep grazed what is now the
business section and streets
of the town.
4“As far as eye could see”

was cattle country. There
were no fences, and no re-
strictions. Ranchers with 160
acres of land turned their cat-
tle out to graze thousands of
acres of rich grass lands.

There were six soloons, a
dance hall, a general store,
and wheels of fortune spun
continually. No one tried to
hide gambling games.

Cattle rustling was common
and a few killings occurred,
but as a whole, cow punchers

About this time R. G. Luse,

the village from time to time,

riding like mad, yelling,
“Shoot-um-up'’ and drinking
whiskey.

Back in the early 80’s Indi-
ans were a treat to the com-
munity and settlers were a-
lert and armed at all times
for maruding redskins. The
Cisco Running Fight of 1872 is
believed to have been the last
major Indian fight in this
area. W. Cl (Uncle Billy) Me-
Gough led 13 men 'and two
dogs named Colonel and Hats
and routed the Indians. A few
white ‘men were killed.

Water was scarce and was
hauled in from an old water
hole and sold from a barrell
at 25¢ a gallon. Castor oil was
sold by the barrel.

The Texas and Pacific Rail-
way Company came into Red
Gap in November 1880. About
two years later the Texas Cen-
tral railroad cut its way
through the rocky, thickly
wooded slope that is now
Humbletown and a crossing
was made with the Texas and
Pacific tracks. The T&P rail-
road came in December 1888
and the first train arrived a
short time later.

In 1884 the villiage of Red
Gap moved its postoffice to
the railroad crossing. W. T.
Caldwell was the postmaster.
At this time the name of Red
Gap was changed to Cisco in
honor of John W. Cisco a pro-
minent New York Banker
who helped finance the Tex-
as Central railroad.

Shortly after the move, of-
ficials of the railroad bought
a section of land in the vic-
inity of old Lake Cisco and
opened up coal mines. But
even then Cisco showed little
indication of becoming a coal
mining center. However min-
ing became an industry almost
over night. It brought men
from the mines of Pennsyl-
vania and all over the coun-

called
The Round Up. The name was
taken from the early day ro-
deos and roundups. The paper
was later known as The Cisco
Roundup.

It was during these days
that the first rodeos of this
section were held about six
miles north of town. Cowboys
rode in for days in advance
to take part in the big show.

Roundups were wild affairs,
bucking horses, wild steers
and cheering crowds. When a
horse fell down and rolled on
his rider the erowd went wild
with cheers.

Cattle were driven from Cis-
co to Kansas City in droves
of 1,000 to 3,000 head to be sold
for from $8 to $15 per head.

A story is told of the first
bank robbery in Cisco. It hap-
pened in February, 1887. The
ground was covered with sleet
and ice and four unmasked
men rode down main street
and up to the doors of the
Cisco Bank. Two men sat on
their horses in front of the
bank with loaded Winchester
rifles ready to fire. The other
two men carried six shooters
and entered the bank and or-
dered the startled cashier to
raise his hands above his
head. One of the men covered
the cashier while the second
one looted the bank of every-
thing except the furnishings.
Before the town knew what
had happened the four horse-
men rode out at high speed. A
posse was called into action,
riding all night the men came
upon a smoldering camp fire
and several pieces of silver
on the ground. But to this day
no one knows what became of
the four robbers and the $10,-
000 dollars that was taken
from the bank.
