Let's go back to the past
and take a look at our
community paper, which
then went under the name,
THE RISING STAR
RECORD. This was a special
Historical Edition from
August 1937. Front page,
headline reads Smith and
Agnew Families Were
Among the First. Sub-title
follows J.W. Stell Had
Already Settled In This
Country.

Goss Family Came Here
From Indiana In 1874 And
Established Ranch Near
Rising Star

In taking a peep into the
early history of the Rising
Star community one cannot
go far with our running into
names of Smith and Agnew-
the first settlers of the
immediate Rising Star
community. The earl Smiths
and Agnews were members
of the party of six families
that came from Gregg
County, Texas, in January

1875 and settled in the fertile
and virgin valley just east
and south of the present city
of Rising Star. The families
were those of W.W. Smith,
Isaac Agnew, known as ''Big
Andy'’, Allie Smith, Dave
McKinley, Fletcher Fields
and Andy Agnew, Known as
“‘Little Andy’'. The Smiths
settled just east and south-
east of town and the Agnews
and Fields just south of town.

Hauled Water
When those pioneer
Families arrived in this

section no one knew that
water might be had just by
the digging of shallow wells
and for some two years water
was hauled from what is
known as the ‘‘Rock Hole"
on Sabanno Creek. One day
as Uncle Bill .Smith started
for a load of water from the
creek he sent some hands
digging a well what is now
the Bill Nunnally place.
When they were down 18
feet they struck a fine vein of
water and from that day on
wells began to go down as if
by magic and soon all early
setterls had good water wells
and days of hauling were
Over.

Prior to the coming of the
Smiths and Agnews, J.W,
Stell had already settled on
what is now know as the Ed
Lane place, and the Ilate
Uncle Eph Goss had settled
on the Goss Ranch, now
occupied by the Strackbein
family. The Goss Family
came from Indiana in 1874.

J.W. Swindle, coming in
from East Texas, settled on
the old Swindle farm in 1876,
and Hanford Lyons is

|ARRRRRRRRRRRRRRS  redited with settling on the
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old Lyons place in tne
present Macedonia
community as early as 1873.
The Rev. S.C. Steele and the
W.R.S. Lee family were also
among the very early
settlers, coming out in 1874.
Mr. Steele was a freighter in
the early days and hauled out
the boiler for the first gin
ever set up in the north part
of Brown county, located at
old Clio. The boiler was
hauled from Fort Worth and
was mired down in the
quicksands of the Brazos
River. It took Mr. Steele 30
days to move the boiler out
from Fort Worth.
Irbys Early Settlers

James and Frank Irby and
the late Tom Deen first
settled at Sipe Springs in
1875, but about 1880 moved
up to the new Rising Star
settlement. Uncle Jim
settling on the old Jim Irby
place, now occupied by the
B.F. Brown family and Frank
on what is now known as the
Parker farm. E.R. Patterson
is now located on the old Tom
Deen place. Uncle Jim Irby
was one of the first teahcers
in the little school house east
of the present town of Rising
Star and had much to do with
the development of the
community in its early days.
The Tysons, Green and Jim,
From North Carolina, were
also among the early settlers,
locating the Tyson places,
one occupied by the B.
Watkins family and the other
by the Lee Burkhead family,
as early as 1875. John
Cooper was one of the early
arrivals, coming in about
1876 and is credited with
building the first lumber
house in this section. He
hauled the lumber from Fort
Worth. Others coming in
about the same time included
the Clark brothers, Jim and
John, from Ellis county.
Uncle Jim bought a claim on
what is now known as the
Mose Scott place and made
his home there for a number
of years before acquiring the
present Clark property lying
just west of town. The other
brothers, Luther Marion and
Sam did not come out until
some years later. Uncle Jim
Clark is now the only surviv-
ing member of the party of
five brothers and is still hale
and hearty.

I hope you have enjoyed the
first half of this story and
enjoy the second half which
will be featured in the next
issue of The Rising Star.

Nine Eastland County

This is the season to apply
dormant oils for controlling
some of the hard-to-kill in-
sects on trees and shrubs.
Properly prepared
petroleum oils are effective
for controlling pests such as
scale insects, mites, pecan
phylloxera, insect eggs and
some hibernating cater-
pillars. Oils kill insects and
mites by suffocation or by
penetrating the breathing
tubes. Insect eggs are killed
because of interference with
the gas exchange through
the shell.

When compared to in-
secticides, oils have the

advantage of being less
expensive, give good
covering action, residues of
oils on fruit and nut trees are
exempt from tolerance and
oils are safe to handle.
However, oils are toxic to
most leaves, have low
toxicity to many insects and
are relatively unstable in
solutions.

Pecan producers and
homeowners who have had
problems with phylloxera
and obscure scale will want
to treat pecan trees in the
near future. Best results will
be obtained when trees are
treated just prior to leaf

emergence. Use dormant oil
at the rate of 3-3', gallons of
97 percent oil emulsion per
100 gallons of water, or 3
pint per 3 gallons of water.

When mixing and applying
dormant oils, extreme care
should be taken to use only
the amounts recommended
by the manufacturer. Tree
trunks and insect infested
limbs should be throughly
covered with the application.
Some trees tolerant to
normal applications of oil
may be damaged if oil is
applied in excessive

amounts. Even normal
applications o of oil have
been noted to damage beech,
Japanese and sugar maple,
hickory, walnut, butternut
and some spruces. Strict
attention should be given to
getting through coverage,
yet avoiding excessive ap-
plication of the oils.

This time of year when
there are no green forages
for cattle, vitamin A
deficiency can be a problem.

Vitamin A prowmuies
growth, stimulates appetite,
aids in reproduction and
lactation, keeps respiratory
and other tracts in healthy
condition, and makes for
normal vision.

Carotene, which supplies
Vitamin A, is contained in all
green parts of growing
plants. Good pastures
always provide liberal and
rich supplies of carotene and
thus have a high Vitamin A
value. However, vitamin
value decreases after the
plant’s bloom stage and
much of the carotine is

destroyed in hay drying field
curing.
The vitamin A

requirement of breeding,
growing and finishing beef

cattle can be met by
carotene in feedstuffs such
as green pastures, grass or
legume silages, hay not over
a year old or by sup
plementary vitamin A either
by intramuscular injection
or orally in feed sup-
plements.

The intramuscular in-
jection of emulsified Vitamin
A at the rate of one million
units apparently provides
sufficient vitamin A to
prevent deficiency signs for
two to four months in
growing or breeding beef
cattle.
