Purpose of the Texas Brucel-
losis law as amended is “To
bring about the effective con-
trol and eventual eradication of
bovine brucellosis in the State
of Texas and to accomplish that
purpose in the most effective,
practical and expeditious man-
ner”.

In animals Brucellosis may
cause abortion as the germ usu-
ally localizes in the reproduc-
tive tract. Reduction of milk
|production in cattle and goats
and fistula of fhe withers of
horses is caused by the Bru-
cellosis germ.

Man may become infected by
handling animals with the  dis-
ease or by drinking unpasteur-
ized milk from the infected an-
imals. It is called undulant fe-
’ver in man when caught from
la cow. When from a goat it
is called Malta fever.

Twenty-three states now have
reached the modified certified
Brucellosis status.

All nearby counties have held
Brucellosis meetings or plan to
(do so in the near future. All
livestock men in Eastland Coun-
ty particularly beef cattle pro-
ducers are invited to attend

BILLS ARE pending in both
the House of Representatives
and the United States
to again drastically liberalize
our immigration quotas.

THE PRESIDENT recently
transmitted his message to Con-
oress which proposes to double
the annual admission of 154-
000 people from foreign coun-
tries.

UNDER THE present law, im-
migration numbers from most
foreign countries are based on
ap ereentage of people of the
same race and ethnic
making up the United
population as of 1920.

THE PRESIDENT recom-
mends that the number of for-
eigners admitted be related to
the total number of people in
the United States as determin
ed by the 1960 Census. Ii this
change is mnot drastic enough,
the President would also extend
the eligibility of admission by
transferring quotas assigned to
Northern and Western Eurcpe
to other coluntries. Heretofore,
the greatest number have come
from Western and Northernn Eu-
rope, whose people are more
nearly like our own, and who
have some appreciation 9f the
American system and American
ideals. These to whom eligi-
bility would ‘be extended can
have little such appreciation, as
has been proved.

IN ADDITION, the President
also proposes to create a per-
manent refugee program skart-
ing with the admission of 10,-
000 persons per year. However,
the President wants a provision
added which would permit him
by a simple proclamation to in-
crease this number without lim-
it.
