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Every now and then some-
one of my age level recalls 
with nostalgia the Nelson Ed-
dy-Jeanette MacDonald mus-
ical duets so beloved of so 
many theater goers in the 
days before television. Usual-
ly, however, these recollec-
tions are greeted With super-
ior smiles by the mods of an 
elevated generation which 
professes to hold in disdain 
the "syrupy" harmonizing of 
the depression years. 

This is the age of the corn-
"  puter, the uncompromising  N 

ealist, the robot with a gear 
box for a brain, the practiced, 
cynic in contempt of his own 
rnisaion because he has no 
ebred of an idea Where l e is 

a going or how he could possib-
ly get there. There is no place 
for emotion in such a mechan-
ical complex. 

It little occurs to the intel-
lectual bigotry of a time so 
gratified with its own mech-
anics, that the most compli-
cated mathematical problem, 
beautifully solved, is absolu-
tely barren of any value or 
meaning whatsoever, exicept 
as it can contribute to the 
security, the happiness or the 
beauty of human life. A tre-
mendous battery of compu-
ters may be a tribute to the 
genius of man, but it can also 
be a Frankenstein which 
turns upon its master. 

It can woo him with the id-
ea that life, its ultimate good, 
is something to be had in 
package and label, much as 
you can take a TV dinner 
from a freezer food case and 
;imply heat it for a meal. 

We can do with some hon-
est emotion in this metallic 
age. The lack of any health-
ful emotional depth or mean-
ing beneath the practical con-
cerns of our society contribut-
es, I think, more than any-
tieing cUe to the violence and 
discontent that ci isturhs it.  
Science never gave purpose 
to anything: it only makes 

4' possible achievement. A lot of 
people, especially the young-
er generations, are seeking a 
meaning to existence and 
they are being given a stone. 

ESTABLISHED IN 1890 

The First State Bank of 
Rising Star registered the 
highest amount of deposits in 
its history this week as pro-
ceeds from the 1970 peanut 
crop flowed into the vault of 
the Rising Star institution. 

Total deposits as of Mon-
day, December 7, were ap-
proximately $5,400,000, some 
$250,000 more than the high-
est figure recorded previous-

‘Iv in December of last year. 
President James Rutherford 

said that the 1970 figure is ex-
pected to rise to around 
$5,500,000 as the remainder of 
the harvest — now about 90 
per cent complete — is brought 
in. 

In money income to the 
farmers of the  area the 1970 
crop has turned out to be one 
of the best in history, if not 
the best, Rutherford suggest-
ed. Fine harvest weather im-
proved the grade of the pea-
nuts and the yield, despite 
some infestation of root 
worms, has been more than 
anticipated. The nigh average 
grade of the crop seems to 
have more than offset the 
somewhat lower yield per ac-
re, it was pointed out. 

Total income from the cur-
rent harvest which had been 
handled by t the bank to last 
Monday was $1,814,868.49, th'e 
banker reported. Most of this 
"gross' income has been used 
to pay off notes and bills ow-
ed by farmers which reduced 
the amount left on deposit in 
the bank, it was explained. 
This means that the average 
grower is in excellent condi-
tion (Socially and Well fixed 
for next year's crop. 

Another significant /factor 
expected to add to the in-
come of the community is 
seen in the fact that most of 
the crop thia fah went under 
government loans, instead of 
being directly bought by the 
processors, Rutherford said. 

He pointed oat that the ec-
onomics of the market have 
been sound, with the law of 
"supply and demand" working 
very well in the case of the 
peanut crop. 

"It could be that the pro-
cessors are simply letting the 
government foot the storage 
bill until they are ready for 
the peanuts. At any rate lo-
cal ware'nouses will get a fur-
ther income from storgae 
charges."

and remembering. We ere the 
people who chose new leaders 
from time to time, while we 
remain—with our memories. 

We are "doves" and we are 
"hawks" and we are undecid-
ed about the issue of the war, 
but we are united in believing 
that wives should know if 
they are widows and mothers. 
should know if they still have 
sons. 

We are united in believing 
it is less than humane to use 
the lives of these men and the 
agony of their families as a 
bargaining point at the con-
ference table. 

We, the American people. 
whose goodwill will not be un-
desirable when the war is 
ended, ask you to release 
these men who can be no good 
to you and who are precious 
to us. 

President Ton Duc Thang; 
Democratic Republic of Viet-
nam; Hanio, North Vietnam. 

To the Honorable Ton Duc 
Thang: 

We do not come as minis-
ters, diplomats or heads of 
state to plead for the lives of 
Americans you hold or whose 
fate you know. We are the 
wives. their children, their 
parents, their brothers and 
sisters, their friends, their 
neighbors and their country-
men. 

We remember them. We re-
member them as children: as 
young men who played and 
worked and lived and loved 
among us.

That date marked one of 
the most important events of 
tms area. No doubt more peo-
ple gathered at the small de-
pot and filled all vacant lots 
adjoining the railroad proper-
ty on East Mills Street than 
has ever congregated before 
or after that eventful day in 
1910. 

For more than 30 years that 
railroad served it's purpose 
and was a blessing to this en-
tire countryside, by carrying 
passengers and freight to De 
Leon to catch other trains to 
the outside world. 

Tons of freight, including 
(building inaturiitis, cotton, 
peanuts, cattle hogs, poultry, 
fruits of all kinds, horses and 
mules and various other com-
modities were shipped out of 
this section. To say nothing 
of the convenience of incom-
ing Shipments of farm ma-
chinery, furniture, groceries 
and other merchandise too 
numerous to mention_ In later 
years automobiles were Ship-
ped in by the car loads. 
Trucks and machinery parts, 
formed a large part of the 
freight shipments. 

After a time of the joy and 
excitement of having a daily 
train for seven days a week, 
there came the day of com-
mercial trucking, insuri n g 
faster service and quick de-
livery of all freight and at 
lower rates than the railroad 
company offered.
