There are actually scveral
unique things about the class
thatbegins Monday evenings,
September 10 in the Fellow-
ship Hall of the Rising Star
Church of Christ.

First, 1t 1s geared to the
nceds of the absolute begin-
nerin Bible study. Those who
havenever hadany academic,
formal or even systematic
study opportunities will profit
from thisclass. They will gain
a foundauon upon which to
build their study of the Bible
for the rest of their life.

Second, the material is
presented in such a way that
the advanced student of the
Word receives a refreshing,
upbuilding review of the
greatest piece of literature of
all ages.

JohnG. Lee, 64, and Benjy
Clark, 38, were injured when
gas blew from an oil well and
ignited about 4:30 p.m. Au-
gust 28. Lee and his son-in-
law, Clark, were treated at
Rising Star Clinic before they
were transported to an
Abilene hospital by ambu-
lance. From there they were
flown by helicopter to Par-
kland Burn Center iln Dallas.

Clark was in critical condi-
tion and remains in intensive
care, with second- and third-
degree burns burns over 61
percent of his body; his face,
back, arms and legs were
burned. Benjy is showing
someimprovementandisable
to talk some with his family.

Leeentered the burn center
in serious condition and is
now improving; he has burns
over 39 percent of his body,
including his face, back,arms
and abdomen.

Fur those of you who have
peach trees, now is the best
time to treat for one of the
most destructive peach tree
pests, the peach tree borer. A
sure sign of the pest is gum
oozing down the tree’s trunk
or branches. Most peach trees
served us well this year with
bumper crops of good
peaches. So, if we want to
keep the trees going Lo pro-
duce another crop next year
and the next, then we need to
keep the borers out.

This pest primarily attacks
peach trees butcan also infest

plum cherry, and apricot
trees. Sooner or later, your
trees stand a good chance of
being infested.

Actually, two borers attack
peach trees. The larval stage
of the peach tree borer feeds
within the tree’s cambium
layer in an area about six
inches above the soil line to
six inches below. The lesser
peach tree borer attacks, the
cambium layer of the upper
portion of the tree’s trunk and
larger branches.

to the trunk and lower scaf-
fold branches is the best con-
trol for the borers. Be sure to
read and follow directions on
the label.

An old and less effective
control of the peach tree borer
is the use of paradichlo-
robengene (PDB) crystalls of
ethylenedichloride. PDB also
is the active ingredient in
some kinds of mothball crys-
tals. However, some moth-
balls are made from naphtha-
lene instead of PDB crystals
and must not be used against
borers.

When using PDB for borer
control, remove weeds and
grass from around the tree’s
base and level soil one foot
from the trunk. Place PDB
crystals in a narrow groove
encircling the tree about two
inches from the trunk. This
should be done during the first
two weeks of November when
the soil is dry and the tem-
perature is 55 degrees or
above. Be careful to keep the
crystals from directly contact-
ing the tree.

Place clean soil over the
crystalstoformacone-shaped
pile about six inches high
around the tree’s base. Re-
move this soil from the base
of the tree in late March or
early April.

The amount of PDB to use
is determined by age and size
of the tree. In general, use
one-half ounce of crystals for
two to three year old trees,
three-fourths ounce for four
to five years old trees, and
one ounce for mature trees.

It is just easier and simpler
to spray with Dursban now. If
there is still fruit on the trees,
do not spray the fruit.
