Telephone Company Two From May Attend

Asking For Increase

AT&T, parent com-
pany of the Bell
System, is asking for a
10.5 percent increase
in rates for all out-of-
state long distance
calls. It is their first re-
quest for a general
rate increase in over
four years. The an-
nouncement was made
locally by Continental
Telephone.

AT&T is asking the
Federal Comunica-
tions Commission for
an across-the-board in-
crease of 10.5 percent.
The company has ask-
ed that this take place
in two steps. If approv-
ed, the first increase
would raise rates by
9.65 percent and
become effective June
1, 1980. On October 1,
1980 an additional in-
crease would become
effective, thus raising
current rates by a total
of 10.5 percent.

According  to Alan
Armstrong, Customer
Service Manager for
Continental, all phone
companies concur in
AT&T charges for long
distance services so
that rates are uniform.
Therefore, any
changes in long
distance rates approv-
ed for AT&T would af-
fect all telephone users
in the nation
regardless of which
company provides the
serviced.

The spokesman ex-
plained that each non-
Bell company remits
long distance revenue
generated by their
customers to AT&T.
Through an elaborate
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thru college, ‘earning a law degree, and working for six

years as a prosecuting attorney. Bill B. Hart did all
this in 34 years.

As an example of the
proposed rate ap-
plicable for long
distance calls, the full
weekday direct dialed
rates for a one minute
call from most Texas
points to New York Ci-
ty would go from the
current 52 cents to 55
cents in June, and up to
97 cents in October.

would go from 21 cents
to 22 cents, and finally
to 23 cents.

The increase would

apply to all out-of-state
long distance -calls
made in the U.S.
(except calls to and
from Alaska, Hawaii,
Puerto Rico, and the
Virgin Islands); calls
*involving Mexico,
Canada, and all
foreign points; in-
terstate leased
business circuits; and
charges made to
businesses for pro-
viding interstate toll
free ‘800 service”'.

City Receives
Sales Tax

State Comtroller Bob
Bullock Friday said ci-
ty sales tax rebates for
the first quarter of 1980
grew substantially
compared to the first
quarter of 1979 but the
increases don’t fare as
well under close in-
spection.

The apparent in-
creases are partly off-
set by the fact that dur-
ing the first quarter of
1979 city sales tax
allocations were down
due to late filings and a
backlog of 2400 returns
in the agency’s accoun-
ting system, Bullock
said.

System im-
provements have
eliminated the backlog

and strengthened the
agency’s ability to
quickly handle returns
and put more money
into the system for
rebates, he said.
Bullock said 1980
rebates to cities from
the first of the year
total $138.7 million,
compared to 1979
payments of $100
million over the same
period, an increase of
about 38 percent. He
said 924 Texas cities
will share $78.6 million
in sales tax rebates
during March, com-
pared to $56.6 million
in March of last year.
““A 38 percent growth
at first blush seems
astonishing, but my
current revenue
estimate projects that
sales tax revenue

would grow 26.5 per-

cent during the current
budget period and
we've got 17 more
months before we”ll
close the books,”
Bullock said.

Rising Star received
$4214.75 for the period
ending February 28,
1980. This is up from
the $2275.72 the city
received for the same
period of last year.
Total payments to date
are $5877.94.

The city sales tax is

collected by mer-
chants and other sales
tax perrit holders
along with the state
sales tax and is
rebated monthly to
cities in which it is col-
lected by the Comp-
troller’s office.
