dress in which le outlined the work
the Association is doing for our bo,
in the training camps.® His familiar-
ity with army conditions made his ad-
dress both interesting and instructive.
Hon. W. H. Crudgirgton of Amarillo,
our representative 1n the legislature
from this district, delivered the real
patriotic speech of the afiernnon,
which set ar people on fire and put
themin the proper mood for taking up
the work of the conservation of food.

FINANCING TﬂE WAR

So stupendous has ‘been the cost of
the war that people are becoming
accustomed to talking as glibly about
billions as they once did about mil-
lions. The total expenditures Entalltd

by hostilities are now
approximately $100,000,000,000. Up
to the present® time the financial
burden has been felt most by Great
| Britain. Of the total amount of more
than  $10,000,000,000  which the
| stronger of the belligerent nations
| have lent to their allies and to the
‘neu?r'\l countries, Great Britain has
|provided more than half, Germany
1$2,500,000,000, and France about
‘.szsoo 000,000. The United States’
loans to the Allies are rapidly ap-
| proaching ‘a total of $3,000,000,000,
and the amount will certainly ex-
ceed that lent by any other nation in
the world, unless the war should end
sooner than is now expected. The
United Stateg.is lending to , other
countries at the rate of about $500,-
1000,000 a month, and the rate is
|likely to expeed this greatly with the
| rogress of the war.

The_ United S amply able to
|bear the financial burden. Its re-
sources are so enormous that the cost
{of the war can be met without any-
thing like the hardships and sacrifices
| experienced by European countries.
| The people of the United States, how-
aver, should not deceive themselves
into believing that this war,is going
to be won without their . making
great sacrifices. Some think that
they have already done so in sub-
scribing to the Liberty Loan, but in
buying these bonds they have per-
formed a far greater service  for
themselves than for their govern-
ment, for the investment is likely to
reap them a good profit after the war
is over, when the bonds are almost
certain to enhance in value. The
greater pinch is, of course, felt in the
higher cost ‘of living and the in-
creased taxation. But a true pa-
triot will rej in pa
taxes when he knows that, by so do-
ing, he is furnishing a t contri-
bution toward the successful prose-
cution of the war, and he will regard
the higher 'cost of living as being

war.

The financial bur should be
shared largely by the United States,
because it is able to bear that bur-
den. The total wealth of the country
is estimated at $250,000,000,000, al-
though these figures are more of a

guess than an estimate. The per
capita wealth is about $2,392. The
Civil War cost the nation about $8,-

000,000,000, In 1870 the per capita
debt was about 7 per cent of the per
capita wealth of the country. Al
though the interest-bearing govern-
ment today is about $5,000,000,000,
the per capita debt is only about 1.6
per cent of the per capita wealth. So
the United States still has billions to
spend, and a long distance to go, be-
fore the financial condition of the
country begins to be as unfavorable
as it was after the Civil War.

There is another thing that has
not been given much consideration
by those who are fretting-about the
enormous debt that the United
States is piling up.

ITALIAN LEADER GREAT G

Rome.—TIt is sald in the little Italian
water town of Pallanza on the border
of the Lago Maggiore, away up toward
the Swiss Alps, where Lombardy and
Pledmont meet, that some years ago
a learned German with a particular in-
terest in heraldry paused at some
length before a weather-beaten crest
embossed in' a quaint old-fashioned
doorway, and observed to those in his
company :

“Remarkable — most remarkable.
The composition of this coat of arms
points to a line of fate running in the
same family from father to son, and.
to tremendous achievements to crown
the family tree. I wouldn't care to be
pltth against the star of that fam-

And he marched himself off, growl-

"Remnrkuble, most remarkable!”
But it never occurred to him to ask the
name of the family who had once gone
through the deserted gateway, nor, at
the time, did his reflection strike his
Italian host as anything but a freak
of “kultur.”

Time has proved that the German
was right for once.
onk tree and what not that had struck
his fancy so are the crest of the Ca-
dorna, who come from poor but un-
sullied provinclal nobility, with two
chlef - ideals running in the family:
Faith in God and devotion to Italy.
The present General Cadorna’s grand-
father was minister to King Carlo Al-
berto, who led the movement for Ital-

tion to his kingdom (then restricted to
Pledmont and Sardinia), abdicated in
fayor of his son when he thought that
such a course of action would help the
formation of new Italy, and died an
exfle at Oporto. General Cadorna’s fa-
ther, Gen. Couint Raffaele Cadorna, led
In 1866 the Itallan’ advance on the
Isonzo, which was cut short by diplo-
matic interference and the subsequent
granting to Austrla of the Itallan lands
beyond that same Isonzo and the Adri-
atic; an unjust-and therefore unwise
move which ultimately resulted in the
war of today.

The “line of fate running in the fam-
{ly from father to son” is evident now,
when Gen. Count Luigi Caderna takes
ap the reshaping of history left un-
finished by his father, as all Italy of
today takes up the strand of fate {ll-
twined and distorted by the unfortun-
ate events of 1866.

Luigi Cadorna himself was born in
Pallanza on September 4, 1850, and
he was barely 15 years old when he
entered the military academy, gradu-
ating therefrom as a full-fledged lieu-
tenant In 1870, and receiving his cap-
taln’s commission In 1875 in an artil-
lery regiment. Opportunity for experi-
ence in Infantry work was afforded
him by his appointment as a major in
the Sixty-second infantry regiment in
1883; but since 1892, when he got his
colonelcy, he has been identifled with
the Bersaglieri, the “wideawakes” of
the Ttallan army.

All these years were spent by him
in' active study of general military

(he had attained his generalship then
since some years), he led In the

against the Red, withall the strategic
o0dds against his party, and astonished
all experts by the working out of a
capital plan first; and when this fell
through on unforeseen circumstances,
by the promptness with which he sized
up the new situation and turned it
once more to his advantage.

But nothing then seemed to point
out the magnificent heights to which
he was called. In fmct, the breaking
out of the European war in 1914 still
found him a general on the list for the
command of an army in case of war.
And the Ttalian chief of staff was Gen-
eral Polllo, who, by the way, was
blessed with an Austrian wife. His
timely death was a good turn of fate
for Italy, for the king appointed Gen-
eral Cadorna to his place

PIGS ON COWPEA PASTURE, EELTSVILLE FARM, MD.

(From the United States Department of
Agriculture.)

Swine are profitably grown in prac-
tically every locality and on almost
every type of soil in the United States.
Although the most heavily stocked re-
glon is found in the corn belt, the East
and the South are increasing the num-
ber of their swine at a rapid rate, very
largely because of the use of pasture
crops to replace part.of the grain ra-
tion. In.fact, hogs afe grown: un-
der many different methods of farming
and fed upon a great varlety of crops,
showing ‘that they ‘are well adapted to
almost any condition found upon the
farms of this country.

Ideal Location.

An ideal location is on a well-drain-
ed farm possessing a rich soil that will
produce grasses and other forage as
well as the grains needed for fatten-
ing the hogs. This does not mean,
hotvever, that only those farmers hold-
ing rich, level lands should raise
hogs, for, as a matter of fact, hogs
are most easily handled on farms that
are somewhat rolling. For the pro-
duction of forage crops the rolling
farm is often as good as the level one,
and frequently has the added advan-
tage of shade and a better fater sup-
ply. ' The hill farmer does not have
the best of it in” all things, but in
many instances he has certain advan-
tages which he does not appreciate.

In locating, the question of a mar-
ket also must be considered, and the
facilities for reaching it. Most com-
munities are connected with the large
central live stock markets by the rail-

roads, but these will be of little avail lf\

the roads to the railroads are poor.
Good roads are of inestimable impor-
tance, for, among other things, they
enable the farmer to market his prod-
uets at any and all times.
Right Number of Hogs.

The number of hogs for each farm

must be determined by a study of lo-

cal conditions and the type of farming.
The maximum number of hogs per acre
is found on farms chiefly or wholly de-
voted to the raising of that class of
stock; as for example, farms in the
state of Towa, where it is quite com-
mon to see farms stocked with several
hogs to the acre, while the average
for the entire state Is one to every
three acres of improved farm land. Un-
der average conditions in this coun-
try, however, hogs return the largest
profit when raised to utilize waste
products, and when kept for this pur-
pose alone the number will depend
upon the quantity of waste products
tobe consumed. Skim milk from dairy
herds, shattered grain from grain
fields, unmarketable products from the
truck farm, undigested grain in the
droppings of faftening steers, and
many other minor wastes on the aver-

age farm are examples of feedstuffs |

‘which would be wasted were it not for

their utilization by the thrifty farm-

er for the production of pork.
Utilize Waste Products.

In order to utilize some of these
products it 1s necessary to have a num-
ber of pigs on hand for a relatively
short time on account of the perish-
able nature of these feeds. The rest
of the year the fattening pigs and the
breeding stock must be maintained
upon feed raised expressly for their
consumption, and while they are not
kept at a loss during this time, still
the greatest profit is derived when
they are eating the cheap feed in the
form of waste products. The num-
ber of hogs which can utilize the waste
to the best advantage, therefore,
should be the limited factor in deter-
mining the number of hogs to the
farm. On farms in the corn belt,
where hogs are raised simply to mar-
ket the corn crop on the hoof, the num-
ber is controlled by the amount of corn
which can profitably be raised to fat-
ten them.

PRODUCE MEAT AND
AID SOIL FERTILITY

Putting Corn Stover Into Silo Is
st Economical Way to Han-
c‘!e—-—r'ever Burn Stalks.

(From the United “States Department of
griculture.)

‘The most e(‘nnnvmc'ﬂ way_ of han-
dling corn stover is to put it into a
silo. If generally adopted, this prac-
tice svould end a waste through wrong
methods that now amounts to 35 per
cent of all the stover fed, says the
United States department of agricul-
ture. It would place at the disposal
of the farmer an enormous mass of
roughage to cheapen the cost of pro-
ducing meat and to maintain soil fer-
tility in the most economical of all
Wways—by the production of manure,

That the value of stover as feed is
recognized to some extent is indicated
by the fact that 81.5 per cent of what

is produced is fed in some way. Fre-
quently, however, it is not the right
way. For instance, such practices as

“pulling the fodder,” or “topping” the
corn are most wasteful, but approxi-
mately 30 per cent of matured corn
is handled in one of these two wa,
The stadks that are left standing in
the field are pastured, plowed, under
or burned.

To burn stover is a crime against
Intelligent agriculture for which it is
difficult to find any explanation ex-
cept obstinate ignorance on the ‘part
of the perpetrators. It offers a qufck
and easy method of clearing the
ground for plowing, but that is a small
offset for the waste of good material.

Plowing under and pasturing are bet-
ter, but they also involve some waste.

On the other hand, ensiling the
stover means that its feeding value is
utilized to the full. A quantity of
roughage is provided which lessens the
need for expensive concentrates and
makes the production of meat mors
profitable by lowering the cost of
manufacture. Obviously, this Is a
stimulus to the keeping of live stock,
which from every point of view Is
most desirable.

In preparing stover for feeding, chop-
ping or shredding increases its palata-
bility and enables a greater quantity to
be stored in a given space. Both of
these methods, however, involve the
use of additional labor and ean only
be recommended when labor and power
are cheap and abundant. Cutting and
shocking, on the other hand, involve
some waste, but In general this is off-
set by the saving in labor.

Bombardment by the British artil-
lery of the German lines in the Ypres
sector, in Flanders, continues most in-
tense, but there has been no infantry
movement in force. An attack on a
larger scale than the usual daily raids
probably is imminent.

The Russian northern army, which :

ing the Germans back to the Dvina
line in the Riga region, have occupied
several German positions between
Pskoff and Riga. Later they captured
Teuton defenses northeast of Fried-
richstadt, south of Riga. In its offi-
cial report Berlin makes no mention
of activity in this region.
