TESTIMONY FOR PLAINTIFF.

Jared Rifle Sworn.—Knows defendant .and
has known him 17 or 18 years: lived about fifty
rods from him for the last three or four years;
he is a man of wealth. Has known plaintdf by
sight the same length of time; has not been ac-
quainted with her until within two or three
years; she went to live with defendant in the fall
and left in June or July; before that time she liv-
ed with defendant’s brother. The next day
after plaintiff left defendant’s witness saw de-
tendant at his brother’s woodhouse; witness
thinks he asked detendant why he and Huldah
made such a devilish fuss about their wedding!
why he was not more privaie or more sly about
it? He (defendant) said the d——d fool told
him to say nothing about it, and she must go
and blab 1t.out. . Nothing more passed at that
time. Sometime afler that, plaintiff went off to
the west; defendant was working for witness—
they had changed works—witness can’t tell
when or where 1t was; witness asked why he
did not marry her; asked if she was not
prudent; defendant said yes; she was a
good girl and prudent; witness asked what
is the matter; defendant said she is too young,
&e. /

_ Aurelia Smith sworn—Is a sister of plaintiff;
plaintiff’ will be 39 years old in April; after plain-
tiff left defendant’s house, she went to the wid-
ow Douglass’; she came to witness’ house in
about a week after she left defendant’s, and a
day or two after took the stage and went to the
west; she was gone about two months. After
plaintiff returned from the west she was at Mr.

Sorcetime after that, in the spring of 1832,
witness had heard that plaintiff had said to her
(witness) sister that she had engaged to marry
defendant; witness told her she thought it was
very improper; she tried to make witness be-
lieve it was for the best; she said she would not
have him while the family felt so about it; wit-
ness spoke to her immediately after this to leave,
in presence of defendant; she said she would go.
Mrs. Maria Barnes,lived 70 or 80 rods from de-
fendant, and did before his wife died; recoilected
when plaintiff went with delendant—she was
frequently at witness’ house while she lived at
defendant’s. In March, 1833, plaintiff was at
witness' house with the widow Rogers; plaintiff
asked witness if she had heard any bad stories
about lier and defendant; witness said she had
not—she said she had not heard any thing said,
andshe didnot think there had been, and she
hoped there would be nothing till she left—that
she had talksed, the fall before, of going to visit
herbrother. After she left defendant’s and had
come back from the west, she came to wilness’
honse one Sunday after meeting, and requested
witness to go up stairs to talk with her—atter
they got up stairs, she asked witness it she re-
collected what she said in March—-witness told
her she did; plaintiff said she supposed witness
e-report about her; leaving defend-

ant’s; witness said she had; plaintiff asked wit-

ness if she supposed from what she said in
March, that she alluded to her being married to
defendant; witness told her she did not--she
said she had spoken to defendant about marry-
ing her pefore March, and told him she should
notstay there and make herself a slave to him
and his family, unless she could be benefited by
it hereafter, and defendant said to her, ¢“Huldah,
you know it would never do for ine to marry you
it I wanted to ever so much, on account of the
children;’’ he said, what do you suppose my
wife would have thought, if she had supposed I
should ever have thought of any such thing,
when she lay on her death bed; she told defend-
ant she did not know but she was as good as his
wife, if she did belong to the Baptist, and his
wife to the Presbyterians. She said she had
tried to please detendant and the children; she
did not say tha' defendant had engaged to mar-
ry her; she said she had been advised by some
of the members of the Baptist church, to go
there and have him if she could; witness’ hus-
band came in while they were talking; they
went do\wn,slairs soon atter; when witness’ hus-
band came in, they were up stairs; stayed about
one hour; she went away from witness’ on
Monday atternoon, and came back the next day;
she requested witness 1o send one of her chil-
dren to defendant’s, and tell defendant witness’
husband wanted to see him on some particular
business, and get him to come up there; wit-
ness said her child should not go with any such
message; it was not doing as she would be done
by; plaintiff then wanted witness to ask her hus-
band to send the child; witness” husband refused
to send the child on such a message; she asked
witness then if she was willing defendant should
come if she could get him to, by’ any other
means; witness said sbe had no objections to
his coming there, but she did not want to send
for him, defendant soon after passed, and she
asked him to comne in, and said she wanted to
see him; defendant said he wasin a hurry and
could not stop; plaintiff went out, said she
wanted to see him a minute, and he finally came
in; he stayed but a few minutes, witness did not
hear what they said; plaintiff stayed till next
morning at witness” and then wentaway.

After the suit was brought plaintiff and her
sister, (Mrs. Swith,) and Mr. Smith came to
witness’ house &bout 10 A. M. Mrs. Smith
asked witness why she had any reason to doubt

The counsel for the plaintiff here rested the
cause.

The counsel for the defendant then submitted
a motion for a non-suit, but it was overruled by
the court, and they then proceeded to introduce
testimony on the part of the defence.

TESTIMONY FOR DEFENDANT.

Mrs. Sarah Douglass; witness’s husband is
the brother of defendant; her husband’s name is
Benjamin; knows plaintitf; she boarded at wit-
ness’s house before she went to detendant’s; she
has no property; defendant’s wife died in March
5 years ago; soon after defendant’s wile's death
his daughter went to Waterford to school; he
had another daughter, who was married to Mr.
Brower. He had a son, who was in Albany.—
After his danghter went to Watertord, defendant
broke up house-keeping and boarded with one
of his tenants during the summer,and in the fall
came to witness’ to live. . Plaintiff came tolive
with witness just after or just before de
fendant came there, and lived there while de-
fendant did. While defendant lived at witness’
plaintiff said to witness’ daughter, come, let us
go and keep house f r youruncle: daughter re-
fused.  Sometime after that plaintiff asked wit-
ness if she did not think defendant would let her
come and keep house for him; witness did not
say much. Plamtiff said she did not see that
there could be any thing wrong about it; she
wanted nothing of him, and she did not suppose
he wanted any thing of'her. She spoke to wit-
ness 1wo or three times about it;- witness told
her she did not want to say any thing about 1t to
defendant, but she would speak to her husband
about it; and she did speak to her husband and
got him to speak to her about i..

Cross-examined—Defendant’s wife was a very
fine woman; never understood she was rich.

Benjamin Douglass sworn.—Is b-other of de-
fendant; had @ conversation with defendant, and
asked him if he would have plantiff to keep
house for him; he said he did not know that it
would answer,he must be particular who he hired
on account of his family; that he wanted to get
a small family to come into the house and he
would board with them. He said if she came
he would have somebody else there too; he did
not know what might be said; he spoke of Ru-
sha Button, an ' old maid unable to-work; she
had boarded with defendant before; after that he
said defendant said he could get a small family
to come into the house ashe expected; what de-
fendant said, witness talked of in the family in
presence of plaintiff; heard plaintiff and the oth-
er woman talking about her going; she said she
had rather go there, as it would be near the
meeting, and would be better than to live a lit-
Defendant was 66 last Au-
gust. Prudence went to Lisbrothers in'a week
or ten days—plaintiff also went. Heard plain-
tiff one night say to witness’ daughter, come,
let’s go and keep house for your uncle Eli.—
His daughter said she could not, she had so
much to do.

Hannah Douglass sworn.—Miss Button went
to live with defendant the fall after his wife’s
death. Plaintiff asked witness to go with her
and keep house for detendant; she said let’s
you and I go and keep house for your uncle;”
witness said no, I shan’t offer my services, not
even to my uncle; she should wait till she was
asked: this was some weeks before she went to
defendant’s; she made this propositie wit-
ness a short time after she came to ess’
house; she complained of being out of health
when she came to stay at witness’ father’s.

Myrs. Elizabeth Pierce sworn.—Ils the daughter
of defendant; witness was at school at Water-
ford; wentin June; came home on a visit in the
fall; two or three weelks before defendant resum-
ed housekeeping; thinks some time in October;
this wasabout the time plaintiff proposed to keep
house for defendant; witness came home in
June 1832, and remained there till after plaintiff
left the family.—Miss Buttoo stayed at her fa-
ther’s the winter before, but left a short time be-
fore witness came home; defendant’s family

ever said any thing  to me about; ‘witness:told|
the p’:aintlif'(}i’e'!'erié'ﬁt sa.d hie would atany time
lay his hand on the Eibleand swear he had never
promised to marry her; witness told her she did
not think the plamtiff could do that on her part
that he had promised; she did notsay whether
she could or not; at  this plaintift left witness’
house the same day she came, before dinner.—
Witness’ husband was presentafler the conver-
sation she has related; witness’s husband asked
Mrs. Smith if she and plaintiff had passed de-
fendant in a wagon beforeithat; Mrs. Smith said,
they had; he asked her if defendant said any
thing at that time; Mrs. Smith said he did; Mr.
Barnes asked what he said; Mrs. Smith said he
said enough;and she heard it distinetly 100; Mrs.
Smith said she drove past defendant and. called
at his house to get some things that plaintiff left
there, and to get defendant and his daughter to
sign a paper respecting her character concerning
some reports they had heard come from there;
witness asked plaintiffif she wentinto the house;
she said she did not, but went into the portico:
Mr. Barnes asked her if defendant settled ‘with
her at that time ; she said he did not ;
she said he' passed through the entry and
saw hersitting in the portico; he stepped to the
drawer, took out $5 and handed it to her, and
ssid he expected $10 that day and could not
then settle with her but would ina few days;
she said there was some debts to pay for her and
there would be a small balance due her, he would
settle with her for it; Mr. Barnes said then de-
fendant told ‘you he would settle with you; she
said yes; Mrs. Smith said I heard defendant say
he would call and settle with plaintiff; witness
asked Mrs. Smith if she was present: she said
no, but just as she came round thecorner of the
house she heard plaintiff say to defendant then
you say you will call and settle with me, and
defendant said yes; Mr. Douglass said call and
settle what—for your work?  Plaintiff' said yes;
then Mr. Smith s; oke and said we had better be
going, you have said enough already, and they
went immediately.

Cross-examined—In the spring before she left
plaintiff told 'witness she-had spoken to defen-
dant to go to Troy in a wagon, but he objected:
he said Mr. Barnes would not like to have his
horse go in a wagon the going was so bad; she
said defendant said he would pay her passage it
she would go in the stage, but she had rather
go in the wagon with him; she thought as she re-
sided in the family it would look droil for her
to go n the stage, and for defendant to go on
horseback: she asked Mr. Barnes for his wag-
gon and if he was willing his horse should go
in the wagon; Mr. Barnes consented to have his
horse go in the wagon; she paid him for the
wagon after she left defendant.

On the Sunday afternoon she said when they
went to Troy she intended to speak to defend-
ant about marrying her, and if he would say he
would marry her she would get a light silk
dress, if not she would get a black one; that de-
fendant did not incline to say much about geing
to Troy, and she Lad no time to see him; after
they got there she finally concluded to get hera
black dress,and bought one at that time;she said if
she was married she would be married ina ging-
ham dress; she said she told defendant she would
not get another meal of victuals for him unless
he would tell her whether he would marry her
or not, and he told her to go work and he would
see; she said this was the winter before she left;
she said ¢‘he had been sick, had a cough and she
did not think he’d live “long, she nursed him,
made porridge for him,prayed for him, and now
he won’t marry me, how harditis Mrs. Barnes;"’
she d:d not think he would live more than a year
or two and he ought te have some one to take
care of him.

Mr. Rifle cross-examined.—There was a man
under the wood-shed when defendant had the
conversation with witness; considered the ans-
wer of defendant to be serious; mever said this
conversation wasin jest or any thing of'the kind;
never told Mr. Barnes so, as he knows, nor Mr.
Gardner; they asked witness whether defendant
was not in fun; witness told them  he did not
know; nor to Erastus Brown witness and de-
fendant are much in the habit of joking.

[Homer Barnes, Erastus Brown were here
called and testified that Rifle told them that the
conversation above alluded to with defendant
was in Jest.]

Mr. J. P. Cushman summed up the cause to
the jury onbehalf of the defendant with much
eloquence and ability. ' He stated, that although
an application had been made to the court atthe
conclusion of the plaintiff’s testimony for a
nonsuit, his client was not unwilling that an in-
vestigation of the whole matter should be had.in
the face ofthe county. = The suit had been pend-
ing over him for a long time, ;and he owed it 10
his family and the conmunity, that they should
know the precise relation in which he stood to
Huldah Simalley. He had come intocourt prepar-
ed to meet a stronger case than the plaintiff had
made out. His learned friend by his side had for

months informed him that the plaintiff would

no deceitfulness-no me:

produce certain letters from the defendanton
the trial, which weuld settle the whole contro-
versy, and had even gone so far as to repeat to
him several times divers sentences therefrom,
which were well caleulated to fill him with ter-
ror and alarm for the fate of his client. He
continued, so firmly fixed had this impression
become on every mind that upon the solemn and
earnest asservation of the defendant, over and
over again, that he had never written a single
line to the plaintiff, I was induced to make in-
quiries whether my elient’s memory was per-
feetly sound and good in all respects, and finally
1 subp@naed half of Stephentown to appear on
this trial and disprove the genuineness of the
expected letters. But alas! no letters of love,
of’ friendship, or of business have we seen.

He then proceed to.comment upon the plamn-
tift’s evidence, ‘and argued with much point and
force upon the nature of the pretended admis-
sion of the defendant, of an engagement on ‘his
part to marry the plaintiff., ‘They were all of a
jocund character, he ‘coniended, and were far
from being satisfactory. = When the plaintiff,
with her sister, met the defendant, and asked
him if he wouldn’t marry her, notwithstanding
the opposition of the children. ¢I don’t know,”’
suys he. He does not say, I will marry you,or,
I will not marry you; but leaning his head upon
his rake, ¢l don’t know,'’ he says. Another
question of the same character is put again, and
still his constant reply is, ¢:I don’t know,’”’ until
finally ‘Unele Eli, apparently tired of the im-
portunity of the youthful dame, walks off, hav-

ing uttered no other declaration, admission, con--

fession or acknowledgement of a contract 1o
marry than an emphatic and distinet ¢/ don’t
know!”’

Again the plaintiff;, wishing for a comfartable
and permanent home, tells the defendant one
day when the subject waslying heavily upon ner
mind, that she won't get another meal of vict-
uals for him unless he will promise to marry her.
What is my client’s answer?  That he would
marry her? No. That he intended to marry
her?  No. That he had even thought of mar-
rying her? No. ¢Go to work, and I'll sce.”’

Mr. C. proceeded at some length to trace a de-
sign on the part of the plaintiff, from the begin
ing, to entrap his client, animadverted in mode-
rate terms upon her views of the nature of the
supposed contract; alluded to the unsuitableness
of the match; on account of the great disparity
in age and circumstances between the parties,
which would tornia_just ground- of opposition
on the part of his client’s family to such a meas-
ure; remarked that it was true there was an en-
gagement hetween the parties, but it was an en-
guagement on the one side to render service, and
an engagement on the other side, to pay for all
needful services rendered; and in conclusion, ap-
pealed in a happy and powerful manner to the
Jury to return such a verdict as would be expect-
ed irom honest and intelligent men, and would
satisfy the just expectations of the public.

Mr. H. M. Romeyn addressed the jury in be-
halfof the plaintiff.. He regretted that eminent
and learned counsel should have insidiously al-
luded to the artificial, unjust and illgrounded
distinctions of society, and sliould have sought
to influence the prejudices of the jury and bar a-
gainst his client, because she was in humble
circumstances, and a poor, unfriended girl.—
She was not surrounded with the golden influ-
ences of fortune, and in the holycontract, for a
wanton violation of which she had been compel-
led to seck some pitiful and scanty redress in a
court of justiee, ske bad had nothing to recom-
mend her to the affections of the defendant, but
an unblemished character, an industrious hand,
and a true and faithful heart. And it was not,
he continued, until oppositicn from family and
friends had moved the defendant’s purpose, that
the humble Huldah was thought unfit to be the
companion of hisbosom. No, gentlemen, he
added, the time willcome when high and low,
rich and poor, if they never associated before,
will lay together in the dust.

r. R. in an eloquent manner resisted what
he called the wire-drawn interpretations w hich
the defendant’s counsel had endeavored to fas-
ten upon the repeated and well understood ad-
missions of the defendant that he was ‘under a
contract of marriage with the plaintiff, and re-
pudiated with spirit and force the illogical and
illegitimate conclusion that the defendant had

Mr. R. commented upon the details of the evi-
dence, and contended that the age of the parties
were far from being unsuitable; “that the defen-
dent at the age of 62,when the engagement was
entered into, as' all might, witness from his
appearance in court, was in $h?: full prime and
vigor of a green old age —Huldah was at the
mature age of 35; and he submitted it to thejury
to say, whether in point of age, the defendant had
not arrived at a correct conclusion in thinking
that he and the plantiff would be well matched.
Mr. R..made an appral ubon the subject of dam-
age, and insisted in conclusion, that if the jury
were satisfied of a promise to marry on the part
of the defendant, and that he had without
good eause violated his plighted faith to the plan-
tiff'they should render a verdict which would
remunerate her for such unmanly treatment, and
send forth a salutary lesson to the world.

The Judge in his change to the jury recapita-
latrd the evidence, and in a clear and impartial
manner submitted the fact to their decision.

On. Friday morning the jury returned a seal-
ed verdict for the cefendant.

A VOICE FROM TIHE GALLOWS!!

Crockett and Russell expiated their crimes
on a scaffold in the Jail Yard on the day ap-
pointed.

Rev. E. T. Taylor and other religious friends
were in their cell engaged indevotional exerci-
ses to the time of execution. Just before the
fatal hour they were brought together and con-
fessed they retained no wrong feeling towards
each other. They shook hands with a forgiv-
ing spirit. Rev. Mr. Taylor asked them if they
nad any complaint to make against the decision
of the Jury, in their case, or against the Gov-
ernor and Council for not pardoning them.—
They replied that they had none. The verdict
was just—their own crime had brought them
there, and they deserved execution—We present
this fuct thus definitely, because areport of a dif-
ferent character is in circulation.

After some further remarksa paperis subjoin-
ed which is stated to have been written by Crock-
ett, between the hours of 11 and 2, on the night
before his execution, and which was put by him
into the hands of the Rev. Mr. Taylor. The
original paperin the hand writing of Crockett,
is now in-the possession of Mr. Taylor. The
following is an extract from the paper. We
have not room for the whole of it.

Bosron Jam,, March 15th, 1836.

Under a deep sense of my situation, I write a
few lines, which I leave in the hands of Rev.
E. T. Taylor. I would leave them to show
how Icame here. I never was inclined to lie;
cheat, or steal for a living; but designed to get
1t honestly, by labor. And it would have been
so to this day, if I had not fallen into bad com-
pany. 1 never was accustomed to crime. My
mind has always been far from it; and I never
should have been engaged in this, if they had
not caught me intoxicated. I knew not what 1
was about, nor where they were getling me to.

" Now I feel the effect of falling into bad com-
pany. I would warn my young friends to keep
out of it, and NEvER 0 drink Ardent Spirit. 1
consider it the surest weapon a man can use to
take his life with, and make him eternally misez-
able. I would warn you as a dying friend in
the name ot God, to abstain froni drinking, for
¢where Rum is in, wit is out;”” and the Devil is
always ready to aid in doing mischief. He will
lead a man into trouble, and  then Jeave him to
get out as he can.  But, remember you have to
pass through the course of law, to get out; and
when you are enclosed within walls of stone you
will begin to reflect upon past life, and wish you
had read your bible, and attended meetings on
the Sabbath, and remain at home evenings with
your wives, or at your boarding houses:  Then
your wives would not have to obtain permission
of the Jail Keeper to' allow ‘them to converse
with you through the little trap doer, and weep
over you and returned home with a broken
hearts to say, ¢‘Rum and Brandy put our hus-
bands in Jarl.”’

Dreadful Steam Boat. Disaster.—-On Sun-
day morning the 30th instant, the steam:boat
Benjamin Franklin burst her boilers at Mo
bile, by which accident several persons were kill-

ed. The particulars reached us in a letter
written at Mobile, about three hoursafterthe
accident took place.. The letter states that the
Benjamin Franklin (a regular packet-between
Mobile and Montgomery) burst her boilers just
as she left the wharf, ‘end when within filty
yards of her starting place, and in sight of one

hundred passengers. 1 was standing (says the
writer) close at the river’s brink, and saw  the
whole centre part of her deck, with large pieces
of the boilers carried to an immense height,
with the pilot and one of the hands.  The pilot
fell on the dock at the distance of'a hundred and
fifty yards, having been thrownin the air near
three hundred feet, and was dreadfully mutilated.
I saw the bodies of two or three persons who
were killed instantly; and of many ' others who
were seriously, perhaps fatally wounded. I fear
the list of sufferers will-be large, perhaps ten or
fifteen killed.  The exnlosion was dreadful; the
deck from the wheelhouse forward, was carried
to a great height.— Com. Adw.

“There¢'is, however, reason te
believe that a few men, even at that early day, descried
enemies to our cause, beyond distilled liquors. I admit
the ¢hange in our plan of operations; and that we have
aldopted :z'plgn little thought of, when we began the war
against intemperance. You spéak ofthis change, asi
iou’ ﬂ.mug‘ht itanorally wrong; and morally wrong, not
only because it is rash or unwise or otherwise improper
but becauseitis'a change. Here we differ. I do not see
why the old pledge and the principles of action correspon-

'd‘ing with it should be deemed, like the lavs of the Medes

and Persians, unalterable. Ifthe change isfor the worse,

ithen, indeed, we are to lament it, and perhaps, to blame

its authors; butifit be for the better, then, we are to
rejoice in it, and to thank those who promotedit, 1 am
aware, that there is a numerous class of minds which
have a great dislike of change; and doubtless, the pride
of consistency oftin cont;ibutes to this dislike: but I be-
lieve God requires far more frequent changes at our

Ahjands,-than we perform. - Only let us see to it, that these

changes ire all improvements, and: then they cunnot be

‘too numerous. - If our old principles’ of temperance do

not meet the necessities of the drunkard, then, in the
nameo f humanity, let us substitute prineiples which do;
and lét us not be ashamed to own, that the developements
of Providence, in'the course of the teniperance reforma-
iion, have instructed us.

You are, doubtless, right in saying, that it was origin-
ally intended to embrace in the temperance societies,
‘““men of all sécts. parties, denominations and opinions,
religious and irreligious:”” And I am amazced, my dear sir,
at your declaration, that these societies have become
““'the property ofa sect or a party in morals.” 1 assure

‘you, that it is not so in respect to the Temperance Socie~

ties of this county. They are, as much as ever, made up

of nien of all sorts of religious and irreligions.opinions.

‘It seems to me, that you lay undue stress on the im-

"pcrtgnce of what yon call the “ universality,”” or univer-

sal spread of temperance principles. Now, instead of
agreeing with you, that “the very point to be obtained
(is) universality,” I 'would say, that ** the very point”’—
the point above all others—is to have the principles we
d.sseminate and the system werecommend,the best which
can be chosen. This point being secured, then follows
the importance of diffusing these principles, and extend-
ing this system to the utmost limits—if possible, even to
that “nuiversality,”” which, it seems, isnot too wide for
the grasp of your hopés. Besides, it is far from appar-
ent to my mind, that your favorite point of *‘ universali-
ty ” would be more nearly énpp‘roached under the old than

SINGULAR DISCLOSURE OF HIDDEN .
TREASURE. o
The village of Stanmore, Middlesex, bas with- |
in the last few days, been a scene of extraordin- |
ary excitement, in consequense of a singular dis-
covery of a large sum of foreign gold coins, com- |
puted by some at not less than £4000, in a ditch
upon the glebe lands of the Rev. Arthur Chau-
vel. 1t appears that on Saturday evening week,
a coachman and gardner of the reverend gentle-
man were engaged in cleaning out a ditch, in a
field not far distant from the church, and in the
course of their operations observed some pieces
of metal among the dirt. These they examined
and found them tobe gold, and they subsequent-
ly turned out to be ¢louis«d’ors,”’ nm’i Portu-
guese coins, called ““ports or Johannes;”” of the
value of about 36s each.  Asit came on to be
dark the men did not pursue their search the
same night, but resolved on the following morn-
ing to make a more minute examination of their
golden mine. Instead, however, of keeping their
own counsel, they let out the secret at a public
house the same night, and on reaching the field
the next morning were not a little momﬁed fo
find a crowd of men women and children, as-
sembled on the spot before them, many of whom
had been equally successful in their discoveries,
and showed several of the large and small pie-
ces which they had collected.  The coachman
and gardener then conzmenced digging aboutthe
spot on which they had been at first engaged,
when suddenly a shower of gold fell into the
ditch from the bank, which came from a tin box
they had forced open. A simultaneous rush was
immediately made to the spot, and the crowd
jumping into the ditch, a scene of confusion,
beggaring description ensued. The men above
kept those that were below down, till they were
in danger of suffocation. ‘“More sacks in the
mill,”” was the cry, and it was not till a solemn
promise was made to make an equal division of
the spoil, that the discoverers of the treasure
were allowed to rise, A collection was then
made, and all standing in a ring, men, women
and boys—the pieces were handed round, one at
a time, to each, the gardener and coachman, how-
ever, 1aking care to reserve the better share for
themselves, and especially to keep the larger
pieces. New arrivals led to a tresh search,

stored;  With one of these a farmer’sman made
off, but the bottom coming outanother .scramble
followed, and another division took place—some
getting from twenty to thirty pieces each and
others more, one or two tothe extent LW

hundred each, and the coachman and ga
receiving about three hundred and twenty
The news soon obtained more extended circulas |
tion throughout the town, and the whole parish

flocked to the spot, the church being thereby.
stripped of nearly the whole of the humbler
classes of the congragation, to the no small as-

tonishment of the parson. The cause of this de-
fection was ascertiined by the Rev. Mr. Chauvel,

after the service,who sent for his gardner,and ob-
tained from him the circumstances of the case.

He immediately declared the whole of the pro-
perty to be his, haying been found in his glebe

land, and demsnded from the gardener the a-

mount of his prize. The gardener was not dis-

posed so quietly to relinquish his unexpected

gains, and, on consulting with the coachman,

they resolyved to put both their sums together,

and consu’t a lawyer as to what was proper to

be done. The money was accordingly left in

charge of the coachman’s wife; but no sooner

was she alone than Mrs. Chauvel, having dis-

covered the fact, went to her, and, working on

her fears, forced her to deliver up the whole of
her valuable charge, to the deep mortification of
her husband and co-partner. The money was

then conveyed to the Rev. Mr. Chauvel, by

whom it was taken to a magistrate in the neigh-

bourhood, in whose charge it now is. In the
mean time the other ‘ucky ones’ were display-

ing their boasted gains in hands full, and a
brewer in the neighbourhood bought several of
the pieces at the rate of 12s. each; he soon

found a competitorat thirteen shillings each;

and by the next morning a foreign servant, who

lived with a gentleman in the village, stated the

real value, so that no bargains could again be

had on such advantageous terms. Several hear-

ing of the claims of the Parson, kept their own
counsel; others came up to town on Monday
and seld-the-coin at its fair value to the bullion
dealers—while “one or two altogether retired
from the chance of immediate inquiry.  Under
these circumstances, it is impossible to collect

the precise amount found, but from what we

hear it cannot fall much short of the sum we

stated. The parson still asserts that the whole

belongs to him; but there can be no doubt he
has no legal claim to any part ofit, as, if an

owner cannot be found, it properly belongs to
the crown. It is not likely, however, with the

exception of the sum taken from the coachman’s

wife, that much of it will be forthcoming for

any legitimate purpose hereafter. Mr. Chauvel,

however, we hear, intends to try the question

how far the claim is tenable—a point which his

servants are determined to contest. We have

seen some of the coins, which are perfectly fresh
and in good condition, and are supposed tohave

been buried by an eccentric foreigner, who lived

soine years since near Stanmore, was known to

be wealthy, has gone abroad and has not since

been heard of.

Some
Japenese delight in a ragout made of scraped
whalebone.  Rotten eggs, in Cochin China, are
eaten as delicacies. A South American tribe,
when deprived of fish by the inundations of the
Oronoko, feed on balls of a peculiar nice unctu-
ous clay. The Quarymen of Kiff hsuser spread
a similarly rich carth upon their cakes and eat it
with the gout of a school boy who puts sugar on
his bread and butter. Sir John Franklin and
his companions, in one of their arctic expedi-
tions, made a charming repast of fried hones
and oid shoes. The Chinese considera cerfain
bird’s nest the greatest delicacy they can enjoy
—and they fatten ‘dogs for the table. The peo-
ple of Madagascar prefer locusts toany other
food. - Elephants, lions, bear, ants, moths, spi-
ders, snails, rats, serpents and snakes, are all in
turn devoured.

We give below the details of the most recent
events in Florida, by which it will be perceived,
that notwithstanding the junction of the forces
under the command of Gen. Gawes and Crincu
the Indians have not yet been subdued;and in
the meanwhile, our troops have fallen back up-
on Fort Drane! 'We are not disposed to cavilat
the conduct of affairs in Florida, but we cannot
discover any justification for so precipitate a re-
treat, leaving an inferior. force of Indians in' po-
session of the battie field after some ten days
fighting. True, our soldiers are said to have
been hungry, but we much doubt whether with
the enemy in their front, they had- not stomach
for another trial of their strength, before they
fell back upon their depot of stores. As it is,
all the konor of the late contest belongs to Oseo-
la and bis warriors.

Oseora’s interview with Gen. Gaines is in-
explicable, upon any other supposition, than
that of the Georgian—thatit was one of those
savage stratagems for which his race is*ﬁ_ihfal-
mous.

GEN. GAINES AND OSEOLA HAD AN
INTERVIEW.

The news from the camp of Gen. Gaines con-
In ou

tinues to be of great importance.
we stated Gen. Clinch with the Alchua
had joined him.™ ‘We were 1 e
correctly the particulars. The following ex-
tract of a letter to the Editor, will show the
force, which accompanied the provisions.

Gaines under the command of Gen. Clinch,con-
sisted of four companies zfl'ﬂxgcg:]ré:lﬂ"b*fﬂ dalons

I#%%Ifl%z?h%;ner, i’-lem, and LieutyDelll, one
company from Hamilton, under Capt. Martin,
the Richmond Blues, about seventy friendly In-
dians, and some regulars, in all about ‘seven hun-
dred men. Verbal i¢ports state that the Indians
are getting short of lead.

With this force Gen. Clinch went to. the re-
lief ‘'of General Gaines. The night before his
arrival, Oseola sent a negro to the camp of’ Gen.
Gaines requesting an “interview, and promised
to stop killing white men if he would stop 'kil-
ling Indians. This proposition was agreed to,
and Oseola was told to come next day with a
white flag, when they would have a talk with
him. The next day, in company with ‘another
chief, he came to within about one hundred yards
of the Fort, waved his white flag around three
times, and sat down upon a log. Three officers
from the camp went to meet them.

Oseola informed them that General Clinch
- was on his way to join them with a large num-
ber of horsemen. He expressed his wiilingness
that hostilities cease, and to give up his arms.
The officers required him te sign articles of a-
greement by which he bound himself to proceed
immediately to Tampa Bay, and there embark
for the Mississippi. Somesay that Oseola ob-
jected to this mode of removing, and wished to
go by land.. Others that he would not promise
to goat all, but wished to live on the other side
of the Withlacoockee and to have that for the
boundary line between them and the whites.—
Their discussion was interrupted by the arrival
of Gen. Clinch. During the course of 1t, Oseola
inquired how they were off for provisions. 'They
told him they had plenty. He said he knew
they had not, and if they would come over the
river, he would give them two beeves and a bot-
tle of brandy.

As Gen. Church approached, the friendly In-
dians, discovered the hostile Indians about three
hundred yards from the camp of Gen. Gaines,
raised the whoop, which was immediately fol-
lowed by one from the hostile Indians. The
men immediately formed and fired a platoon.—
The Indians fled and were closely pursued. A.
runner then came from Gen. Gaines ordering
them to stop, and informing them Oseola was
treating with them. At first those in pursuit
could not be restrained; but the cry of ‘‘treaty,”’

discharge of his duty. The Alachua volunteers
cheerfully distributed their biscuits and corn, re-
serving none for themselves. It was affecting
to witness the greediness and thankfulness with
which they received a whole or a half biscuit
from their deliverers.

The evening of the day on which their inter-
view was interupted by the arrival Gen. Clinch,
Oseola sent word to Gen.  Guaines, that if he
would send away the horsemen, (Alachua mili-
tia) they would come and surrender theirjarms.
We know not whether from suspicion or ether-
wise, the horsemen were not sent away.f§After
waiting three days to hear more of Oseola, and
not having provisions to remain longer, Gen.
Gaines returned to Fort Drane, at which place
Oseola was to have met him, Monday or Tues-
day last. After reaching this Fort, he transfer-
red the command to Gen. Clinch, and left for
New Orleans by the way of Tallahassee. Dur-
ing some of the engagements he received a
wound; the ball, passed through his lip, knock-
ed out two of his teeth, but its force being near-
ly spent, it did hun no further injury.

This movement of Oseola in requesting an
interview, when Gen. Gaines had been entire-
ly surrounded by his followers for several days,
is inexplicable, and seems to have taken all by
surprise. Whether it 'was an artifice devised
on learning of the approach ofa reinforcement,
B ive time to make a safe retreat; orastrata-
t'gem by which, after introducing five hundred
Indians within the breastwork under the pre-
tence of surrendering their arms, he intended
to make an attack with his main force, and tak-
ing advantage of the confusion, to massacre the
whole before Gen. Clinch could render them
any assistance, or, as he says, he is really tired
of murdering white men, Gen. Clinch’s “arrival
sooner than was anticipated, prevents us from
determining, and time alone cannow decide.
Though Oseola has courage and cunning to
plan and execute almost any bloody movement,
we sincerely liope he hasseen tlie hopelessness
and folly of further resistance, and that the In-
dians will now surrender theirarms, and prepare
to abide by the stipulations of the treaty for their
removal. Should this be the case, Gen. Gaines
will receive a Nation's thanks and a valiant Ge-
neral’s fame.

To the manner in which he has conducted his
_part of the campaign much credit is due. His
alacrity in bringing to the theatre of action so
large a foree, his mareh from Tumpa Bay, and
the burial of the unfortunate Major Dade and his
companions, entitle him to the gratitude of the
citizens of Florida, at whose cry of distress_he
so promptly came, and of the afflicted relatives
and friends of the unfortunate men whose bodies
were strewed over the plain, and upon which
the vultures were battening.

A correspondent of the Charleston Courier in
the office of the ‘St. Augustine Herald, writes
under date of March 13th, that news hadarrived
there by express, of a skirmish with the Indians,
by a volunteer detachment at Camp McRea, in
which three of the volunteers were killed. - One
of them was a Mr. Kennedy, of the Irish Volun-
teers, and the other two belonged to the Edge-
field Blues. Th¢ detatchment had been sent out
at sunrise to procure fuel, and while upon that
duty, were fired upon by the Indians, about fifty
in number—and the three poor fellows shot
down, and two of them scalped. The savages
were pursued,but could not be overtaken. Camp
McRea is about sixty miles south of St. Augus-
tine. {

A party of Indians had visted the plantation
of Mr. Arnan, a few miles from Picolati, shot
his hogs and tore up the floor of his dwelling.

It was remarked at Pensacola that the buz-
zards had all left the vicinity of the town, and
followed the train of the Indians.

S1. AveusTiNg, March 13.

The steamboat Dolphin arrived this afternoon
from Mosquito. We learn that there are num-
bers of Indizns in that neighborhood, and their
fires are seen in every direction: and that they
frequently show themselves but at a respectful
distance. . On Friday night last, one of them
came within the hail of a sentinel, who shot at
him, but without etfect, when he uttereda yell
and disappeared.

«We are still here—Gen. Bull is expected mo-
mently, and we only wait the arrival of the
‘Mounted ‘men to go right ahead. Gen. Eustis
will come down with them the moment they ar-
rive; they should have been here ten days ago.

their tents. - Weleft a few to man a temporary
Fort we had before erected, and pursued the In-
dians, whose balls struck the Fort which is near
our tents. . Thus far we have pursued in vain,
although I counted 26 Moccosin tracks on
one edge of the creek, and others saw more
elsewhere. s

¢Three of our men were killed, viz:—~Winter,
(a substitute, a Swede, a clerk to Conrad; a
Grocer, Tradd-street, Charleston,) Casefield, a
Farmer from Santee, both of Captain Doucin’s
Corps from Charleston, and poor Kennedy, of
Captain Henry’s brave and generous Company
of Irish Volunteers. . Kennedy was not scalped,
but the other two were.. All three were near
camp, getting wood.”

There are a considerable number of Indians at
Mosquito, on the sea coast south of St. Augus-
tine. Their fires are constantly seen. The
Turkey Buzzards, it is observed,follow the course
of the Indians.

JacksonviLLe, March 10.

‘When Gen. Gaines encamped near the With-
lacoochee, several of his officers rode forward to
recounoitre. 'They approached the river with
out discovering any traces of Indians.
looked upon the silently moving water, and its
banks thickly shaded with evergreens, one of
them remarked that, ¢‘it would have been better
to have brought fishing rods, than rifles, as they
were likely to have more use for them.”” Ina
few moments this melodious stillness was dis-
turbed. Like the lightning from the thunder
cloud which has been unobserved, owing to the
calmness around, the report of rifles, the whist-
ling of badly directed bullets, and the accompa-
nying whoop, fell uon them. They made good
their retreat, preferring their rifles to fishing rods,
though they used them. as little.

FROM TEXAS,
The Jatest accounts represent that the Mexi-

cans are making every effort to enter the field
early, and to reduce the Texians 1o uncondition-
al submission.  Of this the latter seem to be

fully aware, as will be seen by the following ap-

Burning of the Treasury Office at Washington.
—We published yesterday, exclusively, anac-
count of the arrest of a person suspected of hav-
ing been concerned in setting  fire to the Trea-
sury office about 3. years-ago. = Since his appre-
hension, we understand, his wife has been arress-
ed in Sussex county, (N. J. Jon a warrant grant-
ed by Judge Baldwin, at Philadelphia, to which
city she has been conveyed for examination
touching her knowledge of the affair. Three
months since we were informed of all the cir-
cumstances connected with this buisness, but
(under an injunction of secrecy which prevented
our giving them to the public,and as the injunc-
tion has not yet been entireiy removed, we are
only now at liberty to state, that three persons
were concerned in the crime, to which they were
instigated by an individual filling a high station
in society, Judge Temple, whom our readers
may recollect, committed suicide by shooting
himselfat his residence near Montpelier, Ver-
mont, in consequence of a discovery having
been made that he had defrauded the U. S.
Treasury, to an immense amount by means of
forged claims for revolutionary pensions. Find-
ing that his fraud must inevitably be discovered,
he engaged these persons under a promise of a
large reward to commit arson, in hopes that the
fire would destroy every trace of his guilt. In
this, however he was disapeinted; the most
valuable papers and vouchers of the Treasury
Department were rescued from the flames, and
amongst them the proofs of his delinquency.

Upwards of a yearago one of theincediaries
was arrested at Syracuse, in this state, by Mur.
G. Finch, a police officer of Newark, N. J. ona
charge of forgery committed on three of the
banks at Philadelphia; but on his way to that
city he contrived to elude the vigilance of the
officer and made . his escape. Knowing, how-
ever that he must eventually be retaken he made
a virtue of necessity and voluntarily surrendered
himself under the hope of pardon, to secure
which, he communicated to the police all the
circumstances in relation tothe burning of the
Treasury office at Washington, admitting that
he was particeps criminis, and through his ex-
ertions, the actual incendiary and his other ac-
complice have been apprehended, and are now
on their way to Washington.

When we are permitted by our informant, we
shall give a more circumstantial detail of the oc-
currence ; for the present, the above statement
must suffice.

Congress assembled, That, for the purpose ol
obtaining for, and securing to the United States
the use, as hereinafter specified, of the railroads
which have been or may be completed within the
States or Territories thereof, for the transporta-
tion of the mail, and for other public- purposes,
the Postmaster General be and he is hereby au-
thorized to receive from the States, corporations
and companies owning the railroads which are
now completed, or which are now or may here-
after be in a state of progress towards comple-
tion, and of which any section may have been
completed between points important in the trans-
porlation of the mail, propositions specifying
the sums which the said States, corporationsfand
companies asked to be paid by the United States
for the use as aforesaid of the said roads, and
for which the proposers will respectively agree to
carry the mail of the United States, and the per-
sons having charge thereof, as often and and at
such hours as the Postmaster General may di-
rect, in preference to any other thing or person
carried or to be carried on the said roads, andn
the most rapid mode of transportation used, or
to be used on the said roads; provided that the
Postmaster General shall not be authorized to
require the mail to be carried on any of the said
roads more frequently than once in each day, un-
less more than one separate car or train of cars
shall be run on each day for the transportation
of persons or things, in which case, if required,
a mail shall be carried in any such additional
car or train.

Congressional Proceedings.

[ From the New-York Courier & Enguirer.]
IN SENATE—Fripay, March 25, 1836.

Mr. Hendricks submitted the following:

Mr. Clayton gave notice tha! he would call up
at an early day the bill to establish a territorial
government for Wisconsin, and he also presen-
ted an amendment which he moved to have
printed, intending to offerit as a substitute for
the bill when takenup.

The amendment was laid upon the table, and
ordered to be printed.
ANTI EXPUNGING RESOLUTION.

The resolution submitted by Mr. Calhoun, to
instruct the committee on the judiciary to en-
quire into the expediency of proteeting the jour-
nals-of Congress from mutilation &c. coming,
up-—

pM.". Calhoun said that one good effect had re-
sulted from the monstrous attempt that was now
being made to expunge the journals, viz: that
public attention was aroused to the stale in
which they were. On investigation it was dis-
covered that there was nolaw to punish any per-
son who defaced or destroyed them, although
there was a penalty for the mutilation of any ju-
dicial records. The Secretary, in their own pre-
sence might tear out leaves and otherwise de-
stroy them, and yet no punishment would fol-
low. Setting aside their constitutional obliga-
tion to protect them, their intrinsic importance
as the record of legislative acts, demanded that
some guard should be placed over them. They
were bound to keep the Journal, and that word
“keep’” was the best the {ramers of the Consti-
tution could adopt. Covering, as it did, the
whole ground, implying the making, protecting,
and preserving of the journals, could not be soft-
ened away by any sophistry. 1f'a law was pass-
ed to punish for the offince, although resolu-
tions should be passed, no man dare execute
them. The Secretary was sworn to protect the
journal, and no resolution of theirs could exempt
him from tne obligation of his oath. In case
such a resolution was passed, he repeated, no
Seecratary hereafter would dare to undertake the
execution of their order. But aithough-he had
no fears, that the present officer of the Senale
did not regard the sanctity of his oath—they
nevertheless knew such was human frailty, fac-
tious feeling, and party disipline, that it was ne-
cessary to go one step farther than the framers
of the Constitution had done, and to make it a
punishable offence, for any hand hereafter to
touch the journal of either House. It was a
great mistake to suppose that the journal was
their property and that they could do what they
liked with it. Tuis was not so: it was the pro-
perty of the people, whose representatives and
agents they were, and if any thing enhanced
the obligation upon them to take care of them,
it was that they were specially entrusted to their
guardianship. He hoped the committee would
consider the subject early and report their views
with a bill, as indicated by him.
Mr. Niles said, undoubtedly it was an offence
punishable at comwmon law, to destroy a journal,
which was under a Constitutional proteciion.

Mr. Barnes, from the Joint Committee ap-
pointed to witness experiments upon the pow-
ers of the Locomotive Engines, at the in-
clined planes, submitted the following report:
‘Uhe Joint committee of the City Council of

Baltimore, appointed to witness experiments up-

on the power of the locomotive engines on the

Bultimore and Ohio Rail Road, at the inclined

Mr. Calbhoun differed—although no great law-
yer—from the hon. Senator. His object was to
put checks and guards on themselves: to tie up
their own hands and those who came after them.
The resolution lie said, was only one of inquiry
and the merits of the proposition could be here-
after discussed.

Mr. Shipley opposed it as calculated indi-
rectly to interfere with the resolutions ofa con-
trary tenor, under discussion before the Senate.

Mr. Benton'said, as the committee were
known to hold opinions, four to one, against
his, on this subject, it was easy to tell what
kind of a report would be presented. He wish-
ed Senators not to entrench themselves behind
technicalities, but to place themselves at once
on their defence, before the people, who had
arraigned their conduct.

Mr. Clayton said, as it was the Senator from
Pa. (Mr. Buchanan) to whom he presumed allu-
sion was made, by the Senator from Missouri, as
the unit in the comnmittee, he could not conceive
how he could reckon on him, to support a mo-
tion this year, which he had voted against last
year. If he was prepared to reverse that vote,
he did not know it. The question involved,
however, was not what resolutions should be
expunged, but whether it was necessary to pass
legislative enactments for the protection of the
Journal. Upon this question the committee gave
ne opinion, and it soared above political consid-
erations. They sought not the enquiry, but if
referred to them, they would give it the atten-
tion which its importance demanded.

That your committee left Baltimore on the

morning of Tuesday last, accompanied by a
committee of the Board of Directors of the Com-
pany, a committee ot the board of trade, and
other individuals, in all amounting to forty-two
persons.  The tiain consisted, besides the en-
gine and its tender, of a double eight wheeled
passenger car, construcled to accommodate for-
ty-two persons; and three four wheeled passen-
ger cars, capable of containing seventeen each.
Afier somne delay, occasioned by coming in con-
tact with the leaders of a burden team, who, be-
ing alarmed, sprung before the engine from oft
the adjoining track, the train arrived at the
foot of the plane number 1, at the distance of
forty-two miles from Baltimore. The instruc-
tions given to the engineer had been, as your
committee are informed, tostop here, and, di--
engaging the double car, to attach the three sin-
gle cars to the engine, and to ascend the planes
with them, and with fifty passengers, this being
a demonstration of the power of the engine,
which, it was believed, would satisfactorily prove
its efficiency for use, where the elevation was
at the rate of two hundred feet per mile. Con-
fident, however, in the power of the engine, the
engineer, without stopping at the foot of the
plane, commenced its ascent, with the train that
had left Baltimore.
The impetus acquired on the level was lost in
the first three hundred feet of the ascent, after
which, the engine drew its load steadily to Lhe
summit of the first plane, at the rate of from
four to five miles an hour, accumulating speed
as it approached the top. This plane is 2150
teet in length, 2050 feet of which ascend at ‘the
rate of 197 feet per mile, and 100 feet at the rate
of 201 feet per mile. From thefirst plane the
train proceeded to the 2nd, which is 3000 feet
in length—2800 feet of which ascends at the
rate ot'170 teet per mile—100 feet at the rate of
227 f-et-per mile; and 100-feetat the summit; :
the rate of264 feet per mile:" The engin
its train ascended at the rate of from 5 to 6 miles
per hour, to within thirty feet of the summit of
this plane, when, while on the grade of 264 feet
to the mile, it stopped. The three small cars,
weighing five ton, one hundred weight, were
then cast loose, when the engine starting, with-
out assistance, on this grade, drew the double
car and passengers to the summit with the great.
est apparent ease. The steam escaped in vol-
umes from the safety-valve as well when the en-
gine reached the summit of the planes as when
it left the fool of them- 'The weight drawn
up the planes was as follows, according to ac-
tual weighing: :

This weight of 25 tons 15 cwt. was drawn up
the grades before mentioned, the steepest of
which was 227 feet per mile, with much ease,
and by the inherent power of the engine, with-
out the assistance of the impetus of previous
high speed—and the weight of'20 tons 15 cwt.
deducting from the above the weight of the three
cars cast off on plane number 2, was drawn with
equal ease upa grade of 254 feet to the mile,—
the engine starting the train from rest on this
grade. At the summit two car loads of pig iron
weighing each four tons, were attached to the
train, and the whole weighing then 33 tons15
cwt. was made to descend the plane, on the re-
turn to Baltimore, by the action of the engine
alone, and Withoat the assistance of a brake,
at such speed as the Engineer pleased, and
was several times stopped, on the way down,
to show the command 1in which the engine was
held.

With such results as the above, it is unneces-
sary to add, that your committee are equally
gratified and surprised; and from what they
themselves witnessed, they have no hesitation
in expressing their conviction, that the engines,
of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, are capable
of drawing with ease, at. least fifty passengers,
up ascents of any length, of from 200 to 220 teet
per mile.

From the account thus given it will be at once
seen that the performances ef the best engines in

England have been far surpassed; and although
vour comyiittee are aware, that calculation was
competent to prove the practicability of ascend-
ing grades like those at the planes, with engines
ofthe weight and power used on this occasion,
and with similar loads, yet it was reserved for
the company in question to prove that machines
of such giant power could be constructed, com-
bining with their great strength, the important
qualities of speed, durability, facility of re-
pair, and capability to use anthracite as their
fuel.

Your committee are glad to have an oppor-
tunity of expressing their sense of the obliga
tions, which the efforts of the Baltimore and
Ohio Rail Road Company have conferred upon
the Rail Road system generally, and more es-
pecially in reference to it, as connected with
ihe city of Bal¢imore. It is now a matter of
common parlance, to assert, that the Alleghanies
can be passed by locomotive engines by the Po-
tomac route, without the use of stationary pow
er; and your committee entertain no doubt of
the fact. It is this, which gives Baltimare the
vantage ground in the competition with her sis-
ter cities, for the Western trade; and yet thisis
owing, not more to' geographical depressions of
the mountain range, than to the engines perfect-
ed by the compauy just named. Excepting the
engines manufactured by them, there is proba-
bly not one in the United States, although some
of the best ever made in England have been im-
ported, whichs capable of ascending the grades
and passing the curves for any profitable pur-
pose, which must oceur among the mountains
on the road in question. While nature, there-
fore, has done much to facilitate the intercourse
of Baltimore® with the West, the Baltimore
and Ohio Rail Road Company has not done
less. tat

Your Committee make these remarks asan
act of justice; and they do it with the more
pleasure, because it enables them to bestow a de-
served compliment upon the American Mechan-
ics, who have so well illustrated their capacity
and skill in the manufacture of the Eng nes in
question: proving, satisfaciorily, thatin this, as
well asin the other departments ofhuman indus-
try, their inventive genius is capable of the most
elevated and useful flights. It is now but a few

years, since the universal voice ealled upon the
Baltimore and Ohio Rail Road Company to fol-

pugn the motives of any gentleman; he merely

ow the example of their neighbors and import

their Engines; and their perseverance in refusing
to do so, although founded upon the very best
and truest appreciation of circumstances, was
stigmatised as foliy or obstinacy. The result
has fully justified the course, and shewed that
their confidence in the skill of the artizans of this
country to produce a more perfect machine than
had yet been manufactured in England,and bet-
ter adopted to the Road from Baltimore to
the Ohio, was fully warranted.

The capacity of a locomotive engine, when
employed in heavy drafis, depends upon three
things:—1st. Its weight, which gives it the ad-
hesion on the rails that is requisite.—2d. The
capacity of its cylinders to use the adhesion to
its utmost limit.—3d.” The ability of the boiler
to supply the cylinders with steam equal to their
capacity. - Where the power is applied to but
one pair of wheels but half the adhesion is used,
supposing the weight to rest equally on the four
wheels. Where the power is applied to both
pair, the weight of the whole engine is made ef-
fective to produce adhesion.  The English en-
gines generally have but one pair of wheels
geared. The engines of the Baltimore and Ohio
Rail Road Company have both pair geared.—
The weight of the engines, therefore being equ-
ul, and there being enough steam to overcome
the adhesion of both pair of wheels, the Balti-
niore engine must be double the effective power
ofthe English engine. The larger the cylinders
in stroke and in diameter, there being steam e-
nough to supply them, the greater the power
they afford; and the cylinders of the Baltimore
engines being twelve and a half inches in dia-
meter, aud twenty two inches stroke, while the
English engines rarely exceed ten or eleven in-
ches in diameter, by seventeen or eighteen in-
ches stroke, the former are, of course, the most
effective, since the daily experience of the Bal-
timore and Ohio Rail-Road Company shows
the ample supply of’ steam which the peculiar
construction of the boiler affords at all times.—
At the end of nine months of constant use, the
tubes of the Baltimore boiler have been found
on examination as perfect as when they were
inserted, while in the English Engine, the re-
newal of tubes is a constant source of expense
and vexation. =~ The number of tubes in the
Baltimore Engine is four hundred, whilein the
English engine it rarely exceed 120, causing a
proportionate differencein the five surface, or
capacity for generating steam, the heav applied
in the furnace being the same.

Your Committee state these facts, which are
of easy comprehension, to show that the superi-
ority of the Baltimore Engine over the English
one of the same weight, is not a matterof acci-
dent only, or about which there can be any mis-
take, but an inevitable consequence of well
known philosophical and mechanical prinei-

les.
- The engines of the Baltimore and Ohio Rail
Road Company are manufactured by Messrs.
Gillingham andWinans,at the company’s shops.
Both of these gentlemen were, for many years,
in the service of the company, in the Department
of Machinery, before they became contractors;
and to them, together with the late Phineas Da-
vis, the former contractor: 1s to be attributed
the perfection of the present locomotive. Their
establishment is a large one, employing upwards
of an hundred workmen, and ofitselfis a great
benefit through the employment thatit gives,
and the money which, necessarily, itis the
means of circulating. The company has a prior
claim to the service of the contractors, paying
a stipulative price for the engines. (5,000) and
the machinery which are obtained from them,
and paying for the repairs by the time which
they consume. The expenses of theshops are
borne by the contractors who build and manufac-
ture for others as well as the company. Thne
shops and permanent machinery have cost the
company about $10,000,—which sum has been
already returned to it in the reduced price for
which the contractors build the Engines, in con-
sideration of the advantages of the use of shops,

of working for other companies.

In the annunal Reports of the Baltimore and
Ohio Rail Road Company, the power of their
engines has freqently been mentioned; and the
authority and character of these reports have
been guite sufficient to authenticate the facts
therein stated.  Your committee are aware how-
ever, that the incredulous as to the ascent of the
planes at Parr’s Spring Ridge,have not been few,
and, perhaps, the very importance of theresults
stated, so far exceeding all previous experience,
has been the cause of doubt; or in other words,
¢‘the news was held to be too good to be true.’”’
Your committee, however, are witnesses, with
many others; to the surprising efforts and effi-
ciency of the Engines in question. and they are
glad that an opportunity has been afforded them,
to add their testimony in corroboration of that
which reflects so much credit upon the mechanics
of our country, and to express their approbation
of the persevering and patriotic individuals who,
in the management of the Baltimore and Ohio
Rail Road, have ecall d our native talent into
play, and done so much to develope and increase
the efficiency of the Rail Road sysiem.

entreats the Convention to consider whether any
thing has occurred recently, to change their
views, and while he indicates unequivacally,
that he is prepared for any sacrifice, so far as he
is concerned personally, he magnanimously
leaves it with them to decide, whether it isex-
pedient, to have his name withdrawn from the
contest. He s, in fact, prepared to go with
them and their principles, under any and all cix-
cumstances, whether he is placed in the position
of a candidate; or a private station. Such a pro-
position cannot fail to unite in his favor, the
best wishes of all patrioiic citizens.

Another Steam Boat Explosion.—The Mobile
Journal of the 14th inst. contains the particulars
ofanother steamboat explosicn, and its attendant
havoc upon human life. We learn from that
paper, that the steamboat Benjamin Franklin,
burst her boiler, on the morning of the 13th inst.
as she was leaving the wharf for Montgomery,by
which ‘the whole boiler deck, pilot house, engine
and chimneys of the boat were blown high into
the air, with many of the passengers, some of
whom fell to the water alive and not materially
injured.” But the explosion was nevertheless
attended with unusual destruction of life, as will
be seen by the subjoined list, which is supposed
to bepartial and incemplete. This fatal accident
appears to have resulted (tom an undue detention
of the boat near the wharf, after having put off,
toaccommodate a lagging passenger. The wa-
ter in the boiler had also got too low. The Mobile
paper says it is supposed by those who witnessed
the explosion, that from forty to fifty pcrsons
must have perished. = Is it just under the circum-
stances mentioned, to call this waste of human
life the result of accident? Surely it is time to
interpose the safe guard oflegislative enactments
in regardto steam navigatiou.

OUTLINE OF THE DEBATE in the _.Hssem-
bly, on Tuesday, on the Memorial of citizens of

New- York, requesting the Legislature to grant

no more banks, or otherwise to mcrease banking

capital. S5 3

Mr. SEAMAN (who presented the memorial)
moved-its reference: to tie commiltee of the whole
on the subject to which it relates. =

Mr. G. P. BARKER moved toamend the motion,
50 as to refer the memorial to the committee of the
whole on the first bank bill on the ,ggneral‘orde_rs,
located in the eity of New-York—which wasto in-
crease the capital of the Greenwich Bauk.

Mr..J. WEST seconded the motion. -

Mr. G. P BARKER: said, ifit were in order, he
would assign his reasoens for lhefprnposed' reference.
He understood .one of the: gentlemen from New-
York (Mr. Cutting) to say yesterday, in the course
of his remarks on the resolution making the several
bank bills-a special order, that he: considered these
bank applications and bank bills to bepurely of a lo-
cal character—and-that his oppositian;to that resolu-
tion was based on the idea that it would,if adopted,
give a-preference to billsof a fminor importance,
over these of paramount importance. 'He hada
right to suppose that in avowing tl{ls,»lhe gentleman
had not only represented the sentiments but the in-
terests of his own constituents; and . he had a right
to assume that his (Mr. C.’s) declaration, that the
bank bills before the house were from. ‘¢ agricul-
tural cowmunities and country. villages,’’ -as the de-
claration of those whosen. him there. ' 'Hebelieved
he quoted the language of the gentleman correctly?
Mr. CUTTING: I said many of them were; not
all. = ; i
Mr. G. P. BARKER: Be it so—that many of
these applications are from. country, villages and ag-
ricultural districts.  The remark, the gentlemap
would permit him to say, (for he said it in a spirit
of kindness, and because. he could not well ayou]
commenling on it in connection with this petition)
although it might have'been in good tastein the city
of New-Yoik, and although it may have been in per-
fect aceordance with the views of those who signed
the mermoial, yet it would not-be. so regarded. in
the countrys and thatalthough he was the represen
tative ‘in part of‘an-infant cily, yet he knew thel:e
were interests—country village and: agricultural in-
terests, if you please—aside from those which he
more immediately represented—and that when those
villages and agricultural distiicts presented their pe-
titions and those petitions had received the favora-
ble consideration of a committee of that house, they
did not draw their lessons of. political expediency
even trom the.ci 2 i~ York==They claimed to
be their own judges of their own and the public in-
terests,- and they had spoken,~in reference to this
question; in-a-language which. could not fail to be
understood. They never would borrow opinions
from that source. ;

He should be pardoned, he trusted, if on this mo-
tion he should, allude to the course of the house at
its first organization. The first two or three weeks
ot the session were devoted tolegislation for the city
of New Y. rk. The result was that we gave some
5 or 6 millions of ‘additional banking capital to that
city, and: for that purpose, the joint rules of both
houses syere suspended. We incorporated, as it
were, by onesingle act, so many insurance companies
that he would not attempt to enumerate them. ‘He
did not mean to be“understood as regretting this
course. He would do it again, ‘under similar cir-
cumstances. So far as he had contributed to the re-
sult, he was actuated by an honest'motive, and what-
ever change of =entiment may have come over the
city of New York since, it would mot change his
course, were the case again'presented: - He did not
say this by way of reflection upon New York or any
member fiom that ¢ity; but'if from the best feeling
in the world, and with'a view to sound policy, the
house had given to New York more banking facili-
ties than ware necessary—ifits eitizens, from the les-
son we had taught them at this session, thought we
bad gone too far; if, as had been said, these bank
applications were entirely local, and if, under that
impression; and with reference to the state of things
there, this remonstrance had been got up, he claim-
ed that it should not cperate upon us in the country,
but that it should be brought home to the Green-
wich application.

“While up, be must say, on the subject of  banks,
particularly ashe had a *“local’” application in charge,
in which he and his cons'ituents telt a deep inierest,
that'he was constrained to protest against ifs being

called a local or agricultural ubject. 'He believed it to’

bea commercial as well as an agricultural object, and
he believed there was no portion of the business com-
munily of the state that ‘was not interested in this
subject.. Were not the agricultural and village in-
terests of the state an important part of the aggre-
gate interests of the whole state, and was there any
thing in an application from the cily of New York,
which should give it a preterence, on that acccunt,
over all others? He protested, when inthe language
of one of the representatives from New York, all
these bank applications were local, that New York
should exten its jurisdiction over the whole state in
reference to these matters. Was there any propri-

ety 1n the aswmwjg;nsgl‘mt;apy portion of the citizens

of New York had the
of their opinions on this subject on his (Mr. B’s)
constituents? He repeated, as he said to the gentle-
man on his left (Mr. King) in reference to the St.
Lawrence memorial, that-he did not recognise the ju-
risdiction of his (Mr. K’s) constituents beyond the
local ‘matters of their own county, and he submitted
it to the house 1o say whether it was not presuming
too far in them, or any other portion of ‘the state, ‘to
atternpt to control the ¢ local® matters inferesting
toother sections of the state. :

Mr. CUTTING said that he sheuld have prefer-
red to have abstaioed from entering into any discus-
sion of 1he petition presented by his colleague, but
when gentlemen seized the occasion to travel back
upon certain votes given by him for the reasons pre-

_sented at the time, with a view to attack him for do-
ing his duty in his place there, the house be trusted,
would pardon him, if he rose in his own defence, and
flung back whatever of imputation there might be
concealed in such remarks as they had just listened
to. 2

His colleague had received a petition from a por-
tion of his constituents against all banks, and in pur-
suance of his duty, asks 1o his place a reference to
the committee of the whole on that subject.. The
gentleman from Erie, (Mr. Barker) in the face of the
language of the petition, because another member
had asserted that these banl applications were local
objects, rises up and claps 'it on a bill from the city
of New York, with a view to make that application
bear the burthen. Did the gentleman mean to be
understood as acceding to the propriety of the re-
mark that these bank bills were local matters, inat-
tempting to fasten this upon a particular bill? Why
not take up these bills in their regular order? Why
postpone, as was proposed yesterday, ali other bills
to the bank bills, and send gentlemen home with their
business undone? If this was a matter affecting the
general weal, as he maintained, why wish to visit its
effect upon a local application? Whyapply it to the
Greenwich bank? Or was it for the purpose of in-
flicting punishment on one of the members from New
York? And here let me say (said Mr. C.) that I
was warned early in the session, that if I placed my-
self in the way of this bank Juggernaut, [ should be
crushed under its wheels. With whatever inten-
tion the remark was made, I take the responsibility
of wy course. - I am prepared to meet the crisis and
place myself in opposition to this monstrous engine of
power, and let the whole: of the resentment which
it may engender be poured-upon me. Why visit
the consequences upon others? Had not the major-
ty of the N. Y. delegation voted with the gentle-
manfrom Erie. (Mr. Barker) to make these'.bank
bills a special order? ~And because one member
from that city places himself in opposition to these
petty monied powers, which I believe will eventual-
ly crush this community, why should my calleagne
be made the scape goat for my opinions? If gentle-
men mean {o carry on this general warfare, on ac-
count of the sentiments of one gentleman from N.Y.
let them excuse it to their consciences if they can,
for riding over the whole delegation to reach me.—
Let them excuge it to_their coustituents that they
trample on all, because one man won’f go with them:

It was true that he attributed to these applications
(many of tiem) a local and agricultural character—
that is, that they were located where the farmers
might conveniently run in debt—where commuhi-
ties might go upon credit, instead of doing business
as before, on actual capital. Did he stand unsup-
ported in the assertion that to pass these banks would
be to, build up places where men might run in debt
—that as public inns presented facilities to.inflame
the head, so did banks contribute to inflame cupidity.
Where were your bank commissioners on this ques-
tion? The men whose daty it was to supervise the
currency? ~Did they not recommend banks only
where the business of commerce called for them?—
Did they they tell you to enter every farmer’s yard
—to walk into agricultural districts and plant banks
there? And because he asserted that some of these
banks were planted in contravention of this rule,
was he to be made the target at which these arrows
were to be levelled?  Whatever of poison might be
concealed in the barb, he cared not for them. But
why visit the consequences of one man’s erroneous
opinions, if you please, upon all his constituents? ' If
his opinions were sound, the public would judge
them; if unsound, they would discard them. But
no error of judgment on the part of the representa-
tive, should be made toaffect the whole community,
whose interests were committed, in part, to his
charge. : 4

He invited gentlemen to recur to his course on
the relief bills. He appealed to all present to say
whether he did not at that early day, bring: dewn
upon_himself a torrent of indignation, for the frank
avowal that no action of theirs on those bills' eould
have the effect 10 1Ltiuce any favors in rewurn from
him? At the hazard of the. bills themselves, he
placed himself in that position, when there were
voices and hands enough ready to crush him. He
chose that alternative, rather than that any gentle-
man should have it in his power to impute to hima
want of candor in‘any part of his official life: " The
house wou'd bear him witness that he then stated

that he should.not vote for a bank bill during the
session. They could remember the electrical effect:

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As to the interests of the country, so far as they
could be sustained by general measures, he had sus-
tained them by his voles, and to the best of his abili-
ty. He should continue to do so, and no act of re-
venge should turn him aside from his course. He
knew his duty, and he meant to follow it, whatever
punishment might be inflicted on New-York, and in
whatever way gentlemen chose to give New-York
to understand: that they were whipping her over the
back of oue of her representatives.

“'Mr. STETSON called for the reading of the re-
monstrance, and it was read by the Cleik.

The SPEAKER suggested to the mover the pro-
priety of defining some particular bank, to which
the memorial should be referred, as there was no
general commiltee of the whole having in charge the
 subject -of banks.

Mr. SEAMAN modified his motion so as to refer
the memorial to the committee of the whole on the
fitst bank bill on the general orders—the Oneida
bank bill.

Mr. G. P. BARKER moved the first bank bill lo-
cated in thecily of New-York—which was the" bill
to increase the capital of the Gieenwich Bank; and

The quesfion was stated to be on thisamendment.

Mr. COWDREY said he understood the vbject
of his colleagus in making the motion he did, to be
to bring thie remonstrance before the committee of
the whole which should first have under considera-
tion the question of increasing the present banking
capital of thestate. That, in his opinion, was the
proper reference.  The proposition of the gentleman
from Erie (Mr. Barker) to refer it to the committee
of the whole on the first bankbill from New Yorlk,
as his colleague (Mr. Cutting) had well remarked,
was founded not on his own convictions «f the pro-
priety of that refereunce, in itself, but on a casual re-
mark which fell from one of the New York delega-
tion (Mr. Cutting). He could not help saying that
this mode of proceeding in legislation was not, in his
estimation, based on correct principles. The re-
mark alluded to, did escape the lips of his colicague,
but did that justify the gentleman from Erie in mark-
ing out a course for himself, contrary to his own con-
victions of its propriety. He could not help feeling
with his colleague (Mr. Seaman) that the opportu-
nity bad been taken to cast-odium upon him, simply
because he had been charged with the presentation
of the memorial. - There wele, it was true, some
lecal attributes belonging to these appiications, and
no man could deny it. At the seme time, there
were othiers which partook of a more general cha-
racter. Conrﬁ%% ‘x?ﬁh"?m*w:am ‘mi&ers,pf ge-
neral application, having reference to the currency
of the whole state, in which every citizen of the
state was interested. He had nothing to say as to
the merits of the memorial,-but he did say and he in-
sisted. that-the-whele‘community were inferested in
the highes! degree in every measure affecting the
currency, and that you could not make a bank in any
part of the state without affecting the whole mass.
The memorial therefore, had a direct and immedi-
ate reference to the currency of the state of New
York. . It had abearingon the question whether one
kind of currency should be increased at the expense
of the other. This matter of banking concerned
not only the currency but the politics of the state—
not merely. the suhjects of difference which some-
times agitated contending parties, but it had refer-
ence to the maintenance of the great democratic
_principles of New York. Itwasa subject which
had found a place in the messages of the President
of the United States, and of the Governor of this
state, and hence he deduced the conclusion that it
did concern intimately the general interests of the
state. - It had elicited examination and discus-ion
at the hands of great and leading men. Jefferson,
Jackson, Van Buren, Benton, Johnson, Maicy—all
‘these had seen fit 1o express their opinions on this
subject—not as a local malter, but asa matler con-
nected with the general policy of the country—
showing that the permanence of the great piinciples
‘of demoeracy was not unconnected with this ques-
tion of banks. He merely urged this to show that
these were matters which did concern the whole
country, and he put it to the gentleman from Erie
(Mr. Barker) to say whether he was serions in his
motion to givea local direction to a malter which he
(Mr. B ) must admit, was one of general interest?
He (Mr. B ) he ventured to say, would not be tound
advocating a bank at Buffalo, on mere local grounds.
He (Mr. C.) predicted that on the contrary, he
would say that the interests of the whole communi-
ty required that bhis bank should be chartered. If
these were the grounds on which these applications
must rest, why this reference to the mere opinion of
one member? Could a casual remark of this kind
alter the principle? And why attempt to cast odium
upon a member who may have hazarded such a re-
mark, by giving a local direction to the memorial?

The gentleman from Erie could not and would mno:
y local, and T

assert that this appli :

say (said Mr. C.) that it belongs 16 him to carry out
his own principles in asking the house to give a re-
ference to the memorial. The petitioners had a
right to be heard, and to have their views presented
to the proper tribunal for consideration; and if these
matters were not local, then their petition should vot
have a local ‘reference. He took the occasion: to
say, in conclusion, that if the motivesof his colleague
were to be attacked—if the language which fell from
him on another occasion, was to be brought up un-

course which he believed tohave been pursued from
honest and disinterested motives.

Mr. WILKINSON obtained the floor, and was
going on to say that it would not perhaps have been
proper to allude to the former course of the gentle-
man fiom New Yorl, had he not himself called 1t up
in review; when he gave way to

Mr. G. P. BARKER, whoro-e, he said, in re-
ply to the remark of’ the gentleman from N. York,
ast up, (Mr. Cowdrey) that he (Mr. B.) could not
lhave made the motion with sincerity. The gentle
man was mistaken. He (Mr. B.) said nething on
that floor, that was not: dictated by sincerity, how-
ever mistaken he might be.- And with respect to the
propriety of alluding te the remarks of the gentieman
from N. York, (Mr. Cutting) he would say to him
and to the house, that if they supposed that the al-
lusion proceeded from any unkind feeling or mo-
tive, they had mistaken him in this respect also.—
- The house would bear him witness that hislanguage
would not bear that construction.  The gentieman
on his right (Mr. Seaman) presented a remonstrance
against any increase of banking capital. It was in-
troduced without a single remark beyond a mere
motion to refer it to the commiitee of the whole on
banks. After the expression which fell from one of
the N. Y. delegation, which he at the moment re-
collected, as to the question (if it were one) wheth-
er banks were local or general matters, it occurred
to him that that gentleman’s constituents had a right
to the full benefit of the views of their own repre-
sentative, being bound to believe (whatever the
gentleman might say about whipping his constitu-
‘ents over his shoulders) that he uttered the senti-
ments of his constituents on this subject. ~And 1f
so, he put it to the gentleman lo say whether a blow
could well fall on the backs of his constituents, that
wouid not reach his own? It was not for him to
dictate to New-York in matters of local interest,
for on these as well as other subjects, he bowed to
the will of the constituency as expressed by their re-
presentatives on the floor. Coming, therefore, as
this petition did from the same source whence pro-
ceeded the declaration to which he had alluded, was
it not proper to give effect to the petition, by a re-
ference of it to some of the matters which the peti-
tioners might well be supposed to have had in view?
Was he not in order also, and would not the house
sustain him in the propriety of his allusion to the
three week’s legislation for New York, and attri-
bute to him some other motive than a design to at-
tack New Yotk? Would the house ascribe to hima
design publicly in his place, to ask the gentleman
to pay back for what he (Mr. B.) had done for New
York? Did he not say to the gentleman at that
stage of the session, that no action on his part, be it
ingenuous or otherwise, could have the effect to
change my ewn course? I make no bargains here
(said Mr. B.) Igo for what I believe to be right,
looking to 1y constituents for my justification.. He
put it to the gentleman himself to say who had been
unfair? who had been the firs to impute wrong mo-
tives? who had first thrown down the gauntlet?—
Was he (Mr. B.) to be charged with being the ag-
gressor, because he fett it to-be his duty, with the
remark of the gentleman fresh in his recollection,
that these were local matters, and in view of the
time spent in legislating for the city from which this
remonstrance came, to insist'that New York should
have the benefit of the memorial, and that it ought
not to be made to recoil on the country? 1In the
language of another, on the occasion alluded to, if
New York had been indulged until it had become a
spoiled child, he was unwilling that its sentiments
on this subject should reach beyond New York it-
self. 1In that light, he felt bound to allude to the
remark of the gentleman—not in ill will, for he
could not entertain such a feeling for that gentleman,
and he wronged him, if he supposed it was from any
other motive than a solemen sense of duty to his
(Mr. B.’s) own constituents.

He eoncurred with the gentleman from New York
last:up, (Mr. Cowdrey) in the remark that this was
a grave and important subject. With respect to the
other remark that he (Mr. B ) could not be sincere
in making his motion, if he believed (as he did) that
this'was a matter of generalinterest, he had only to
say, that he must take:New York at her word there.
Although New York might attempt to dictate to
country villages and agricultural districts what she
thought to be their wisest course, he for one; should
not attempt to dictate to New York; believing thai
she lznew her own interests-and would pursue them.
But. when the gentleman alludes to. Jefferson, and
Jackson, and Benton, and Marey, I will say (said
Mr.-B.) that I will not yield even to:that gentleman
in respect and admiration for the character of those
men. . But there was another voice on this subject,
which he was bound also to regard, and that was the
voice of the men who had made a Jefferson, a Jack-
son and a Marcy Tt was the voice of the people,
and to that expression he would bow. If that v.ice
did not accord with the sentiments of any man, how-
ever high—if that voice was not the voice of the
‘people—although it did not emanate from the city of
New. York, and although it proceeded from agricul-
tural districts, ‘and country villages, it was a voice
which that gentleman would some day understand.
Mr. WILKINSON resumed his rematks, saying

{ry villages, where there was barely a tavern where
a farmer n ght get drunk, while near it there was
to be a bank lo minister to his cupidity—asking
whether that wag the language which a representa-
tive was instiucted 1o hold there?  Whether that
expression would find a vespouse any where, either
in or out of thecity of New York? What did the
zentleman mean by saying that the committee had
placed banks along side of taverns, with a view that
farmers might ‘get drunk at the one, and get in debt
at the other? If the gentleman had heard such re-
ports made, was it not his duty to have opposed them?
He (Mr. W.) was not aware that any such reports
had been presented, or that any such bills were be-
fore the house for consideration. = Nor did he be-
lieve that the city of New York would ever sustain
a delegate of hel’s in telling the farmers of the coun-
try that they had petitioned for banks without any
other means of supporting them than thoze furnish-
ed at the bar of atavern. It the city of New York
could sustain a representativein using such langnage
—if it met a response-at home, it was time that the
house knew it.

As to'the propriety of the reference, so faras he
understood the beating of (ke rermonstrance, it was
strictly proper fo refer it to the committee of the
whole on the first barlk bill from New-York—which
was the bill to inciease the capital of the Greenwich
Bank. The remonstrants were probably aware, ev-
eryone of them, of the increase of capital already
granted fo the city of New-Yoik, and they had
doubtless framed their remonstrance with reference
to that state of things. It was evident that it was
with a view simply fo their own affoirs,and with no re-
ference whatever to the Oneida bauk, that they had
sent in this remoustiance against any further increase
of capital at home It could not be that they bad.in
view any other sfatecf things than the great increase
of capital granted to that city; and-fur that reason,
be believed the reference strictly appropiiate. - ke
believed, if sent to the commiltee of the whole on
the first bank bili from New-York, it was precisely
the place where itshould go. He had no doubtthat
the wotion for that reference was made in sincerity,
and he had no doubt the house would sustain it.

Mr. CUTTING, aiter remarking that -a’ small
spark elicited yesterday, had been blown that mern-
ing into a great flame, went on fo say that he came
ihere anticipating nothing of this debale, and that
after the remarks which seemed to be called for, he
should leave the house to dispose of ‘this malter as
they might deem best. With respect to the gentle-
man from Erie (Mr. Barker), he wished him to un-
derstand that he could never for a m: ment attribute
to him any other motive or wish than<uch as-emana-
ted from a great and generous wind. - Whatever fell
from him in the heat of debate, he was aware was
the result of an impulse which had its source in a
warm heart, and if he was sometimes in error, it was
an error which he shared with many sitvated like
himself on that floor.

The gentleman was in error in supposing that an
humble member, like himself, standingin a lean mi-
nority and witheut the means to carry a point, was
the manto throw down the gauntlet on that floor —
He was playing no part there. He presented sim-
ply the views he entertained in language as vespect-
il and decorous as he could choose.  He had no
more idea of throwing the gauntlet, or nttering ame-
nace, before such a heuse, than he had, touse the
languageof another, of attempting to storm Gibraltar
with a packet pistol. . He disavowed any other mo-
tive than the dictates of duty, andif he went no fur-
ther into this discussion now, it was only to renew it
at some future day, when the temper of: the house
waould be prepared (o listen with candor, and when
reason and argument might be left free to combat
each other.

One word to the gentleman (Mr. Wilkinson) who
held in his palm the cuirency and power of the state
He bowed with proper subizission to the chairman
of the bank committee, whose fiat was felt through
every fibre'of the state. " He acknowledged him to
be the great autocrat on that fioor, entitled to all the
influence whieh his station and his talents gave him
there, but he begzed that genileman not to suppose
that every thing which fell frem him, was ta be ta-
ken withont a word of reply.  That gentleman had
pointed to the course of ¢ the gentleman from Nesw-
York,”” and had animadverted upon whal he seemed
to consider inconsistencies. And what were they?
Why that instead of voting against that gentleman’s
reports in favor of bauks in agricultaral districts, he
had done what? Had ke done aughtbut sustain ihe
bank committee in all their favorable reports? And
when the gentieman reported adversely to banks in
agricultural districts, had not he (Mr. C.) sustained
them also, even when his own friends fell oft? He
thanked the gentlernan however for the declaiation
of war which had been promulgated through bimn—
that New-York must not send again the representa-
tive that dared to lift up his voiceagainst an increase
of banking capital. e thanked the gentleman for
the declaration that the democracy of New-York
must answer for itself, if it dare again be represent-
ed by the person who was then addressing the
house. He thanked the gentleman that the green
flag had been run up, and that the battie was to be
fought against so humble an individual as himself
If to pursue his official duty was to bring upon him-
self what he had experienced there, he had only to
say that public life had no c¢harms for him, and that

He
clared, and that the chosen champion to declare it
was the chairman of the bank committee. :

Mr. STETSON said the particular reference of
this remonstrance was of less importance than the
subject involved in if. It was of less nmportance
than the extraordinary doctiesavowed by the gen-
tleman from New-York from the first week of the
session down to the present time. He cared very
little what direclion was given to (he remonstrance.
He trusted however that ‘all the friends of banks
would vote for the reference moved by the gentle-
wan frora Erie (Mr. G. P. Barker). But he could
not let the oceasion pass without expressing his opin-
jon in relation to the positions of the gentleman from
New-York (Mr. Cutting).

That gentleman revolted at the idea that he had
thrown down the guantlet here, saying that he haid-
ly dared to interfere in this question. And yet we
were told from the same quarter, that when the N.
Yok relief bills were betore the house, he then in-
formed the house that he should not, and could not
vote for any bank bill whatever. At the time, it
was triie many believed that the gentleman did nt-
ter such 4 sentiment. Others thought it scarcely
possible.  Others again did net hear it, and, for one,
he understood that afterwards it was next to impos-
sible toascertain whether the gentleman did utter
such a remark or not. Why did not New York
think it necessary to take these grounds against the
increase of capital already granted to that city?—
Why was this remonstrance withheld until N. York
bad got what it wanted, and until the agricultural
districts weve to be provided for?

Mr. CUTTING: Does the gentleman mean to
say that it was withheld by any oue of the N. York
delegation?

Mr. STETSON: Why then was it not got uvp
before. No doubt the gentleman’s constituents, like
others, were apprised by letter and otherwise, of
what was going on here; and why did they notsend
in their remonstrance at an early day, that it might
apply to the city of New York? ‘Fhe gentleman
could answer.

Mr. CUTTING: I presume they did not antici-
pate that such an extraordinary number of banks
would be reported.

Mr. STETSON: Extraordinary indeed! The
gentlemen from New Yoik brought with them, in
their pockets, petitions to increase the banking cap-
tal-of Nesv York, orrather todiscount on borrowed
capital to the amount of some 10 millions—and the
legislature, rather than ‘add sackcloth to the ashes
in which the city was then wailing, postponed all
othier business to grant the relief sought: But now
that the countiy asked for its share—not of epoils—
but of the vecessary capital to carry on its fair busi-
ness operations, the remonstrance of' the leco fo-
cos makes its appearance! He was authorised to
say loco focos by one of the New York delegation,
who had informed him that it came from that class
of politicians.

Mr. SEAMAN: The gentleman asked me if the
remonstrance was not from the loco fucos? 1 told
him I supposed many of the iemonstrants were of
that character; and I might have told him that they-
were as respeclable, politically and personally;-as he
or any other gentleman on that flpor.  He must say
also that for the gentleman to pump him in that way,
and for such a purpose, was unmanly.

Mr. STETSON: If the matter is propetly under-
stood, there can be no occasion for auny feeling on
either side. I put the question—not with a view to
pump the gentleman, butcasuaily in conversation—
whether the remonstrance was not from the class po-
litically known as loco fucos. Hisanswer was that
he supposed it did.

Mrv. SEAMAN: That many of them were.

Mr. STETSON: The gentleman could not
complain that the source of the remonstrance was
known; unless he wished to give to it an influence
which it would not have if the names attached to it
were known. The gentieman himself-should have
stated its character when it was presented. Now
after the avowal of the gentleman trom New York
on his right, (Mr. Cutiing) that these applications
were local applications, and atrer his resistance to
the motion yesterday to give to one of these bills a
proper consideration [the Utica bill]—the sanme gen-
tleman is now the first to deprecate the -application
of his own principle to the reterence of this memori-
si! entreating the house not to visit upon: his own
city the doctrines peculiar to himselfand it was tobe
presumed, to his constituents! This morning the
same gentleman avowed the same doctrines, and his
deliberate purpose to oppose all these applicatiens.
Was it extraordinary that their friends who consci-
entiously believed that the country required some
increase of capital, should speak with some asperity

,of the course of the gentleman.  For one, he [Mr. S.]

was di=posed to visit, not on the gentleman himself,
but upon those he represents, the consequences of
his doctrines.  Lel the remonstrance go nearest the
place whence the doctrine emanates. < The gentle-
man should not appeal to the house tosave his friends
in N. Y. from the effects of his doctrines. - He re-
peated, the appropriate consideration of the remon-
strance would come up when some one of the New
Yoik bills came up, and for the reason that New
has had considerable benefit from the bills already
passed.

It might be well now to express an: opinion in re-
lation to the effect of the loco foco doctrine, as ex-
pre=sed in the memorial. . He did not mean to slig-
matize by that name, such as believed that it was
proper to pursue a wise and caulious policy in refex-

ence to banks; buthe referred to the Zoco focos who

nsideration could induce him to court it again.-
%T'ﬁ%ﬁ%re ."E‘?‘rﬁ“‘eﬁz’me that war had been de-

‘from Dutchess (Mr. Judd) misled by the term ex-

(Mr: O. Robinson) -aswell as any other remarks

say thereshall be no more banks, or who would
maintain the system where it now stands, without
expansion. That, he said, was the very doctrine
which high monopolists all over the Uni n desired
to maintain, and 1n this respect there wasa periect
similarity of object, though a professed difierence of
opinion, between the monopolists, or those interes-
ted in exisling institutions, and those opposed to all
banks. Perhaps he might say that he had seen noth-
ing in the course of the gentleman from New-York
10 show that he was nota loco foco; but that he
might deduce from hig positions consequences
which led to that result. It remained to be seen
whether he would adopt such doctrines or consent
to vote for a few banks at least.

Mr. CUTTING said that bis vote yesterday
against giving a bank bill a preference over all otber
business, was based on the ground that those bills
were deserving of no more favor than other bills on
the general orders—that those orders should be ad-
hered to stricily, and not broken up aund deranged,
in-o1der to graufy gentlemen who were ambitious te
go home with a bank bill in their pcckets.  He was
unwilling that the Oneida bill, crealing a monied in-
stitution of $250,000 capital, should have a piiority
over a bill affecting the liberties and rights of every
citizen of the state—over another bill intended to
remedy delays in the administiation of justice which
it was asserted amounted toa demal of it. He was
unwitling, e repeated, that these matters of great
public concern should be rampled over, that these
men might 1un home with a charter in their pock-
ets.. If the gentleman was willing to turn every
thing else aside to reach a bauk bill, let the public
to-which the gentleman had referred bim, know it.
Let the public know that the legislation of this ses-
sion is to be made subservient to bank applicatiens.
Let the seal be put on by the house, and let the dec-
Javation go forth with it that this remark is true to
the very letier  Mr. C. was going on to say in allu
sion to the use made in debate by My. Stetson of a
private conversation, that he left the gentleman to
reconcile that ceurse as be best might, to his ideas
of propriety and the just range ot patliamentery de-
bate, when

Mr. STETSON interposed—saying that he was
ready to argue any point with the gentleman; but he
preferred his arguments to his insinnations.

Mr. CUTTING, in explanation, insisted that par-
liamentary rules restricled debate to matteis before
the heuse, and that piivate conversations were not
a legilimate subject of debate. But without dwell-
ing on this, he tock the occasion to say, if the gen-
tleman from Clintop (Mr. Stetson) meant to ascribe
to him, directly or indirectly, a counection of any
sort or kind, with this loce fuco party, he wished |
once for all, nos and forever, to put the gentleman
right on that point, aud to deny in every way and
shape in which a denial could be made, that neither
directly nor indirectly, nor in any sense whatever,
had he ever been connected with that class of poli-
ticians. His nomination was a regular nomination,
and under ne other circumstances could that nomina-
tion have been accepted by him. He only asked
for the remonstrance the same consideration which
was extended to every other respectful paper pre-
sented to the house. - He had nothing to do with the
political or religious creeds of the remonstrants. Be
they /oco focos, whigs, national republicans, Ame-
rican cilizens, or whatyou will, they were all alike
enlitled to be heard in that house.  That which the
gentleman called the ‘¢ new light doctiine,” if he
understood it aright, was the doctrine that the object
of government should be to shed its benign influ-
ence, with an equal hand upon all its cilizens, and
as a representative there, he should ever aim to
carry out that grand object of our institutions.

But he had done.  Gentlemen might centinue, if
they pleased, to direct their remaiks at him. = He
felt assured that no such attacks could suppress his
thoughts, or the langnage which gave ulterance to
thought. No hing of this sort could make hix hand
tremble or his heart quake. He should continue,
and to the best of his ability follow on in the line of
his duty, and neither menace nor flattery should
turn him aside from his conrse—not even the decla-
ration of war whech had been promulgated by the
chairman of the bank committee. He had no fears
but the fear of not doing his duty—his duty to God
and to the people that sent him here.  That was the:
only appreheusion he felt, and that he was not dis-
posed to disguise.

Mr. STETSON thought the gentleman had allu-
ded with unnecessary severity to the manner in
wkhich the character of the remonstiants had got be-
fore the house. He (Mr. S.) did not atteropt to con-
ceal the fact that he felt somewhat sensitive on these
points, and he thought the gentleman’sinsinuations
unfair. He had a simple question to put to.the gen-
tleman. Suppose the remonstrance had been signed
by the most respectable citizens of New York of all
parties, and suppose that having learned that fact
from the gentieman in conversation, he (Mr- S ) had
stated the fact to the house; would the gentleman
have complained of thatas a violation of confidence,
worthy of being stigmatised asa breach of parliamen-
tary courtesy?

. Mr. CUTTING: * Suppase this case. The gen-
tleman has a petition to present from his own coun-
ty, and inconveisation, in rteply to a question as
to the character of the petitioners, he (Mr. 8.) had
said casually that he could not say much for them—
that he looked upon them as a kind of cut-throats;
(without meaning to say that there were such in Cli
ton county), would the gentieman feel that it was
proper to thrust the matter before the house

Mr. STETSON: If they were villains, it should
be known, and if the genfleman would not himself
disclose their trie eharacter, almostany means would
be justifiable to get the facts before the house. Un-
less the gentleman meant to say that the loco fucos
were of that character, he could not see why he
should object 10 a disclosure of their char.cter.

Mr. CUTTING meant simply to put a case with
aview to elicit the gentleman’s views of the range of
parliamentary debate.

Mr. STETSON was not aware that there was
any thing in the term loco foco implying criminality.
He had supposed that it designated individuals hold-
ing pecoliar doctrines; men, he was ready to admi-
of characier in some instances, though with mistat
ken views which led them to oppose all incorpora-
tions. He did not suppose that they courted this de-
signation, but that it was one which had been fas-
tened upen them by their opponents, as a summary
and convenient distinclive ‘appellation. He enquii-
ed the character of these petitioners, and he had
communicated the resultto the house. The gentle-
man himself should have stated their character to the
house; and especially as he now seemed desirous to
cut clear entirely of all association with them, and
abjured any counection—

Mr. CUTTING: Icannot well cut loose from that
with which I have never been in any way connect-
ed.

Mr STETSON was aware that the gentleman
had abjured all connection with the loco foco party;
but he put it to his candor to say whether his argu-
ment would not warraut the conclusion that he held
doctrines in common with that party; so far at least.
that with them he was opposed to all banks. He
spoke of the gentleman’s doctrines in this particular,
not of his political chavacter when he associated him
with the loco focos. He held these doctrines to be
adverse to the true interests of the country, and his
objectin what he said, was to save the heuse from
the infection svhich the unresisted promulgation of
these doctiines might spread.  There was nothing
to be gained by concealment here.  Instead of at-
tempting lo give to these names a fictitious impor-
tance in that way, let them stand out in their true
character as loco focos, and on the question to which
the petiiton referred, let the gentleman appear also,
as he had avowed, shaking hands with them.

Another gentleman from New Yoik (Mr. Cow-
drey) had alluded to high authority as having sanc-
tioned these doctrines. It was not-so. A middle
course was the course which all the individuals allu-
ded to, would pursue. He could not believe thar
the gentleman read them: correctly. — He (Mr. C.)
understood the Executive to bein favor of a reason-
able extension of banking capital,-and the difficulty
was in adapting the expansion to the Teal, not the
factitious advance of property and business.

Mr. COWDREY explained: He did not allow
himself to allude to the sentiments of the individu-
als named, as having reference to the merits of the
question involved in bank applications; but he mere-
ly attempted to show the general importance of the
subjeet—that it was Dbof a matter of local intevest
merely.

Mr. STETSON concluded by saying that the ar-
gument in favor of adhering to the general orders,
would have come with a better grace from the gen-
tleman from New York, before the relief bills were
taken up out of their order, and the orders in other
respects deranged.

Mr. ROMEYN appealed foicibly and warmly to
the house to abstain as far as possible from these ex-
citing discussions, which were only calculaled to ex-
cite local feelings, and to airay village and country
against the city and vice versa; concluding his ap-
peal by quoting a Dutch adage, which he translated
as meaning in union there is strength. ;

Mr. O ROBINSON, in reference to the remark
which had tallen from the gentleman from N. Yok,
that the resolution debated yesterday gave an undue
preference to the bank bills over othe: and important
public business, reminded the gentleman that from
the cornmencement of the session, he had voted
with the house in taking bills day after day from the
general orders, and giving them a preference over
all the general bills he had enumerated. He allu-
ded to the insurance bills—the: reliet bills, and nu-
merous local bills which the gentlemen would recol-
lect—all of them of much less general interest than
the bank bills.

Mr. CUTTING rose to reply.

Mr. JUDD called to order.  If there ever was a
time when the rules should be euforced, it was this
The debate had been alieady prolonged too far, and
the house was ready for the question.  He insisted,
therefore, that tlie gentleman should not address the
house again (having spoken twice at least) without
an expression to the contrary.

Mr. CUTTING said he yielded to the magnani-
mity that could see a member assailed on the fluor,
without giving him an opportunily to reply.

Mr. MORGAN asked permission for his colleague
to explain.

Mr. CUTTING would not have the gentleman

planation. If permitted to speak, he intended to
answer the remarks of the gentleman from Oswego,

which he thought called for it. f
' Mr. JUDD: Then I iosist on the enforcing of the

rule.
' Mr. KING hoped leaye would be granted,

Mri CUTTING replied to the charge of incon-
sistency in voting against making the Oneida bank
billa special order, by saying thathe voted with sever-
al gentlemen whom he named, who with him bhad be-
fore voted togive a preference to pirivate and local bills
Indeed he could point to no name in the negative,on
that occasion, which had.not been recorded in favor
of giving this preference to local bills, involving no
debateable matter, for the vote was generally unani-
moeus. - But he chalienged any gentleman to point
to the occasion when he had voied (o make 2 spe-
cial order of any debateable matter: Mr C. repeat-
ed the remark that he had done, unless gentlemen
chose to continue the debate; caying that he hop-
ed no_ one would hold off his hands, under the
impression that he wished to be relieved. If they
thought this course of attack was the proper course
upon that fleor, he for one was content, and ¢ damn’d
be he that first cried hold ! enough!™

Mi. CARROLL jocesely called the a‘tention of
the house to the expunging resolutions passed at an
early petiod of the session.  The exnunging prinei-
ple was then recognized and sanctioned by a large
majority of the house, and he knew of no occasion
when the principle could be more applicable than
this. He. trusted not that black lines weould be
drawn around these proceedings, but that the spenge
would be applied to the excitement which had been
elicited that morning—that all asperities of feeling
which had grown ont of this debate might be effec-
tually blotted out—and that the house might proceed
in the briefest manner possible, to the despatch ot
the businsss before them.

Ir. G. P. BARKER, inveply, said that he ask-
ed no lines, black or white, to be drawn around his
course that morning. (What he had said was mere-
ly in detence of his immediate constituents and of
the inteiests of the people, and if the geuntleman
alluded to any othet feeling on his part, which
did not emanate from a warm feeling for the public
interests, he was mistaken. With 1espect to the
allusions which had frequently been made in this de-
bate to individuals there, as men who were bowing
down to corporations, he wished alzo to say, that he
represented no soulless being on that floor. No man
perhaps there had less. interest personaly, in these
corporations than he.  No changes could well affect
him, for whether the world were the yigh( side up or
not, he had liitle to. gain or to lose by the oper-
ation.  He wished the house to understand that be-
cause his constituenig had an interest or a bank, he
was not necessarily the representative of a bank, but
ot the wizhes of the people, wh se application it was;
and he could say with sinecerity, that he could at-
tend the funeral of every bank, without a tear, if
