At 
the appointed time a committee 
of the directors descended to the 
cellar and lizard a peculiar 
scra tch ing  sound under their feet. 
Two houi'S later tiie floor opened 
and  the ditch digger bobbed up 
serenely, hTe the evil spirits in 
the spectacular dram a. All a- 
round. tiiem lay bars  of precious 
metal, totaling' in value £3,000, 
000. The man explained sa t i s - 
facloriiy how ic was done and as 
a rew ard the d irectors assured 
liim an income for life on an in ­
vestment of 810,000. The crook 
was content and. it  is believed lie 
remained honest ever afterward. 
But other cracksm en were te m p t­
ed by his luck to try the same 
gam.e and the directors were in ­
undated with suggestions and 
tips on new methods of burg lary  
and how to p re sen t  them. A-

by a young  chemist, for copying 
the ink, paper, w a te r-m arks  and 
designs of the bank n o t ts so  p e r ­
fectly as to defy detection. The 
directors found they could use 
his system more satisfactorily 
and m.ore profitably than their 
own in the production of their 
currency. Despute the fact tha t  
these expendilures have run up 
into big figures in the last half 
century tho directors of today say 
that  ail the money was well i n ­
vested.—Exchan.ge
