After the receipt of this notice the 
Spanish minister forwarded to the 
State Department a request for 
his passports, which were furnish­
ed to him on yesterday afternoon. 
A  copy of the instruction to 
W oodford is herewith appended:

“ The United States minister at 
Madrid was, at the same time in­
structed to make a like communi­
cation to the government of Spain. 
This morning the department re­
ceived from Gen. W oodford a 
telegram, a copy of which is here­
unto attached, showing that the 
Spanish government has broken 
off diplomatic relations with this 
government. This course renders 
unnecssary any further diploma­
tic action on the part of United 
States,

“ April 20, 1898, W’ oodford min­
ister, Madrid:

“ You have been furnished with 
the text of a joint resolution 
whereby the Congress of the 
United States on the 19th inst., 
approved today in relation to the 
pacification of the Island of Cuba. 
In obedience to that act the P red- 
dent directs you to immediately 
communicate to the government 
of Spain said resolution with the 
formal notice from this govern­
ment of Spain to at once relin­
quish its authority and govern­
ment in the Island of Cuba and 
withdraw its land and naval forces 
from Cuba and Cuban waters. 
In taking this step the United 
States hereby disclaims any dis­
position or intention to exercise 
sovereignty, jurisdiction and con­
trol over said island, except for 
the pacification thereof, and as­
serts its determination that when 
that is accomplished to leave the 
government and control of tie

One 13 Three Thousand Years O ld -  

Other Notable Specimens.

The most remarkable almanac ever 
made is that now in the British mu­
seum, which is priceless. It is be­
lieved to be at least 3,000 years old. 
The days are written in red ink on 
papyrus, in colors, and under each is 
a figure, followed by three characters 
signifying the probable state of the 
weather for that day. The most elab­
orate almanac in the world is that 
issued by the Chinese government in 
12 thick volumes, which gives full 
information as to lucky times and 

lining & places for performing the acts of 
inoxbnbVWqrxday life, which is considered an 

1 essential of success by every good 
Chinaman. The Nautical Almanac 
costs the British nation £3,942 a year. 
At its office, No. 3 Verulam buildings, 
Gray’s Inn, London, the superintend­
ent, A. M. W. Downing, doctor of 
science and fellow of the Koval so­
ciety, receives £600. Edward Roberts, 
fellow of the Royal Astronomical and 
Statistical societies, the chief assist­
ant, receives $450, and there are 11 
other assistants, several of whom are 
graduates of universities or members 
of learned societies, who are paid 
from £100 to £300 each. The most 
curious calendar at present in use is 
that of the natives of Central Amer­
ica, where the months are only 20 
days, and these are named after an­
imals. Among most modern Euro­
pean ones the “ Almanac de Gotha” 
lias been longest in continuous circu­
lation, upward of 135 years.— Boston 
Transcript.
