STRING-HALTING THE 
FUTURE

The Texas legislature is string- 
halting the future b;l industry of 
the state o f Texas with addition­
al taxes. In 1935, the Texas oil 
industry paid in gross production 
taxes a tota l, of $7,830,G92. At 
the current rate o f payment, the 
state is collecting an annual tax 
o f $14,290,000. This is an in­
crease of 81 percent over the tax 
paid in 1935. The state itself 
levies a tax upon oil production 
o f 4.5 cents per barrel, which in­
cludes numerous direct levies in 
addition to the gross production 
tax and the state’s proportion of 
county advalorem taxes. Besides 
county and independent taxing 
districts receive in addition an av­
erage tax per barrel of 4.1 cents, 
making a total of 8.6 cents per 
barrel.

Taxes collected during 1936: 
Gross production, $9,576,569; reg­
ulatory' tax, .$779,726 gross re­
ceipts tax, 636,840; franchise tax, 
$141,520; other state taxes, $266,-

It may 
be that in some cases taxes should 
be taken off o f one industry and 
added to another in order that 
the sum total burden of taxation 
might be more equal, but the en­
thusiasts who are always talking [ 
about tapping new sources ol 
revenue lose all o f their enthus­
iasm when you talk about saving 
the money. They are not inter­
ested in taking the tax off of any­
one. What they are interested in 
is getting more money to spend.

The common sense facts are 
what the Texas state governme.it 
ought to do is to live within its 
existing income, and no new taxes 
should be levied until they first 
do away with some of those they' 
now have. Otherwise, you will 
simply be using the theory of tax 
equalisation as a means to in­
crease public spending.

Normal growth and improved 
business in Texas give the state 
more revenue each year, 'this 

growth of normal business ought 
to finance the needs of the state. 
There is no reason to expect ev­
ery session of the Texas legisla­
ture to levy new taxes.-

Venezuela, the last oi 
the nations to announce partici­
pation, accepted space Wednesday, 
April 21, and Frederic D. Grab, 
attache, department o f commerce, 
cabled from Caracas that his 
country will bring a display of 
mineral and agricultural products 
to 1937’s international fair.

Participating nations with an­
nounced programs are: Mexico,
Argentina, Brazil, Colombia, Ecu­
ador, Peru, Urugury, Venezuela, 
Costa Rica, Guatemala, Hondur­
as, Nicaragua, El Salvador and 
Cuba. Porto Rico is Uncle Sam's 
province that has joined with the 
Latin American nations in expo­
sition representat'on.

Brazil announces an extensive 
exhibit of natural resources and a 
coffee plantation. Colombia’s ex­
hibit will inclue caco trees did 
natural resources. Mexico will 
bring an exhibit, natural re­
sources, industrial and an histori­
cal exhibit from its post office de­
partment.

Cuba’s display will include sug­
ar and tobacco and a similar ex­
hibit will be offered by Porto Rico. 
The other participating nations 
will bring archaeological collec­
tions and representations of na­
tural resources. Pem will present 
a very famous archaeological col­
lection.

Through the .Middle American 
Research department o f Tulane 
University, New Orleans, its fam­
ous archaeological, ethnological, 
Colonial and Liberation collection 
will be presented in the Texas 
Hall o f State. This exhibit deals 
with ancient Yucatan and the per­
iods of early Spanish settlement 
in Mexico and Central America.

More than $200,000 worth of 
exhibit space has been absorbed 
by industrial and commercial en­
terprises of the United States. 
Latin Americhn transportation 
companies and industrialists have 
reserved practically 100,000 
square feet.

Many farmers do not have land 
so situated where the planting o f 
sudan grass or other crops can 
be of much value to them and 
have asked if  some other plan 
might not be found whereby they 
could comply with the 1937 pro­
gram without the planting o f an 
excessive amount o f soil conserv­
ing crops. A recent ruling from 
the state board now enables a 
farmer tic plant grain sorghums 
in strips with fallow strip's in be­
tween o f  not less than ten feet 
in width and receive credit for 
the fallow strips in place o f  Su­
dan, peas, or other soil conserv­
ing crops. Many farmers are plan­
ning to plant two rows o f maize 
then skip four three-foot rows 
which will be slightly over ten 
fedfc between the growing crop 
and thereby take advantage of 
the fallow strip. This strip will 
be kept clean o f vegetation dur 
ing the year but as some have

ground and plowed under. 1 hey 
cannot be grazed, headed, nor cut 
for forage. Sudan grass may be 
planted in rows or broadcast and 
it may be grazed or left on the 
land. It cannot be cut for hay, 
neither may the seed be taken 
and still qualify as a soil conserv­
ing crop.

DENTON.— Although interest
in the military set-up does pot 
run riot in Texas as in European 
countries today, the history o f  thj|" 
state makes this phase of its gov­
ernment well worth observation.

Active military establishments 
in Texas seem rather small in to Bulr<* Saturday, 
number in comparison to the | 
hundreds o f old abandoned forts 
scattered around during the five 
different eras passed through by 
this part o f the country. In eacli 
o f these eras, the Spanish and 
Mexican period, the era of the 
revolution and Republic, the years 
before the Civil War, during the 
war, and after that time, new 
forts were constructed at the 
changing vantage points.

At present there are nine forts 
in use which, with the exception 
of a few old timers, date from the 
post. Civil War period or World 
War days. There are located on 
the coastline at Galveston, Boli­
var Peninsula, Galveston Island 
and Brownsville; on the border at 
El Paso, Brackettville, Laredo, 
and Rio Grande City; and at San 
Antonio, which is the only fort 
in the central part o f  Texas.

San Antonio is also the home 
o f four military flying fields, in­
cluding the well-known Randolph 
Field, Brooks and Kelly fields, all 
established during the World 
War, and Dodd Field, which is 
attached to Fort- Sam Houston.
The two training camps, Bullis 
and Stanley, and Normoyle Quar­
termaster Depot, where supplies 
are stored, are placed near the 
same city.

In Dallas is another flying field, 
established in 1928 and named for 
Col. William N. Hensely. The on 
ly military hospital in the state,
Bezumont Genera) Hospital, is 
situated in El Paso and attached
