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Fees for such services, VA said,
are payable only by the agency it-
self and are deduected from the
monetary benefit due the veteran
at the time the claim is allowed.

Fees are fixed by statue at $10
for an original claim and $2 for
a claim to obtain increased bene-
fits, :

Any agency or attorney who
charges or attempts to charge any
veteran for such sepyices is sub-
ject to penal provisions of the law
in addition to loss of his accredia-
tion, VA said.

Vererans going to school under
the provisions of the G 1 Bill can-
not transfer to another institution
without prior approval from Veter-

ans Administration and still ex-
pect VA to pay tuition and sub-
sistance, VA said.

Veterans who plan transfers and
gtill wish to receive educational
benefits of the G 1 Bill must con-
tact their appropriate VA Regional
Office or VA training officer to
obtain approval for the change and
to insure .their continunance on the
subsistence rolls.
