“D irty , Improperly ad justed  burn­
ers not. onlj waste gas, hut a re  a  
possible source of carbon monoxide 
which can resu lt from  the incom­
plete com bustion of any  fuel,” they 
pointed out. “Properly used, n a tu r­
a l gas is as any  other ttiti, a i u a  
few sim ple precautions w ill elim in­
a te  the possibility of accidents,” 
they continued. “F ire  chiefs over 
the s ta te  anau-.ily urge gas users 
to  a ttach  the ir h eaters to gas ou t­
le t w ith rigid m etal pipe and screw 
counections. and to have all heating  
equipm ent and piping inspected an d  
ad justed  by qualified  experts. G as 
cocks should lie inspected and if  
loose, should be leak proofed o r 
replaced. H eaters should lie a t  
least four inches from  walls, and  
oiien flam e gas heaters should have 
screen guards over them . C urta ins 
d raperies and sim ilar inflam m able 
m ateria ls  should be kept aw ay from  
heater a

“ I f  escaping gm, is defected a ll 
llam es should lie extinguished a t  
once and doors and windows should 
be opened. Gas valves and cocks 
should be closed and  th e  gas tu rn ­
ed of a t  the m eter. Call the  gas 
company or a com petent plum lier 
a t once, and  m eanw hile allow no 
flam e oi any kind to  tie brought in to  
the room.”

Don’t  le t b is  h ap ­
pen to  you. Be care fu l and look- 
before yon shoot.
