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Employment May
Not Fall Below
Pre-War Figures :

A Washington analyst predicts
that employment will not fall be-
low prewar mark. “Although the
Japanese surrender offer found
Washington officials with frag-
mentary plans shifting to civilian
production, and ndustry will be
compelled to mark time until new
government policie® clarify
situation, employment will not
fall below prewar levels even in
the worst part of the reconversion
phase.

This is the prediction of the
National Association of Manufac-
turers, based on a survey through-
out the country. Results of their
reports have been applied to em-
ployment data for manufacturing
as a whole.

Figures reveal that 60 per cent
of our manufacturing concerns
have practically no reconversion
problems and will face no delays
on that account. Only 11 per cent
of all manufacturers will require
more than 30 days to start peace
time production.

The great majority of layoffs
due to reconversion will envolve

unemployment of very short du-
ration, varyving from one day to
four weeks, the survey points out.
Workers who might be unemploy-
ed for more than thirty days num-
ber less than one million and a
half workers.
