Many people who are drawing 
pensions ha\e the impression that 
they are not to work or have an 
income of any kind, or they might 
be cut off, but this an error and we 
have the following communication 
from the Old Age Assistant Com­
mission which reads. “ I f  the food 
you produce and consume at home is 
not sufficient for you and your 
family for as much ns half of the 
year, it will not be considered at all 
lncomputing the amount of your 
grant. This rule applies to such 
Items ns food us seasonable gard­
ens, fruit in season, a flock of 
chickens, a cow, or a hog or two, 
which is obviously either too small 
for your families needs or the cost 
of producing this food makes it 
worth less than a half years’ sup 
i ly.

I f  you raise enough home produce 
to supply your family for more 
than half of the time, it is consider­
ed as another income to the extent 
that it actually reduces your cash 
needs. I f  products are marketed, 
of course, the net income from their 
sale will be taken into account ac­
cording to their value.

The cost of producing home pro­
ducts is always considered in de­
termining their value and ihe bene­
fit  o f home products, like cash 
income, may go to support of anf 
person who may be dependent upon 
you.

I f you have any money left over, 
after providing your dependents 
with the necessities this will be 
taken into account In deforming 
amount of nssis ance needed.

Collection and sale of sdrap iron 
and steel is only one of thi- many 
ways Callahan County farmers can 
help lick the Japs, the Nazis and 
the Fascists, according to J. Lester 
Farmer, chairman of the Callahan 
County USDA Defense Board.

Glowing needs of a nation at war 
serve to intensify demand for steel 
and scrap iron to feed the hungry 
of arms factories, the defense board 
chairman said.

Urgent appeal is also made to the 
public to gather up steel and scrup 
iron and carry it to nearest dealers 
for use in charging the nation’s 
steel furnaces. A list of tlie dealers 
is on file in the local AAA office 
aud may be consulted at any time.

“We’re not asking that you give 
your scrap to your country. We’re 
asking that you sell it at prevailing 
prices for immediate defense use” , 
Mr. Farmer said In explaining that 
financial returns cannot be expect­
ed to be large but results will be of 
untold value to farmers in their 
whole victory effort.

Mr. Farmer explained that prices 
for scrap vary In different sections 
since dealers deduct costs of tran­
sporting scrap from shipping point 
to mill, ns well us preparation 
charges.

“ Tt’s just another way of saying 
that We're at our posts ou the farm 
front,” the chairman said. “ We’re 
in this war to win, and each of us 
will have to do his part to get the 
job done.”

Improving 1912 Poultry Flocks
Texas egg producers soul will be­

gin buying chicks for their 1042 fall 
and winter laying flocks, and Geo. 
1*. McCarthy, poultry husbandman 
of the A. and M. College Extension 
Service, offers some helpful sug­
gestions.

Only quality chicks should be con­
sidered. “ By quality chicks 1 mean 
those which come from breeders 
aud lmtcherymen who are working 
on an Improvement program to pro­
vide steaks from high-producing and 
disease-free flocks,’’ he explains. As 
a guide In buying chicks McCarty 
advises following a rule used by 
livestockmeu and get full inform­
ation about the breeding and per­
formance of the ancestry. Heavy 
laying ability, like heavy produc­
tion of milk and butterfat, is an 
inherited characteristic. Large 
production is not found ?a inferior 
sto-k, whether in poultij or cows.

Repair Farm Machinery Ea.iy
Repairing of farm machinery con­

siderably ahead of the time it will 
be needed this year will be necess­
ary, especially if new parts are re­
quired, says M. It. Bentley, agri­
cultural engineer of the A. and M. 
College Extension Sertiee,

Rcpa'-lng farm machinery and 
equipment has a direct relation to 
the possible seasonal or sectional 
sliortagi of labor. Consequently all 
labor-saving equipment should be 
considered in tile program of repair, 
from the milking machine to the 
combine.

It is reasonable to assume, Bent­
ley explains, that machinery manu­
facturers considered that they had 
sufficient repair parts for 104” 
I’.eeds. But during fhe last couple 
of months orders to manufactures 
for pnrtu have Veil unusually heavy. 
Moreover, It takes an estimated 00 
days to get new parts made and de­
livered even when the raw material 
is*on hand.

“Taking conditions ns they are, 
it would seem that every one who 
will need machinery parts this year 
should, In self protection, order 
them at once. IHdny In doing so 
presents a serious hazard, especially 
in face of the national program to

of unused equipment or repair 
parts”.

The program, then, Is to get need­
ed repair parts, put them in place, 
and tune up the machine ready to 
run, Bentley continues. And when 
the present supply is exhausted give 
manufacturers time to make more 
before Jie machine needing repairs 
is wanted for use.

Bentley suggest* that farm equip­
ment known as orphans because of 
discontL.ouance of manufacture 
could, perhaps, l>e made usable by 
a local welder or blacksmith, add­
ing that existing manufacturers can 
furnish parts for machines they 
made 4o years ago.”  He emphasizes 
that protective maintenance of farm 
equipment never should lie over­
looked. “This means doing those 
things which will reduce the wear, 
corrosion or decay of equipment, 
•such as providing proper lubrica­
tion, against rusting, and protect­
ing equipment against weather dam­
age as far as possible.”
