Kraut From Surplus Cabbage
Cabbage is cheap and plentiful:
This is an ideal time to make sauer-
kraut. First of all, there’s plenty
of cabbage available., Second, cab-
bage can be bought almost any-
where in Texas for from one'to two
cents per pound. And then, too,
the weather 8 about right. Temper-
ature around 80 degrees Fahrenheit
is just right for curing sauerkraut,
research workers have found.
Caution! Much cabbage on the
market lately has been found defic-
ient in moisture which necessitates
some changes in the making and
storing of kraut. General direc-
tions can be found in the Texas Ex-
tension Service leaflet, Starring
Kraut, C-149, but homemakers will
encounter difficulties unless they
alter somewhat the regular proced-
ure when cabbage is too dry.
Sauerkraut Is made from shred-
ded cabbage fermented in its own
brine, and there must be a suffic-
ient quantity of brine to ccver the
cabbage at all times during the cur-
ing process. This year some home-
makers have discovered that their
cabbage does not contain enough
water to cover the kraut on the
second day of the curing process.
If the liquid doesn’'t cover the
kraut, cooled boiled water should
be added until it rises above the top
of the weight which holds the gshred-
ded cabbage down in the brine. If
it is necessary to add more liquid
later, a five percent brine should
be made. This five percent brine
is made Ly adding four level table-
spoons of salt to a guart of cool-
ed boiled water. The quality of
the kraut will be improved if soft |
water is used. I
Save containers this way: It's
80 important this year to save con-
tainers, that kraut should be stor-
ed in the containers in which it was

Aboui
men wearing suits with no lapels,
guits with extremely short coats,
ete.

This order only affect clothing
manufactured after March 30. But
all clothing, exeept tiat which is
tailor-mude, is manufactnred sever-
al months in advance, hence there
will be no immediate ~hanges of
importance in the styling of men’s
clothing.

Actually, the only thing that will
happen te clothing one buys after
March 30, is that the trousers wou't
be styled with cuffs, Certainly a
change like this won't cause any
hardship on any body. After all,
dress clothes never have had cuffs,
and cuffless trousers for regular
suits have often been accepted style
in the past.

Too, coats will be only half an
inch shorter, and double--breasted
suits can be vestless, which are a-
mong the changes for Clothing made
after March 30. But such clothing
won't be available here until early
next fall. Two--trousers suits and
trousers with pleats still will be
available for several months,
they're manufactured before March
30.

HELPFUL WAYS OF
PREPARING_DKIED |
BEANS DISCUSSED

er homemakers, hecause there are
plenty of dried beans available.
These keep well and taste good if
they are prepared right,

The fellowing suggestions are of-
fered on preparation of dried beauns.
The first rule of right preparation
is to give the beans plenty of time
to soak over nignt in cold water
or five or six hours in lukewarm
water. Be sure to wash the beans
before soaking them and cook in
the water in which they are soaked,
for this will save mineralg and
vitamins. Beans are rich in iron
and Vitamin B-1 and these feod
values soak o v into the water.

It ig best to use soft water when
available since hard water tough-
ens the beans. Cook them at a
moderate temperature. In other
words, simmer them, don’t let them
boil and bubble, for harsh boiling
cracks the gkiod, toughens the pro-
tein and makes the beaus mushy.
Never use soda to cook beans as
tlis destroys the Vitamin B-1. Bake
a slow oven, about 250
degrees F. °

As far as cooking is concerned,
dry beans may be treated. pretty
much alike. That is, although a
recipe may call for one type of
bean usually almost any other var-
jety may oe substituted. Season
beans with something salty, sour,
fresh, crisp, or bright and spicy,
Jeans are B-1 and they ecombine
well with erisp bacon, ham knuckle,
salt pork, chili, a dash of iemon
juice, onion or tomatoes,

WASHINGTON-- Mr. John Doe,
American citizen, has a job, a fami-
ly, an automobile and a thousand
problems aggravated by the fact
that this country is now at war,

On the basis of what already has
happened to him and what is like-
ly to happen in the near future,
here’s a picture of what John Doe's
tynical day will be like:

He gets up in the morning an
hour earlier than he onze did (by
the sun), because the countrv must
save electricity, He has toast and
coffee for breakfast, spooning in a
lessened amount of sugar because
he can now have only one-half
pound a week, Maybe his two-egg
ration has been cut to one through
rising prices.

When he puts on his new business
suit it bha: no cuffs, no frills. He
rides a bus or street car, either be-
cause his tires are worn through or
his gasoline ration card is used up.

Harder Work

At the office he works a little
harder, because some of the young-
er men have gone to the army and
new assistants—sometimes women
~—have to be trained. He saves on
office paper to combat a shortage.
His secretary uses the old typewrit-
er that doesn’t suit her-—she can’t
get a new cne now.

At night he aud his wife and the

kids listen to the radin with only
an occassional movie or attend in-
struction classes in civilian defense.
Expenses must be cut because his
salary probably hasn’t kept up with
advaneing prices. and he must pay
higher taxes and buy war bonds.

Part of John Doe’s troubles are
going to be eased. The prices he
must pay for goods—providing the
goods are avuailable—probably will
not be more than he had to pay
March. But on the other
hand Lis salary will likely r<main
static for the duration of the war.
That's because the economic system
can't stand the strain of an over-
balanced ratio ¢f purchasing power
tu the amount of consumer gooas
available,

May Lose sob

If John Doe works for a company
whose product is hit by priority
orders or rationing system he may
lose his job. In that case he prob-
ably goes to work in & war industry
or in government service.

Maybe John Doe was planning a
little cottage somewhere out in the
country—but not now. No building
rmaterials are available, He was
saving money for a vacation trip—
but that went for war bonds, taxes
and increased living costs,

His wife makes over dresses, or
buys new ones a trifle shorter and
with only one nocket She hangs
blackout curtains in place of the
new frilly ones she wanted so bad-
1y.

But Mr. and Mrs. Johr Doe know
there’s no rationing or ceilings on
smiles.
