Just how muchh do railroad 
freight rates i nfluence the cost 
of living. They are factors, of 
course, but a smaller factor than 
is generally realized by the pub­
lic.

The Intefstate Commerce Com­
mission has made a perot on the 
subject- which says that total 
railroad freight charges in 1946 
amounted to less than 5’ i per­
cent of the cost of the wholesale 
cost of value at destination of 
all commodities so shipped. This 
was the lowest percentage since 
1928, when the reports were 
started.

Another conservative estimate 
hold that less than 4 per cent 
out of each dollar spent last 
year on living expenses by fam­
ilies of moderate income went 
for rail transportation, including 
not only freight, but passenger
fares- mail and etc.•

The fact is that commodity 
prices in general have gone up 
aster and farther than freight 

1 rates. The average revenue re- 
I ceived by the railroads for hau- 
| ing a ton a mile of freight has 
risen only 3 4 per cent as com­
pared with 1939. The cost of 
goods, on the other hand, have 
nearly doubled since then, and 
many have tripled anndquadrup- 
led. Petting it another way what 
they buy is about twice as great 
as the increase in he prices for 
which they sell their services. 
And it is certainly hard to see 
how anyone, except railroad 
stockholders can complain about 
that.

,.ier days, is not one for a 40 hour week, but for a rigid Monday

Regular O fficers. 
Are Reduced

Austin, Oct. 23.—Eligibility re­
quirements for an Organized Re­
serve Corps Officers Commission 
have been reduced, Colonel Oscar 
B. Abbott, Senior Army Instruc­
tor for the Organized Reserves in 
Texas, announced hei’e today. Ac­
cording to a recent Army direc­
tive the following groups are now 
eligible to apply for a reserve 
commission: (1) Individuals who 
have served on active service in 
any component of the Army be­
tween Dec. 7, 1941 and. June 30, 
1947 in one of the first three en­
listed grades or as a warrant 
officer; (2) Graduates of an ac­
credited college or university who 
have served one year in any 
grade between Dec. 7, 1941 and 
June 30, 1947; (3) Enlisted Re­
servists currently serving with 
class A or B units who have one 
year of service with any of the 
Armed Forces of the United 
States including inactive service, 
etfld who complete the Army Ex­
tension Course 10-Series-

All applicants must be 21 to 
28 years of age, except that, as 
an interim program until Oct 
1. 1949, the maximum age limit 
will be 3? They must be citizens; 
be physically qualified; have the 
equivalent of a high school edu­
cation; and attain a score of 110 
on the Army General Classifica­
tion Test. »

The purpose of this recent d i­

rective is to provide an adequate 
supply of young officers for the 
Army. Those who receive com­
missions may be ordered to ex­
tended active dirty with the 
Army, ifthey so desire. The local 
Instructor’s ’ Off ice of the Organ­
ized Reserve Corps will furnish 
any further information on re­
quest.

Monday afternoon, a panel will 
take up the problem of special 
education in Texas. Three direc- f 
tors of the state program will be 
on the panel- Also taking part 
will be Dr. Gladys M. Brown of 
the SMU department of psy­
chology; Mrs. Juliette Gratke, 
director of the Dallas Society for 
Crippled Children’s Cerebal Palsy 
Center; and Miss Martha Brown 
of the Dallas Society’s Aphasia 
Center.

At the conclusion of the panel 
discussion, a joint demonstration 
of the early recognition and treat­
ment of cerebal palsy will be 
held in the Waco Crippled Chil­
drens Hospital by Dr. Arnold 
Manske and Dr. Herbert Hipps, 
both of Waco.

Roy Steele, superintendent of the 
Texas State School for the Deaf 
who will talk on “Hearing Con- j 
servation in the Classroom” and 
Dr. Ben L. Boynton, physiatrist

of the care and treatment of the 
physically handicapped.

Judges Retirement 
Recommended By 
State Bar Assn.

SAN ANTONIO, Oct. 25— 
(Special)—A five point improve­
ment in Texas’ judiciary was 
foreseen today by Henry Burney 
of San Antonio, former president 
Of the State Bar Association, if 
the judges’ retirement amend­
ment is adopted by Texas voters 
on November 2.

Adoption 6f this amendment 
will, he said, mean:

1. Greater efficiency on the
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bench—permitting aged, infirm 
or ill judges to retire.

2. Economy for tax-payers— 
more active judges will speed up 
court procedure, eliminating 
costly delays in clearing the 
dockfet.

3. Keep able men on the bench 
—assurance of retirement ben- 
fits will make court work mure 
attractive for the ablest men in 
the State, guaranteeing a high 
calibre of judges.

4. Keep Texas’ judiciary on 
par with other states—thirty-one 
states, including New Mexico, 
Louisiana and Arkansas, m w 
have retirement programs for 
their appellate and district court 
judges.

5. Eliminate many court de­
lays that keep jurors, witnesses 
and parties in suits tied up in 
courthouses for hours and some­
times days because judges are 
ill or disable and unable to dis­
charge their duties rapidly.

1 “ The Medal of Honor of the 
tlnited States Army,” a book hon­
oring the 2,116 winners of the 
Army Medal of Honor, is being 
published this month by the Public 
Information Division, Department 
of the Army.
