THE 1938 FARM PROGRAM

The farm program as outlined
by Secretary Henry A. Wallace in
his speech at Memphis, Tenn,
Friday partially accepted the do-
mestic allotment plan that has
been advocated ry many people
since the control program was in-
augurated in 1933.' The difference
in Mr. Wallace’s plan and the or-
iginal allotment plan is that he
still hangs to the curtailment or
the control plan by limiting -the
production. As long as we limit
nroduction in the United States
foreign countries will increase
their production and the sale of

same proportion as it has in the
last four years. In Mr. Wallace’s
figures giiven in his speech he ad-
mits that we have made no pro-
gress as he states that we will
make 16,000000 bales of cotton
and the rest of the ,world 19,000,
000 bales, making a crop of 36,
(00,000 bales, with a carryover of
about nine million bales last year
making an indicated supply of
around 44,000,000 bales, the
largest supply in the history ot
the cotton business. It can be
readily seen that the program has
only produced a smaller supply of

American. Unless the tariff can
be reduced the domestic allot-
ment is the ¢only planx and that

without the control feature as the
coatrol will only reduce the supply
of American, with no effect on
the world.
