COTTON ACREAGE LESS 
IN 1939 THAN AT ANY 
TIME IN LAST 40 YEARS

The final report of the Agricult­
ural Department at Washington 
discloses that the 1939 cotton crop 
was the smallers acreage gathered 
since 1899.

Total cotton land harvested in 19- 
39, was 22.811,004 acres while in 18- 
99 farmers reported an acreage of 
24,275,101. The greatest cotton
acreage reported was for the year 
1930 when 43,227,488 acres was 
shown.

In 1939 on 1,464,097 fewer acres. 
American cotton farmers produced 
1,940,593 more bales than in 1899. 
The crop being 11,481,00 hales com­
pared with 9,534,707 bales.

The yield of lint cotton per acre 
in 1899 was 195 pounds of lint while 
in 1939 the production was 250 of 
lint per acre.

ON MONDAY NIGH1
Gcv- W. Dee O’Daniel Monday 

Night announced his candidacy for 
the United States senate.

In a statewide broadcast, be told 
the people of Texas "wo have got 
the job done,” and asked their sup 
port in the race for the seat of the 
late Morris Sheppard.

He said nothing about resigning 
from his present office, thus failing 
to answer one of the outstanding 
questions concerning his future 
plans.

The governor said nothing could 
induce him to give up the governor­
ship except the call of duty and he 
would he derelict in duty if he did 
not make the race.

He declared he would take to 
Washington with him the Ten Com­
mandments and the Gulden Rule, 
which in his campaigns lie has held 
up as the tenets of his personal and 
political lift

Eighteen other men had filed ap­
plications for places on the ballot 
of the special election to be held 
June 28 and at least one other had 
announced his candidacy.

The governor said he had con­
sidered all phases of the problem, 
that thousands laid written him, 
urging that he continue as governor 
even for a third and fourth terms.

But the fight for the things the 
people wanted, including financing 
of the social security program, had 
been largely won, he said.

What he has termed the Number 
One problem of state government, 
social security, he declared had been 
settled “ up to the present time;”

Among accomplishments of his 
administration he included the ap­
proval by the legislature of a con­
stitutional amendment to prohibit 
appropriations beyond available rev­
enue, appropriations to expand the | 
eleemosynary system, steps to in­
dustrialize system, steps to in- 
propriatlons for educational insti­
tutions and progress toward a merit 
system for state employes.

After pointing out that new taxes 
recently levied by the legislature 
would permit a much more liberal 
old age pension program, the gov­
ernor said the only place to get ad­
ditional aid for the old folks was 
ti.e Federal government.

When he said the resolution was 
“unanimously” adopted, there were 
cries of "no, no,” and “ayes and noes 
on that.”

The governor read liis speech Into 
a battery of microphones under the 
glittering chandelier in the gold 
room of the Texas White House.

The gnvi rnor read the house reso­
lution of endorsement after remind­
ing that the people had elected the 
representatives and the latter had 
ample opportunity to observe him.

TEXAS CANCER HOSPITAL 
SHOULD BE IN DALLAS

In 1931, Dallas was chosen as the 
site for a proposed cancer hospital 
to be built by the state on land to 
be provided for the city. But suc­
ceeding Legislatures failed to make 
any appropriations for construction 
at its Fort Worth convention, tbe 
of this needed hospital. Recently at 
its Fort Worth convention, the Tex­
as State Medical Association is sup­
porting a pending bill for establish­
ing a state cancer hospital and re­
search center at Galveston. This 
hill carries an appropriation of 
$1,700,000.

While many argument could be 
made for locating this proposed hos­
pital at Dallas, as promised a decade 
ago, the site is less important than 
the task of getting this institution 
established and in operation. In 
Texas, as in other states, the num­
ber of cancer deaths continues to 
increase, though medical authorities 
say at least a ♦liinl of these fatali­
ties result from ignorance or care­
lessness and therefore are avoidable. 
Skin cancer is especially common in 
the South, where there is more ex­
posure to the direct rays of the sun.

Last year 5,345 Texans died of 
cancer. These deaths represented 
8.6 per cent of the total. Dr. Geo., 
W. Cox. State Health Officer, esti­
mates that at least 1,780 of these 
lives could have been saved had a 
physician been consulted early in the 
course of the disease. Establishment 
of a Texas cancer hospital and re­
search center may lie the means of 
making some people more cancer- 
conscious and of indusing them to 
seek medical help more promptly 
when suspicious symptoms appear.
