The West Texas Chamber of
Commerce has released a financial
prospectus setting ont in detail its
pldn for’ suppporting the build uy
needs of Texas State supported col-
legés, and' activity calléd for by
its board of directors at their r.-
ferendom agsembly next moath.

The docunient containg nine Ly
ortization and statistical tables
support of the WTCC's convention
that for adequately and quickly
financing building plans of all 16
state schools, $37,000.000 in bouds
can and should be floated frow
the revenues of the University ql’
Texas permanent land fund. The
chamber contends that the maxi-
mum funding program would prg-
duce $14,800,000 for the University
and Texas A & M college and $22.-

000,000 for the 14 other institu-
tions unde a 60-40 per ceut di-
vision as Detween them and the

big schools, against $15,600,000 they
would receive through a five cent
advalorium tax levy as proposed
by administration heads and re-
gents of the colleges.

This shows WTCC says, that the
big schools would  be limited fto
15,000,000 for ten years with like
amounts possible in the following
two decades. The WTCC proposal
for maximum bonding of the Per-
wanent Uunivesity Fund is illumi-
nated with three of the nine mor-
tization tables. One is based wupon
the fuund buying its own bonds:
and another upon selling the $37-
000,000 issue at an interest not
to exceed one half per cent; third
upon sale at no loss of interest.
All tables based an annual re-
venuue of $£1,780,000 from the Uni-
versity fund, while revenue are
now estimated at $1,900,000. The
prospectus the detail sets out the
comparative distribution of funds
directly to the schools under the
College and Trust Fund plans., Ta-
bles covering this phase show that

rust Fund Plan than from the
College plan, with the possibility

The Trust Plan Fund concludes
that the proposed 5 cent tax not
only is not sufficient for financing
the 14 schools, building needs, but
if put to the voters in a constitu-
tional amendment election, would
be. defeated.
