Herman Schwartz, 80, who was 
probably West Texas’ oldest rnavor 
in point of service until his retire-* 
meut last spring, died Tuesday aft­
ernoon in the Callahan county hos­
pital at Baird.

Schwartz served Baird as mayor 
for 25 years but did not ask re- 
election this year. He had been In 
failing health several years.

He T.as a native of Prague, Bo­
hemia, where he was born of Jew­
ish parents on July 25, 1861.

Coming to Cullahan county with 
the railroad in 1880, he establish­
ed a mercantile business which he 
operated until 1923, when he re­
tired. He also was the owner of 
several farms and other property.'

Mr. Schwartz deserves more credit 
for the upbuilding of Baird and 
making it what it is than possibly 
any other one man. He was a man 
that forgot his own business to a 
great extent and left it behind him 
and worked for the interest and up­
building of the City of Baird. It 
is said many times when the city 
was financially unable to meet their 
payroll and other obligations he 
would take city warrants, and hold 
to them until the city had the cash 
meet its obligations.

At his death Schwartz was the 
oldest surviving past grand master 
of the Masonic lodge in Texas, a 
position he filled in 1907-08. He 
was a 32d-degree Mason, and held 
membership in half a dozen other 
fraternal orders. He had been a 
member of the Knights of Pythias 
for 60 years, and also was active 
in the Pythian Sisters, the IOOF 
and the Rebekahs, the AVoodmen 
of the AVorld and the AVoodmeu’s 
Circle, and the Eastern Star.

Survivors are his w ’fe and two 
daughters, Mrs. Evelyn Long of 
Cincinnati, O., and Mrs. C. E. Hall 
of Long Beach, Calif.

The status of Cisco’s indebetness 
finally settled In a federal court de­
cision at Dallas on May 25th, 1942, 
in the United States District Court.

The settlement effected the dis­
position of the suit and all pleas of 
Intervention which have been pend­
ing in the United States Court, at 
Abilene since 1938, In the suit, 
plaintiff and numerous interveners 
sought recovery on approximately 
$1,600,000 in bonds of the reissue 
of 1934, which they alleged that by 
reason of the failure of the City 
to pay the interest on the refunding 
issue entitled the holders to lie re­
invested with all yights held by 
th-un under the old bonds, aggre- 
grating approximately $4,800,000. 1

Authorization for issuance of two 
refunding issues, one for $484,000 
and one for $242,000, totaling $720,- 
000 was approved by the court. The 
$484,000 bonds will be payable from 
water revenues while the $242,(MX) 
will be supported by .axes.

Under the agreement, debt ser­
vices on the two issues will be ap­
proximately $32,000 annually.

RECIPES FOR SUGAR 
COFFEE SUBSTITUTES 
CONCOCTED IN 1845

AUSTIN, Texas, — Necessity for 
food substitutes started long before 
this war, research into files of ear­
ly Texas newspapers shows.

Recipes for artificial sugar and 
for a coffee substitute were-found 
by Corinne Wilson oi. Teague, mem­
ber of a University of Texas Eng­
lish class; studying literature and 
folklore of Texas and the South­
west.

Artifical sugar was a concoction 
of brown sugar, water, honey, cream 
of tarter and essence of roses, il 
boiled together in a brass kettle. 
Egg whites and more honey were 
added after the mixture looked, 
while the epicure might call for a 
little slippery elm bark added to 
the honey.
xThe coffee substitute recommend­
ed by (lie Nationnl*Regisler of Dec., 
27, 1845, is a mixture of okra seeds
witli real coffee— “ the okra seeds 
be distinguished from the coffee, 
even the best Java.”

BUYERS RETURN LIME- 
SULI’HUR CONTAINERS

There is an abundance of lime- 
sulphur concentrate for spraying 
fruit trees, hut is imperative that 
buyers should return the containers 
to the manufacturer, says Cameron 
Biddall, entomologist of the A. and 
SI. College Extension Service.

No slwrtage of the concentrate is 
expected, but there is strong likeli­
hood that no materials will be al­
located this xear for manufactur­
ing the wooden barrels and 50 to 
55 gallon steel drums In which it 
is marketed. For that reason, Bid- 
da II says, it is important the fruit 
growers should return the contain­
ers to the manufacturer as soon as 
they are emptied.

“This will tend to prevent a short­
age of barrels or drums, which 
might limit the shipment of lime- 
sulphur concentrates next year,”  he 
explains.

Tomatoes can be prepared in so 
many ways and so easily, homemak­
ers will do well to make them a 
“stock Item”  in the refrigerator for 
the remainder of the summer.

With tomatoes available through­
out the state now, Hazel Phipps, 
specialist in food preparation for 
the A. and M. College Extension 
Service, suggests that homemakers 
plan to use them “morning, noon, 
and night” *

As a beginner, tomato juice is al­
ways refreshing, or it can be made 
into a cold congealed consomme. 
Use baked tomatoes plain or stuf­
fed, scalloped or stewed tomatoes, 
the specialist advises. Tomato 
sauce goes well with all kinds of 
meats, fish or beans.

There is no end to the number of 
salads which can be made with 
tomatoes. Whatever, the salad, 
choose tomatoes with a deep red 
color, Miss Phipps suggests. At­
tractive sajads may be prepared by 
cutting the tomato in fourths or 
sixths and spreading it apart in 
flower-P ke fashion. Then the center 
may be filled with cottage cheese, 
salmon, tuna, raw cabbage, or any 
food which combines well with tom­
atoes.

Although the tomato was once the 
Cinderella of the horticultural 
world it is now one of the most im­
portant vegetables, nutritionally 
speaking. It provides three vitam­
ins and three minerals. This year’s 
tomato production goal calls for 33 
percent more canned tomatoes and 
12 i>ercent more fresh tomatoes tl..in 
were available in 1941.

■Merchants in smaller cities and 
towns of the country are expect­
ing that the shortage of automo­
bile tires and the rationing o f 
gasoline will be a cloud with a 
silver lining. Local stores are ex­
pected to get a large share of the 
trade that lias beet, going to near­
by city stores us people stay closer 
to their home cities.

Associations of merchants which 
are fully aware of the opportunity 
realize that for the smaller stores 
to capitalize on this situation, tiiey 
must be able to offer merchandise 
of comparable quality, style and 
price to that offered in the city 
stores. Borne merchants look for a 
return of conditions somewhat sim­
ilar to those that existed before the 
days of r ived roads and fast auto­
mobiles, and are preparing for the 
expected increase in trade by stock­
ing up and widening their lines.

Whether small town merchants 
are nble to recapture some of the 
trade that has slipped out of town 
the past years will depend largely 
on the ability of individual merch­
ants. People who stay at home can 
stili buy through the mail order de­
partments of the city stores, but 
much of rhe glamor of buying in 
person will be lost. Maybe many of 
those who have been buying in the 
large cities will lie surprised at what 
local stores have to offer.

Some timely mjvice to vacation­
ists concerning the proper precau­
tions to be used in water sports was 
released from the State Health De­
partment today by Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
state health officer.

It was pointed out that, in view 
of wartime restrictions, vacation 
pleasures are apt to lie limited to 
excursions und picnics at nearby 
lakes, rivers, and ponds of unfa­
miliar depths and currents, and 
without the usual lifeguard super­
vision associated with bathing 
beaches and commercial swimming 
pools.

“ Swimming and water sports are 
beneficial to good health provided 
one’s physical condition justifies 
this type of exercise,” Dr. Cox as­
serted ; “nevertheless,” they posses 
dangerous possibilities if the rules 
of safety, through carelessness or 
thoughtlessness, are disregarded.”

The state health officer outlined 
the following simple rules for bath­
ing and swimming in safety:

1. At least one hour should j 
elapse after a meal before entering 
the water.

2. Upon the first indication of 
fatigue, come ashore and call it a 
day. Don’t re-enter the water.

3. If becoming chilled, leave the 
water Immediately.

4. Do not enter the water when 
overheated.

5. Learn to float. This is most 
important.

6. Never attempt to rock o boat 
in a spirit of fun.

7. Never swim in water that 
may be polluted. Swimming close 
to or even a few milra below sew­
age outlets is inviting the possibil­
ity of acquiring disease.

Cox said. “ It is by no means ad­
visable to eliinl ’ate these excurs­
ions from our summer program, 
but it is important that they prove 
beneficial and not disastrous.”

simple procedure for obtaining this 
vital record.

“Requests tor certified copies 
should be made direct to the State 
Health Department, Bureau of 
Vitai Statistics,”  Dr. Cox said.
There is no charge except the 

fifty ceuts necessary to pay for 
making a search of the record.^ and 
a photosiatic copy if the record is 
on file.”

Birth certificates are doubly hn- 
poi taut in the national emergency, 
serving as proof of citizenship 
which is necessary for entrance to 
our armed forces or for employ­
ment in any national defense in 
dustry. A record of birth is also 
useful in establishing the time and 
place of birth as well as parentage 
and can be of great assistance in 
the settlemest of estates and other 
legal matters.

“American people are beginning 
to realize the importance of birth 
records since our entry into the 
war,” Dr. Cox declared. “ In the 
month o f March alone, the Bureau 
of Vital Statistics received 19,810 
requests for copies of birth records; 
a lid in April nnd MRy, the requests 
have continued to increase steadily”

FERTILIZER SHORTAGE 
OFF SET BY PLANTING 
WINTER LEGUME SEED

Most, practical way Texas farm­
ers have to o ff set shortage of nit­
rogenous fertilizers is by planting 
winter legumes, George Slaughter, 
chairman, Texas AAA committee, 
said this week.

Farmers are being asked to order 
seed and superphosphate now, since 
utilization of transportation facil­
ities for war materials is likely to 
delay orders f they are not placed 
early.

Already, 'i8 counties have estab­
lished plans under which they will 
distribute winter legume seed next 
fall.

COLLEGE GIRLS TOLD 
HOW TO GET A MAN

DEVELOPEMENT OF 
NEW TECHNIQUE IN 

WRAPPING FRUITS

EDR AND CHURCHILL 
ARE EIGHTH COUSINS
Prime Minister Winston Chur­

chill and President Roosevelt are 
cousins.

Conklin Mann of the New York 
Genealogical and Biographical so­
ciety announced that he had dis­
covered, after four months of por­
ing over farndy histories, that they 
are eighth cousins, once removed.

The relationship, involving the 
Jerome and Delano families, goes 
back to three common ancestors 
who came to America on tlie May­
flower.

Development of a new technique 
in wrapping oranges and other cit­
rus makes possible preservation of 
these products for several months. 
Tests in the laboratories of the 
Florida Experiment station demon­
strated that grapefruit wrapped in 
pliofilm and stored at 70 degrees 
temperature for seven months re­
tained its texture and juices, and 
seed showed no indication of sp­
routing. The wrapping allows 
transmission of carbon dioxide with 
enough rapidity to keep the fruit 
from suffocating, but transmits 
moisture vapor slowly enough to 
prevent loss of moisture, retaining 
the juices and fullness of the fruit, 
and preserving vitamin content
