Postal Department 
Warns People to 
Mail Gifts Early

The Post Office Department now 
is starting the most gigantic task 
in its history, the movement of de­
luge of Christmas parcels, cards 
and letters while maintaining the 
regular flow of millions of pieces of 
mail to and from our armed forces 
all over the world.

Indications are the volume of 
Christmas mail will be the largest 
on record. Already in September, 
latest month for which figures are 
available, retail sales had reached 
a level second only to the record 
month of December 1941, according 
to the department of commerce, 
and sales are rising. Such heavy 
purchases always presage heavy 
mailings.

The free mailing privilege grant­
ed to members of the armed forces 
has raised their mailings some 30 
per cent, it is estimated. Expan­
sion of those forces also is adding 
rapidly to the postal burden.

The deadline is already passed 
for mailing gifts to Army and Navy 
personnel overseas with assurance 
that the parcels will arrive by 
Christmas. The New York post 
office reports that in late October, 
350,000 such parcels were handled 
daily in that office alone.

The Post Office Department is 
making strenuous efforts to avoid 
such a terrific jam as It faced in 
1918 under similar conditibns, dur­
ing the first World War. It can 
succeed in those efforts, and avoid 
many heartaches for its patrens, if 
the public will cooperate by mail­
ing early. People should heed the 
warnings of the postal department 
and mail all packages early to .in­
sure delivery before Christmas.

16,527 CASUALTIES IN 
NAVY SINCE DECEMBER 7

Washington has given out a list 
of the sailors, marines and coast 
guardsmen reported dead, wounded 
or missing This report covers a 
period from December 7 to October, 
31. Total to last Wednesday when 
the Navy announced that naval 
casualities totaled 16,527. Naval 
casualities there were 728 from 
December 16 to October 21.

The latest Navy casualty list No. ) 
16, cohering personnel of the Navy, I 
Marine Corps and coast guards, 
showed that 172 of them were kill­
ed, 315 wounded and 241 reported 
missing during the last half of Oc­
tober.

A recapitulation of casualities in 
the naval forces since the Japs at­
tack at Pearl Harbor December 7 
are as follows: Navy 3,854 dead;
1190 wounded, and 7,972 missing; 
Marine Corps 734 dead, 703 wound­
ed and 1900 missing; Coast Guard 
37 dead, 11 wounded, and 126 miss­
ing, making the 16,527.
