voting which can be secured at any 
time before they vote. The amend­
ments to Article 2968 did no't become 
effective until February 14, 1936, and 
this leaves the old statute in effect.

All persons who are past sixty 
years of age are allowed to vote un­
less they are in cities of five thous­
and or more; but the attorney gen­
eral’s department has ruled that un­
der the provision of the constitution, 
all persons 21 years of age on elec­
tion day unless otherwise disqualized, 
are entitled to vote and. that the leg­
islature was without authority to en­
act a registration law which would 
deprive a person of his constitution­
al rights to vote.

In cities of less than 5,000 it is not 
necessary to have an exemption cer­
tificate, and any person being of age 
may be required only to make an af­
fidavit o f their age if their right to 
vote is challenged. In this connec­
tion it was held that the provision of 
Article 2968a, effective October 1st, 
1935, did not by implication repeal 
Article 2969, which allows verting 
without exemption certificates in all 
places except in cities of 5,J00 o.

Private transportation will be paid 
bv the district or state, provided the 
home school district is not so classi­
fied by the county school board that 
the proper grade is provided iu the 
home district, and further provided 
that tne transfer is made to a school 
that is either affiliated, classified or 
standardized.

In making application or a trans­
fer, the applicant should bear in 
mind that the two dollars per month 
private transportation aid does not 
apply, under the present law, unless 
the transfer is made to a classified, 
affiliated or standardized school.

Under the school law, the obliga­
tion of private transportation and 
high school tuition rests upon the 
heme district provided' it has suffi­
cient funds to make payment, and in 
the event of the home district’s in­
ability to make payment the state 
will assume the obligation, provided 
the transferred’ pupil is attending a 
school of proper classification, an af­
filiated, classified or standardized 
school.

Bus transportation will be paid the 
district on the same basis as was 
done the past year.

Under a late ruling of the depart­
ment of education 'no private trans­
portation will be paid unless the home 
district maintains a minimum tax 
rato of fify cents.

Applications for transfer must be 
made ’in duplicate and one copy mail­
ed to Austin, as all transfer adjust­
ments are not made by the Depart­
ment of Education at Austin,

The signature of the applicant for 
all transfers is essential to the trars- 
fer of your children.

CHRISTIANITY SPREAD BY 
PERSECUTION

Lesson for July 26th. Acts 26:9-11.
Golden Text: Revelation 2:10.
The book of the Acts of the Apos­

tles is our only full record of thê  
earliest Christian age, and is there­
fore of very great value. Here we 
find real characters of impressive 
personality, and genuine incidents 
described with compelling power.

Of the apostles with whose careers 
the book deals the most important 
by far is Paul tovwhom one-half ot 
the space :s devoted. Next in rank 
is Peter whose heroic story covers 
one-third of the narrative The reJ 
niaining sixth of the bcok is devoted 
to the other leaders of the apostolic 
band.

It most be remembered, however, 
that Luke’s real aim is not to outline 
the deeds of the apostles, but rather 
to show how Christianity expanded 
through the impact of the divine 
Spirit. In this wonderful development 
of the Christian movement two pow­
erful factors should be noted. In the 
first place, through the genius ot 
Paul, the Christian message become 
not a Jewish cult, but a universal 
gospel. Secondly, the early disciples 
felt behind them the propelling drive 
of a divine power.

Our lesson makes clear "the part 
played by persecution in advancing 
the Christian Cause. Paul, before 
his conversion, was an ardent enemy 
of Christianity. But when, on the 
road to Damascus, he had that vision 
of a risen Christ which cut his life 
in two, he made a complete turn, and 
henceforth served hi3 Lord with the 
same devotion with which he had 
previously hated him. And what per­
secutions he suffered in the name 
of the Master! All through his 
stormy career he had to combat those 
who attacked his teaching and mo­
tives, ard strove to ruin his work, 
His letters reflect this struggle, and 
also reveal what incredible hardships 
he endured in order to proclaim Jie 1 
Good News (See 2 Cor. 11). And

SWIMMING HAZARDS
SHOULD BE HEEDED

AUSTIN.—In Texas, during 1935, 
there were 371 deaths from drown­
ing, according to records in the State 
Bureau of Vital Statistics. This is an 
increase of 54 over the number re­
ported for the year 1984, and an in­
crease of 85 over the number reported 
forl933. .. ___

“ While water sports are the great­
est of all sports during the summer 
season, they present certain hazards 
which should be heeded,” said Dr. J. 
W. Brown, State Health Officer. "Ac­
cidental drowning would not occur it 
each individual respected the fact 
that water is not man’s natural ele­
ment, and governed his activities in 
the water by standards of safety.

“ Certain precautions should be tak­
en by all swimmers.

1. Never swin alone—especially in 
deserted places .vhere no rescue is a- 
vailable in case of emergency.

2. Do not let young children go out 
in deep water even if they know how 
to swim, unless some older person 
proficient in life saving, is with them.

3. Do not go in bathing directly 
after eating. Wait two hours before 
taking plunge.

4.. Do not dive in unfamiliar places 
until you are sure of the depth of the 
water and the absense of rocks.

5. Do not overtax your strength— 
work up gradually to a long swim 
by strengthening the muscles first

6. Do not swim when fatigued.
7. Do not create a hazard for other 

swimmers by childish pranks and 
smart tricks.

“ Accidental drownings, with few 
exceptions, occur through lack of 
proper safeguards or in other places 
without adequate supervision. Take 
your swim in one of the approved 
swimming pools now available in 
most communities, and: help* reduce 
the deaths in Texas from drowning.”

This size trench silo 
will peimit driving in at one end of 
the pit, unloading the green silage, 
driving right on through and out the 
other end. This makes ease in filling 
the silo, makes ease in supplying the 
water, if ,it is necessary for it to be 
hauled, and at the same time the 
driving- of the wagons and the teams 
will pack it, thus eliminating air 
space. Silage can never be wet too 
much. Water does not spoil feeds but 
the air spoils silage. Air spoils the 
women’s fruit that is canned, when 
any is lost. No man criticises his 
wife for placing water -in the fruits 
that are being canned as he knovfrs 
this liquid is necessary to make the 
fruit palatable. The same thing is 
true for silage. The more water that 
is in the silage the more palatable 
and the better silage it becomes.

Bankers have told the county ag­
ent that if the farmers could take 
care of their feed problems that it 
would be a small matter for the 
banks to be able to feed the farmers’ 
families during the days of drough 
but when the farm animals must be 
fed as w-ell as the family from the 
bank that that was the condition 
which caused real hard times.

It has been proved beyond all con­
tradiction that the trench silo will 
keep the farmer’s feed over an indef­
inite period of time and w-ill keep it 
in almost as valuable condition as 
when it grew- in the field. In other 
words feed put info a silo is worth 
two-thirds more than the same feed 
that is cut and cured in the field and 
later put into stacks or if it be head­
ed grain, maize especially, loses much 
of its value after one year. But 
maize, when placed in a trench silo 
will keep as many years in perfect 
preservation as the farmer needs to 
keep it. The ordinary farmer should 
build his silo just wide enough at the 
bottom that he can back his wagon 
or truck into the pit. Recent experi­
ments show that it is better to build 
the silo shaHow and narrow but make 
it as long as it is necessary to han­
dle the tonnage on the farm. This
