AUSTIN.—A definite increase in
the number of cases of epidemic cere-
bro-spinal meningitis has been noted
in Texas, according to Dr. John W.
Brown, State Health Officer. While
the number of these cases is  not
alarming as yet, preventive measures
should be followed,

disease is the prevention of over-
crowding cither at home or in public
Overcrowded conditions in camps,

breaks. Children and old people are
more susceptible than those of mid-
dle age, and negroes contract menin-
gitis more frequently than whites,

Persons with colds and  coughs
should stay indoors if possible, should
practice personal hygiene and cough
into their handkerchiefs.

The early symptoms of meningitis
are those of a cold or influenza. If
one has headache, backache, fever and

his family doctor at once. Healthy
carriers spread the disease = from

their nose and throat to those who
are susceptible. Most adults are not
sugeeptible to the disease, The ear-
lizr the diagnosis is made, the better
are the chances of recovery.
